London, March 16.—Deputy Kernesky, the new Russian minister 

of justice, has decided to frame a measure of general political amnes­
ty, according to a Petrograd despatch to Reuters, dated Thursday. The 
Grand Duke Nicholas, commander in the Caucasus, has telegraphed 
President Rodzianko of the Duma, that, in accord with General Alex- 
ieff, chief of staff, he had asked the Emperor, in order to save Russia 
and bring the war to a successful end to take the only step possible in 
the present fateful circumstances.

Calm has been quickly restored in Petrograd although numerous 
partizans of the old regime have been firing from roofs and garrets up- 

the troops and inhabitants. By order of the executive committee, 
soldiers have entered the houses where firing is taking place and re­
moved suspected persons- The garrison of the palace at Tsarskoe Selo 
has declared itself on the side of the new government and has welcom­
ed its representatives with enthusi asm. Prince Shakovskoy, minister 
of commerce in the late administration, has been arrested by order of 
the executive committee.

London, March, 16.—One of the most remarkable features of the 

Russian revolution, says Reuters Petrograd correspondent, has been 
the speed with which the people have resumed normal life. Order is 
the watchword of the day. The correspondent continues:

Good Order.
“Still morq remarkable, looking back over the events of the past 

few days, is the way in which the same spirit of good order prevailed 
through the hours when the revolt was at its height. Unorganized 
crowds o£ revolters seemed to take pride in ‘doing things regularly.’ 
For instance, in all sections of the city, the crowds commandeered all 
mot_” cars on the streets, but in every case took .the names of the occu­
pants and promised to report the names and circumstances to the 
Duma committee and facilitate the return of the car.

“In the view of the populace the revolution was practically blood­
less. Certainly there,has been some loss of life, but it is insignificant in 
popular estimation as compared with the tremendous results obtained. 
For some weeks past everybody in Petrograd realized that a crisis of 
some kind was approaching. The temper, even of the most patient 
people in the world, becomes frayed when they are obliged to stand 
three or four hours in a temperature ten or twenty below zero waiting 
for bread which often was not obtained. Potatoes had, risen to eight 
and nine times their ordinary price and other food commodities were at 
a cost practically prohibitive for th<Y$oor.%

anxiety for the future. He ascribed the delay in the arrival of flour to 
snowstorms, as though snow storms in Russia in February were an un-

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THE COURIER THE REVOLUTION IN RUSSIA.
Another of the big developments 

arising out of the war, is the success­
ful revolution in Russia.

The.tremendous climax came with 
startling suddenness, and yet events 
there for some time have beên land­
ing towards just such a denoue­
ment.

Under the constitution the coun­
try has hitherto been under an ab­
solute monarchy with all legislative 
and administrative power in the 
hands of the Czar. In response to 
growing public pressure, a Duma, or 
more, popular public' chamber, was 
established, but from the first it was 
subject to court control, and as re­
cently as March 11th, was dissolved 
by an Imperial order. Notwithstand­
ing that decree, most of the members 
met, with the result that by almost 
a unanimous vote, it was decided to 
declare the existing government 
overthrown and to organize a pro­
visional Government. A revolution 
was even then under way, mainly it 
would seem, because of the mishand­
ling of food supplies, and event» 
moved rapidly, although there was 
no inkling to the outside world of 
the extent of the disaffection.

has seen all Germany acclaiming his 
name as the result of some special­
ly successful test of one of his ear­
lier machines, 
has been brought to bankruptcy by an 
accident that wrecked at 
ship, his popularity and his hopes. 
He has seen his own fortune vanish 
in his own experiments and the 
eminent for which lie was working 
turn upon him the cold shoulder.

In chapter 4 He said that we 
might be wells of living water, and 
now He says that we may be rivers 
by the power of the Holy Spirit, and 
He can make it true iu some measure 
of us, that everything shall live whith­
er the river cometh (Ezek. xlvii, 9i. 
What an honor to carry life and light 
in His name! His loneliness is seen in 
every man going to his own house, 
while He went to the Mount of Olives 
(vii. 53; viii, 1).

As to the woman and His writing on 
the ground, it was a striking object 
lesson on Jer. xvii. 13, “They that de­
part from me shall be written In -the 
earth, because they have forsakeu the 
Lord, the fountain of living waters.” 
These self righteous scribes and Phar­
isees had uo use for Him. the fountain 
of living water (Jer. 11, 13): they knew 
no mercy for sinners and would have 
Him condemn this poor sinner. What

hypocrites. His “Neither do 1 con­
demn thee. Go and sin no more” 
(verse 11) reminds us that He came, 
not to condemn, but to save (chapter 
iii, 17). He is ready at this moment to 
save any drunkard or other sinner 
who will turn from sin and come to 
Him (vi, 37). And He is ready and 
able to make them free from the 
wrath to come and from the power of 
sin here and now (I Thess. 1, 10: Matt 
1. 21). He is the Light that dispels the 
darkness, the Truth that makes free, 
the Son who makes free indeed (verses 
12, 32. 36). He is able to save to the 
uttermost and evermore and from all 
sin all who truly turn to Him. Bat 
He has to say to many: “Ye will not 
come unto Me." “I would, but ye 
would not" (.John v, 40; Matt, xxiii, 37).

