FREE MOTORISTS' CAMPS OP
POSED

Maine Bureau Advises Moderate
Charge for Use.

AUGUSTA, Me., July 1.—While fav-
oring the establishment of .camping
sites for motorists, for which there is
a constantly growing demand in this
State, the Maine Publicity Bureau
issues a word. of caution to municipal-
ities against the free use of such camps.
It is ‘the opinion of the bureau that
free camping sites should not be gener-
ally encouraged, for, as a rule, people
who are not willing to pay the modest
fze which is charged by several camp-
ing places in Maine are not the sort of
people desired in Main2.

“California”, the bureau says, “finds
itself at the present time confronted
with a serious problem in the. case of
people without money, who have taken
up a sort of “squatter’s” existence on
free camping sites, and are becoming a
burden to the State.

life and property of others. Twenty
miles an hour past a schoolhouse is a
lot more risky to innocent citizens than
84 ona straight, clear stretch with nothing

The fast driver in traffic is a menace.
But here he becomes a ‘reckless driver
also. Using his speed under such con-
ditions puts him in the reckless class.
A driver who overtakes and passes
another car in a “blind” aurve or who
does the same thing with a very slight
margin to spare to clear a car coming
in the opposite direction uses speed,
