| THE PERILS OF THE DEEP.
EELE\'EA\' DAYS8 WITHOUT FOOD OR
WATER.

The New Orleans T'imes reports the arrival
there of the bark Alice Campbell, from Bos
ton, with the shipwrecked crew of the
schooner Thomas Barkalow, wrecked
February 8 The narrative of their suffer
ings is thus given :

““The schooner Thomas P. Barkalow, of
Key West, Fla., Captain John B. King, with
a crew of five men, consisting of L. G
Thompeon, mate; Fi. M. Archer, William
H. Spatchers, John Sands and William R.
Wilkins, sailors, left Cedar Keys on the

| morning of Thursday, February 5, for Key
West, with a load of lumber. The vessel
waa, to all appearances, in good condition ;
and aside from the adverse winds encoun-
tered matters went on smoothly, reaching
Anclote Key on the evening of Friday, tne
6th, where they came o anchor and remained
all night. Oa the following morning, the
7th of February, the schooner was got under
way at an early hour, the wind as the time
blowing strong from the south-west, and after
running & few hours it was discovered tha
vessel ‘water freely,

discovered that the water was gaining
rapidly on the pumps, and all efforts to keep
it down were useless. The pumpe had been
-onstantly worked during the twelve pre-
oceding hours, and all hands were thoroughly
exhausted. A part of the deck load was
then thrown off, thinking thereby to relieve
the vessel, bat the water continued to pour
in 8o rapidly as to preclude all hope of keep
ing the little vessel aflat.
the schooper was under a reefed foreeail, and
was bearing up for Key West harbour,
then between thirty and ferty miles dis-
tant. The prospect of being water-logged
did not give the crew any grest uneasiness,
for they umg:nsd that a distance of forty
miles could easily accomplished in that
condition, and aecordingly ali the stores and
effecta were placed on deck, and a platform
arranged to keep themndry. About noon the
chooner filled, a8 the water covered the deck
she graduslly turned om her port side, and
everything that had been placed on deck
was swept away. The crew ascended to the
dry side of the vessel, which remained in
that positién for about an hour, during which
time, the rigging having been cut away, the
mainmast worked out snd she gradually
righted.

“ There were on board the schooner half a
doaen or more pigs, and when she went over

more than £17,270,178, while those to India
reached the sum of £21,411,853 —very nearly
one-fourth more than to France. And this
result is solely due to the fact the one coun-
tgy forms a portion of the British dominions,
while the other does not. If
doubts this, then let him look at the case of
China. The population of China is_believed
to be twic numerous as that of India—at
anyrate it is larger—but our exports to China,
exclusive of Hong-Kong, last year were no
more than £4 7, or under one-fourth of
those to,India. haps, however, the most
striking proof of the saying that ** tradefollows
the flag " is afforded by the case of Hong-
Kong. The exports to that petty colony of
twenty-nine equare miles, reached very near-
ly three milliens and a half last year. It
may be objected that in India and Hong-
Kong we are absolute masters, and that we
tix the tariffs in these dependencies for the
encouragement of our own trade. Let us,
then,take two other cases where such objec
tions cannot be urged. The people of the Aus-
tralasian colonies enjoy what is called re-
sponsible government in the fullest degree,
and as—when this privilege was extended to
them — no stipulation was made that they
should not legislate adversely to the inter-
ests of the rest of the Empire, they have all
more or less, but especially Victoris, im-
posed protective duties. Yet, in spite of
this fact, and in spite of the further fact
that they lie at the other end of the earth,
our exports to Australia last year actually
exceeded our exports to our mext-door
neighbour, France, Now, the population of
France is nearly eighteen times greater
than that of the Australasian colonies.

the compromise. On the death of Gen. |
Taylor Mr. Fillmore succeeded to the Presi- |
dential chair, and was insmgurated on the |
10th of July, 1850, -E»' sk once sppointed |
a new Cabinet, with-Dsniel Webster at ite
hesd, and in many respects adopted a differ- |
ent policy from that of his predecessor.
He signed the Fugitive Slave Bill, and when
» disposition was shown in some quarters to
resist the law, he expressed his determin-
ation to enforoe its execution, and issued a |
proclamation calling upon all efficers of the

cases arising under the Act. His ocourse in |
this matter was extremely unpopular with a |
large portion of the Northern people, and
was the occasion of a very general indiffer-
encetoward him everafter. Thegeneral policy
of his Administration was wise and liberal,
and he left the country at peace with all the
world and enjoying a high degree of prosperi-
ty. His Administration was distinguished
by the Lopez filibustering expeditions to
Cuba, which were discountenanced by the
(Government, and by eeveral important ex-
peditions to distant lands. The expedition
to Japan under Commodore Perry resulted
in a favourable treaty with that country,
but that dispstohed uader Li t
Lynch, in search of gold in the interior of
Africa, falled of ita object. Exploring ex-
peditions were also sent to the Chinese seas,
and to the Valley of the Amazon. Mr.
Fillmore’s name was brought forward im the
Whig Convention of 1852 for re-nomination,
but could not command twenty votes from
the free States.

Soon after Mr. Fillmore’s retirement from
the office of President of the United States
the death of his wife ooccurred, and was
shortly followed by that of his
only daoghter, leaviog him an only son,
nowa lawyer at Baffalo. In 1854 he made
a tour of the Southern and West-
ern States, and in the following year travel-
led extensively in Europe. The degree of

The Trial Continued.

HUNDRED AND EIGHTIETH DAY.

On Monday, Feb. 16, the Lord Chief
Justice resumed his remarks upom the
identity or non.identity of the Defendant
with Arthar Orton, on which seventy wit
nesses were produced on the negative side
It would be idle to suppose that the bulk of
them were not perfectly honest in the judg
ment they had formed, although some of
them might have been mere or less influenced
by the agitation carried on in the neighbour
hood of Wapping. They all concurred ou
certain personal points, on which the Cara-
bineers who spoke to Roger Tichborne also
agreed ; but there were also certain points
of difference which, if established, clearly
proved that the one could not be the other
[t was said for the defence that Arthur
Orton had peculiar marks, which the De
fenaant bad not, and vice versa.
