BARBERRY CAUSES RUST

Provincial Campaign Advocated
to Destroy This Shrub,

Currant and Gooseberry
Causes Great Losses — How to

Identify {t~Simple Measures of
Contxvl—Spruying With Arsenate
of Lead Solution Most Effective.

(Contributed by Ontario Department o1
Agriculture,” Toronto.)

HE Barberry should not be
tolerated by the farmers of
Ontario. [t is a thief in
their midst, which every

year takes money from their pockets,
by increasing the amount of rust up-
on their grain, and thus reducing
their crops.

The Barberry Increases ‘the Amotnt

and Severity of Rust, °

It is not neécessary to go into the
complicated life-history: of the f{un-
gus which causes stem rust of grain.
Scientists have known for many
Years that one phase of its life-cycle

is passed on the Barberry, 3:nd all
who have made a study of this mat-
ter agree that the amount and sev-
erity -of stem rust is very much in-
creased by the presence of the Bar-
berry in the neighborhood of grain
flelds. While scientists do not expect
to see rust entirely disappear if the
Barberry is destroved, the general

consensus of opinion is that if it
were completely exterminated the

chances of severe epidemics of stem

Tust occurring would De greatly

reduced.

Enforce the Law Regarding the
. Barberry.

In Ontario legislation has been
passed regarding the destruction of
this shrub. Let all concerned reaiize
that the Barberry does increase the
amount and severity of stem rust
and a sentiment will be created for
the enforcement of the present act.

This aet should be enforced. The

Barberry  in Ontario should be de-
stroyed. There is strong’evidence to
show .that Barberry bushes are cen-
tres of infection 'which in wet sea-
nons may give rise to severe epi-
demics of rust.

The Common Barberry and Its Pur-
ple-leaved Variety the Culprit.
The Common Barberry and its

rust. The average man doeés not
know this shrub when he sees.it. It
i¢ a spiny shrub from six to nine feet
high, with yellow wood, arching
branch.es and gray twigs.

How to Obtam the Most Practical
Kind of Information.

Kindness and Cleanliness Two Chief

FPoints to Observe In Caring for

. Dairy Stock — Cow and Young

Calf Shonld Be Separated In Not
Over Three Days.

(Contributed by Ontuioi Department of

Agr cnlture. Toronto.)

O-OPERATIVE experiments
have been' conduceted in agri-

annually since 1886, Previous
to the war ‘the‘number of farmerd
eonducting these experiments reach-

ed over 5,000, and in 1918 (the last

year of the war) the number was
slightly over 3,600. Some of the
leading varieties of crops now grown
in general cultivation thronghoul
Ontario were introduced through the
medium of thé' co-operative work,
such, for instance, as the O.A.C.
No. 21 barley, Marquis spring wheat,
O.A.C. No, 72 oats, O.A.C. No. 2
oats, Dawson's Golden Chaff winter
wheat, 0.,A.C,” No. 61 spring rye,
Canadian Beauty pease, 0.A.C. No.
81 Soy beans, Rye buckwheat, Golden
Bantam sweet corn, Early Amber su-
gar cane,. Dwarf Essex rape, Irish
Cobbler potatees, Yellow Leyviathan
thangels, Grimm and Ontario Varie-
gated alfalfa, ete.'

The co-operative experiments en-
able practical farmers to obtain in-
formation regarding varieties of field
crops, mixtures of grain for gratn
[and for fodder production, ways in
increasing soil fertility, etc,, for their
own parttcular fa.rtns which they can-
not possibly get in any other way.
They furnish hundreds and .even
thousands of object léssons annually,
which form centres of interesting
study along the lines of progressive
agriculture. They enable farmers to
get a supply ©f ' pure seed of the
leading varieties of fleld crops which
rapidly increase in quantity and
which turnish seed for sowing and
planting in large areas and for sell-
ing at good prices. The whole work
leads to a, substantial inerease in
farm profits and 1o a steady advance
in agricultural education throughout

Ontario. :

The plan of the co- opera.txve work
for 1919 is printed in eireular form
and has already been sent to all the
successful co-operative experimenters
of the past few years.

The flies appear in spring very
soon after the leaves have expanded.
Fggs are laid on the under surtace
of the leaves in chains along the
main veing The young larvae on
hatching feed upon the foliage and
become full grown in twa or three
weeks, Then they drop to the ground
and form little cases in which they
pupate. A new brood of flies emerge,
lay their eggs and from these there
comes a second brood of larvae,
which may be seen on. the plants at
the time when the currants are ripe.
When these larvae are full grown
they enter the soil, torm little cases
or cocoons, and remain there till the
next year, when they pupate and
emerge as adults.

Method of Control. — These "are
easy imsects to Kkill, All currant
bushes and gooseberries should be
sprayed (with from two (g ihree
pounds arsenate of lead paste or half
that amount of the powder form in
forty gallons of water as soon as the
leaves have become well expanded.
Particular care should be taken to
spray thoroughly the inner parts of
the bugh. This will kill all the first
brood, . If a second brood appears
hellebore should be used instead of

arsenate of lead, in the proportion |

ot one ounce tp one gallon of water.

Arcenate of lead would be dangerous .

on the ripe fruit. The insect occurs
everywhere . in  the proviqce, and
everyone should prevent his plants
being weakemed and seriously injur-
ed by it, especially as it is so easy
to control,

Trimming and Staking Tomatoes.

This method of handling tomatoes
has come into very extenSive use in
the past few vears ‘among the com-
mercial market gardeners, owing (o
the high pricer of land and backyard
gardens. The plants as a rule are get
two feet apart ep,s.h A and after\
planting are givén oné cultivation.
The sticks are then  set;
them down about a foot into the
ground and leaving from five to five
and a half above the ground. These
sti¢cks may be made from mill edg-
ings, saplings or anything else of a
similar nature about one and a haill
iaches square and strong enough to
hold the planis when the fruit
is - fully grown. After driving
the sticks and tying the plants
to “them the gruund should be
covered from four to six inches thick
'Wllh very strawy manure, as a mulch.
This muleh will keep the moisture in
'the ground and, at the same time,
remove any necessily for cultivation
|and other disturbance of the roots.
{In ,growing tomatogs on the single
{stem, such as is us ed in this method,
all side branches Which appear
i where leaf stems join the main stem
of the plant are remeved as quickly
as possible, If they are allowed to
grow it will take away very valuable
plant food from the growing plant,
The plant should be tied every eight
