I have seen one duel in my life,” he 
said to a New York Tribune man. “ I do 
not believe in dueling, of course, but since 
that duel I have not had the horror of it 
which I felt before.” It did not seem like 
murder ; it did not seem even brutal to 
me.

“ I was in New Orleans and was sitting 
late one night in the hotel corridor, inter­
ested in a discussion ably conducted by 
both sides. It was on that subject which 
then hung on every man’s lips. Both men 
were handsome, middle-aged, and refined 
looking. The conversation became more 
and more heated until one of the men said 
sternly :

“ You have insulted my state and me, 
sir.”

“ I have spoken what I believe to be the 
truth,” said the other man calmly, “ and I 
can not change my sentiment.”

“ Then you offer to give me satisfaction,” 
said the other.

“ In what way, sir.”
“ As a gentlmen give satisfaction.”
“ I do not fight duels,” said the other, 

paleing lightly.”
“ Not when you have insulted a man.”
“No.”
“ You are not a coward,” answered the 

other ; that is plain to see. I ask you as a 
gentlemen to give me satisfaction.

“ The man from the north looked at him 
steadily.

“ I can not kill a man, he said.” .
“ The other gave him a look which was 

almost one of appeal.”
“ If you do not give me satisfaction, he 

said, or retract, and I see you will not do 
that, I shall feel like a hound.”

“ Very well, answered the other,simply, 
when shall it be.”

“ As soon as possible.”
“ The southerner excused himself to find 

a second. The northern man turned to 
me.”

“ I am a stranger here, he said. Will 
you act as my second.”

“ I don’t believe in duels, I answered, 
feeling ashamed to refuse him.”

“ No more do I, he replied coldly.”
“I hesitated and consented. The four 

of us were driven below the city. I shall 
not forget the place where the duel was 
fought. We turned into a plantation at a 
point of the road where stood a majestic 
peach tree, which seemed to bow gravely 
as the wind rustled through its branches 
and the trailing moss swayed gently,dawn 
was breaking and over the Mississippi hung 
a low mist. The distance was paced off by 
the second of my new friend’s adversary 
for I was absolutely useless.”

“ For some reason my principal took off 
his coat and waistcoat, and the other man 
did the same thing. They both seemed at 
their ease. In the grayness of the morning 
the white of their shirts was beautifully 
clear and pleasing. They took their post 
tions quietly. No one had spoken a word 
since we had entered the field. My friend 
raised his hand and looked carelessly at 
his revolver.”

“ Gentlemen(he said,calmly,I have never 
shot a man in my life. This is not of my 
doing.”

“ I looked at the southern duelist. His 
face whitened at this, but he was cool and 
graceful in his bearing.”

“ I forgot my principles. There was no­
thing brutal, uncivilized, of cruel about 
this. It was beautiful. The Calmness of 
the scene was exquisite. Both men freed 
each other as if they Were paying compli­
ments. There was a gface about their 
posture which charmed me. At that 
moment it seemed to me that to kill a man 
in so delicate a way was the refinement of 
courtesy.”

“ Gentlemen, are you ready. One ! Two 
white sleeved arms were all that I saw. I 
did not hear the rest, not even the shots 
I saw the arms go up slowly, straighten 
out sharply, Something like feleaked 
springs, and the southern man was in the 
damp grass, a bright stain on his white 
shirt. My friend was leaning over him, 
peering anxiously into the wounded man’s 
face. When I fan up the man who was 
shot was V6ry white.”

“ Perhaps this was one of the most re 
markable duels ever fought. I,an unwill­
ing second, did not know the name of the 
principal whom I assisted. I did not know 
the name of the principal whom I assist 
ed. I did not even know the cause of the 
duel. Each principal was ignorant of the 
name of the other. The only two men who 
knew each other were the Southern man 
and his second. But I, Who believed 
dueling to be murder, found it, when 
forced to play a part in a duel, a fascinat­
ing picture, the like of which I have never 
before or since seen-.”

BOSTON MARKETS.
Butter.—The market remains in the 

same firm position as last reported. Trade 
is quiet, with fairly large receipts. Choice 
table grades are well sold up. We quote : 
Extra to fancy Western creamery, soft 
wood, 23c to 25c; hard wood, 20 to 22c; 
firsts and extra firsts, 18 to 19c ; extra to 
choice Northern creamery, 25c to 26c ; 
firsts and extra firsts, 20 to 23c ; Eastern 
creamery, fair to good, 20 to 23c ; extra 
imitation creamery, 17 to 18c; common, 
13 to 15c; ladle-packed, common, 14 to 18c. 
These quotations are receivers’ prices for 
wholesale lots.

Cheese — The demand is steady and a 
fair amount is being sold. The supply is 
not large, and all choice lots sell at full 
prices. We quote : Western, 81 to 9c; 
Northern, 9} to 9jc ; twins, 10c ; sage, 10c ; 
jobbing prices higher.

Eggs—The supply of provincial and 
northern eggs is large and prices are about 
steady. Western and eastern extras are 
not plenty, and full prices are obtained. We 
quote : Near-by, 25c ; eastern extras, 23c ; 
western, 21c ; Michigan, 21 to 22c ; Cana­
dian, 21 to 22c ; Islands, 21 to 22c ; Nova 
Scotia, and New Brunswick, 21 to 22c.

Poultry—The market remains in 
about the same position as last reported. 
We quote: Vermont turkeys 20 to 25c; 
fresh-killed northern and eastern chickens 
fancy, 22 to 24c ; good, 18 to 20c ; fair to 
good, 12 to 15c ; fowls, 16c ; green ducks, 11 
to 12c ; western iced spring chickens, 12 
to 13c ; ice-packed fowls, choice, 12c ; old 
cocks, 8c. Live fowls are easy at 8 to 10c, 
with chickens at 8 to 10c.

Potatoes — The receipts are large, and 
stocks accumulating rapidly. The de­
mand is very quiet. About all the ar­
rivals are affected by dry rot and sales 
have to be made at low prices in order to 
move stock. We quote : New Hamp­
shire Rose and Hebrons, 55 to 58c per 
bush ; Vermont, 55 to 58c per bush ; 
Maine Rose and Hebrons, $1.75 per bbl ; 
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Hebrons, 
$1.75 per bbl; New York Burbanks, 50 
and 55c per bush ; Houlton Rose, 55c per 
bush ; Aroostook Rose, 55c per bush ; 
Houlton Hebrons, 60c per bush ; Aroos­
took Hebrons, 55 to 60c per bush.

Oats — were firm and in moderate de­
mand on the spot, with sales of No. 2 
white at 48 to 49c ; No. 3 white at 47 to 
48c, and clipped at 49 to 51c per bush, on 
track and in elevator. Shipping prices 
were unchanged, but fully as firm.

Some per­
son, evidently one bearing ill feeling to­
ward the proprietor of Tillis’s menagerie, 
opened the doofs of the cages confining 
the wild animals and set them free. The 
most terrible scenes followed. Four at­
tendants, sleeping on the premises, were 
mangled beyond recognition, being actu­
ally tom from limb to limb, The entire 
population within a radius of a mile Was 
aroused by the roaring of the lions, the 
trumpeting of the elephants, and the 
groans and shrieks of the other wild beasts.

Four big male lions, named Pasha, Ab­
dul, Caliph and Mustapha, sprang from 
their cages and made for the stables, 
where Pasha leaped upon the back of 
Murat, the great jumping stallion, and 
buried his teeth in the animal’s neck. The 
screams of the horse aroused the attend­
ants, a Scotchman named Patterson, and 
three Kaffir boys, who, armed with stable 
forks, rushed to the relief of Murat. They 
endeavored to beat Pasha back, but were 
attacked from behind by three other lions 
and one chetah, thrown to the ground and 
dragged off. Their bodies were mangled 
and tom open, their bones smashed into 
bits, and the heads of all, except one of 
the Kaffirs, were crushed into a pulp. 
This one Kaffir lived long enough to tell 
the story, but both arms and legs were 
tom off, and his body was covered with 
lacerations.

Having tasted blood, the lions, chetahs, 
wolves and leopards regained all their 
natural ferocity, and sprang at every liv­
ing thing that came in their way. Four 
performing Hungarian horses, of which 
the equine beauty, Black Bess, was one, 
were killed almost instantly, and a num­
ber of ponies were devoured.

An enormous elephant known as Blood 
burst through the heavy iron gate in his 
fright, and rushed into Curry street fol­
lowed bÿ nearly evety animal that was in 
the menagerie. À cabman named Nelson 
was sitting on his carriage before the 
building, arid sprang for a post that sup­
ports an awning around Glover’s Athletic 
Bar, his horses dashed madly down the 
Dutoitsfrau load, closely pursued by two 
lions and four wolves. The rest of the 
wild animals scattered in every direction.

A little child of James Grindley happen­
ing to be in a rear room opening on a gar­
den, was pounced upon by a chetah and 
dragged into the open air where its ago­
nized mother saw it torn to pieces and de­
voured before help could reach it. Other 
harrowing incidents are reported, among 
them the killing of five women, who were 
fearfully mangled-

THE VITU MASSACRE.

