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How Condensed Mllk is Made.

The manufacture of condensed milk is
thus desciibed-in the Scientific American:
When the milk is brought into the fac-
tory it is carefully strained, placed in
cans or pails, which are put into a tank
of water kept hot by steam coils. When
hot it is transferred to large steam heated
open vessels and quickly brought to a
boil. This preliminary heating and boil-
ing has for its object the expulsion of the
gasses of the milk, which would cause it
to foam in the vacuum pan, and, also to
add to the keeping quality of the milk by
destroying the mould germs.. - A second
straining follows, after which the milk is
transferred to a vacum pan, where a tem
perature below 160 © Fahr, it boils and
is‘rapidly concentrated to any degree de-
sired. The vacuum pan employed is a
close vessel of copper, egg-shaped, about
six feet high and four and one-half feet
in diameter. It is heated by steam coils
within,-and by asteam jacket without—
mclonng the lower portion. In one side
of the dome is a small window through
which gas illuminates the interior, while
ontheopposite side is an eyeglass through
which the condition of the contents may
be observed. The pan is also provided |
with a vacuum gauge and test sticks.

Much of the milk used in cities is sim-
ply concentrated without any addition of
sugar. The process of concentration is
continued in the vacum pan until one
gallon of the milk has been reduced to a
to a little less than a quart—one volume
of condensed milk corresponding to
about four and three-tenths volumnes of
milk. Condensed milk intended to be
preserved for any length of time has an
addition of pure cane sugar made to it
during the boiling, and usually put up in
sealed cans. This sugared or ‘‘preserv-
ed” milk, when properly prepared, will
keep for many years.

Discoveries Made by Accldent.

Not a few discoveries in the arts and
sciences have been made or suggested by
accident. The use of the pendulum,
suggested by the vibrating of a chande-
lier in a cathedral; the power of steam,
intimated by the oscillating of the lid of
the tea-kettle; the utility of coal gas for
light, experimented upon by an ordinary |
tobacco pipe of white clay; the magnify-
ing proprieties of the lens, stumbled
upon by an optician’s apprentice, while
holding spectacie glasses between his
finger, are instances in proof of the fact.

[ THE SERMON
was preached by Rev. Mr. Macdonald, of

| out the way of faith which will sustain
| the Christian in all the trials through
which he must pass: “‘Our light afflic-
tion, which is but for a moment, work-
eth out for us a far more exceeding and
eternal weight of glory, etc.” Inthe be-
ginning of this chapter we see how
faith encourages and sustains, giving
prospects of comfort, and filling the
mind with hope. ‘For we know if our
earthly house of this tabernacle be dis-
solved, we have a building . of God, an
| house not made with hands, eternal in
|the heavens.” The 10th verse shows
| that the blessings are not all given in-
discriminately. There must be some-
thing of a moral fitness before the bless-
ings can be enjoyed—‘‘that everyone
may receive the things done in his body,
| according to that he had . done, whether
There is here seen:
(1) the sustaining power; (2) the ani-
mating; (3) God's government. By the
Gospel ministry all these blessings are
to be made known. After quoting the
| text, the preacher said that there were
| three points suggested by it: (1) the de-
I seription of the ministerial office; (2

How modify the Gospel ? The bearer i¢
not at liberty to modify or change, Liow-
ever much it may please men. He must
doliver the message as he received it.
The world has not yet become so mighty
or so pure that it can dispense with the
Spirit of God, or the instructions of the
Word. As to the duty of the office:
It is not solely reconciliation that they
are to seek after. The duty is to pro-
claim the whole truth. It is the min-
ister's duty to seek out sinners, and not
only to labor amoug the good. It is
easy to hold fellowship with the good,
but the minister must also go and look
after the lost. He is not merely to say
“Come,” but go intoall the world and
bring souls to Jesus. He must be like
his Master, gentle, pitiful and merciful.
The argument: ‘‘For He hath made him
to be sin for us who knew no sin; that
we might be made the righteousness of
God in him.” It might be thought that
it would be a more powerful argument to
allude to man’s owfi interests. But God
has put a perfect e}ample before us; and
when he pointsfout His sinlessness he
shows that Hejwas made sin for us.
Who can care foRyou like the one who
suffered and bled Jfor you and paid all
the penalty beford God !  After briefly
alluding to the thikee-fold argument, of
(1) God’s love, (2 is kindness, and (3)
our dependence, the preacher concluded
a clear, appropriate and pointed dis-
course.

