We observe in to-day’s report of the :
Assembdly that Mr. J. A, Clift criticized !
the financial estimates of the Branch
Railway Lines much in the same tenor :
as has appeared in the Evening Tele-
gram from time to time. He com- L
plained of the vague and unsatisfac-
tory basis on which the request was
made to the House for authority to go
into the market to raise money to
meet the financial obligations - under
the Railway Extension Act of 1910.

Mr. Clift undoubtedly scored a point
here:

The basis of the request of 1910 was
mérely an ill-considered opinfon of
the Government. How badly found-
ed that opinion wds may be judged
from the admission’ of the Premier and
the Finance Minister that they were
100 miles out of g.helr reckoning on
the mileage and from $4,000 or $5,000
or more out of their estimate’in cal-
culating on the total cost per mile.
In 1910, the opinion of the Premier
was that annual interest charge of;
$140,000 a year would cover every-
thing. This year his opinion is that
$210,000 a year will cover everything.
But in this even he does not agree
with the Finance Minister who thinks
we shall be well out of it if the an-
nual interest charged amounts to no
mere than $35,000 a year more than
the Premier’s latest estimate.

It is evident then that Mr. Clift's
point was well taken when he com-
plained of the poor data furnished as
a basis for making the request for an
additional loan of <£400,000 sterling.
Here is what Mr. Clift said in this con-
neetion:—

“Now, sir, 1. submit: also that in
coming in w—uay and asking for this
additional aultiority to raise an addi-
tional loan of two millions, we should
have been furnishied with some better

than those which were furnished us
by the Rt. Hon. the Prime Minister.
The Government Engineer has had
considerable experience now in rail-
road construction in this country; and
we ought to have laid before us to-
night a statement over his signature
as to what he thought would be a suf-
ficient sum of money to complete
those roads. I do not propose to
make any coniment at the present mo-
ment on the question of the railroad
policy.”

New York, May 14.—A London cable
says: George Bemard Shaw, in an
article in the ‘Daily News’ entitled
.Some unmentioned morals of the ‘Ti-
tanie’ disaster,’ asks: ‘Why ‘is it that
the effect of a sensational catastrophe
on a-modern nation is to cast into
transports, not of. weeping, not “of
prayer, not of sympathy with the be-
reaved nor of congratulation of the
rescued, nor of poetic expression of
soul purified by pity and terror, but
of wild defiance of inexorable fate and
of undeniable fact by an explosion of
outrageous, romantic lying?

Mr. Shaw criticizes the stories in re-
gard to ‘women and children first’ and
the tributes to Captain Smith, who,
he says, is written of in the news-
papers ‘as if he were a Nelson,’ where-
as, ‘the one thing: positively known
about Captain Smith is that he lost the
ship by deliberately and knowingly
steaming inta an ice field at the high-
est speed he had coal for.’

Mr. Shaw concludes: ‘What is the
use of all this ghastly, blasphemous,
inhuman, braggartly lying? Here is
a calamity which might .well make the
proudest man  humble.and the wildest
joker serious. It makes us vain, glori-
ous, - insolent, mendacious. The ef-
fect on me was one of profound dis-
gust, almost of a national dishonor.
Am I mad?

‘It seems to me that when deeply
moved men should speak ‘the truth.
The English nation appears to take
precisely the contrary view. Again am
I in a minority?

organisms have been descri
theories are held: (1) that it is an
infeetion, caused by a specific organ-
ism, which is not yet determined; (2)
that it is a toxaemia, produced by
tainted food—particularly rice or fish.
Both theories may be true; - but .in
connection with either we now: know
that -bad hygienic surroundings un-
doubtedly play'an important part. He
mentioned that a friend of his lately
in conversation with a celebrated Jap-
anesé Army surgeon, was informed
that ‘by eliminating raw fish and rice
from the dietary of the soldiers, and
impreving  their ccondition of living,
ihe disease was almost entirely eradi-
cated. Dr. Tait says that the disease
is generally slow in making its ap-
pearance—often weeks may elapse
before distinguishing symptoms show
themselves. When manifest the chiefl
symptoms are irritability of the -heart,
tenderness and swelling of the feet
and legs, a generalized tired feeling,
great shortness of breath, muscular
weakness, emaciation, paralysis and
contraction of the joints. He says
there are four forms of the disease—
(a) the “mild form,” where all the
symptoms are slight; (b) the “wet”
or “dropsical form”; (c¢) . the “dry
form,” with slight dropsy, but a ten-
dency to emaciation and paralysis;
and (d) the “pernicious form,” in
which heart symptoms predominate.
