Yesterday we made an extract from j ways which will entail the payment of

the 1908 Manifesto of Sir Edward
Morris in whieh he undertook to carry
out a policy which should ensure the
greatest possible advantages for our
people- through a prudent conserva-
tion and energetic development of the
material resounrces of the colony.

It is notorious that the results of
his policy has acecrued to the greatest
possible advantage of a few graballs,
and the people have been left to
seratech for themselves. Yesterday we
commented on a few of the ways in
which some Morris supporters have
been raking money in.

To-day we propose to offer a few
remarks on the means Morris propos-
ed to ensure the greatest possibie
good for the people.

It will be observed that Sir Edward
Morris proposed to comserve the ma-
térial resources of the colony prudent-

Strong, 5,120,000 acres, Dec. 9th,
1909; Anglo-American Development
Co. (Morison’s Co.) Feb. 2nd, 1909,
$:126,000 acres; Anglo-American Dea-
velopment Co., Dec. 7th, 1909, 609,920
acres; W. R. Howley, Feb. 2nd, 1910,
512,000 acres; A. W. Knight, 51,000
acres, Dee. 30th; 1909; John Gibbs,
June 8th, 1910, 25,600 acres.

These are a few of the applicatons
dpproved by the Morris executive
within twelve months of their coming
into power. We ask our readers whe-
ther they consider that these ap-
provals show any prudence in con-
seérving the material resources of the
Gelony. Next we turn to the credit of
the Colony. Was that resource of the
country prudently  conserved in en-

led supporters and civil servants?

MeGrat's Falsehoods
Misrepresentations

Evening Herald,

The yesterday,

was teeming with the usual misre-
presentation and falsehood. It rang-
ed from misrepresentation of Sir

Robert Bond’s attitude on the school
question to falsehoods about Presi-
dent Caker and the Fishermen's Prg-
tective Union. :
