THE GREATER QUESTION.

At this season of the year for Farm-
ars with up-to-date ideas is, what are
the best means to use to get the beast
returns from the land.

Fertilizers must be used liberally
{{ large returns are looked for. There
are several good chemical fertilizers
which may be recommended, but Sul-
phate of Ammonia has been proved tc
gzive the best returns, and is the most
valuable and economical source of
Nitrogen for agricultural purposes.

For vegetables, grass, and all leafy
crops, about one and a half cwt. per
acre is_the best quantity to use, and
this should be avplied when the plant
is making it's growth, as well as be-
fore sowing the seed. :

It is a good plan to reduce the Sul-
phate to a fine powder, and mix with
four or more times its own bulk, for
the purpose of diluting the mamure,
which is very . powerful.

For potatoes the following mixture
is strongly recommended:— 4
40 1bs. Superphosphate.

26 1bs. Fine bone meal.

10 Ibs. Carbonate of Magnesia.

16 Ibs. Sulphate of Potash.

21 Ibs. SULPHATE OF AMMONIA.

We have before us the annual report |

of the Registrar General on the Vital |
Statistics for the year ending Decem-
ber 31st, last. They demonstrafe |
once again how terribly backward we |
are in matters of public health. The
demonstration is perennial. It oc-
cuars every year without ever failing. |
The city of St. John’s with its 33,000
people had a death rate of 24.24 per
1,000 in the year 1913. This is far too
high. In looking through the Muni-
cipal Directories of England, ~Wales,
Scotland and : Ireland, as given in
Whitaker, we cannot find a single mu-
nicipality with a population equal to
or greater than St. John's with such a
high death-rate as there is in this
city. What can be done by superio-
public health wdrk is to be secn in
the case of London with its popula-
tion of four and a half million and a
death rate ‘of 15 per 1,000 or Glasgow
with a poulation of nearly 800,000 and
a death-rate of 16 per 1,000.

Taking London as a normal of what
can be done with an enormous”popu-
lation and under great difficulties, it
means that 300 persons lost their
lives, in 1913 im. this city _.through
causes, which could be met by better
ganitation and better public health

provision. Moreover, we -are uot
reckoning by a very high standard.
Some of the metropolitan boroughs
have a much lower death-rate than i5
per '1,000. Woolwich with a popula- |
tion of 121,403 has a death-rate of |
9.9; Hampstead rate is 10; Lewisham, |
10.5. The best showing we find is]

|

Ealing«in Middlesex with a population
of 61,235 and a death-role of 7.9. If,
however, we take the London average |
it means that more lives are lost
every vear in dhis city than were lost
at the ice this spring, and from pre-
ventable causes and yet we take it
complacently and are mot inclined o |
be up and doing to lessen this yearly |
havoc. Turning now to the Colony
as a whole, 1913 was a bad year, the
death-rate was 17.83, which is the |
highest for ten years excepting 4906
when it ranged to 20.13. * Of the main |
causes of death Pneumonia and Bron-
chitis were very deadly in 1913. The
vear 1906 was also a year in which
these two lung diseases played sad
havoc.

The moral of it all is that we are
by mo means alive to our duty as |
citizens, and that we have not yet
realized what can be done by the
Government of the Colony or by the |
Municipality in making Newfoundland
and its ecapital healthier than they
are at present.

contractor’s price for landing cozl
was 28 cents per.tom, now with wages
at! $2.50 a day the contract landing
price is only 33 cents per tom, just 5
cents per ton more. It is quite plain
fromi this that the increased rate of
wages - did not materially aifect the
cost of coal, although when the -in-
creased rate was adopted the
dealers increased the price
cc'nAts per ton. - It would appcar from
a ‘casual glance at the rates above
qroted that the landing - contractor
suffered geeatly by the increase in
wages but' this is”not so. He still
makes about the same profit per ton.
Under.the old conditions svith a diff-
erent type of ship the work of landing
was a much slower process. - Now
coal is ‘handled 'more quickiy; tae
present 'day carriers are fitted with
larger winches, a larger drum will
take a tub ﬁl) and down a ship's+hold
a great deal faster than a smaller one
—as a nautral econsequence the men
" have to work: more lively. And,
again, the Hoisting tubs in use now
are Jarger than those used five or ;ix
ycars ago. This keeps the ffllers
more busy than formerly. Any person
cah see that with larger fubs rua-

ning at a faster rate the output will

far exceeed that under the old condi-

The Spantsh
inquisition prescribed a fine of 1,500
ducts, excommunication and a year s
exile for any one who painted an
‘“immodest picture,’”’ In the later
years of bis life velasquez painted
two pictures of the woman depicted
in this painting. One of them was
called ‘‘Venus and Adonis’’ and the
other ‘‘Psyche'and Cupid.’’ Both
where listed among the pictures in
the Alcazar at Madrid in 1666, 1680
and 1700 and then disappeared.

Charles B. Curtis in his book
“Velasquez and Murillo’’ suggests
that both paintings were in the palace
at ‘Madrid - when it was burned in
1734, that “Venus and Adonis”
was destroyed and and that , Psyche
and Cubid * survived and was the
painting which eventnally fell into
the hands of Robert Morritt of Rok-
eby Park, in Yorkshire, and came
to ‘be known as the Rokeby ”’ Venus.
¥ -There is a black spot near the
head-of Cupid which has been attri-
puted to scorching in the fire.

Mr. Morritt bought the picture
for $2,500 on the recommendation
of Sir Joshua Reynolds.
