ON GUN CAISSON AS MEN KNELT
IN THE TRENCHES — HEROIC
CHUURCHMAN;, HIMSELF AN
ARTILLERYMAN, CALMLY PER.
FORMS RITE AS COMRADES
KNEEL AROUND.

With their only candles the flames
of bursting shells and their mighty
hymns the roar of cannomn, French ar-
tillerymen Kknelt in the trenches at
Chalons, in the fiercest fighting along
the Aisne, and worshipped at_ mass,
said by a priest on an artillery cais-
son. When the priest had blessed his
smoke and mud stained congregation
he went back to tend the gun he had
left to offer his prayers to God.

A description :6f this inspiring
scene ‘I8 contained ih a letter receiv-

ed recently by Henri Didot, at the

French Consulate-General, from Bar-

on de Coudenhove, a lieutenant in an
artillery regiment, who, until the-out-
break of the war, was consul_ at
Guernsey, England.

“I have seen the most sublime and
touching spectacle of my life,” he
wrote. “Nothing can equal it for dar-
ing, for that esprit which makes the
Frenchmen great. It was last Sun-
day. .Shells fell incessantly every-
where about us, ravaging our tired
ranks. Suddenly onto a caisson an
artilleryman, dirty, unkempt, climbed.
He was a priest, and there on that
caisson he celebrated holy mass, a

ing fired every moment. The shock
jarred the caisson until it shivered.
“Ah, how sublime! - About the can-

knelt these soldiers, rendering hom-
age to God under the fire of shells.
Some may have gone to God even as
they knelt. I could not see from
where I was. There the music was
the roar of cannon, the .candles the
burst of flame.

“Do you wonder that our troops are
fighting well and that the Germans
are going back? We have a right to
have good hopes that the end of this
awful war will be glorious.

“For six days we have been under
fire at the camp of Chalons. All day
the shells fall, and at night we fall
asleep on the ground, which is sat-
urated with the rains. We ,have lit-
tle to eat. We have fought . so hard
that of the thirty-three horges in my
squadron only ten are left. The hor-
ses are so tired that they fall and are
unable to rise again.

“T witnessed the bombardment of
Rheims Cathedral and also saw it on
fire. My rage was terrible, and so
was that of all the men of my com-
pany—gocd fellows. It was an awful
act of wickedness. To destroy such
a beautiful work of art will be re-
corded, in history as a blot on Ger-
man civilization. They do not act as
givilized persons, these Germans, and
in this war one is revolted at their in-
humanity. : '

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INDIANS UNDER FIRE.

They Seemed to Think German Shells
Were a8 Sort of Fireworks.

The following extract from the let-
ter of a cavalry officer gives an ac-
count of how the Indian troops be-
haved in their first encounter under
ghell fire:—

“The night before last we were told
that our regiment was going to be re-
lieved by the Indians. I was delighted
till I heard that I and my troops -were
to stay out and give them moral sup-
port, as it was their first go, a com-
pliment I supposed, though I didn’t
think so at the time. It was the most
weird sight I have ever seen. There
were six farms and a windmill blaz-

- ing, all set afire by shell fire, when
these fellows with turbans and flash-
ing eyes and teeth came out of the
darkness. . The undefeated Dragoons,
of course, .became firm friends with
them at once. These natives had
hardly got into the trenches on either
side of me when the Germans opened
fire. It was the worst half hour I

ever spent, as, of course, I couldn’t
make them understand, and as they
had never been under shell fire be-
fore, I didn't know what they would
do. They behaved splendidly, and I
think they thought the shells were

fireworks let off for their benefit. One
fellow attracted my attention in the
heat of the engagement by waving his
turban wildly. Of course, I couldn’t
gnake out what he wanted, but thought
he wanted a doctor for someone, as he
kept pointing at a cartridge, so I sent
down for him, but when he arrived it
was discovered it was more ammuni-
tion they wanted, and not the doc-
tor.” .

