The position seems to justify a de-
duction of the somewhat failure of
English liberalism, so excellent in
many of its purely domestic features,
to measure up to the Standard of for-
eign and imperial necessities. It may
be a rather sweeping generalisation,
for among the rank and file of Liberal
politicians are many of the best and
most vigorous war-workers; but their
old leaders have failed them and the
remarkable conversion of Lloyd
George to many Conservative princi-
ples is one of the most striking re-
sults of the past two years. Nothing
in his brilliant career does him great-
er credit than his abandonment of
cherished traditions which he has
seen to be prejudices at such a time
as this. It is not so much, however,
a fundamental change of ideas as a
wide outlook and vigorous energy
that has brought him the sympathy
and support of his quondam enemies
and transferred him to their camp,
or rather made them his most en-
thusiastic followers in the one great
camp of the nation.

I consider that I am serving
the Emperor  and the Fatherland
to the best advantage when I
cause the least possible German
blood to flow here and the fewest
possible Germans to be with-
drawn from our front lines 'to
watch over Belgium.

In everything he -has said for the
last year General Von Bissing has
rendered a service to the truth. He
does not hide or diminish or alter the
truth, simply because he cannot im-
agine that the truth will jar any neu-
tral ear. If Von Bissing were only in
the Admiralty, how much pretense
and ostrich-hiding would vanish! - Can
one imagine him covering up submar-
ine outrages with stories about how
the submarines were defending them-
selves from bloodthirsty liners, or
hiding attacks on fishing villages be-
hind bulletins, saying that they were
“fortified places”? No; one can only
imagine Von Bissing saying bluntly:
“Yesterday we sank an unarmed pas-
senger vessel and bugchered her crew,
and we also raided a summer resort
and killed a number of women and
children,” and seeing no reason why
he -should not say it.—New York
Times.
