He was, In short, a lawyer practically 
unique among his class, for no matter 
what the figures on a brief were, he 
Invariably declined to undertake the 
case until he had satisfied himself as 
to Its merits.

Markham had been tempted many 
a time, for he was admitted to be the 
moet brilliant Junior lawyer of the 
day. Indeed, it was only a question of 
thq ordinary lapse of time as to when 
he should have a judgeship for the

asking. But he had declined many a 
hundred-guinea case because he had 
convinced himself that the proposed 
client was tin the wrong, and then 
taken up another for a trifling fee, to 
save a poor man, whom he felt to be 
innocent, from financial loss or social 
ruin.

Of course, at the beginning of his 
career, this devotion t# mere justice, 
although admired by his friends and 
ridiculed by his rival and, enemies, 
had proved a very serious obstacle 
in the way of his progress ; but he was 
the son of a rich man, and could af­
ford to wait for recognition and re­
ward.

In this particular case he had taken 
more than the always great interest 
with which his belief in the Justice 
of a client’s capse inspired him, for 
his father was himself a great figure 
in the, world of finance, and a man I 
who had proved that It is possible to 
trade in money, and become wealthy, j 
without earning a sovereign by ques- ; 
tionable means.

He had had against him an array of 

the most brilliant counsel at thv dis­
posal of the crown, and It so happen- 
end that the leader was Nevll Jarvis, 
the youngest of the lawyers, who had 
reached the front rank, who was not 
only his tacitly acknowledged rival

dia. In 1871 he was lost in the heart

M. Stanley, who had been sent out in 
search of him by the “New York Her­
ald.” Stanley returned to the Coast 
bringing Livingstone’s journals with 
him, while Ljvingstone resumed his

David Livingstone, the great mis­
sionary traveller, was born at East 
Çilbride. Lanarkshire, on March IP,
1813. At the age of ten he was work­
ing as a “piecer” at the Blantyre Cot­
ton Mills, and at the same time he ac­
quired some knowledge of classics at "““V/
a night school; later, by hard work J J
in the summer, he was enabled dur­
ing several winters to study medicine 
and theology at Glasgow. In 1838 he 
was admitted a Licentiate of the 
Faculty of Physicians as a medical 
missionary, and seht by the Bondon 
Missionary Society to Port Natal.
There he became acquainted with the 
Rev. Robert Noffat, whose daughter 
he married in Bechuanaland in 1844.
He began his explorations in 1844, 
discovering Lake Nagassi on August 1 
and later he crossed Africa on his 
"great journey” from the Zambesi to 
the Congo. In September, 1864, after 
three months rest, he began to retrace 
his steps, arriving at xtbe mouth of

66 the Zambesi in May, 1866. He then re- 
66 turned to England, where honours 
60 were showered upon him. Two years 

later he returned to Africa, and it

His faithful followers, 
amidst incredible hardships, carried 
his embalmed body on their shoulders 
back to civilisation when it was con­
veyed to England and interred in 
Wesminster Abbey.

On March 18, 1612, during the reign 
of James the First, Bartholomew Leg­
ate was burned to death at West 
Smithfleld for heresy, In the presence 
of a vast concourse of people. That 
was nearly the last execution for such 
an offence In England, the final one 
being that of Edward Wightman, at 
Lichfield, on Saturday, April 10 of that 
year. But In Scotland capital punish­
ment for heretics continued till Jan. 
8, 1697, when Thomas Aikenhead was 
hanged during the reign of William 
and Mary. A native of Essex, and a 

: cloth merchant. Legate went to Zee- 
land, in Holland, and was there the 
preacher of a new sect, who believed 
that Christ was born free from sin and 
died as a propitiatory sacrifice for 
that of others, but rejected prayer to 
Him. He seemed to have forgotten, 
for example, that the last saying but 
one of Stephen, the first martyr, was 
the prayer "Lord Jesus, receive my 
spirit” (Acts vil. 69). On returning to 
London Legate was committed to New­
gate prison with his brother Thomas, 
who died there, so Legate was releas­
ed. James the First was personally 
Interested In the case, and often had 
Legate with him; but at last “spurned 
at him with his foot,” and said. “Away, 
base fellow, It shall never be said that 
one stayeth in my presence that hath 
never prayed to our Saviour Cot seven 
years together.” Legate was therefore 
tried before the Consistory Court of 
Canterbury, now called the Court of 
Arches, and sentence haring been- pro­
nounced on March 3, 1612, by John 
King, Bishop of London, the accused 
was executed, refusing all attempts to 
persuade him to recant. He was in his 
distinguishing religions opinion what 
is now called an Unitarian.

