as the winter advances, while beef is
likely to hold at the levels of 1921.

Plebiscite or
Leferendum ?

Will the Humber Project,
about which there has develop-
ed such an amount of Opposi-
tion, be submitted to a plebiscite
of the whole people in order that
the Government may learn just
how popular opinion stands ere
they seek to introduce the mea-
sure to the Legislature. It would
be relieving the representatives
of the people of a great deal of
responsibility if they could de-
termine just how the voters felt
on this big issue, and whether
the ballots went for or against,
the decision would be in the
hands of the electorate, and the
Government would, in either
case, be directed by the sov-
ereign will of the governed.
Rumor is rife that this will be
the course adopted.

*® % * %

Taking rumar for once for
granted, let it be impressed on
the Government that the kind
of plebiscite taken in the year
1916, will not serve in the pre-
sent case. Nothing less than a
clear voting majority, for or
against, should be accepted as
the desire of the people. The
plebiscite of the year referred to
has brought with it such a
wealth of confusion, that should
be the inspiration to direct any
future one that might be au-
thorised. Therefore it behoves
the Administration to proceed
cautiously. To saddle the Colony
with an unsupportable burden
of financial obligation is a mat-
ter not to be treated in the or-
dinary manner and method of
ordinary party politics. Conse-
quently, a plebiscite, perhaps,
would prove conclusively that
the people themselves do not
feel that they are ready to ac-
cept the proposed measure.

The principle of a Referendum
would be, if applied, another
means of settling the matter.
Only in this instance, it would
be necessary for the Govern-
ment to pass the Bill proposed,
and go back to the districts for
the sanction or otherwise of the
voters. But that would essential-
ly make it a distinctive Govern-
ment measure, which if defeat-
ed by the suffrages of the elec-
tors, would immediately neces-
sitate the resignation of the
Government, which in all poli-
tical honor could not any longer
retain the Administration. The

“The high commissioner in Egypt,”
says the statement “has been
summoned to England to give full in-
formation to His Majesty’s govt. as to

| the present situation in Egypt and as

to the communications that have been
passing betweén him and the former
Egyptian minister with regard to the
future government of the country.

“There appears to be an impression
in some quarters that Great Britain
has abandoned or is about to abandon
her liberal attitude toward Egyptian
aspirationg and desires to make use of
her special position in Egypt to main-
tain a political and administrative sys-
tem there incompatible with the frce-
dom which she had declared her will-
ingness tn recognize. |

“This is not the case. The policy of
His Majesty’s government both during
and since the Adly mission to Eng-;
land, hag been founded upon the [ol- |
lowing principles:—

“While unwilling to cede to dis-
order or violence what they were pre-i
pared to grant on its own merits, His
Majesty's government have explicitlyl
stated their readimess to invite parlia-
ment to terminate the pratectorate
which was declared in 1914, to re-|
cognize the existence of Egypt as a‘;
sovereign state and to .agree to the!
constitution of an Egyptian parlia-|
ment and the re-establishment of anl
Egyptian ministry of foreign affairs)
35 soon at they were satisfied as to!
the following conditions which theyi
regard as vital to the interests both of |
Egypt and the Bmpire.

“They must have full and effective;
guarantees, first, that the imperialg
communications to which Egypt is es-
sential are assured, second, that Great
Britain retain both the right and power
to. afford that protection to the
foreign communities in Egypt which
the governments of these peoples in
the existing conditions look to her to
supply, and third, that Egypt is safe-
guarded against foreign interference
or aggression, direct or indirect.

“Ag 00N as an agreement satisfylng
these condtions has been drawn up

between the Egyptian and British gov-

ernments there will be no heRation i

on the part of the latter in L §\ting
parliamentary sanction to such an ac-
cord.”

(The “Adly” misston referred to in
the above despatch was heéaded by
Adly Yeghen Pasha, former premier
of Egypt. After visiting England and
discussing the Egyptian situation with
the British government last Decem-
ber, Adly returned to Egypt and re-
signed the premiership.)

LONDON, Jan 30—The govern-
ment’s statement outlining the basis
on which it.would be willing to ter-
minate the Egyptian protectorate and
recognize Egypt as 'a sovereign stateé
seemingly has daone nothing.to remove
the opposition in quarters where ‘its
opposals have been condemned. In
these circles the statement is made
that the new offer differs nowise in
substance from the previous ones.

The Daily News terms the offer a
“tepid rechauffe” and calls the de-
claration “a monument to the im-
potent timidity of a divided cabinet.,”
The newspaper expresses strong dis-
satisfaction with the whole situatiom.

The Westminister Gazette thinks

the statement does .not in  any way-i
support the suggestion that the mov-

ernment is about to abandon its so-
called policy of coercion, and de-
clares it impossible that any Egyptian
nationalist will accept a proposal
which gives Great Britain the right
to garrison the principal towns of
Egypt.

In other words approximately
the flour from 2,350,000 bushels of
wheat. It is the intention of those
“behind the proposed flour mill to start
operations with an initial capacity of
800,000 barrels per year and increase
as conditions warrant. To do this
will - require 1,600,000 busheéls of
wheat, and to’ guarantee success the
closest working arrangements pos-
sible must be had with the source of
supply. The grain for the Newfound-
land mill will be supplied by one of
the largest grain handling firms in
Canada, and this will  cbviate the
necessity of going on the Grain Ex-
change for a small purchase which
would find 2 small firm at the mercy
of the large buyers.

So far we have only dealt with the
wheat end of the milling industry.
