Present the Reeve in the chair,Dr. Herod,
Messrs. Howard, Buckland, Chadwick,
McCurry, Sayers, Mays, Mitchell, Hef- 
fernan, and Harvey.

THE ALMA BLOCK.
It will be a year next Saturday since 

the old Alma Block was burned down. It 
is fitting then that on the anniversary 
week of that untoward event, it should 
be our pleasant, duty to chronicle the 
opening of the new Block, whieh in all 
respects is far superior to the one which 
fell a prey to the flames last December, 
and which we hope will stand for many 
a year an ornament to the town, and an 
evidence of the enterprise and public spirit 
of the proprietors, Messrs. James Massie 
& Co.

We gave some account of the build 
ing when operations were commenced in 
April last, but a short recapitulation will 
not be out of place. The Block is a 
square, being 90 feet long by the same 
number of feet in depth, and 60 feet in 
height. It consists of three storeys above 
ground, and below extending over the 
whole area are large cellars, 11 feet high 
f*om floor to ceiling. The floors of these 
basements are made of concrete, and are 
admirably adapted for storing heavy 
goods such as liquors, sugars, &c. By 
putting in double windows, frost is com­
pletely excluded, and the cellars kept at 
an even temperature. Here also i 
bonded warehouse for the heavier de­
scriptions of exciseable goods.

The front of the Block presents a very 
massive and handsome appearance. The 
front wall is rock-faced, with heavy cut 
cornices, and the doors and windows are 
in the same style. The building is divid­
ed into three stores, as was the old one. 
The one on the north side has been fitted 
up as a retail store. It has a width of 26 
feet by 90 in depth. The interior ar­
rangements and fittings of the store are 
very chaste and handsome. Hbelvings 
nicely carved and ornamented extend 
about three-fourths the depth of the 
apartment. Between each compartment 
mirrors have been fitted, and the front of 
the shelvings are painted white. Two 
massive chandeliers will be put in, which 
will brilliantly light the whole store. The 
counters, drawers, &c., are made of ridli 
walnut, which contrasts well with the

Ninety-eight Barrels of Whiskey 
Stolen.—A short time ago the distillery 
of Mr. Anderson, of Fergus, was closed, 
and the apparatus confiscated for infrac­
tion of the revenue laws. Among the 
property -which fell into the hands of the 
officers was ninety-eight barrels of whis­
key which remained locked up in 
bonded warehouse from the time of the 
seizure until Saturday or Sunday night 
last when they were stolen. The excise 
officer who had the key saw them in the 
warehouse on Saturday about 2 p. m.,and 
when he visited the place on Monday 
morning not a vestige of them was to be 
seen. Although the task of removing 
quietly ninety-eight barrels of whiskey 
was no small one it had been successfully 
accomplished. No violence was done 
to the door or any part of the building 
The lock had been opened with a key, 
and there was nothing but the absence 
of the liquor to indicate the visit of the 
thieves. We hear there is a probability 
of a heavy reward being offered for their 
detection. The matter between the Gov­
ernment and Mr Anderson was at the 
time in a fair way for settlement.

The building is 208 feet 
ong, and about 60 feet wide ; the rear 

wing about 100 x 50 feet.
The structure will be erected with 

brick and stone, with cut stone dressings. 
The roof is to be of the Mansard prin­
ciple, with handsome dormers in it for 
lighting the upper story. In the centre 
of the building, over the main entrance, 
will be a tower over 100 feet high. The 
ot the building is the domestic Gothic. 
The estimated cost is $65,000.

We copy the following information in 
reference to the Institute as at present 
worked from the Hamilton Times :—The 
Institute at present accommodates forty 
three boarding pupils, coming from all 
parts of the Province, and two day pupils. 
The number ot pupils who are maintain­
ed by different County Councils, and 
payment "by parents, is thirty-seven. The 
Institute supports six boarders entirely, 
while there are seven who only pay $50 
per year. Ten pupils were withdrawn 
during the year, in consequence of the 
inability of their parents to maintain 
them at the Institute ; but application 
has been made to the Government for an 
additional grant, to permit their return 
Under the present most excellent man­
agement of the Institute, the total ex­
pense per annum ; v ith an average of 
fifty pupils does not exceed $6,500, and 
we may well say that a more economical­
ly,and at the Mime time comfortably .con­
ducted public institution is not to be 
found inthis or any other country.

2. Commending the report of tho Sec­
retary of the Treasury, and endorsing 
its views for a return to specie payments, 
through reduced expenditures, raised 
taxation, and a gradual contraction ot 
paper circulation with suggestions for 
legislation for one currency only, and 
that national banks should have their 
powers restricted.

