Battalion Drill.

It was six o’cloek, or a little after, on
Friday evening before the last of the
P belonging to the Battali
reached the camp ground. In the
morning the Artillery Company and the
Guelph Rifles pitched the tents on the

Commons adjacent to the Great Western
Station, and about the time we have
mentioned they were all occupled, the
last arrivals being the Erin and Hollin
Comprnies which came in nearly at the
same time. The Elora Company, in
heavy marching order, footed it all the
way from their village. The following
Battalion Orders had been issued, and
were duly regarded :

Headquarters, 30th Battalion,i

Guelph, July 7th, 1869. )

Lieut.-Colonel Higinbotham commanding :

No.1.—On arriving on the ground select-
ed for the camp, Companies No. 1 and 2 will
pile their arms and take off their accoutre-
ments, leaving two sentries in charge of
each company’s arms, They will then pro-
ceed to pitch the tents under the direction
of the Adjutant and Quarter Master,

No.2.—The guards will mount at once
and post their sentries who will keep all
unauthorized persons off the camp grounds.

No. 8.—Companies arriving on the csmy'
grounds will not fall out until they are re-
ported to the Adjutant, and told off to their
tents.

No. 4.—Orderly Sergeants of Companies
in warning men for guard will not, if it can
be avoided, warn any man wko was on
guard in 1868 or 1869, until those who have
not done a guard have had their turn. But
any man warned must be well drilled.

Governor of Catalenia Dismissed.

M. Rouher’'s Resignation.

Loxpox, July Oth, midnight.—~ In the
House of Lords the Irish Church Bill
cawe up for report from the committee,

On motion of Lord Cairns the date 1st
of May, 1871, wae substituted for the

1st of Jenuary, 1872, throughout the
Bill.

Lord Redesdale moved an amendment
that ‘the representatives of the Irish
Church and the Catholic Synod in cases
of vacant Bishoprics nominate three
persons for the Crown to select from, and
that the Crown be empowered to sum-
mon one archbishop ard two bishops
from each church to sit in Parliament.

The Earl' of Granard protested on the
pert of the Catholics against the amend-
ment which he declared was utterly in-
admissable, and it was withdrawn.

The Marquis of Clauricarde moved
that clause 28, giving power to convey
*additional land to the Church body be
restored to its original form. He said
the clause as now amended revived Pro-
testant ascendancy in its most hateful
form, giving glebe lands to the Church
body, but refusing them to Catholics and
Presbyterians. It was certain that the
@overnment and the House of Commons
would never sanction. the
clause,

The Marquis of Sulisbury replied that
in moving the amendment he contempla-
ted similar grants to the Catholics and
Presbyterians, according to Mr. Bright’s
original proposal which Mr. iladstone
had endorsed, but he thought that the
election of their own Glebes by :the,
Irish Church was not unfair.

The Marquis of Ulanricarde’s motion to |
restore clause 28, was lost by a vote of 40 |
to91. An amendment embracing the
proposal of Earl Granville to pay halfa |
million sterling in money, instead of
handing over private endowments creat—
ed before 1660, was agreed to. - The re-
port was then received.

After further discussion the Earl of
Denbigh announced that the Catholics
had decided not to accept glebe lands or
residences.

The Earl of Clancarty gave notice that
when the Bill came up for the third read-
ing he would move a postponement of the
reading for three months.
