The varions
changes of ownership through which
the paper has vassed have pessibly op-
erated injuriously to it, Ang may have
had the effect of shaking public conti-
dence to a certain extent, thus alienat-
ing in a measure the patronage which it
formerly enjoyed. When the paper
came into the hands of the present pro-
prietor in 1872, it was not in as healthy
a condition as could be wished, never-
theless the proprietor, having an exten-
sive acquaintance with the printin,
usiness, relied upon his exertions nns
energy to make it more than ever wor-
thy of public patronage, and to this end
spent large sums in needed improye-_
ments, and in replenishing the office
with new material. This outlay has
been fruitful to a large extent in enabl-
ing us to turn out a much better quality
of printing, the natural result of which
was, that many of the old patrons of
the institution gave their support once
more, and many new customers were at-
tracted. But while the jobbing de,
partment imgruved in prosperity, the
support which the improved appearance
of the paper would seem to warrant the
publisher in looking for was lacking, and
though everything was done that could
be done to keep its head above water in
the hope of better times,it became more
and more apparent that its days were
numbered.

The New Siding.
The action initiated by the petition of
Mr. Goldie and others for a siding near
the G. T. R. passenger station has about
reached a practical termination. In ac-
cordance with the promise made by
Messrs. Brydges ar.d Potter at their in-
terview with three ef our leading shippers,
the Company's engineer, Mr. Brother-
hood, visited Guelph yesterday. He was
met by the Mayor, and Messrs. Davidson,
D. Allan, Chadwick, Massie, and others.
Accompanied by Mr. Oxnard, the party
went over the ground at the south of the
track, and inspected the proposed site
for the siding. It is understood
that Mr. Brotherhood will recom-
mend the construction of a siding
forthwith to hold twenty cars on
the terms previously stated, by which
the town  will n»  .ake the level-
ling and gradic, of the siding.

Hamilton & North-western Ruilway.

The shareholders of the Hamilton &
North-western Railway met on Tuesday
afternoon, at the Company’s offices, for
the purpese of permanently organizing.
The chair was taken by Mr. John Stuart,
President.

The report of the Provisional Directors
was read by the Sesretary. It stated
that they called the shareholders togeth-
er for the purpose of electing nine Direc-
tors to hold office until the first Monday
in May next. The Company’s Act of In-
corporation was assented to on the 2nd
of March, 1872, by which they were em-
powered to construct a railway from
Hamilton to Barrie, thence to a point on
Hogg's, Sturgeon, or Matchedush Bay,
with power to extend so as to form a
junction with the Canada Central and
Canadian Pacific Railways. At the last
session of the Provincial Legislature the
Company obtained power to construct a
branch line from some point on their
main line to Collingwood. The first
meeting of the Provisional Board was
held on the 7th of March, 1:72. Pre.
iminury surveys were comuenced in
June, 1872, under ‘'W. Haskins, Esq., C.
E., and various lines were run between
the Jgrand Trunk Railway and Barrie
and Collingwood. The surveys were not
made between Hamilton and the Grand
Trunk Railway until June of the present
vear, and these were made under C. F.
Dutton, Esq., C.E., who is now engaged
in | cwting the line in the County of Sim~
cos.

Bir J. A. Macpoxaup, — Bir John

Alexander Macdonald, X.C.B., LI.D,,
Queen’s University, Kingston; D.C.L.,
(Oxon), ' Q.0., was born in Sutherland-
shire, Scotland, in 1815, and came with
his father to Kingston, Upper Canada, in
1820. At the age of fifteen heleft school
to study law. Ho first came into notice
in 1839 as counsel for General Von
Schultz, who wase ted for attempt-
ing to revolutiorize Canada. Mr. Mao-
donald showed such marked ability in
his defence as to attract general observa-
tion. He was first elected to represeut
Kingston in 1844, and has held his scat
ever since. As a lawyer his attainments
are not of any surpassing order. His
great ability is chicfly in the direction of
managing & party, in which he is perhaps
unequalled either in Canada or any other
country. Although his native vulgarity
often crops out, he has a fascination of
manner which ensbles him almost to
throw a spell over those admitted to ‘lm
intimacy who have net strong wills.
Although not personally eorrupt, he is &
master of the arts of corrupting others,
and his course is marked by the political
gravestones of men whom he has seduced
and cast aside when they could no longer
be of any servioe to him, and when they
were so bankrupt in character or in-
fluence that they were unable to injure
him. Unserupulous in his use of means
for the retention of power, the scandal in
relation to the bartering of the contract
for the Pacific Railway was only the out-
crop to light of a system which has long
been practiced, but on & smaller scale
and in 8 way much more difficult of
detection. —Montreal Witness.
