Chicago, Dee. SI.—The following. is 
the text of fL proclamation issued by 
Mayor Harrison today: “On each re­
curring New Year’s eve annoyance has 
been caused to the sick and infirm-byiarsssMS few
o d year. The city authorities have at 
all times discouraged this practice, but 
now when Chicago lies iu the shadow 
of the greatest disaster in her history 
for a generation, noise making, whether 
by belia, whistles, cannon, horns or any 
other means, is particularly objection-

“As Mayor of Chicago I would there- 
fore request a 11 people to refrain from 
this indulgence and l would asik all rail­
way officials and all persons controlling 
factories, boats and mills to direct their 
employees not to blow whistles between 
the hours of 12 and 1 o’clock tonight.”

There was a. discussion today among 
firemen, employees of the theatre and 
architects as to the cause of the fire.
Accounts differ today as widely as they 
did last night, The theatrical peopie 
are practically a unit in declaring that 
the fire started with an explosion, and 
in this they are contradicted hy scores 
of people in the audience, who declare 
that they saw the fire creeping along 
the edge of the curtain for several min- 
utes before the explosion ,took place.

Miss Anna Woodward, who occupied 
a se*t Jn the second balcony, said to- 
day :. I was in the second balcony and 
plainly saw the fire. I left my seat in 
-he balcony and went down the stairs 
to the first balcony and from there start­
ed to pass out through the very door in 
which so many people were killed. The 
door was closed and a man standing on 
the outside refused to open it so that V 
could pass out. I do not know whether’ 
he was an employee of the theatre, but 
he was evidently determined that no 
one should leave the theatre and in so 
doing started a panic. I was leaving 
quietly up to this time, but when he 
refused to allow me to pass out peace­
fully I determined to get out if I had to 
make à noièe. I went along tko balcony 
to a glass partition and smashed it with 
my umbrella. When I was about half 
way down the stairs I heard the roar of 
the crowd. They overtook me, but T 
managed to escape. I think I must

ings from scorched and bruised faces.
Scenes that were enacted around the 
bodies of little children were pathetic 
in the extreme. There has been no 
sadder feature connected with the dis­
aster than the killing of so many chil­
dren. It is the one thing that seems 
t° overpower visitors to the morgues.

While the crowds of anxious seekers 
for news besieged the different morgues, 
the telegraph and long-distance tele­
phone offices were almost swamped with 
the flood of enquiry messages. Coroner 
Traeger and iris assistants did ail in 
their power to supply information con­
cerning the dead and wounded, but five 
times the number of available men- in 
the office could not have accomplished 
the task.

Fire Inspector Montroe Fulkerson to­
night announced that he had finally dis­
covered the secret of the extent of the 
fire. The asbestos curtain, upon which 
the safety v of the audience depended, 
was blocked in its descent by a steel 
reflector carelessly left open by a>tage 
hand. While one end of the, curtain 
got within five feet of the stage, the 
other was suspended twenty feet above, 
and through this space swept the flames 
that carried death to so many hundreds.

The first step towards this conclu­
sion was made when Wm. McMullen, 
operator of the “spot” lights threw the 
blame upon another electric light neaiby.
The task was complete when Mr. Fulk­
erson followed up a clue furnished by 
John A. Mazzoni, a stage hand, and dis­
covered the reflector still open in the 
rtiraâ in the theatre.

is $762,411.80, of. which coal is over­
whelmingly the most important item, 
accounting for value to thé amount of 
$722,411.80. Logs were shipped1 to the 
value of $15.410; an item which recent 
legislation will prevent appearing In the 
future. The growth of the business of 
exporting salt fish is shown bv the fact 
that it comes next in the fist, being 
j$10,406.50. Copper and gold ore were 
shinned to the_ value of *7.725. The re­
maining sum is made up of small items 
classified under the heads of junk, furs, 
household goods and returned merchan­
dise. The quantity of coal mined here 
is the smallest for some years, but for­
tunately the monthly returns have 
showed a steady increase for some time 
and the new work which is being opened 
up will add materially to the sources of 
supply.» The total tonnage was 289,136, 
of which 178.960 tons figures in foreign 
shipments and 110,176 tons as local con­
sumption which includes, of course, the 
large supplies sent to other coast cities. 
The proportion of coal consumed in the 
province to that exported is unusually 
large, a gratifying feature, as it denotes 
the development of a market close at 
hand.

This is ap­
proximately the number who have 
their resident address to the imperia 
government. A Japanese merchant ii

ment that this means more than rnigli 
be expected.

