The con­
vention of the Ontario branch held 
on March 25 warmly endorsed this 
proposed policy, and arrangements were 
made for a prompt and energetic cvm- 
paign. Before preparations had been com 
jleted for the submission of the Scott act in 
;he different counties selected, the liquor 
party managed to precipitate a repeal 
vote in Halton, but their most desperate 
efforts utterly failed, and Ontario’s banner 
county sustained the Scott act by a 
majority of more than doable that by which it 
was first secured. This advantage was fol­
lowed up, and in 1884, besides the struggle in 
Halton, there were thirteen in other counties 
in this province; ont of those ten were carried.
The smallest majority in anÿasaee was 602; the 
largest msjority of the anti-Scott tot party,
194; andthe aggregate vote in fourteen coun­
ties in favor of the act, 43,955; against the act,
39,967; total majority for the tot. 10,693. Since 
the commencement of the present year there 
had been another instalment of glorious vic­
tories, carrying three of thé beet counties in 
one day. with an aggregate majority of about 
3000 votes. Our province has thirty-eight 
municipal counties and ten cities, mak­
ing in all forty-eight Scott act divi- 
tions, and there are only eight of these in 
which campaigns have not yet been inaugu­
rated. Advice upon many legal points had 
been obtained by the executive and furnished 
without charge to the workers in all parts of 
the province, and acknowledgements were 
extended to the eminent professional gentle­
men who had kindly and freely given their 
assistance in this matter.