Telegram to Emperor.
The Government was declared to 

be overthrown by the Duma leaders, 
who met in the Maveritchisky Pal­
ace after the regular session had 
been adjourned by Imperial ukase, 
and in a telegram to the Emperor 
the popular representatives declared 
that a special committee composed of 
the leaders of the various parties in 
the Duma, would submit, a list of 
names for the new Cabinet.

Simultaneously it was reported 
that all the Ministers except M. 
Protoponoff had resigned. ,

The Imperial Palace at Tsarskoe- 
Selo is said to be in a state of siege, 
but thus far no firing has been re­
ported between the guards defending 
the palace and the revolutionists and 
troops.

northern France we reached the Ba­
silica of ruined Albert (“C’etait 
pourtant une Jolie petite ville. . , ”) 
and noticed with pleasure that the 
golden Maddona was still suspended 
over the street from the dome of the 
battered tower.

Shortly afterwards, jolted by the 
abrupt, tank-like dips and raises t>f 
a powerful car, we entered the mud 
bf the Somme.

The British staff officer who 
companied the visitors, giving intelli­
gence without which the great bat­
tle front would have been an unfath­
omable mystery, mentioned the 
names of the different towns and 
villages with mathematical precision.

Fricourt, la Boiselle, Contalmaison, 
Bazentin le Petit, Poxieres, Martin- 
pulch, Thiepval, Courcelette, le Sars, 
Beaumont-Hamel, Mametz Wood, 
Trônes Wood, Montauban, Longue- 
val, Guillemont, Combles.

The names remain—the names 
and nothing more. Between Albert 
and Bapaume, between Arras and 
Peronne, the deluge of shells has 
levelled everything down to the 
ground—churches, factories, sta­
tions, farms and windmills. You will 
not even find a blade of grass. The 
very ruins pulverized by constant 
shelling, have crumbled into brick 
dust, and, amalgamating with the 
mud, leave the Somme in fragments, 
attached to the wheels of lorries, the 
hoofs of horses or the boots of out­
going soldiers.

I madç my first acquaintance with 
the Somme battlefield at the begin­
ning of September, 1916, a few days 
before the great attack, 
time the uproar of the guns was 
deafening.

Squadrons of 
war-planes cruised in the air—full 
of shrill whistles and rent by formi­
dable explosions—fighting, observ­
ing, giving tl;e ever changing rang­
es. The topography of the ground, 
hammered by heavy shells, changed 
from minute to minute. Everywhere 
could be seen battalions entering or 
leaving the trenches, herculean gun­
ners serving their guns, horses and 
mules, ammunition columns, Red 
Cross cars and stretcher bearers. 
Everywhere men, beasts and wagons 
struggled against the invisible vam­
pires that lurked in the treacherous 
mud. It was a chaotic battlefield, a 
raging inferno from which it seem­
ed impossible to come out alive.

All pro-German reactionaries are being rounded up by the new gov­

ernment, which is assuming power under a mandate to push the war

The Cat on the Carpet.
The article then launches into an 

indictment against the cat, pointing 
out that it is more numerous and de­
structive, wild or tame, than any 
other flesh eating animal in the 
Eastern States. The cat is a danger­
ous roamer. The great majority of 
cats are "out nights.” It is often 
compelled to get its own breakfast, 
and what this consists of depends 
largely on what the cat can catch. 
Some cats catch field mice, house 
mice and rats. Many more kill num­
bers of birds, bats, ÿirews and 
toads—all useful insect-eating crea­
tures. The cat catches the mother 
bird on her nest in the darkness, 
and when the young are not also 
killed they are left to starve in the 
nest.

“Some people say their cats do 
not kill birds,” says Mr. Forbush. 
“Perhaps.” but their neighbors often 
tell a different story. I have known 
one full-grown cat that never killed 
birds, but it was blind. There is an 
old Persian saying. ‘If a cat had 
wings no bird could fly in the air,’ 
and it is very close to the truth.”

Such 
ordinances have already been enact­
ed and are on trial in cities and 
large towns in certain parts of the 
United States. There is no doubt 
that such laws, i'f made general, 
would reduce greatly the number of 
cats, while they would safe-guard 
the licensed cats, which would be re­
quired to wear collars with plates 
bearing the license numbers.