There are more big bugs at the cheap 
summer hotels than at the first-class 
hostelries.

Particulars of the recent massacre of 
Germans by natives at Vitu, Zanzibar have 
just been received. Four men were killed 
outside the gate at Vitu, and three others 
after a pursuit of several miles. Kuntzel 
was the last to be killed. Menschell was 
wounded but escaped owing to the con­
cealment afforded him by some long grass. 
The murderers then proceeded to Kuntzel’s 
camp and killed Horn, who had been left 
in charge, destroyed all the German 
plantations, and murdered a planter named 
Denke. The bodies of all the murdered 
persons lie where they fell, permission for 
the burial of the remains being refused. 
It is stated that those who lost their lives 
were all inoffensive, industrious persons, 
with the exception of Kuntzel. The sul­
tan had summoned them to his presence 
and disarmed them on Sept. 4, the day 
previous to the massacre, when Kuntzel 
violently abused the sultan, thus determin- 

i lug the fate of the party.

A splendid political gathering was held 
in Kingsclear on Monday evening, which 
was addressed by the attorney general and 
Mr. Colter. This was the latter’s first ap­
pearance in the campaign and he produced 
a splendid impression.

HON. A. G. BLAIR
was first called on by chairman Charles 
Kilbum to address the meeting. He said.—

I have been to this place as you all know 
on a good many occasions ; three months 
ago I had little expected that I would be 
before you again. A very few months 
have elapsed since the electors of this 
county selected four men whom they de­
sired should represent them in the legisla­
ture for the next four years and it does 
seem to me to be not a little unreasonable 
that those whom you then chose should 
now be called upon to undergo the ex­
pense and the labor which are necessarily 
involved in entering upon and going 
through an election campaign. It has 
generally been regarded in this county, 
at all events so far as our local elections 
have been concerned, with only one ex­
ception as far as my memory serves me, 
that when the people have once made a 
choice those whom they chose should be 
permitted to retairi their seats until the 
time came around in the ordinary course 
for another appeal to the people. The 
election in January last in York was I 
would have thought sufficiently pronounc­
ed to have satisfied the reasonable views 
of almost any person in the constituency.
I would have thought that majorities rang­
ing from 400 to 800 in this county 
would have been a sufficiently pro­
nounced indication of public opinion 
to have quelled any doubts which 
might have existed with regard to the 
choice and voice of this constituency. It 
has occurred, unfortunately for us and I 
think in some degree unfortunately for 
the people of the county that the persons 
opposed to the successful candidates in 
that election were

Not Content to Leave Matters Alone,
but undertook proceedings which have 
culminated in the resignation of the sit­
ting members. It is not necessary that I 
should to-night offer to you any elaborate 
explanation of the reasons which have 
led to those resignations ; it will be suffi­
cient for me to say that we as members 
felt, as soon as we became assured that it 
was the final and definite intention of the 
petitioners and those tvho were behind 
them to press the petition to trial, that we 
would throw ourselves upon the people of 
the county to ascertain at the earliest 
possible moment whether they desired to 
displace us with others and place the con­
trol of our provincial affairs in other 
hands. I think you will not say that in 
taking that course we have acted unwisely, 
nor that we have lacked confidence in the 
verdict of the people. I think whatever 
may be the opinion of those who have 
precipitated the present election, that the 
people will concur with us in the opinion 
that it was better to resign our seats than 
to occasion to the candidates, their agents 
and friends and to so many of the people 
of this county, the expense, the annoy­
ance and the loss of time that would have 
been fruitlessly sacrificed in contesting 
this petitioii. Sudh a petition as you 
know could have, and can have, but one 
one result under the law as it now stands 
Therefore we are again before you. I am 
as one of the four candidates funning in 
the interest of the government, appealing 
to you and asking you to determine 
whether you shall or shall not have us 
for another term to represent you.

Now, I do not think it will be thought 
amiss iü me if I make some observations 
with reference to

The Course of the Persons 
who have entered upon these proceedings,
I think it is a fitting thing that I should 
It must be quite apparent to any of you 
who have had any experience in elections 
that it is quite impossible for any person 
no matter how desirous of running a fair 
election, to keep within the letter of the 
law. The law is remarkably strict. It 
imposes upon the candidates and their 
agents the duty of absolutely abstaining 
from even giving to a voter a meal though 
he may have come miles and miles to the 
polls to deposit his ballot, or to recog­
nize in any way the kindness and loyalty 
of those who have voted for him. If he 
does he is liable to be unseated and sub­
jected to the expense and annoyance which 
are necessarily incident to running an 
election in such a large constituency as 
this. I want yoii to Sriy whether any 
thing has been done by us Which our op­
ponents did not also do ; whether we were 
guilty of anything of which they were not 
equally guilty, whether their conduct was 
such as to place them in the position to 
cry out against our conduct and claim that 
they were purer and holier than we. Is 
there a man in this building who is 
honestly of the opinion that the candi­
dates on the other side ran an election 
that was entirely free, or even measureably 
free, from the acts they charge us with 
doing î I do not think anybody believes 
it here, and therefore I say there is an 
element of unfairness, I had almost said 
Indecency, in tbç act of those men who 
cry out

Against the Conduct of Other People
when they themselves have been equally 
guilty of precisely the same acts. (Ap­
plause). He who sins does wrongfully ; 
hut we can respect the sinner when we 
cannot respect the hypocrite. (Applause).

Now, gentlemen, in the election of Janu­
ary last the people of this county elected 
the government ticket by very large 
majorities. Then what is it that the 
people who are forcing this contest upon 
the people are asking you to do? They 
are asking the people of York, a county 
which stands inferior to none in the Prov­
ince or in the Doninion in the intelligence 
and uprightness of its people, to say that 
when they returned four members in 
January last in support of the govern­
ment they were induced to do so by cor­
rupt and improper means. They are ask­
ing the people to place a stigma upon the 
name and fame of this old county of A ork, 
and to announce to the world that they 
were incapable of acting as free citizens, 
recording a free vote, but acted from im- 

] pulses low and mean and unworthy of a

i
free and enlightened people. (Applause), none to serve them more earnestly and 
My friends Mr. Wilson, Mr. Anderson,
Mr. Colter and myself are here represent­
ing no such policy as that, no such attitude 
or sentiment as that, but appealing to the 
people, on what we believe to be principles 
of fair-play and equity, to confirm what 
they did in January last, and asking them 
to express their disapprobation of that 
system of personal persecution and malice 
which could only result in continual 
turmoil, confusion and strife and one or 
more elections every year. When I say 
that it would result in repeated elections 
I do not wish to say that if the election is 
against me that I will be found lodging a 
petition against one or more of the suc­
cessful candiates, for that is not true. As 
long as I may live — as long as I shall have 
the honor of appearing before the people 
of this county in the capacity of a can­
didate, let the result of the elections which 
I may run be what they may, I shall not 
be found flying to the courts and asking 
them to upset the election and give me 
the opportunity of running again, but I 
shall accept your mandate and abide by 
your decision and wait until another op­
portunity in due course presents itself.
(Applause).

I protest against the action of the people 
who have forced this election upon us. I 
do not think that course was actuated by 
any public spirit. I don’t think that those 
proceedings were instituted by any desire 
to further or promote the public welfare.
I do not think they had their origin or 
birth in aught else than personal spite and 
malice in which the interests of the people 
have no part. And in this view I think 
that my friends on the ticket concur; and I 
am entitled to appeal with some degree of 
confident to that sense of fair-play and 
justice which resides in the breasts of the 
people of this county. I am confident that 
those who elected us so handsomely in 
January last will say that we ought to be 
allowed to serve out our term, and that 
the time when others may fitly aspire to 
take your places is four years hence.