THE ORDINATION.

At the conclusion of the sermon the
members of the Presbytery gathered
around the candidate, who knelt upon
the platform, and put their hands nupon
his head. Rev. Dr. Ure then, in an
earnest prayer, asked the richest bless-
ings of God to come upon the newly ap-
pointed minister and all his charge.
After the ‘“laying on of hands,” the
young pastor received the right hand of
fellows‘lip from his brother ministers,
and the ordination was consummated.

THE ADDRESS TO THE MINISTER.

Rev. Mr. McDonald, (in the absence
of Rev. Mr. Lochhead, to whom the
task had been assigned); in addressing
the newly inducted pastor, said he had
endeavored in the sermon just uttered to
show the worth of the ministry. I trust
you will look upon yourself as an am-
bassador of Christ. An ambassador
will look upon’ liis oftice with honor in
just the degree in which his master is

onored. You represent the Great
King, the only lawgiver who gives laws
which are = infallible. Remember the
dignity and honor of your office, not that
you may become puffed up, but that you
may feel honored and encouraged. There
are many things in the ministry to try
and trouble, but look to the Master and
He will help you. Cultivate your heart.
If you neglect it you will lose much of
your power in the ministry. Cultivate
habits of secret piety; and pray not only
for others, but feed your own sou! by
earnest personal dealings with God.
Whatever you lack, don't lack the habit
of going to God’s treasury for His sup-

You should
attend church. Too many feel that they
are not bound to attend the services.
There is a great difference, too, in how
we hear the word. It is encouraging
when the eye and ear shows that the
people are listening, and not when men
needed to be nudged to keep them from
sleoping.

If you can't reme:mnber all, take t.he
nuggets away with you. Pay your min-
isters, Suffer this word of exhorta-
tion: Whatever obligation falls upon
you in this connection perform it faith-
tully. Much trouble comes of ueglected
finaneces. Your young pastor is just out
of a long course of study, and our Pres-
byterian course i8 i wost extraordinary
one for depleting the most profuse
exchequer. O: course I don’t know how it
is with him, but I have a vivid recollec-
tion of the case of one man who when
he at last got through college could tru-
ly have used the words of Job and say,
“] have escaped by the skin of my
teeth.” Try and live up to the truth
preached to day. i on't rest upon what
your pastor may attempt. Give him
your prayers and co-operation.  “Pray-
ers are cheap” some say; but when a
minister has the fervent ‘rmyen of his
people all will run smoothly, all differ-
ences will grow into a minimum, and
they will grow up into living Head in all
things.

Newspaper Laws,

We call the special attention of post-
masters and subscribers to the following
synopsis of the newspaper laws :

1. A postmaster is required to give
notice by letter (returning a paper does
not answer the law) when a subscriber
does not take his paper out of the office,
and stute the reasons for its not being
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the
postmaster responsible to the publishers
for payment.

2. If any person orders his paper dis-
continued, he must pay all arrearages,
' or the publisher may continue to send it
| until payment is made, -and collect the
whole amount, whether it be taken from
theoffice or not.  There can be no legal

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to
be stopped at a certain time, and the
publisher continues to send, the sub-
scriber is bound to pay for it if he takes
lit out of the post-oftice.  This proceeds
upon the ground that a man must pay for
what he uses.

5. The courts have decided that refus-
ing to take a newspaper and periodicals
from the post-office, or removing and
’Iu;u‘in'f them uncalled for, is prima facia
evidence of intentional fraud.

On-Sunday afternoon, a report reach-
the village that a fire in the woods
threatened the property ot a farmer a
few miles west, and a number ot men
went out and got the fire under control
and 80 subdued that no further trouble
was apprehended.

We, in company with several
gentlemen, viewed the situation from
the court house, but concluded there
was no occasion for alarm. We returned
to our office, which in - a few minutes was
in darkness as if the curtains had fallen,
A cloud of smoke and flame was rolling
over the country. The heat was so in-
tense that it was almost impossible to
breathe: the stnoke so dense that it was

few articles when the flames shut off all
communication with our building. We
then started for our house in the east of
the village, and found that the tire had
driven every family from their homes
and that nearly every house was on
fire from the court house east. By