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Will you permit me to
say a word or two in reference to our
doings since we landed on this side.
You have already received letters
about our trip across and the recep-
tion we received on landing in Dev-
onport, and in looking over the vari-
ous reports published, I certainly
think some of our boys have been
“going some.” Talk about the re-
turn of the Peary North Pole Expedi-
tion, or the reception given the bal-
ance of the 600 of Balaclava, why
they look like 3 cents compared with
the welcome we received in England,
according to some of the reports. One
poor fellow got a hug, a kiss and a
cake all from ohe woman as the
train was leaving the station. Another
lost all the buttons off his coat. The
only remarkable thing about it all is
that some of them were not carried
off body and soul. However, apart
from all this, speaking seriously, the
people on this side have treated us
very kind indeed, and sometimes
when any of us visit the towns (on a
pass of course) the treatment we get
from_the people i8 certainly white,
and I am almost persuaded to swal-
low the story of the “hug, kiss and
cake,” for they do give us a hearty
welcome. We are now at- Bustard
Camp. We moved here a few days
ago. Everybody is Wwell and happy.
We get plenty of drill and one can
see the difference in our boys. They
look so healthy and strong, real sol-
diers the most of them are to-day.
General Alderson, when reviewing
us a short time ago, said we were
a fine body of men. The 17th Battal-
ion (Nova Scotians) are directly on
our front, the others are all around
us. Our commander is Major R. de
Burton, who is very popular amongst
the men. Capfs. Alexander, Carty,
Bernard, March and O’'Brien, with the
other officers, are all of them a jolly
sort and do all possible for the com-
fort of the men. We don’t know
what time we are going te the front.
We heard the other day that our des-
tination was Egypt, but have nothing
definite. Twice a week we have night
drill which is very interesting. Capt.
Alexander generally arranges some
attack on a distant farm house and
the boys enjoy it thoroughly. Capt.
Alexander is most considerate with
the men and the night marches are
generally made so that every man en-
joys them. Just imagine creeping
along silently in sections over the
Plain with our scouts out ahead, un-
til suddenly the signal is given to
“charge.” It would do you good to
see our boys “plowing up the turf”
and rushing towards the old farm
house (unoccupied for years) and
capturing it and shooting the imagin-
ary Germans who occupy it. I pity
Kaiser “Bill” when the 1st Nfid. Regi-
ment get within gunshot of him. We
occupy tent No. 35, -in charge of
Lance Corporal A. Mars. The other
occupants are A. M. Pratt, Geo. But-
ler, Lance Coropral Hoar, Harry M.
Rowe and myself. We have an oil
stove and Yots of eatables. Many a
fine cup of cocoa we erjoy in the
evenings. - We arrange a little con-
cert occasionally, which helps to pass
the time on wet evenings.

I will not trespass further on your
gspace this time, and will send you
some more news later.

THE KING’S WAR NEWS.

While -the Court was at Sandring-
ham a connumt succession of de-
spatch messengers carried the news
of the progress of the war to. the
King; who continues to follow the
course of évents at the front with a
deep and anxious interest. Now that
His Majesty has returned to London
he will be kept informed of any im-
portant development by means of the
special telephone which connects

Buckingham Palace - with the British
headquarters in France. From all the
Government Departments despatches
are” constantly being sent for His
Majesty’s perusal, and from time to
time Cabinet Ministers visit the Pal-
ace to talk matters over with the
King. Practically every officer of im-
portance going to or returning from
the front is seen by His Madjesty, the
latest of such visitors being Sir
Douglas I{aig, who was received in
audience November- 24th. An hour
or two previous to this appointment
the King witnessed rather an amus-
ing incident as he was driving to the
Palace in the company of the Queen.
An elderly gentleman, pressing for-
ward to get a good ‘view of their
Majesties, got into an insecure posi-
tion, whence he was dislodged by a
cyclist who ran against him lightly
from behind. An inspector of police,
who picked the old gentleman up, put
on his sternest look, and said: {Ex-
cuse me, sir, but no gymnastics are
allowed in front of the Palace.”

SLUMP IN WAR LITERATURE.

There is a slump in- war literature.
For weeks past the bookshops and
stalls have been overburdened with
new publications dealing with every
conceivable phase of this war and
other wars, and an unmistakable re-
action has now seized the market.
The.reading public declines any long-
er to be impressed by the mushroom
growths of the book world. Bérn-

hardi, of course, has had an enor-:

mous sale ,and there has been 3

large and sustained demand for Pro-

fessor Cramb's “Germany and Eng-
land.” Professor Usher’s “Pan Ger-
manism;” and that egregrious publica-
tion “The Secrets of the German War
Office,” by the spy Graves; while a
more modest yet considerable demand
exists for a series of war handbooks
issued from a certain publishing of-
fice. But the  many, many others
which the success of these books
tempted into the market have failec
to recommend themselves to the lar-
ger numbers of the book-buving pub-
lic. Some indeed have had practical-
ly no sale. The war “histories” which
have been produced with such fever-
ish haste “had a run for a .week o1
two,” according to my informant, the
manager of one of the great distribu-
ting ageneies, but the demand has al-
most disappeared. Soldiers at the
front and at home  hayve . supporttd
splendidly one or two military hand-

ITALY’S NEW FOREIGN MINISTER.