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A Martyr to
Conscience.

The propriety—or otherwise 
—of the resignation of the sen­
ior member for the District of 
Harbor Main, under existing 
circumstances, has been the 
most .discussed subject of the 
month, taking first place even 
,to the doings and sayings of the 
Minister of Marine and Fisher­
ies in Europe. On the streets 
men ask each other what it 
means, and how it was brought 
about, for there seems to be a 
mysterious something about it 
that is puzzling the whole com­
munity. Suggestions that the 
resignation was engineered to 
suit certain exigencies have 
been made, but thé martyr to 
conscience keeps a still tongue 
and is not to be drawn. Wait 
and see, is peculiarly appropri­
ate advice considering all that 
is hinted at, and there may be 
more in this eleventh hour re­
signation than is shown on the 
surface. The Daily News, yes­
terday, struck the nail on the 
head, and gave its readers as 
.comprehensive a political bio­
graphy of the senior member 
for Harbor Main as has been 
written for many a day. It 
would be uncomplimentary to 
Mr. Woodford not to have this 
sketch of his political career 
with its numerous changes of 
front, all fraught with pecun­
iary benefit to himself, sent 
broadcast throughout the Dis­
trict of Harbor Main and the 
Dominion of Newfoundland, in 
order that all may read this 
character sketch of our local 
Vicar of Bray, hence without 
any change whatever in the 

‘ language or length, we avail of 
the opportunity thus offered to 
spread the fame of Mr. William 
Woodford, one time Minister of 
Public Works under several 
Governments of different poli­
tical persuasions, so far as the 
circulation of the Telegram ex­
tends.

“At the Court, Thursday, a surprise, 

seemingly shared in by the defend­
ant's counsel, was sprung, when 
Gibbs, K.C., asked permission to 
withdraw the case against William 
Woodford, who was elected for Har­
bour Main at the last election, and 
whose election was protested on the 
grounds of bribery and corruption. 
Before this apparent admission of Mr. 
Woodford's innocence and integrity 
had afforded the opportunity for the 
congratulations that under the cir­
cumstances were his due, the Court 
was informed that Mr. Woodford had 
resigned. Just what the resignation 
of an office or position held by a par­
ty charged with offences against the 
law of the land has to do with these 
alleged offences is not clear. If 
smiles flitted across the faces of some 
present, however indecorous they 
may have been in a public court, yet 
sentiment is strong, and the mag­
nanimity displayed by the defendant 
in accepting the admission of his 
innocence of the charges laid against 
him, and returning good for evil by 
withdrawing from the Legislature to 
which hie constituents had elected 
him less than live months ago, could 
not but affect the beholders. To face 
his traducers in the.House of Assem­
bly and listen to the apologies for the 
desperate wrong done to him, would 
call for men of less sensitive mould; 
and the reminder of the injuries in­
flicted so cruelly upon a man of Mr. 
Woodford’s loyalty and integrity, 
might have proved painful to those 
who had, by their own admission, 
done despite to his character.