3. That our foreign affairs are in a fav­
ourable condition. The negotiations with 
Great Britain regarding the Alabama 
claims, so called, have not yet reached 
an end. Certain portions of the propos­
ed protocol of arbitration was not approv­
ed by this Governmentand have been re­
turned to Minister Johnson. The resig­
nation of the British Ministry is regard­
ed as only a temporary hinderance. 
Many of the details relative to these 
claims it is not deemed proper to com­
municate in the message. Offers of 
arbitration between Paraguay and Brazil 
have been declined, and the course of 
Paiaguay is commented on, although 
there is an absence of official detail about 
tho late outrage of Lopez. The Govern­
ment has made new treaties for the pro­
tection of naturalized citizens abroad. 
It has recognized the Provisional Junta 
in‘Spain as a de facto Government, but 
has received no formally accredited 
Minister lor the same. Affairs with 
Mexico are satisfactory. Arrangements 
for a mixed commisssion to settle the 
claims of Americans in that country are 
in progress. The Government has foiled, 
so far, in its negotiations for the purchase 
of a naval station in the West Indies,and 
learns that the French are trying to 
get the Bay of Sainami from the Domini­
can Government.

4. Official facts show enormous 
frauds which must be corrected or 
the revenue will fail, and the nation 
be involved in ruin. Tho message calls 
for strong lceislation on the subject, and 
urges the repeal of the Civil Tenure act, 
which is regarded as a hindrance to the 
removal of corrupt officials.

5. The President iefers to the Indian 
troubles and the views of the Peace 
Commission, and fears that the military 
establishment expenditures will‘be large­
ly increased on the plains.

6. He favours the withdrawal of the 
troops from the Southern States and the 
reduction of the army, and gives a re­
sume of the operations of the land and 
pension system.

It is not pretended that the message 
discusses tho above points in the order 
named, nor in the language given, but 
the general tenor of the document will 
prove it to be correct.

McDou­
gall has been forbidden by bis physician» 
to leave England in his present state— 
weakened by the typhoid fever from 
which he is recovering. He was also in­
formed by Mrs. McDougall’s physician in 
Ottawa, that he would not see her in life, 
even if he left at once.

The Union Station.
The people of the Town have come to 

believe that the neceeeity for an Union 
Station grows stronger every day if 
Guelph is to increase, or even maintain 
ite present status in a commercial point 
of view. Thie was demonstrated on Mon 
day night by the presentation to the 
Council of a petition signed hy silty, three 
of the heaviest ratepayers in Town, urg­
ing the immediate and earnest considera­
tion of the subject, and euch action as 
would be likely to accomplish moet 
promptly the desired end. Hitherto the 
people have held aloof, and all the efforts 
that have been pnt forth for securing an 
Union Station have been made by the 
Council with but an imperfect knowledge 
of the ratepayers' opinions on the subject 
It would not be asserting too much to 
•ay that time and reflection have made 
converts, and that many of those who saw 
nothing good or useful in the project a 
few months ago hold a different belief 
now. The names of some influential 
proeelytea were on the list to which we 
have referred. TltuS seconded the Coun­
cil may take up the subject with earnest­
ness and prosecute It with vigour to one 
conclusion or the other. Their nego­
tiations have been hitherto fruitless fur­
ther than that they have put Messrs 
Swinyard and Brydges in possession of 
the knowledge that a station in Guelph 
at which the Great Western and Grand 
Trunk trains should meet would be very 
acceptable.

One thing is certain, that if an agree, 
ment for the erection of this station is to 
be accomplished there is but little time to 
lose. There is at present no reason to 
doubt that the contractor of the W. G. & 
B. Railway will begin work early in 
spring, and unless the Council can previ­
ously perfect arrangements between the 
Grand Trunk and Great Western, then 
farewell forever to all hopes of an Union 
Station. The station of the latter will 
certainly remain where it is, but it is not 
equally certain that the passenger station 
of the former will not be moved for the 
better accommodation of the traffic from 
the north. Every consideration of loca, 
and personal Interest urges the Counci; 
and the citizens to take prompt and effi­
cacious measures for securing the object 
of which they are now beginning to see 
the full value. Although the Railway 
Committee have waited on the managers 
of both the Grand Trunk and Great 
Western Roads, and though they have 
talked with them freely, yet nothing has 
been definitely agreed upon, no plan of 
action marked out. There has been some 
friendly sparring, that is all. With a re. 
Inforcement of sixty-three heavy rat/ 
payors behind them let them go again, 
and ask these gentlemen pointedly if 
there is a possibility of their agreeing to 
erect an Union Station, ask Mr. Brydges 
if he is still willing to concede, an i Mr 
Swinyard if he will accept, the privilege 
of running the Great Western trains 
down from the western extremity of the 
town within the fences of the Grand 
Trunk road ; and finally ask them what 
aid they want from the Town of Guelpu. 
The vote of the ratepayers on a by-law 
would be the answer to the last question 
and the matter would be decided.

Goderich Correspondence.

The prisoners in the Melady murder 
ease were brought before his Worship Mr 
McMicken for examination on Wednes­
day lost, the Court being held in what 
in ancient days was the Court House, but 
which .- now used as a chapel for the 
gaol.