“He says that the men are instructec 
to secretly organize and prepare to g< 
to the Orient when a transport, undei 
guard of two warships, will come heri 
to receive them. He further says tha 
secret papers have been received fron 
Japan asking that all merchants an< 
subjects of the imperial 
tribute a tenth part of 
a war fund.”

This is hardly likely to be 
in as far as the coming of a transpov 
and warships is concerned, for it i 
not likely that Japan would detach 1 
couple of warships and a transport for 
duty in that way in the event of war, 
when the cohorts from this side could 
go to the scene on the regular pas­
senger steamers without delay. The 
Seattle newspaper further says :

“The work has secretly been going on 
and seems to have developed to such an 
extent that a good-sized army is ex­
pected to be organized from the Pacific 
'Coast states alone. By some it is esti­
mated that this number will reach nearly 
3,000 able-bodied men, including those 
from Washington, Oregon, California 
and British Columbia. This secret en­
rolment is said to be under way in all 
the larger cities of the Coast.

“The list of enrolments not only in­
cludes men between the ages of 25 and 
35. but embraces men of mature age, 
embodying all classes of trade and vari­
ous occupations.

“The resident Japanese are patriotic 
to a man, and do not hesitate for,a mo­
ment to volunteer for the defence of 
their country against the demands and 
encroachments of Russia.

“They say that Japan wilt have all the 
advantage on the sea and that in land 
operations will be about equal, with odds 
in favor of Japan on account of their 
intimate knowledge of the country. The 
imperial government of Japan is said to 
have ordered transports and warships 
to this port to embark all volunteers to 
the «Orient.

The final figures of the B. C. salmon 
pack of 1903 season were completed on 
Friday evening last, by the secretary of 
the Fraser River Cannera’ Association, 
who has kindly furnished, from his com­
pilation. data which can be taken as ab­
solutely' correct, as no individual has 
the same access to general information 
from which to secure the basis of the 
pack.

The figures show the smallest grand 
total in the history of salmon packing 
in this province, since 1892. The total 
for the whole province, including the 
Frasejr river and all northern B. C. 
coast points, is 473,547 cases. The va­
rieties put up were as follows: Sock- 
eyes, 3t&709 cases; red and white 
springs, 25,533 cases; humpbacks,25,- 
3J5 cases; cohoes, 53,570 cases; total, 
473,o47 cases.
^Jki 1892, the total pack was only 
228,470 cases. But then there were 
only 11 ^ canneries on the Fraser river 
and 16 in northern B. C. waters, mak­
ing a total of 27 canneries. Since then 
the development of th ecannery estab­
lishments has been very great,

appearance Sidney Dickens was 
rather insignificant. He was short and 
spare; but what he lacked in height 
and bulk he made up in dignity after 
his promotion. He was no great horse­
man, but he was very fond of riding 
out with the ladies. On one a cession 
lie convoyed three of the fair sex to the 
neighborhood of M'iltetream. There 
were few settlers and no roads and the 
trails were narrow and indistinct.

■Seattle is the authority for the state­
ment that this means more than might 
be expected.

“He says that the men are instructed 
to secretly organize and prepare to go 
to the Orient when a transport, under 
guard of two warships, will come here 
to receive them. He further says that 
secret papers have been received from 
Japan asking that all merchants and 
subjects of the imperial government con­
tribute a tenth part of their income as 
>a war fund.”

This is hardly likely to be correct 
in as far as the coming of a transport 
and warships is concerned, for it is 
not likely that Japan would detach a 
couple of
duty in. that way in the event of war, 
when the cohorts from this side could 
go to the scene on the regular pas­
senger steamers without delay. The 
Seattle newspaper further says :

“The work has secretly been going on 
and seems to have developed to such an 
extent that a good-sized army is ex­
pected to be organized from the Pacific 
Coast states alone. By some it is esti­
mated that this number will reach nearly

les Dickens. No English writer w*o has 
ever lived has done more, if as much 
to raise the standard of womanhoot 
and ameliorate the condition of children 
of the poor than Dickens. His Christ­
mas Carols are marvels of love and 
tenderness and beauty of thought and 
expression. They are matchless. His 
f^Tale of Two Cities,” where an Euajlish- 
man dies on the scaffold for his friend, 

ii ,P.erkap8, the finest plot drawn of 
all his great stpries. Some call that bis 
•best work. I, who have read them all. 
ibehere that none is “best,”—that all 
are best, —if this paradox will be tol­
erated by the reader.