I do not shut my eyes to the fact that 
If a Contest takes Place 

if the enemy are able to muster a forlorn 
hope for the desperate attempt to defeat 
us—many canvasses both false and true 
will be urged against us. As one who has 
represented you for 12 or 13 years in the 
legislature and for seven years in the gov­
ernment my acts are before you. I am 
not in the same position as some of my 
opponents may be — I have a record 
to attack — I have performed acts 
which are open to criticism and I must 
fight in the open field while my enemies 
fight in ambush. I have a record as a 
public man which may be seen, while they 
have none. But I am willing as long as 
the people of my county shall as they al­
ways have done, examine my acts in a 
spirit of fairness and reason to take the 
consequences of their judgment whatever 
it may be. During the years that I have 
represented you very many important acts 
of legislation and administration have 
taken place. Among those acts no doubt 
are some which you have thought should 
have been differently dealt with, but so 
long as the universe stands and there is a 
public business to transact so long will 
men’s minds differ as to the actions of 
their representatives ; so long will they 
think that if they had filled the posts 
their representatives filled they would 
have done this thing or that thing differ­
ently. There are some men who are 
naturally and necessarily in opposition to 
everything — they condemn everything 
that is done. And unless it is in some 
such spirit as this that my acts and the 
acts of my colleagues are to be criticised 
and examined, do not feel that the people 
of York will have very much reason to 
complain of the way in which we have 
transacted their affairs. (Applause)

Now let us look at some of these 
Things Which Have Taken Place 

in the past. Let me assure you that I do 
not claim nor have I ever claimed that 
the government have not committed er­
rors. To say that a man commits errors 
is simply to say that he is human. The 
real question is whether in his representa­
tive capacity he has fairly and reasonably 
met your expectations ; whether he has 
not done that which if you were in the 
same circumstances you might not reason­
ably have done. No man in the govern­
ment is supreme. A great deal is said by 
my opponents about the government 
being run by Mr. Blair in the interests of 
York. Their great ground of complaint 
throughout the province is that Mr.
Blair wants everything for York, and 
everything he wants for York he gets.
That is a somewhat exaggerated state­
ment of it, for while I think the govern­
ment is entitled to credit for the way it 
has served the interests of York county, 
we have not in the slightest degree disre­
garded the interests of other sections of 
the province. It is a mistake to suppose 
that any man, no matter what his sup­
posed ability or his prominence,is supreme.
He is only one man in a house of 41 ; he 
may have the strongest possible opinions 
upon certain questions and may strongly 
wish to carry out certain measures of 
legislation, but he must first secure the 
support of a majority of the 41 to that 
particular line of policy. There are often 
views, antagonistic to yours held by mem­
bers of the legislature, and those views 

entitled to be expressed and to be
given effect to bv the men who enter­
tained them, who may be equally as 
powerful and influential as any of your 
representatives.

It is now nearly thirteen years since 
you first elected me. For seven or eight 
years of that time I have had a seat in 
the government, and during those eight 
years, whatever may be the opinion of 
some of my enemies, and however changed 
may be the views of some of my friends 
as regards this particular course or that 
one thing I do claim, though it be ac­
corded me or not, that I have endeavored, 
To the beat of toy ability and Judgment, 
in that position to do wliat I thought was 
in the interests of the province arid of the 
county I represent. I have endeavored 
faithfully and zealously at all times and 
under all circumstances to study what 1 
believed would be in the best interests 
of my own county, while at the same 
time I have not been unmindful of the 
general interests of the province. That is 
. claim which I make with confidence 
though I should never make a claim upon 
the people of this county again and I do 
feel this, that if the result of the present 
contest should be that some one or more 
of the gentlemen associated with me 
should foil of their election and the result 
following upon that should be that an­
other body of men should take our places 
to carry on our public affairs, and if as a 
further result I should be relegated to 
private life, I do feel that however earnest­
ly and zealously and bitterly I may be 
opposed by any gentlemen in this con­
stituency in the present contest, the time 
will come when they will admit that 
though they have had many men to serve 
them in the legislature, they have had

more faithfully than I have endeavored 
to do. (Applause).

I am referring to my own personal 
position, gentlemen, a little more than I 
have been in the habit of doing, hut I am 
doing it because the contest forced upon 
us now is largely if not exclusively a per­
sonal contest. The politics of this county 
are resolving themselves into a bitter 
personal antagonism, in which large 
measures of public interest have no place, 
and in which

The welfare of this county
is not considered. You all know that this 
is true, gentlemen, and therefore it is that 
I feel justified to some extent in present­
ing the personal aspect of this contest 
before you to-night. (Applause).

Now, I am going to-night to call your 
attention to a few considerations which I 
think are of some moment. I think they 
are ot some moment because it is impos­
sible for the people of this country, tak­
ing an intelligent survey of the political 
situation, to ignore the fact that this con­
test means more especially than any con­
test ever meant before, the question of the 
ascendancy, or of the existence of the 
present administration. Circumstances 
which I regret from one standpoint, but 
which I do not regret from another, have 
weakened the government in one or two 
influential constituencies. We lost six 
supporters in St. John, which meant 12 
votes on a division in a house of 41. We 
lost six seats there and one or two seats 
in other counties arising from purely local 
and personal questions, connected for the 
most part not with any great adminis­
trative question hut with the matter of 
the distribution of patronage. It is for 
such reasons, reasons in no ivay connected 
with our administration of the public 
trust, that

The Contest Which is Now Upon Us,
is one that 'concerns the existance and 
maintenance of the government more 
nearly and more closely than any other 
election which has taken place in this 
county for many years past. That is a 
consideration which I want you to carry 
in your minds. When you come to cast 
your ballots on the 23rd, when you come 
to select from among the candidates those 
who shall be in your judgment the best 
fitted under all circumstances to represent 
you in the legislature, you will not, I am 
sure, forget that you are not dealing simply 
with the question of personality of this 
individual or of that individual, but you 
are determining upon the question of the 
existence of the administration. You are 
to determine whether at this juncture, in 
view of the position of affairs throughout 
the province, it is in your interests now to 
displace the government and put you 
don’t know who, you don’t know what, in 
its stead to carry on your affairs.

This, gentlemen, brings up naturally 
not only what has been the conduct of the 
government in the past, but also what is 
the policy and what is the composition of 
the opposition which is seeking to take 
its place. You cannot reject myself and 
my colleagues upon the government ticket 
to the extent even of a man without hav­
ing fully made up your minds that you 
are prepared to entrust your interests in 
the future in the hands of the opposition 
in the legislature. You must decide 
squarely for or against us. You must see 
in the character, in the policy, of the op­
position that which you approve of in 
preference to us, before you will be justi­
fied in discarding us and accepting them.
I am going to ask you to follow me while 
I present to you hurriedly and briefly a 
glimpse at the opposition, its policy and 
its personal.

In January last there were elected in 
St. John six gentlemen

Directly and Utterly Opposed

to the government. When I say utterly 
opposed I do not mean that they had any 
fault to find with the way in which we 
carried on your affairs generally, but they 
were opposed to us bitterly because wre ap­
pointed a gentleman to the office of police 
magistrate in St. John to whom they were 
notwell disposed, and I may frankly say to 
you if you do not already know it, whose 
religious views they did not entirely ap­
prove of.

People in St. John became very much 
exicted over the appointment and these 
gentlemen withdrew their support. On 
that ground and on that ground alone 
they came to the legislature in 1890 op­
posed to the government. Two of the 
leading members of that contingent were 
our friends until after the close of the 
session of 1889. They were our supporters 
they approved of our policy, they approv­
ed of everything we did in thé main. Of 
couree every man in the house does not 
approve of all his party does, but in the 
main they commended and applauded 
the way in which we had carried on 
your affairs. We were economical as they 
showed in many able speeches ; we were 
prudent as they demonstrated beyond any 
peradventure ; our legislation was enlight­
ened and progressive ; it was calculated 
to benefit the country generally and they 
showed how and why. That was the 
opinion they unhesitatingly and most 
warmly expressed down to the close of the 
session of 1889. Then this appointment 
was made. We appointed one of the 
members of our own government, a gentle­
man who had filled the responsible posi­
tion of solicitor general of the province, 
who had been three or four times elected 
by large majorities as a fitting person to 
represent the city and county of St. John, 
a man of no ordinary talents, a man of

Unimpeachable Moral Character

against whom no man had a word to say 
as to his integrity or fitness for the office, 
except that he did not profess the same 
religious faith as the majority. That was 
the only ground on which they changed 
their attitude toward us. (Applause). 
The only ground and no man can say a 
word to the contrary. Well, it did seem 
to me a most unfortunate thing that in 
this free country, this New Brunswick of 
ours, where it is a source of the highest 
gratification to us that we know no differ­
ence in class, or birth, or race or creed, 
where it is our pride that we all stand 
equal and all enjoy equal rights and priv­
ileges— it did seem to me that such an 
agitation was unsound, unchristian and 
unjust. Do you not think it unreasonable 
that a man who is held fitted to discharge 
the highest duty of an officer ofthecrowm, 
and to sit at the council board with his 
colleagues in the discussion of the gravest 
matters of state, may not be trusted to fill 
a subordinate position in one of our con­
stituencies ? If he may not then all our 
freedom and all our equality before the 
law is simply a delusion and a sham. (Ap­
plause). I did not take that view, my col­
leagues did not take that view,we therefore 
selected that gentleman to the office and 
since he has filled that office he has'filled 
it to the entire satisfaction of the people 
of that constituency. Not a syllable, not 
a word, has been uttered against his ad­
ministration of the duties of that position.