It seems to Dbe pretty generally
agreed here that Baron Sonnino, who
succeeds in the Italian Cabinet the
late Marquis of Sangiuliano at the

head of Foreign Affairs, is an' un-

known quantity in this particular
branch of Government. He has occu-
pied, however, many other important
posts including the  Premiership
which he held for a short time in
1906. During his political career he
has given proof of a rare ability in
meeting the circumstances of the
moment, and after being a member of
the Crispi Cabinet of 1893, which
brought about the disaster of Adowa
in Abyssinia, he became a staunch
supporter of the idéas upheld by Cris-
pi’s opponents—the abandonment of
colonial expansion and the support
and development of the less naturally
favored provinces of Italy. If he
still holds by the same creed, it seems
unlikely that he will embark in a pol-
icy of intervention, but on the other
hand the fact that he has an English
mother, and the undoubted sympathy
of Italy with the Al]ies may lead
him away from the cautxous attitude
of his predecesson Certainly if Tur-
key should at any time attempt any-
thing against Egypt,' Italy would be
forced to intervene. A Turkish army
in North Africa would be an unbear-
able menace to Tripoli, which was
won at smaller cost -than it . might
have been simply because the Italian
fieet could prevent Turkey from
throwing fresh troeps into the field.
Many Italians feel that Baron Son-

tnino is a very able man who has nev-

er yet had a fair chance of showing
his, work. The office he now holds is
bound to give him.a full opportunity-
and the question of his ability must

nceds be solve dsfor good or evil in a

short time.

RETIRED ADMIRALS AT WORK.

It is characteristic of the épirit of
the Navy that several distinguished
officers who have retired from that
service should have come forward to
resume work for the Empire by ac-
cepting commissions in the Royal
Naval Reserve. No fewer than three
former Admirals and four former
Rear-Admirals have just been ap-
pointed captains in the Royal Naval
Reserve, and three of these are again
afloat in charge of what the Admnaltv
officially describe as “auxiliary small
craft.” These largely consist - of
steam yachts, considerable numbers
of which are now employed in the
senior service. Admiral Sir Alfred
Paget, whose retirement from the
active list has taken place since the
outbreak of the war, is on board the

\ The South Atlantic
e Naval Fight.

The story of the naval fight off the
Falkland Islands, which. comes from
Buenos Aires does not give much in-
formation beyond that supplied by the
Admiralty as to the actual fight. The
remark that the German . squadron
was on the way to seize the Falkland
Islands may be dismissed. They were
clearly endeavouring to get away as
far as possible from the Japanese and
Australian fleets which had chased
them out of the Pacific. The revort,
however, gives a list of the British
ships engaged, which possibly may be
correct. But the list is still open to
dcubt. The list given is the 1899
battleship Canopus, which was known
to be in these water. She is 12,930
tons, carries four 12 in. and twelve 6
in. ‘and her speed is only 181% knots.
According to the story she was the
orly British ship sighted by the Ger-
mans, the rest were in port. The two
Germans apparently hoped to over-
whelm her four twleve inch guns
with their combined sixteen 8.2 guns.
Hew far it is reasonable to suppose
that a ship armoured as a battleship
and carrying four 12 inch guns could

Le beaten by these cruisers who had
the superior speed and could.close in
as much as they deemed desirable is a
matter of gunnery and armour plate,
on which only a naval expert could
offer an opinion worth while. The
story, however, goes that the Ger-
mans made for the Canopts and were
surprised to find themselves wup
against a formidable fleet. The
Canopus is said to have been support-
ed by the battle cruisers Invincible
and Inflexible. These are two of the

first battle cruisers built. -They have

speed and armour of a cruiser. In
speed they could give the German big
cruisers from three to four knots.
Their main guns are eight twelve inch
guns. If then the Canopus, Inflexible

two big Germans at the same broad-

mum of twenty 12 inch guns against
the German sixteen 8.2 inch guns.
Congidering that the Admiralty gives
several hours for the duration of the
battle, it makes a layman doubt whe-
ther British ships with such a formid-
able armament were really present,
and whether or not the big British
cruisers were the Defence and the
Shannon instead of the Inflexible and
Invincible. The speed of these would
be much the same as the Germans, and
the two of them could bring to bear
together as a maximum eight 9.2 inch
guns and twenty 7.5 guns. This would
give with the Canopus and without
reckoning the other cruisers a distinct
superiority but not of such an over-
whelming character as if the battle
cruigers were present, and might ac-
count for the length of the action. Tiae
Carnarvon carries 4 7.5 and six 6
inch. The Kent and the Cornwall are
sister ships of the Monmouth which
was sunk by Admiral Von Spee off
Caronel.