“At the same time, whilst none can

more admire the magnanimity dis­
played by Mr. Woodford, and the 
manly self-effacement and repent­
ance displayed by the plaintiff, Mr. 
Kelly, withdrawal will not, we fear, 
be generally regarded as sufficient. 
The public, including every elector in 
Harbour Main, and in the Island, is 
an Interested party. Whilst apprecia­
ting at its full value the spontaneous 
tribute to Mr. Woodford that the 
withdrawal implies, and congratula­
ting that gentleman, it is surely due 
to him and to the public that the 
chargee made should be definitely and 
distinctly withdrawn. It would be 
unjust to Mr. Woodford, whose fine 
feelings, high conceptions of public 
service, and natural sensitiveness are 
so well known, to permit him to re­
tire without a full and categorical 
denial of the charges made against 
him. We make full allowance for the 
spontaneity of the withdrawal, a 
spontaneity so remarkable that it 
must, of course, have taken Mr. Wood­
ford by surprise. How good it was 
of him, how kind, how forbearing and 
forgiving we admit, but such was only 
to be expected. Even his counsel, 
who were ready to proceed with the 
case, must have been astonished. It 
was a rare instance "f magnanimity, 
but who shall paint the rose or make 
more white the lily?

"Mr. Woodford was elected In 1889 
as a supporter of Sir William White­
way. When the Qoodridge Govern­
ment assumed power in 1894, with 
splendid self-sacrifice, and wholly in 
the public interest, he crossed over 
the floors of the House, and as Finan­
cial Secretary, a position for which he 
was peculiarly qualified, both by 
training ^md experience, rendered in­
valuable service to the country. In 
1897 he was elected as a supporter of 
t£e late Sir James Winter, but two 
years later his splendid patriotism 
again asserted itself and he Joined 
the party led by Sir Robert Bond. He 
did not long remain there, but again 
immolated himself on the altar of his 
country, and transferred his allegi­
ance to 3ir Edward Morris. For Sir 
William Lloyd and Sir Michael Cash- 
in he wrought with equal diligence, 
holding through the various adminis­
trations the portfolio of Public Works. 
Be it ours, then, tô-day, to pay tribute 
to his eminent services and lofty loy­
alty. The passing from the public 
life of the Colony of one, so ready at 
all times to sacrifice hie personal in­
terests for the public weal, even 
though to do so brings with It the 
heartache and the sadness of separa­
tion from his friends and comrades, 
bathes us in the bitterness of tears. 
As Shakespeare has it—

“To thine own self he true,
And it must follow, as the night 

the day
Thou const not then be false to 

any man.
And who is there, not even Mr. Kelly, 
the plaintiff in the case which he has 
■o nobly and disinterestedly with­
drawn, hut will admit that William 
Woofftord has never failed to he true 
to self? Happy the land whose states­
men hold such high Ideals!”

The 
workers in the palace heard the 
door bell ring and knew the 
Bishop had visitors. Presently 
they saw him come from the 
reception room, cut large por­
tions from the cake which they 
supposed sacred to the celebra­
tion, and bear it with hie own 
hands to hie guests. They heard 
him express to the visitors his 
pleasure in the kindness and 
thoughtfulness of their call, and 
they waited with some wonder 
to see who were the honored 
guests. Soon the bishop came 
forth accompanying to the door, 
with the same courtesy which 
he would show to the noblest in 
the land, his guests—three or 
four poor Micmac Indians, who 
had known him at the mission of 
St. Ann, in Hermitage Bay.

Such was the man who graced 
the purple as Bishop of SL 
George’s. A man of gentle ten­
der heart, a heart easily wound­
ed by the blows that struck his 
friends,—and all were his 
friends.

Three of the Beatitudes belong 
to him, and as an odor of sweet­
ness shall forever keep his mem­
ory fragrant,—

Blessed are the meek.
Blessed are the merciful. \ 
Blessed are the peace-makers.

“Oh friends, I pray to-night. 
Keep not your blessings for my 

dead, cold brow—”

I trust we have not done so. 
I trust we have not kept our 
blessings for his dead, cold brow. 
And even if some of us have, 
yet is there a class, a class that 
always keeps the balance and 
holds it true—the very poor,— 
these, guileless of heart, inno­
cent of affectation, these have 
expressed to him the grateful 
feelings of their simple hearts. 
And their words were sweet to 
him, for so was this man made.