Often physicians 
had to be summonsed to brace him up 
before he could leave the dressing- 
room for the stage, and it is stated that 
after each reading he would limp from 
the platform and that he required- to 
Ibe braced up with a glass of champagne 
or ? B. & S. before he cotfld go on 
again. In the intervals between the 
readings Dickens was subject to fits 

‘of great depression and the champagne 
or the brandy bottle was always re- 
*orted to to tone him up. He was 
•often in tears and ot the slightest oc­
currence that excited his emotions he 
as described as leaping on the shoulder 
of his agent and sobbing, while great 
tears coursed down his cheeks. In 
«pite of the evident weakness and fail­
ing health of hi* chief, Dblby tells of 
the numerous cruppers and dinners and 
jbanquets they attended, and the amount 
of liquor and wine that was consumed, 
of which, of course, the agent came 
in for a goodly share. In fact, the tour 
seems to have been, from first to last, 
one great guzzle. There was modera­
tion neither in drinking nor in eat- 
'mg, and the opportunities for Mr. 
(Dickens enjoying a good, health-giving 
sleep would seem to have been few. 
IHo was reduced at last to the condi­
tion of a great, machine that runs 
constantly at the. highest tension until it 
is worn out ana falls apart from over­
work. Dolby’s narration reflects no 
credit upon himself or upon those who 
were interested in. keeping the machine 
running, at break-neck speed until it 
îwent to. pieces.i Dickens, after, his re­
turn to England, essayed another read­
ing tour throughout the United King­
dom. His ill-health continued. Brac­
ers were resorted to as before and It is 
not strange that hq, broke down in the 
midst of his work and- died of an apo­
plectic fit one bright morning early in 
June. 1870.

The steamer Miowera of the Oana- 

diau-Auetralian line will sail from the 
ocean docks early this morning for Aus­
tralia, via Honolulu and Suva. The 
steamer, which is being hurried in ad- 

ce of her scheduled date so that the 
mer Moana, which is now in dry 

dock being repaired will not be sail­
ing at about the same time, left Van­
couver at 10 p. m. last night and will 
arrive at the ocean dock© at about 5 
a. m. and will sail an hour later for the 
"South Seas. The Miowera will there­
fore not côme within the number of 
vessels which have arrived and departed 
from this port within the year just 
Iclosed. The returns for the year which 
ended yesterday show that during the 
year just closed, there have been 1,246 
arrivals of deep sea vessels and 1,428 
arrivals of coasting and local steamers, 
1,124 departures of ocean going vessels 
to the deep sea and 1,385 departures of 
coasting aud local vessels. During the 
year great improvements have been no­
ticed in the business done between the 
Orient and this port, the number of 
vessels having been greatly increased 
and the-imports are growing. The in­
creased business done by the line of 
steamers established between Liver­
pool and this port via the Orient (to the 
detriment of tne sailing ships), has also 
been noteworthy.

He did write a Guide Book of London, 
which was highly commended, but in 
the midst of his work he died some­
what suddenly. Fred Dickens, the sec­
ond son, joined the Canadian mounted 
tpolice^ and was made a sergeant, 
the Northwest rebellion he was in com­
mand at Fort Pitt oi> the North Sas­

katchewan. He surrendered the fort or 
abandoned it. Two-of his troopers were 
capturéd by the Indians and tortured 
before being killed. This action ended 
iDickens* military career and he left the 
Territories aud went to Chicago, where 
he died.

I returned to Victoria in November, 
1868, having been absent six months.

but sharpened for use in an ice-bound! 
country. This was deemed very sig­
nificant by Japanese journal».

WARSHIPS READY.
The Japanese warships at Sasebo

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I I NEW YEAR’S RECIPES.

Cream of Chestnut Soup.—Boil, peel, 
and mash enough of the uuta to have 
a pint for every ten guests. To this- 
quantity add a-pint of boiling water 
«HL a I?lut rich mflk or thin cream,, 
with ceJery salt and red pepper. tîOok 
till it is thick and smooth. .When yom 
tke it from the fire add a cup of thick 
cream and the beateu yolk of au egg. 
and beat till it foams. If you prefer 
a puree, thicken this soup, before add­
ing the egg and cream,, with a table- 
spoonful of butter and one of flour. 
■Serve with hot wafers.

According to the best authorities, one* 
hour's baking to every three pounds-, 
of weight is the proper allowance for 
the cooking of the XJhristmas or any 
other turkey. After the first half-hour 
the oven should not be very hot. If 
thin slices of salt pork are fastened by 
small skewers (wooden toothpicks wilt 
do) over the breast and legs, these parts 
will be kept juicy.