We find these gentlemen, who were our
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friends and supporters in the legislature, 
who had nothing but good words to say 
for the way in which we carried on your 
affairs, the moment we made this appoint­
ment declared that we were utterly un­
worthy of confidence and that the

Financial Administration of the 
Country

which up to that moment had been pru­
dent and economical, was extravagant 
and corrupt. The very moment they got 
on the sectarian and sectional spectacles 
they saw everything with a distorted 
vision. And now in their estimation this 
government has become so abominable, 
so detestable, so infamous, that it is the 
highest duty of every citizen to hurl us 
from power,in order that—what ? In order 
that the people of the city and county 
of St. John may sit triumphantly upon 
the wreck which they have made. (Hear, 
hear.) There is no question, gentlemen, 
about it at all ; it requires no very keen 
eye to see, and no very jienetrating judg 
ment to discern the object of all this bitter 
antagonism which emanates from the op- 
lx)sition press and representatives from 
the city and county of St. John. It is 
this : Not that they honestly feel that we 
are not worthy of public confidence, and 
are not well administering your affairs, 
but that they are jealous of the influence 
of this county and are determined that if 
they can accomplish it we shall be rooted 
out and they shall take our places. (Ap­
plause and cries of “ That’s so.”) There­
fore, gentlemen, when you are asking 
yourselves, as every man must if he would 
discharge the first duty of a citizen, how 
shall I deposit my ballot in this contest, 
you must judge as to whether you would 
be safer, whether it would be better that 
you should continue the management and 
control of the provincial affairs in the 
hands which now hold them, or whether 
you will transfer them to the city and 
county of St. John. We have had a little 
experience in the past of the way in which 
we, particularly, as a county are likely to 
be treated if our influence should suffer 
any diminution. You know of the des­
perate

Efforts made In the Past to Rob ns
of the prominence we have held as the 
capital of the province. You saw, or if 
you did not I did, for I was in the thickest 
of the fight, the unscrupulous efforts made 
not only by the representatives of St. John, 
in the house but.by their mercantile and 
professional classes, by almost every class 
of the people, to take away our capital and 
seat of government and transfer it to 
that city. Do you think that because we 
won the victory then by a majority of one 
or two votes the struggle is now over ? By 
no means. Why, gentlemen, within the 
last four years I have been urged by re­
presentatives from St. John who were 
friendly to the government to allow them 
to transfer the courts there and take them 
away from Fredericton and how long 
it would be before the attempt was 
renewed, I think you would have 
little difficulty in saying if they had 
but the power. Why, within a short 
time the people of St. John have 
been attacking our university and telling 
us that if it was in St. John it would be 
very much more successful. It is a 
humiliating thing to say of a great and 
rich constituency like St.John — I don't 
think the best people of that city counten­
ance it — but you may rest assured that 
if the opposition get into power the St. 
John representatives will be inspired to 
take away everything to St. John that 
they can. You would not find a broom 
or a sheet of paper bought in the city of 
Fredericton if the representatives from 
St. John had the opportunity of working 
their sweet will. That is the actual pos­
ition in which this thing stands and it

Rests entirely with the People.
of this county at present to say whether 
they will or will not render aid and sup­
port to such a course of action.

I was very much surprised to see in the 
opposition organ of this county a very ex­
traordinary remark. It was to the effect 
that it was no use to displace one incap­
able leader, of the government and then 
put in another incapable leader. Of 
course Mr. Hanington is the leader of the 
opposition and, knowing the inspiration 
of all these articles, it was thought by 
many to be an attack on Mr. Hanington. 
Well, what was the object of this attack 
upon Mr. Hanington? Was it for the 
purpose of advocating that somebody re­
presenting York county should hereafter 
be made leader of the opposition if some­
body should be elected from here who 
would be likely to get it ? I don’t think 
that was the object. I think the idea was 
to hold out distinct encouragement to the 
people of St. John that Mr. Stockton 
should be the man, in order that the op­
position in St. John might be still further 
induced to lend countenance and sub­
stantial aid to the opposition in this county 
in the election upon which we are now 
entering..

But I was going to speak of the com­
position of the opposition. First you 
have Mr. Hanington its leader. Now, 
when Mr. Hanington ran the election in 
January last he ran it as friendly to the 
government ; he declared to his friends 
and on hustings that it was no use keep­
ing up a constant fight against the govern­
ment because the government were do­
ing fairly well and the opposition could 
not make any headway against us. The 
result was that he formed a ticket with 
Mr. Killiam and Mr. Anderson who were 
pledged supporters of the government.

Mr. Hanington when he was running 
his election denounced the conduct of 
the men who were running against the 
government in St. John ; he told the 
people that he thought the government 
did right in appointing Mr. Ritchie and 
placed himself fairly and squarely 
upon that platform. Well, the legislature 
meets and what do you find ? Why you 
find these gentlemen who were returned, 
from St. John on this one single cry 
throwing over the cry, dropping out of 
sight the agitation upon which they had 
drifted into power and ranging themselves 
under the banner of Mr. Hanington as 
their leader. Now you talk about Nor­
thumberland deals ; there is nothing the 
government has done which remotely ap­
proaches this. With what measure the 
opposition mete they should consent to 
be measured. Now, what was the object 
of this deal between Mr. Hanington and 
the crusaders from St. John ? The object 
unquestionably was
To Get Into Power and to Turn us Out

No man will deny that. The principle 
upon which they were elected was entire­
ly forgotten. The idea that a great wrong 
had been done by the government in ap­
pointing Mr. Ritchie could not have rested 
in their minds one instant after they were 
returned, because if that was their reason 
for opposing us it was an equally strong 
reason why they should oppose Mr. Han­
ington, because though he did not do the 
act he approved and justified it and was 
morally as much responsible as we. If 
they were justified in turning their backs 
upon us and voting us out how could they 
be justified in voting Mr. Hanington in, 
who as far as his influence went was as 
responsible and as culpable as we were ? 
(Applause).

Then you have one representative from 
Kent and another from Carleton, Messrs. 
Phinney and Atkinson. These two gentle­
men were elected as supixirters of the 
government a few years ago. Why is it 
they oppose us? I will tell you. Both

Dr. Atkinson and Mr. Phinney had rail­
way schemes in their respective counties 
which they wished the government to 
subsidize, and they wanted the govern­
ment to introduce a large and extended 
subsidy bill ; in other words, they brought 
their influence to bear upon the govern­
ment to persuade us to place upon the 
statute-book another subsidy bill which 
would have added no less than $1,500,000 
and possibly $2,000,000 to the public debt. 
Now, gentlemen, that is a grave question. 
That was an alarming proposition and the 
government did not feel that they were 
justified in adding that amount to the al­
ready large debt of the province for rail­
ways, the utility and value of which 
might be open to serious question. We 
declined to accept the proposals of these 
gentlemen and the result was that they 
went into opposition. That Opposition is 
led by Mr. Hanington who is fovorable to 
these large railway schemes, so that if 
you are prepared to endorse an addition 
of a million and a half or two millions to 
the public debt you will be justified in 
voting us out and them in.

Mr. Blair then dealt exhaustively with 
the stumpage question, showing the in­
consistency of the leading lights of the 
opposition in reference thereto. He 
showed that whereas the government had 
made a reduction which would not im­
pair the revenue of the country, the op­
position had been prepared and had of­
fered to reduce the stumpage to 80 cents 
to take $2 a mile off the mileage and give 
the lumbermen another ten years’ lease of 
their lands without public competition. 
He had thought it better in the interests 
of his own county as well as the whole 
province that a reasonable arrangement 
should be made with the people of the 
North, rather than hand the reins of 
power over to the heterogeneous mass 
composing the present opposition. If his 
friends in York thought that rather than 
have come to an amicable and reasonable 
agreement with the northern lumbermen, 
he should have handed over the influence 
which York now possesses to St. John, 
they had now the privilege of voting con­
demnation upon him. York county 
would lose nothing from its ordinary 
grants for public works, but even if it 
should lose something by reason of any 
reduction which might be conjectured in 
the stumpage revenue, it would not 
amount to a fraction of what it would 
have lost had the influence which it had 
so long possessed been transferred to 
other and hostile hands. The question 
was not one of general public policy but 
merely of detail, moreover it was one in 
which the people at the last election, ex­
cept in the North, had shown little or no 
interest. As in his Nashwaak speech the 
premier showed that had he not made a re­
duction, his government would have been 
defeated by a combination being made by 
the opposition with Northumberland and 
he would Lave got

No Credit, but only Ridicule,
for not taking advantage of the opportun­
ity which presented itself. When the 
next session came round the question of 
stumpage would have been a dead issue 
and York county would have been left 
out in the cold with its affairs in other 
hands. There would have been nothing 
in it for York at any rate. Contin­
uing he said :

It is said we have lost $20,000 by the 
reduction in the stumpage. The revenue 
of the province may be that much less 
than it would have been if we had kept the 
rate at $1.25, but at $1.00 this year the 
revenue is higher than it was last or any 
preceding year, but the amount would 
not have been expended. The grants for 
the roads and bridges does not fluctuate 
as the revenue rises and falls. But sup­
pose the $20,000 were laid out upon the 
roads and bridges York’s share of 
that loss would be about one-tenth 
of the whole, which would be 
$2000. Well, gentlemen, how long do 
you think St. John would be in taking 
that $2000 a year out of you? Why, if they 
got all they claimed in the newspapers, 
the revenue of the whole country would 
scarcely satisfy them. They want their 
roads like billiard-tables, they want an 
expenditure on roads and bridges three 
times as great as any other county. I saw 
a calculation in one of their papers that 
they had been denuded of about $800,000 
since confederation that they ought to 
have got. (Laughter). York county has 
lost nothing. I maintain that this county 
has gained, because if we had to submit 
to the views and wishes of a certain section 
of the province which I have named, the 
expenditure in this county would fall 
away not only to one half, but I think to 
less than half of what you have enjoyed 
these last 7 or 8 years. Up to that date 
the expenditure on roads and bridges did 
not exceed $6000 per annum ; since that 
date it has maintained an average of 
$12,000. That is

A Fact Which Speaks for Itself.
The bridges have been all falling down 
during our regime and we have had to re­
place them ; this is a service which will be 
fully maintained as long as we have in­
fluence, but no man can shut his eyes to 
the feet that if your influence is lessened 
the expenditure in your county will be 
lessened, because these things, though 
theoretically they should not, do depend 
very largely on the individual energy of 
members and the influence which they 
are able to bring to bear. It is mere idle 
talk for anybody to maintain that the re­
duction in stumpage has entailed any loss 
upon you. Your expenditure has been a 
shade greater this year than last and will 
be continued at that rate, and there has 
been no loss through the lesser rate of 
stumpage, because we are deriving as 
much this year from that source, if not 
more, then in any previous year.