The Bristol and the Glas-
gow are sister ships of 25 knots, arm-
ed with two six and ten four inch.

On the other hand, the Cornwall is
the only ship reported damaged at all
anll the small list of casualties poinis
to British ships with a distinct super-
iority of speed, being able to stand off
and pound at the Germans, while
keeping themselves out -of danger.
This view adds to the probability of
the battle cruisers being present and
the distance may account for the
length of the action.

BUELOWS PROPHECY.

; ROME, To-Day.

On his arrival at Rome, Prince von
Buelow, former Imperial German
Chancellor and now Ambassador to
Italy, was informed of the bombard-
ment of the English Coast by Germaﬁ
ships, but showed no surprise. He
said that this achievement had been
arranged for prior to his departure
from Berlin. He added that this is
simply a prelude to what the German
fleet is soon to undertake, which may
astonish the world.

THE NAVAL VICTORY,

Buenf)s Aires List of Ships Engaged.

BUENOS AIRES, To-day.

The first detailed accounts of the
naval battle of Dec. 8, when four Ger-
man cruisers were sent to bottom,
reached here today from Puerto Gal-
legos, Patagonia. According to these
accounts, the Germans were on their
way to seize the Falkland Islands,
British possessions, when they came
unexpectedly upon a lone British war-
ship. The other members of the Brit-
ish fleet were taking on supplies from
the neighbouring Islands at the time.
Before the Germans were aware of the
sirength of their opponents, these
ships closed in on them and the fate of
Admijira} Von Spee’s squadron was
soon sealed. It was a formidable Brit-
ish squadron which faced the Germans
and included in it were the battle-
ship Canopus, the battle cruisers In-
vincible and Inflexible, and the cruis-

ers Kent, Cornwall, Carnarvon, Bristol
and Glasgow. It far outmatched in
strength the German squadron. The

British squadron .arrived at Port
Smaley, Falkland Islands, on Decem-
ber to take on supplies. Next mérn-
ing the Canopus which was guarding
the entrance to the port sighted a hos-
tile warship. Four others came quick-
ly into view and were rec ized as
the squadron of Von Spee.fgn]y the
Canopus was visible at first to the
Germans who steamed straight at her.
The Canopus opened fire and the other
British warships rushed to her as-
sistance. The Scharnhorst, Gneisenau
and Leipzig formed in battle line. The
Nurnberg and Dresden, however, drop
ped back from the firing line. The
British warships concentrated - their
fire, on the Scharnhorst which sank
after an hour’s fighting. When it he-
came evident that the Scharnhorst, the
Flagship, was doomed. her crew as-
sembled on the forward deck. They
refused to surrender and soon plung-
ed beneath the waves. The crew pre-
served its formation as the ship went
down and cheered as the waters clos-
ed about her. The Glasgow engagad
the Leipzig and sank her. The
Gneigenau went down 80 miles from
Port Stanley. The Nurnberg attempt-
ed to escape but after a pursuit of two
hours, she was sunk. The Carnarvon
pursued the Dresden but was not swift
enough to overhaul her and the Ger-
man warship escaped. After the bat-
tle the British picked up 194 Germans,
including a few officers. The cruiser
Cornwall was damaged slightly below
the water line. None of the other
British warships were damaged. On
December 10th funeral services were
held for the 8 Brit‘ilsh sailors’ who
were killed.

The German Menace.
German-born citizens in countries
at war with Germany cannot complain
if they are subjected to close watch-
ing. The ramifications of the Ger-
man system of preparation for war
are so puzzling that no measuge taken
against this measure can fairly be
called too strict.
Dr. H. A. Gibbons, formerly Profes-
sor of History at Rogers’ College, Con-
stantinople, and a famous student of
European affairs, has just published
a book relating to the present war in
which he brings out an astonishing
fact. He states that on January first
last Germany made effective a new
citizenship law “sanctioned with prac-
tical unanimity by both the Reichstag
and Bundesrath,” which gives a legal
means to Germans naturalized in oth-
er countries to retain citizenship in
Germany “without the knowledge of
the nation by which their oath of al-
legiance has been accepted in good
faith.”

Dr. Gibbons states that Article 25,
Section 2, of this law reads:—

“Citizenship is not lost by one who
before acquiring foreign citizenship
has secured on .application the writ-
ten consent of the competent authori-
ties of his home State to retain his
citizenship.”