It Is 
reported that Communists have oc­
cupied the railway stations to the 
east of Berlin, and that troops are 
being rushed through in amkmred 
cars. The city has not yet succeeded 
In emerging from the chaos into which 
it was thrown, when Dr. Wolfgang 
Kapp and his associates, by the Coup 
D’Etat, took over the Government a 
week ago. Although most, if not all, 
of the troops which formed the back 
hone of the revolution have left the 
city proper, disorders continued spas­
modically during Thursday night and 
Friday, and many additional casual­
ties, both in killed and wounded, oc­
curred during this period. Reports 
ffom cities and towns in various 
parts of Germany tell of operations 
by Radicals, but in some of the cities 
the Radical movement, seemingly, is 
waning, and workmen are returning 
to their Jobs. This Is especially true 
in Sonth Germany.

ONE THOUSAND KILLED.
COBLENZ, March 19.

Unconfirmed reports received here 
are to the effect that one thousand 
persons have been killed at Kiel. It 
is said the situation there is grave 
and Communists are reported to be 
gaining headway In Saxony and West­
phalia. A Soviet republic has been 
proclaimed at Chemniz and Planen.

SINN FEIN RISING FEARED.
LONDON. March 19.

The Government le taking special 
precautions against possible out­
breaks in Ireland on Easter Monday, 
according to the Dally Mail, which 
asserts that it has been known for 
some time that Sinn Felners has con­
sidered the possibility of an armed 
rising, and drawn up Its plane accord­
ingly.

A BATTLE ROYAL.
STUTTGART, Mar. 19.

Fifty persons were killed at Dres­
den in a sudden clash between the 
students organization and a mob, ac­
cording to the story of an eye witness, 
who has arrived here. At Frankfort 
eighty persons have been killed In the 
recent disorders and several hundred 
wounded reached hospitals.

TURKEY’S FFMALE FIRE BRAND.
CONSTANTINOPLE, March 19.

Halide Edib, the most prominent 
woman leader among the Turkish 
Nationalists, and Reouf Bey, Deputy 
for Slvas and the mouthpiece of Mus- 
taphla Hemal In this city, Cara Vas- 
slf Bey and several other members 
of the Chamber of Deputies, have been 
deported, presumably to Malta, by the 
British. They were placed on board 
the cruiser Hibiscus yesterday, short­
ly before that warship sailed. After 
Mustpha Kemal and Reouf Bey, Hal­
ide Edit) was probably the best known 
speaker and organizer in the Nation­
alist movement. When the Greeks 
landed at Smyrna and some Turks 
were killed, she cast aside all the 
traditions of Turkish women, and or­
ganized and addresst ' mass meetings, 
and so Inflamed the Turks against 
the alleged plans for the dismember­
ment of the country that the Allied 
higher commissioners forbade further 
meetings. She ha. often been de­
scribed In the British press as a fire­
brand and a dangerous agitator. The 
French detachments are reported to 
be meeting stubborn resistance In 
their effort to occupy districts north­
east of Alpho, where British troops 
were formerly stationed.

BLOODSHED AND DEATH.
COPENHAGEN, Mar. 19.

One hundred persons were killed, 
and more than two hundred others 
wounded in collisions in various parts 
of Berlin Thursday, according to ad*- 
vices from the German capital. Eye 
witnesses of occurrences, which took 
place outside the Town Hall, relata 
the disorders and it is declared that In 
the suburb of Schoenenberg, fifteen 
officers of the Baltic troops were liter­
ally trampled to death by the crowd.

ANTI-JEWISH PROPAGANDA.
BERLIN, Mar. 19.

A sudden and widespread revival of 
antiseptic movement made Itself felt 
yesterday, when at Intervals through­
out the day, leaflets were distributed, 
protesting against the presence of 
Jews in office, and attempting to In­
flame the public mind by cartoons, 
picturing the German people as starv­
ing in a cage, while fed and prosper­
ous Jewish merchants look on and are 
made to say, “Don't feed the animals.” 
Prominent Jewish residents are out­
spoken In expressing their serious 
apprehension over the recurrence of 
such a movement at this time.

Moderate Prohibitionists 
Hold Enthusiastic Meeting
Record Audience in Casino 

Theatre—Resolutions for Am­
endment of Present Act Un­
animously Adopted — Ration­
ing System Proposed.