Now, gentlemen, you have before you 
offering for election Mr. Wilson, Mr. 
Anderson, Mr. Colter and myself. Mr. 
Bellamy was not willing to run another. 
He was not in very good health, and he 
felt that having been compelled by these 

•proceedings and as there was nothing in 
it for him except honor and an occasional 
little criticism in a mild way — (Laugh­
ter) — he concluded not to run. I have 
been mildly criticised myself as I think 
you will bear me out in saying. (Laugh­
ter). I have been criticised to the extent 
of being accused of robbing the treasury. 
(Laughter). I have stolen about all there 
is to steal. (Great Laughter). It has 
been said in cold blood and cold type that 
there has not been a contract let by the 
government for the building of any public 
work in which I have not pocketed a 
handsome dividend. In January last you 
had an opposition meeting here in which 
those who addressed you unlimited, dealt 
in scandal. You did not hear any import­
ant questions discussed. You had 

No Policy Indicated ;

you did not have it pointed out to you in 
what respects the government of the 
country was going to be improved ; no 
lines of reform or action of any sort were 
forshadowed nothing but scandal, scandal, 
scandal. It was Tobique Plaster Rock, 
Dungarvon Fishing Club, the sidewalk of 
the bridge—and a lot of other dirty little 
scandals which had been picked up by 
persons who were more suspicious than 
fair or truthful, and who must have 
had an imagination very foul or they would 
not think so ill of their representatives. 

For. gentleman, though a man does be­
come a representative in the government 
he does nut thereby necessarily lose all 
self-respect, all regard for his reputation,

and as for myself I have a feeling that 
when I retire from public life whether 
voluntarily or otherwise I should wish 
to retire without any stain or reproach 
upon my character. I do not suppose 
there has been a public man in this prov­
ince more vilified and slandered more 
than I have been, but I assume that if 
somebody else did not want my position,
I would not have been so attacked. (Ap­
plause).

Mr. Blair then reviewed the Leary 
Dock scandal. He had heard whisperings 
all through the session of this terrible 
bombshell that was to explode and ruin 
him. But he did not believe that any 
man could be destroyed but by himself 
and therefore calmly awaited the result. 
He had been charged with having the 
accusation that was preferred against him 
varied and amended. That was not true. 
The charge remained unaltered ; all he did 
was to ask the house to confine the inves­
tigation to the charge against him, and it 
did so. It was true that some of his 
friends in St. John had rendered 
him assistance in that election, just as 
the opposition had received assistance 
from that quarter. He had only pity for 
the man who delighted in digging and 
delving into every hole and corner for 
Scraps of Scandal and Rags of Slander

as the victim of a diseased and disordered 
mind. No better evidence of the honesty 
of the administaation of the government 
could be found than the utter failure of 
the committee of accounts last winter to 
find anything wrong or suspicious, and 
the government then, as now, had not 
only no need to fear an investigation ; 
but coveted and denied it.

Now, gentlemen, you have an election 
on your hands and will have to 
say whether you want us or don’t 
want us. If you want us we are here. 
We have I think served this county faith­
fully. I ask wdien you deposit your bal­
lots that you should so deposit them as 
not to weaken but to strengthen us, if you 
wish us to remain in power another term.

If I have three men from this county 
acting in harmony with me, I am not 
afraid of the influence of St. John. The 
issue rests entirely with you. The battle 
between that constituency and yours is to 
be fought upon your own ground. The 
battle-ground is here and now, and as you 
say so must the victory incline. If you 
think you will be better served by others 
than you have been by us, why turn us 
all out, don’t break us up into fragments 
to face the enemy with a divided front. I 
tell you frankly I would far sooner be 
sent home to attend to my business than 
be sent back to the legislature with my 
influence impaired. If you don’t think 
you can send us there as strongly as in 
January, then send the other side there ; 
put us there decisively or don’t put us 
there at all.. Send a united representation 
one way or the other, not one which will 
be fighting a bitter personal battle among 
its own members instead of fighting in 
your interests. Some people voted for the 
opposition candidates last winter because 
they wanted to see some opposition in 
the house, and some because they wanted 
to see a row in the house. (Laughter.) 
The yearning for a dog-fight is human, 
but you will excuse me if I decline taking 
If you want to have your members at 
each others throats please don’t elect me 
and I will endeavor to do as well as I 
can attending to my private business — 
what little remains after my lengthy pub­
lic service. I am not pretending to dic­
tate to you at all, I can bow with the utmost 
humility to an adverse verdict that will 
consign us all to our homes. If you 
you do not approve of the way in which 
the government has been carrying on 
your affairs then, don’t trust any of us, 
but turn us all out body and boots, and 
put in another set of men. Personally, I 
have no fears but that the ticket will be 
sustained and handsomely sustained 
throughout the county. I thank you very 
kindly for the reception you have given 
us to-night and I hope on the 23rd to hear 
a good report from this locality. (Hearty 
applause).

MR. COLTER
then followed in a spirited speech. He re­
viewed his record in the municipal Council. 
The Gleaner had informed the people 
that ex-cotincillor Colter was in the field, 
knowing well that he was still a council 
lor. It stated that he would not bring 
much strength to the ticket ; it had t£ ad­
mit that it would bring a little. He had 
been charged with inconsistency in now 
supporting Mr. Blair. The fact was that 
he had cast his first vote for Mr. Blair and 
had always supported him except when 
his brother was in the field. He had sup­
ported his brother, George Colter, when 
he was opposing Mr. Blair, because blood 
was thicker than water, but as soon as he 
stepped out of the field he had supported 
Mr. Blair again. He did so because he 
the records of the house showed him to 
be the most capable of represent­
ing this constituency of any man in it. 
At the last convention of the local govern­
ment party he had received a very re­
spectable vote but he had decided then 
not to run. some friends urged him to run 
as an independent but he had refused. 
Now that one of the ticket, Mr. Bellamy 
had retired he had concluded to offer. It 
had been noised abroad that his brother 
George was coming out in opposition. He 
did not believe it, for his brother had told 
him that he did not intend to come. If 
he (the speaker) had always been opposed 
to Andrew G. Blair he would now sup­
port him from what he knew of the feel­
ing in St. John against this County. He 
had met it in the lodge rooms and in the 
stores, everywhere ; Blair was accused of 
carrying everything to York. As regards 
the protest his views were the same as 
those which had been expressed by the 
present judge Fraser when he was urged 
to protest the election of the late Mr. 
Pickard. He said, “ Gentlemen, you must 
not think I am mean enough to do such 
a thing. ” (Applause). It was notorious 
that the defeated opposition candidates in 
York had used all the corrupt means in 
their power and it was unmanly, unfair 
and hypocritical that they should now be 
posing as purists. He thought Mr. Gregory 
and his allies would at all events receive 
very little support from the 1100 men 
whom he had charged — in most cases 
falsely — with taking briltes. He warmly 
approved of the whitewash bill — the only 
bad thing about it was the name its 
enemies had given it for lack of better 
argument. He would have gone further 
and not allowed a protest to be filed by a 
man who had himself used corrupt means. 
Gregory had expressed gratitude to Qeens- 
bury for its majority in a former election 
and when he died he wanted his bones to 
rest there. (A voice — We'll bury him. 
Great laughter). He (Colter) felt grate- 
full likewise toKingsclear for here he had 
got his wife. If elected he promised to 
do his own thinking and his own voting. 
As to the opposition ticket, if it was ever 
formed, one of these gentleman, who 
I>osed as a great leader, would be put 
under bonds to take a subordinate position 
before the others would consent to run. 
It was said that if anybody was going to 
be left it would be Thomas Colter ; he 
thought Thomas Colter would roll up a 
vote that would be a surprise. (Great 
Applause).

THE CONTEST AT HAND.