Dr. Gibbons comments as follows:—

“Germans, who have emigrated to
other countries, secure the amazing
opportunity to acquire foreign citizen-
ship without losing their German citi-
zenship. The result of this law, since
the war broke out, has been to place
a natural and justifiable suspicion up-
on all Germans living in the countries
of the enemies of Germany. . . There
are undoubtedly many cases where
Germans have been honest and sin-
cere in their change of allegiance; but
how are the nations where they have
become naturalized to be sure of this?”

Germany prepared for war with an
ambition for world dominion that was
boundless. The more we study this
ambitious effort, the more we are able
to realize the truth and acuteness of
the German menace.—Montreal Daily
Mail, Dec. 7. .

There passed away at Channel on
Nov. 20th, Ephraim C. Small, Anglo-
American Telegraph operator, aged
62, leaving a wife and seven children
to mourn the loss of a kind husband
and a loving and indulgent father.
The family are all married with the
exception of Harvey H., who volun-
teered with the 1st contingent and “is
now with his company at Scotland,
Joseph H. at St. John’s, and with the
Postal Telegraph Co. Mrs. Morgan
and Mrs. Bradbury also live there.
Gower L. and Mrs. Baxter live at
Lynn, Mass.; Mrs. Russ lives with
the mother and is post mistress at
Channel. Mr. Small- was, I believe,
the oldest Anglo bperator living in
this country; he joined the staff as a
student in 1869, was sent to White
Bear Bay with the late Mr. Garland
M. Gaden, and in 1871° took charge,
Mr. Gaden going to St. John's. He
lived for thirty-eight years at White
Bear Bay, and all of his family was
born there.

OFFICIAL.

LONDON, Dec. 17.
To Governor, St. John’s:

The British patrolling squadron
endeavored to cut off the cruisers
which raided the Yorkshire coast yes-
terday, but the Germans on being
sighted retired at full speed and es-
caped, favored by . the mists. The
losses on both sides were small.
Forty-five civilians were killed at
West Hartlepocl. The = Admiralty
points out that such demonstrations
against uhfortified towns are not dif-
ficult, if some risk is accepted, but
they have no military significance.

The French Government report
slight progress at several points.
Westend, south of Ostend, has been
bombarded by a British squadron.

HARCOURT.

FRENCH OFFICIAL REPORT..
PARIS, Dec. 17.
The French War Office gave out an
announcement this afternoon as fol-
lows: Between the sea and the Lys
we have occupied several German
trenches at the point of the bayonet,

consolidated our positions at Lem-
beertzyde and St. George’s and oceu-

pied the territory taken from the ene-
my to the west of Gheluvelt. We have

made progress at some points in the
region of Vermelles. There has been
no infantry action along the remain-
der of the front, but we report very
effective shcoting on the part of our
artillery in the environs of Tracy Le
Val. On the Aisne and in Champagne
as well as in the Argonne and the
region of Verdun, in Lorraine and in
Alsace there is nothing to report.

WOMEN AND CHILDREN THE VIC-
TIMS.

LONDON, Dec. 17.

A majority of victims of Hartlepool
were women and children. Fifteen
school boys were Kkilled by a single
shell, only one boy in a group es-
caping. Ten persons were killed by
the collapse of a building in which
they had taken shelter.

RESULT OF GERMAN RAID.

SOUTHSHIELDS, Dec. 17.

Three steamers, one believed to be
a passenger ship, were sunk by mines
in the North Sea off Flamborough
Only one of these
three vesels so far has been iden-
tified. This is the steamer Elterwater
twelve of her crew being saved and
seven losing their lives. The casu-
alties on the other ships have not
been determined, but it is reported
that the crew and passengers of the
passenger vessel were seen taking to
the boats. The Admiralty has an-
nounced that all traffic between Flam-
borough Head ana Newcastle has
bteen ‘stopped indefinitely.

CABINET DISCUSSES RAID.

London, Dec. iT.
The cabinet to-day met in full ses-
sion to discuss the raid made by Ger-
man ships on the English coast yes-
terday. Premier Asquith, Winston
Churchill and  Earl Kitchener were
zmong the first members of the cab-

-inet to appear before the meeting. All

the other ministers were present.

_GERMANS ARRESTED.

LONDON, Dec. 17.
All naturalized Germans in the sea-
port of Sunderland a short distance
north of the English towns which
were bombarded by the Germans yes-
terday, were arrested over night.

GERMAN STEAMER SEIZED.

LONDON, Dec. 17.
A despatch from Buencs Ayres, say
the Argentine cruiser Pusyredon, af-
ter a hot chase, has seized the Ger-
man steamer Patagonia, in the Gulf

of San Jerge.

: WARSAW, Dec. 17.
A great battle is in progress at
Sochaczew, thirty miles west of War-