The meeting ot citizens called last 
night for the purpose of considering 
certain amendments to the Prohibition 
Act, was attended by one ot the 
largest gatherings ever seen in the 
Casino Theatre. Every available seat 
was occupied long before the meeting 
opened, and hundreds were obliged to 
stand. I?« order to get the sentiment 
ot the meeting, it was decided that 
anyone desiring to speak could do so 
from the audience, fifteen minutes 
being allotted to each speaker. A 
Chairman, Mr. Warwick Smith, and 
a Secretary, Mr. J. J. St John, were 
appointed by unanimous consent. Mr. 
Smith, in thanking the audience, said 
t.at he did not expect to be made 
'hairman of the meeting, as he had 
Intended to discuss the matter which 
was before the body. Asking the 

I audience if they were satisfied with 
the present system, he received an 
unmistakable reply of NO! The ques- 

I tion did they want a return to the 
| open saloon, was also put and answer- 
l ed in the negative. Reviewing the 

working of the present Act, the 
Chairman said that in some of the 
outports brewing day was as regular 
as washing day, and that “moon­
shine" making was openly practiced. 
The aims and objects of the Moderates 

I were outlined, and the resolutions 
| subjoined, were read. Letters of en- 

dorsation of the movement were read 
I from Rev. Canon Smith, a strong pro- 
I hibitionist worker—and Rev. A. G.
I Bayly, whose letter said that some- 
I thing has to be done to alter the pre­
sent conditions, and he gave the reso- 
I lotions Ms support Mr. Thomas 
I Peel, speaking next, cited the Turks 
land Arabs as people who are strictly 
[against alcohol, and he asked, are 
I these an example for British people? 
I In cold climates like ours, alcohol 

s needed. Mr. J. Davey spoke, 
[favoring the present movement. Mr.
IF Gough condemned the present sys- 
[ tem. and spoke of the open manufac- 
[ture of “moonshine" going on in the 
[outports. and complaiined that while 
[the workingman was deprived of a

drink of spirits, youths could be seen 
lying drunk in the streets from the 
use of dope. If strong drink is no 
good, why was it served to the troops 
in the British Army, he asked. All 
the privileges of the poor were taken 
from them by extremists, and If It Is 
allowed to go further, the Nickels 
will be taken away. Mr. E. Condon, 
the next speaker, questioned if there 
was an outporf that was not manu­
facturing “moonshine." Flat Island 
did not make it alf. Mr. A. E. Earle, 
who worked hard for prohibition, said 
that it was the slogan “Save the 
boys” that made him give it his sup­
port, but as the Act stands, he thought 
it needed amending and he fully sup­
ported the resolution.

Capt. Leo Murphy was called by the 
audience, and had to take thte plat­
form. He said that he supported the 
resolutions, And that when the matter 
is put to the country, if it was not a 
rational request, it need not be voted j 
for. He hoped that the soldiers 
would he given a chance to express 
their opinion on this matter, as they 
were deprived of a vote when the 
original plebiscite was taken. Dr. 
Biackall, speaking next, said he did 
Tot approve of drunkenness, and that 
the abuse of alcohol is neither good 
for the individual nor the community. 
The present Act deprived people of 
their freedom, and they resent it He 
thought the majority were never in 
favor of the present Act; and it is for­
cing people to be sneaks. The Prohi­
bition Law, as we have it, is under­
mining the character ot the people, 
and in a generation we will see a 
sneaking and scheming population.

A call for members of the medical 
profession who were present, brought 
Dr. Tait forward. Speaking on the 
dope evil, which he said he had thor­
oughly investigated and had made 
some startling discoveries, which 
were most detrimental to the 
welfare of the country. He 
said that the consequences 
of Prohibition were never meas­
ured by those who framed it The

without proper forethought end It Is 
only new Its defects are being found 
ont The city to-day Is threatened by 
more evils than ever known under the 
old law. Thouaanda ot dollars are 
being spent on drinks that are ruin­
ous to the human constitution. The 
dope evil was prevalent amongst ; 
youth particularly. Prohibition has 
failed, and he favored the modifica­
tions recommended. Asked if he fa­
vored the 'script system, he replied, 
’NO! Prohibition goes beyond reasop, 
and though alcohol la scientifically 
known as a narcotic, he would net 
say {hat It was not useful. I

The resolutions were read, and a 
standing vote taken. It waa carried 
amid thunderoua applause, only two 
persons ' dissenting. The original 
committee of thirty were again nom­
inated as a working body with pow­
er to add to their numbers, which will 
be increased to fifty. Any who wish 
to work on* the committee may send 
in their names to the Secretary.