The opposition ticket is announced at 
last. Messrs. Stockton and McKeown 
came up from St. John on Tuesday and 
were closeted with Mr. Gregory and 
one or two other opposition lights 
and the result arrived at was a determ­
ination to put a full ticket of four 
in the field. The bid for St. John sup­
port was accepted. In the event of the de­
feat of the government candidates and 
consequent overthrow of the administra­
tion the claim of St. John for the leader­
ship is to be recognized and York assigned 
a subordinate position. Mr. Hanington 
the nominal leader of the opposition was 
in town, but was not present at the cau­
cus. He had no occasion to be there, see­
ing that a part of the bargain is his deposi­
tion from the head of the party.

That the agreement referred to has 
been consummated has not been denied 
and cannot be truthfully denied. If the 
electors of this county throw over the 
government ticket on the 23rd they will 
place this county in the hands of the St. 
John party in the house, and may prepare 
themselves to see a policy inaugurated 
which will be vitally injurious to this 
constituency. A change of government 
means Mr. Stockton as premier and it is 
by no means unnatural to suppose that 
his first step will be to strengthen himself 
in his own constituency. He is a gentle­
man of boundless ambition, which of 
course is not to his discredit, and to 
accomplish the objects of that ambition 
it is necessary that he should build him­
self up in St. John. There are two points 
upon which his views are already well 
known. One is as to the location of the 
courts, the other that of the university. 
It is known, for he has taken no pains to 
conceal his views, that he aims at remov­
ing the supreme court to St. John Not a 
term passes that the lawyers from St. John, 
who sympathize with the opposi­
tion, do not declaim against being com­
pelled to come to Frederiction to attend 
to their business, and during the time he 
supported the government, Mr. Stockton 
was urgent that such a change should be 
made in the law as would permit some at 
least of the sittings of the court to be held 
in St. John. In regard tb the university it 
is well known that he is ambitious of 
bringing about in the martime provinces 
what is about to be accomplished in On- 
tarrio, namely a university federation,- 
the consolidation of all the colleges and 
universities in the three provinces at St. 
John, or foiling St. John, then at Sackville, 
the latter place being his second choice, 
because the Methodist institutions with 
which he is officially connected are lo­
cated there. But he would prefer St. John 
for the first choice, for it is well known 
that even in the event of the college being 
removed from Sacxville the growing de­
mands of the academy) would lay under 
tribute all the facilities' which Mount 
Allison can afford. It remains for the 
people of York to say if they will play 
into the hands of Mr. Stockton in these 
matters.

We shall not weary the electors by 
again referring to the reasons which ani­
mate Mr. Gregory in his candidature. 
Those which have led Mi1. Allen into the 
field are; so he says himself, a desire to 
get a government office. He admits his 
unfitness for public life ; hut thinks in the 
event of a change of government a place 
would be provided for him at a good 
salary. The Herald has good authority 
for saying that this is why Mr. Allen is 
willing to assist in betraying this county 
to its St. John enemies. Mr. Colter has a 
triple motive in taking a place on the 
ticket. He intends to curb the ambition 
of his younger and less wealthy 
brother ; he wants to punish Mr. Blair 
for so summarily defeating the old govern" 
ment, and he has been promised office. 
What undisclosed reason has led Mr. Mc- 
Farlane to take the field we are not at 
present aware. That he was for some 
days very averse to offering is well knownt 
as also that he told Mr. Gregory, that he 
had better not make any opposition. He 
is without experience in public affairs in 
any capacity whatever, in which respect 
he is in sharp contrast to the gentlemen 
on the government ticket, all of whom 
have already served the constituency in 
Some capacity.

Has it come to this — that this county 
is prepared to accept the opposition ticket, 
consisting of gentlemen, three of whom it 
has already rejected, and set aside its 
tried and proved servants ?

Is York prepared to surrender her 
leadership to St. John ?

Is York prepared to exchange Andrew 
G. Blair for George J. Colter ?

Is York prepared to vote for the re­
moval of the courts to St. John ?

Is York prepared to vote for the re­
moval of the university ?

Does York prefer Stockton of St. John 
as leader to Blair of York ?

Let the answer be decisive. Vote the 
ticket solid. No plumping, no divided 
.ballots ; but a solid vote for the govern­
ment and old York.

Snow the traitors under.

The Gleaner renews its charges against 
the attorney general of corruptly partici­
pating in public contracts. Since these 
charges were first promulgated the legis­
lature has met and not a member of the 
house ventured to rise in his place and re­
peat them. No, not even a whisper of 
them was heard in the lobbies. Is there 
a man in New Brunswick who believes 
that, if there was a shred of truth in them, 
the opposition would have been influenced 
by any motives of delicacy in asking an 
opportunity to investigate them ? Would 
it not have been their duty to have in­
vestigated them ? The opposition in the 
house knew that these charges were false. 
Mr. Gregory knows they are false. The 
Gleaner knows they are false ; and all that 
need be said about them is that they are 
prefered by a sheet, which defended every 
act of the attorney general, as long as he 
saw fit to give it any patronage.

We are told by the Gleaner that W. K. 
Allen will be a worthy representative of 
the lumber interest. This will be news to 
Mr. Allen. There is something ludicrous 
in the suggestion that Mr. Allen should be 
elected to guard the lumber interests 
against the possible recommendations of 
Hon. A. F. Randolph, chairman of the 
government commission on stumpage and 
president of the company in whose em­
ploy Mr. Allen is. Does the Gleaner 
think that people are fools that it seeks 
to influence them by such unadulterated 
rubbish.

A POOR EXCHANGE.

It is well understood that one feature 
of the deal between the York traitors and 
the St. John clique is that this County is 
to be represented in a new government, 
if one is formed,by George J. Colter. Giving 
Mr. Colter full credit for all the abilities 
which his most ardent friends claim for 
him, it will be admitted that he would be 
a very poor exchange for Andrew G. Blair. 
Do the electors realize that this is the issue 
before them ? The defeating of the govern­
ment ticket means the defeat of the govern­
ment of course and the formation af a new 
adminstration with A. A. Stockton at one 
end end of it and George J. Colter at the 
other. To place Mr. Colter in this position 
is not to disparage his abilities. He has 
been in public before and we speak of him 
from the record he made then. A man may 
be a very respectable sort of fellow, but 
be utterly unadapted to politics. Such is 
Mr. George Colter. We do not agree with 
the Telegraph that he is a political failure, 
for that implies that some one expected 
somethingof him,but nothing was expect­
ed of George Colter and consequently no 
one was disappointed. That a gentleman 
of his qualifications was selected to fill the 
office of Board of Works might rather be 
regarded as remarkable, if accidental suc­
cess.

Mr. Colter administered the department 
for nearly a year, during which time he 
might have been a representative of Tim- 
buctoo, for all the county benefited by it. 
When the government of which he was 
a member went out, Mr. Colter dropped 
into his original obscuriy, coming to the 
light only to go on record against every­
thing Mr. Blair was trying to do for the 
county, except a such times as he was able 
to dodge a vote,as he did on one memor­
able occasion. When the fate of the 
Fredericton Bridge hung in the balance. 
The electors of the county arc asked to ex­
change Mr. Blair for this gentleman. Is 
there a man of them who believes that 
George Colter can carry into the House 
and into an administration a tithe of the 
weight and influences which Mr. Blair 
possesses ?

Let us take the record since 1883 when 
the old government went out.

The first great question in which the 
government was involved was one in 
which this county was eiqiecially concern­
ed,namely, the building of the Frederic­
ton Bridge. Now we put it to the electors 
squarely ; if George Colter had been in 
Andrew G. Blair’s place is it at all likely 
that the bridge would ever have (been 
proposed, or if proposed that he could ever 
have carried it through against the tre­
mendous opposition brought to bear against 
it. No gentlemen, you know perfectly well 
that if George Colter had remained chief 
commissioner, Walter McFarlane would 
not have been able to stay until the opposi­
tion caucus the other night was over, for 
he would have had to leave early to catch 
the Ferry. That we are not depending in 
the old Ferry system to-day is due to the 
fact that Andrew G. Blair replaced George 
J. Colter as York’s representative in the 
government of this province. Is not this 
true? We defy successful denial.

Well the bridge was built,and then came 
a question where the government horses 
should be kept. Do you think that Geo. 
J. Colter would, if he had obtained the 
bridge, have insisted that the stables 
should be erected in Fredericton, whereby 
not only is an outlay of six thousand dol­
lars a year kept within the reach of the 
formers and merchants of York, but 
hundreds of visitors are brought to the 
city every year? Strong pressure was 
brought to bear to induce Mr. Blair to 
consent to the horses being kept in King’s 
or in St. John ; but he resisted and his 
influence with his colleagues was sufficient 
to carry his point, though the cry of 
“ York gets everything ” went up over all 
the province. Would Mr. Colter have 
been able to do this ?