In closing, Mr. St. John stated that 
a lot of work had to be done and done 
quickly, if the people did not wish to 
have two years more ot the present 
farce. A petition for a plebiscite 
would be gotten up and presented to j 
the Legislature which meets during 
the middle of April. The following Is 
the resolutions adopted by the meet­
ing:

WHEREAS the Prohibition Act arid 
amendments thereto have proved un­
workable, and til-adapted to the needs 
ot this country;

AND WHEREAS many evils have 
sprung from the enforcement of this 
Act, due to the lack of public sym­
pathy and support;

AND WHEREAS It is a necessary 
sanction of every law that It ahould 
have behind It the eupport and co­
operation of the people;

AND WHEREAS, while consider­
able benefit has accrued from prohi­
bition, the following evils have also 
resulted, namely: (1) The open and 
Illicit distilling of so-called “moon­
shine;” (2) The flagrant abuse by in­
fluential persons of the “script” priv­
ilege; and (3) the drinking (especial­
ly by minors) of various essences and 
“dope."

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED 
that this meeting, representing all 
classes and creeds of the citizens of 
St. John’s, places on record its opin- 1 
ion that, in the interests of the public 
welfare, such amendments should he 
made to the Prohibition Act, as would 
enable reputable citizens to obtain 
periodically, by a rationing system, 
limited quantities of alcoholic bever­
ages for their personal consumption. I

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED 
that the necessary steps be taken to 
bring these matters before the Gov­
ernment, and the country generally,
•in order that immediate action in the 
premises be taken.

WAB SEBVTCB CHEVRONS 
CANTTLE MARINE.

Authority is hereby given for Chev­
rons to be worn by members ot the 
Mercantile Marine and others who 
have served at sep or have been cap­
tured or interned during the War, in 
accordance with the following Regu­
lations:—

1. One Chevron may he worn in re­
sized ot eea-going service, or cap­
tivity or Internment In an enemv 
country, during the period from 
the 4th of August, 1914, to 31st 
December, 1914.

2. One Chevron may he worn in re­
spect of each or any of the three 
calendar years 1915. 1916 and 
1917. provided that at least three 
months of the year have been 
spent afloat in eea-going service, 
or in captivity in an enemy coun­
try or both.

8. One Chevron may he worn in re­
spect of the remainder of the war, 
when twelve months have been 
spent since 1st January, 1918. in 
sea-going service (with or with­
out a period ot entivity in an 
enemy country), provided that 
the period of twelve months has 
commenced before 11th Novem­
ber, 1918, when the armistice wae 
signed.

4. The Chevrons for 1914 are:—
(1) For Captains and Officers, 

silver.
(2) For men, red worsted.
The Chevrons for the other years, 
1915-1918:
(1) For Captains and Officers, 

gold.
(2) For men, blue worsted.

5. The Chevron shall be similar to 
those worn in the Royal Navy and 
shall be worn on the forearm ot 
the right sleeve or uniform, sea- 
rig or whore-rig. The silver and 
red worsted chevrons respectively
shall be worn below the others.

6. No permission to wear the Chev­
rons other than this general au- 
thorjzation/wlll be required. Chev-

' rons will not be provided by the 
Government, but they should be 
purchased by those authorised to 
wear them.

7. No unauthorised person may 
wear a Chevron.

NOTE.—Chevrons earned for Ser­
vice in the Mercantile farine in ac­
cordance with this authorisation may 
be worn on Naval and Military uni­
form; when worn on Military uni­
form the Chevrons should be ot the 
Army pattern. .