Scarcely had the echoes of the above 
cry died away, than Mr. Blair was to the 
front again with his project for a new de­
partmental building. It is no longer a 
secret that many of his friends thought 
he was taking too much of a risk in pro­
posing this. He had secured a good deal 
for his county — more than any other 
man had secured in the same time, and 
though the new building was necessary, 
there were those who felt that ip incur­
ring the opposition which it would meet, 
Mr. Blair was jeopardizing his political 
future. But he was prepared to take the 
responsibility. Just as on the occasion of 
the memorable attack upon Fredericton 
as the capital, made by St. John after the 
old assembly was burned, Mr. Blair then 
leader of the opposition, staked his whole 
future by joining hands with Mr. Fraser, 
leader of the government, against the 
wishes of most of his supporters, so now 
when the subject of departmental build­
ings were up, he stood firm again. He 
knew that the St. John snake was 
scotched not killed — that is to say, that 
the element which clamored for a re­
moval of th e capital to that city was only 
waiting a favorable opportunity to attack 
this city, and by the sheer force of his in­
fluence and determination he carried 
through the measure to provide the new 
building, and thus make Fredericton for 
all time safe as the capital of the province. 
Again we ask : Would George Colter 
have been equal to this emergency ? If 
Mr. Blair had not replaced him as 
York’s representative in the government 
of the province would the departmental 
building have been erected ?

We might speak of the railway subsi­
dies to the N. & W. and the St. John 
valley road and of many common matters, 
which have caused the administration to 
be called a “ York county government,” 
but space forbids. Here are a few con­
siderations which show the difference be­
tween the gentleman who now represents 
York in the government, and the gentle­
man whom the St. John clique wish to 
replace him by. The St. John gentry know 
what they are about. They want to get 
rid of Blair that the process of dismantling 
York may begin without delay. But 
they won’t do it. York knows what she 
is about. ---------------------------

We have heard much about “ deals ” 
lately ; but at the risk of being monoton­
ous, we must refer to one more. G. F. 
Gregory is a consenting party to this. A 
few months ago he was to be the leader 
of the new party of purity. His was the 
giant intellect which was to solve all 
political problems, his the magnetic per­
sonality which was to inspire public confi­
dence, his the popularity which was to 
sweep everything before it. Under the 
new deal Mr. Gregory ceases to be trumps. 
A new card has been turned up. Mr. 
Stockton peremptorily declined to take a 
hand with Mr. Gregory as trumps. He 
insisted on a new deal, which he, like­
wise, insisted on making himself, and he 
turned up Mr. Colter. And Mr. Gregory 
has meekly picked up his hand and gone 
on with the game. Why is this? The 
answer is simple. Mr. Gregory is willing 
to sacrifice his ambition on the altar of 
his hatred. To crush the man, who in the 
hour of deep humiliation, when all the 
world looked upon him with loathing, 
stood by him, opened his doors to him, 
and restored him to his former position, 
he is prepared not only to hand York 
over to his enemies, but even to bid fore­
well to his own cherished dream of power.

PRIVATE AND CONFIDENTIAL

George J. Coltpr probably does not 
keep a file of the Gleaner, and therefore 
we beg to present for his eye alone a few 
paragraphs out of many, taken from the 
columns of his new apologist and cham­
pion. On March 26, 1885, the Gleaner 
discussing the vote on the grant to the 
bridge said :

This (the argument of Mr. Hanington) 
so impressed Mr. Colter that although up 
to that time he had been waiting in the 
lobby to see how things were going, he 
felt unable to give a vote for the grant, 
and not daring to vote against it, betook 
himself to some place where, notwith­
standing the search of the sergeant-at- 
arms, he could not be found. There was 
a vote which Mr. Colter did not shirk 
and that was the vote on the bill to give 
his father and friends a right to build a 
toll bridge across the river, out of moneys 
granted from the public treasury. He 
was on hand then, but when it was 
necessary for him to cast his vote for the 
interests of the constituency he was con­
spicuously absent.

Later, after hearing all that Mr. Colter 
had to say in his own defence the 
Gleaner asked, in its issue of March 28, 
1885:

Why did he not come to his place, 
stand up like a man and vote for his con­
stituency ?

On April 15,1886, it gave the explana­
tion of Mr. Colter’s conduct. This is 
what it said :

When Mr. Colter left his place in the 
house he walked to his hotel, saying to a 
friend as he went out: “I have voted 
enough for that bridge.”

Then warming with this subject, it said 
on April 20,1886 :

Let no man who values the bridge vote 
for Mr. Colter.

On April 24, 1886, it told the electors 
that :

Every vote for Colter will gladden the 
enemies of York.

And on the same date it said :
A leading opposition light said he 

“ hoped to God the bridge would be car­
ried away and Blair with it.”

And went on to say that this wa!s a 
sample of the men who wanted to see 
Mr. Colter elected.

Such are a very few sample plums out 
of a very large pudding. The Gleaner 
described Mr. Colter as incapable of hold­
ing his position in his party, as seconding 
every effort made to injure York, as ut­
terly unmindful of the interests of this 
constituency, as a weak and discredited 
politician. And it rejoiced over his de­
feat as over that of a man, who did not 
possess sufficient interest in his consti­
tuency to stand up for it, but preferred to 
be a pliant tool in the hands of the op­
ponents of the county ; and it asked what 
he had ever done that the county should 
prefer him to Mr. Blair ; which is just 
what people would like to know now.

If the electors do their duty a magnificent 
victory for the government is at hand.

- THE CITY COUNCIL.
Report of the Committees—A Lively Dis­

cussion Respecting Lighting Matters.

The usual monthly meeting of the town 
council was held on Tuesday last at the city 
hall, Mayor Allen presiding. There were 
present, aldermen McCready, Moore, Beck­
with, Street, Richey, Farrell, McNutt, Quinn, 
and Estey. City clerk Beckwith being 
absent, deputy clerk Calder officiated.

The printing committee reported the call­
ing for tenders for the city printing for the 
year, and that Messers Crocket, and 
Machum’s tender had been accepted. Ad­
opted.

The road committee reported on the peti­
tion of Dennis O’Leary, and recommended 
that a cheque for $50, be drawn in his favor 
for compensation while out of employment, 
doctors bills, lost time, and all taxes due by 
him. They recommend that .a platform S 
planks wide be laid across Bailey’s bridge ; 
that the Morrison Mill’s platform be extend­
ed up as far as $200 would go ; and that the 
Needham street platform be completed to 
Regent street. Adopted.

Aid. Estey presented a petition on behalf 
of D. W. Esterbrooks, referring to the un­
satisfactory condition of Needham street as 
regards light, and suggesting that a lamp 
be placed there. The petition contained a 
large number of signatures. Aid. McCready 
asked if any of the gas company had signed 
the petition, and the reply was four names. 
(Laughter). Aid. Moore, seconded by Aid. 
Beckwith, moved that the matter be referred 
to the light committee, to which the words 
“with power to act" were added as an 
amendment by Aid. Estey, seconded by 
Aid. Farrell, and the question being taken, 
amendment was adopted.

Aid. Vandine moved that clerk be in 
structcd to ask for tenders for a drying pow­
er at No. 1 hose station to be left with a 
committee with power to act, carried.

Aid. Quinn said, that while they were on 
the light business more light should be shed 
on the subject. He moved that a lamp be 
placed on Campbell street, seconded by Aid. 
McCready, and adopted. Aid. Estey then 
moved, seconded by Aid. Beckwith, that a 
lamp be placed at corner of Landsdowne St. 
and Waterloo Row ; by Aid. McCready, that 
a lamp be placed by Estey’s mill near the 
bend of Queen street ; by Aid. Vandine, for 
one on Victoria Lane, and by Aid. Moore 
for one to be placed on Muzrall alley.

Aid. McCready then moved that the 
council adjourn. This terminated the busi­
ness of the evening.

GOSPEL TEMPERANCE MEETING.

The Rev. C. E. Perry Delivers A Farewell
Address on the Temperance Question.
The gospel temperance meeting held in 

the Temperance hall on Sunday evening 
5th inst., was largely attended. H. Creed in­
troduced the Rev. DeWarre, of St. Martins, 
the reverend gentleman said it gave him 
great pleasure to be among the genial kind 
hearted people of Fredericton. He had been 
asked to officiate here another sabbath ; was 
pleased to see the ladies in the majority at 
this meeting. Force of intellect was strong, 
ly developed as a rule in man, who ruled 
with the head, but with woman it was dif­
ferent, she ruled with the heart, and where- 
ever the latter were in a majority success 
followed in every good work. He congratu­
lated the meeting on the stand made in 
Fredericton. Prohibition would come in 
time, it could not be plucked like an apple 
from a tree; enlighted and progressive 
young nations like Canada, cultivating edu­
cative and aspiring elements in her young 
people, would surely develope the advant­
ages offered by workers in the heaven- 
blessed cause. Prohibition was in its in­
fancy but was bound to come.

The Rev. C. E. Perry, who was received 
with great applause said : He was here by 
the result of accident, his intended lecture 
at Marysville had been posponed until next 
Tuesday. Was glad to speak at this large 
and influential meeting in the good cause. 
This gathering was an evidence of zeal, but 
why not go further. Is the law a farce, or 
are we to take hold of its strong arm ? 
Wesley was the pioneer of temperance 
brandy in church people, he said that 
was to be used in cases of extreme 
necessity only, so that really Wesley was 
the inaugurator of the temperance move­
ment. God speaks favorably of wine in 20 
places in Holy Writ, but the Almighty does 
not forget to speak unfavorably in 121 
places in the bible against intoxicating wine 
which mocketh. The ancients used unfer- 
mented juice for diseases. They had two 
methods of preserving, one by exclusion of 
air, the other by repeated boiling. It was 
the fermented wine that was obnoxious to 
the Creator. The Salvation army in this 
town was a contrast to the brilliant cere­
monial he heard elsewhere, but a man 
got up in the presence of the army, and said 
that he had been saved from intemperance 
by attendiilg their meetings. He had seen 
in Ireland good entertainment for “man and 
baste,” and all that was in the hostelry was a 
bottle of whiskey. What a halting place 
to be sure, and alas men have too many 
many stopping places. Fredericton, the 
capital, was setting a good example in her 
efforts to evangelise the people. Canals, 
railways, and the ocean greyhounds, will 
make neighbors of our antipodes, and it 
will be possible in time to evangelise the 
world. The present march of engineering 
science will accomplish an iron road around 
the globe. Let us all join hands together, 
all co-operate, and with God's blessing the 
work of the temperance cause shall spread 
everywhere.

The meeting then closed with the usual 
benediction.

TO THE ELECTORS
OF THE

COUNTY OF YORK.
Gentlemen :—It seems to have been de­

termined by certain persons in this consti­
tuency, whose personal animosities are 
stronger than their sense of fairness, or their 
regard for the true interests of this County, 
that the election in January shall not be 
allowed to stand, and that the represen­
tatives whom you then returned, shall have 
to make a choice of either throwing up tlieir 
seats or going through an election trial with 
all the expense, annoyance and personal 
bitterness which such a trial would occasion, 
not only to the members elect and their 
friends, but also to the agents and friends 
of the defeated candidates.

You, gentlemen, do not need to be told 
that it is not a difficult tiling to set aside an 
election. It only requires one elector in a 
constituency, who is sufficiently malicious 
for the purpose, to set the law in motion 
and make the position of a member almost 
entirely unbearable. Many of you may re­
member that on the day of declaration, a 
threat was made by one of the defeated 
candidates that the election would be con­
tested. We confess that notwithstanding 
this threat, and that the petition was imme­
diately filed, we did entertain the hope un­
til a recent period, that wiser counsels would 
prevail, and that the large majorities by 
which we were severally returned over our 
opponents, would have afforded us some 
p-otection against the personal hostility to 
one or more of us, by which the parties to 
these proceedings have been throughout in­
spired.

This hope, iiowever, has not been realized 
and a date in December having been recently 
fixed for the trial of the petition, we bave 
felt it onr duty to determine, without delay, 
the course of action it would be proper for 
us under the circumstances to take.

Although realizing the difficulty of suc­
cessfully resisting an election petition under 
the existing law, no matter liow carefully 
the candidates and their agents may have 
striven to keep themselves within it, wre 
have been much tempted to go down to 
trial in order to publicly expose the conduct 
of the petitioning parties who falsely pretend 
to have abstained on their part from illegal 
practices of every kind ; but there are con­
siderations of both public and private con­
veniences which impel us to a different 
course.

We have an appeal open to us against the 
order of the Judge setting the petition down 
for trial, upon the ground that the adjourn­
ment of the case in July last put an end to 
all the proceedings, but our desire to avoid 
another election, although considerable, is 
not so great that we care to engage in fur­
ther litigation, or would wish to be con­
sidered indebted for our seats to the deci­
sion of the court on a technical question 
of law.

We have, therefore, concluded to vacate 
our scats, and will at an early day place our 
resignations in the proper hands. We 
promptly make our decision in this regard 
known, so that ample notice may be given 
the public, and that there may be no pre­
tence on the part of our opponents that they 
were taken by surprise, or placed at a dis­
advantage for want of time to organize their 
forces.

Gentlemen, you have not failed to notice 
the savage warfare that is being waged 
against the government in the newspaper 
press of St. John. The question of the ap­
pointment of the police magistrate has serv­
ed its purpose, and is now thrown aside. No 
political weapon having the semblance of a 
principle, remains in the armory of our op­
ponents.

There is nothing in their fight against the 
government but a jealous intolerance of the 
influence and prominence of this County in 
the executive government, and a struggle 
on the part of St. John for political supre­
macy throughout the province.

Happily for this and other sections of the 
province, the battle is to be ought upon 
your own ground, and it rests with your­
selves whether you or they win the victory.

If it be true, as the St. John opposition 
press allege, that the electors of York are 
onging for a chance to displace the govern­

ment, and substitute for it one more in 
harmony with the pretensions of St. John, 
then, gentlemen, you cannot too soon be af­
forded an opportunity to so declare, and we 
to learn that such is your will.

It was in the neighborhood of the 
Tonga group, and the Tonga islanders 
who went off to inspect the stranger, re­
ported that it looked “likea one-sided heap 
thrown up by the sea. ” That is to say, 
one side of the island was all cliff, with 
the material of which it was formed 
thrown to leeward by the wind. In 1889, 
H. M. S. Egeria was sent to inspect and re­
port upon the four-year old, and the fol­
lowing facts are gained from Mr. Lester 
who went on the vessel.

Falcon Island was found to be in two 
distinct parts. There is first what appears 
to be the remains of a wide-based, coni­
cal hill, with sides sloping at a gentle 
angle of six degrees, and presenting one 
abrupt cliff-like end to the sea. This part 
of the island is a symmetrical oval, and its 
greatest height above the sea about one 
hundred and fifty feet. The other part 
is a plain, spreading away from the base 
of the hill co the north, and about ten or 
twelve feet above high-water level.

Last year the island presented the gen­
eral appearance of a bare heap of brown 
ashes, but the structure could be perceived 
in the cliff section. There was a distinct 
whiff of sulphur in the air, and the dis­
tant parts appeared to be shrouded in a 
thin blue mist.

On the plain there is a small lake of 
salt water, which rises and falls with the 
tide. The thermometer when placed in 
the pool registered 113 deg. Fahr. ; and 
when thrust in among the pebbles at the 
bottom, 121 deg.

Evolution is still going on; landslips 
are frequent. The shoal area is of consid­
erable extent to the north of the island. 
At the south end there is shoal water 
which is believed to mark the area of the 
original cone, now washed away, which 
was the base of the present island.

And what about the inhabitants of this 
new arrival in the insular family ? A 
single bird — a sand piper — was noticed 
on the shore, and a single small moth. 
These were the only denizens last year. 
But already vegetation had begun in a 
timorous and tentative fashion. A few 
seedling plants, washed up by the waves 
probably, had already taken root. Two 
young cocoa-nut trees were bravely strug­
gling to nourish themselves on the plain ; 
a candle-nut tree had also found footing, 
three other plants were striving with the 
situation, and some grass had begun to 
grow. Upon the beach were found some 
dry, stranded fruits, which years hence 
may be represented by bounteous trees.

At present Falcon Island is finding a 
dread enemy in the sea, but neighboring 
islands have been defended by coral reefs ; 
and so it may be with Falcon Island. The 
industrious insects will build barriers 
around it ; the cocoa-nut, the taro, the 
plantain, and other trees and plants willed 
be drifted by the waves ; the lagoon will 
afford shelter for multitudes of aquatic 
creatures, after whom will come the sea 
birds myriad sweeps ; shells will accumu­
late on the beach, and with the droppings 
of the birds, and the decay of the pioneer 
plants will aid in forming a soil ; and be­
fore many years are over Falcon Island 
may be clothed with verdure, and bril­
liant with bright-plumaged birds.

SINGEING THE HAIR.

THE M’KINLEY BILL

A despatch to the Toronto Mail from 
Washington says: Commercial agent 
Smyth at Huddersfield, England, in his 
report to the department of state on trade 
with the United States, says that the ac­
tion of the house of representatives on 
the tariff question has had the effect of 
creating widespread alarm among the 
manufactures there. The operation of a 
new tariff law with incriased duties on 
textile fabrics will, it is believed, seriously 
check the export trade of Huddersfield. 
This applies particularly to the woolen 
and worsted trade, so strongly entrenched 
there. There has been a general move 
on the part of exporters to anticipate the 
result of legislation by large shipments 
for future demands, the main object be­
ing to clear the custom house in time to 
escape the provisions of the new law. 
Legitimate trading has thus been pushed 
to a point where it took a speculative turn, 
resulting in a large increase of exports. 
In regard to the antitariff agitation in 
Sheffield, Mr. Smyth says that “ while cer­
tain political and mercantile influences 
have been set to work among them, the 
manufacturers and exporters of this dis­
trict, who are much more vitally con­
cerned, maintain a respectful attitude, 
and await calmly the enforcement of a 
policy which is the natural and legitimate 
offspring of principles and conditions to 
which communities in England as a rule 
seemed absolute strangers. The general 
hope is expressed that the tariff legislat­
ion and the whole chimerical system of 
protection will soon be wiped out alto­
gether. ”
