THE PROPOSED INCORPORATION
BTILL AFAR OFF.

The York Council Doeesn’t Move in the
Disp ‘Ras  Jnek: and His New
County Fad-lIt Gets Another Cold
Shoulder Shove.

It was thought yesterday that at last night’s
meeting the County Cx il would practically
find a way out of the dificulty comnected
with the incorporation of the village of Stan-
ley, of which the chief component parts are
Catleton and Davenport, and had about solv-
ed the knotty question as to whether the 157
aores of disputed territory should be part
of Stanley or part of West Toronto Junction.
The greater part of yesterday's sessions were

ceupied in di ion of the matter, and in the
afternoon the matter was brought to s head by
referring it to the Legislative Committee to
define tha boundaries. By this 1t was under-
stood that about 40 acres of the disputed land
would goto Stanley and the restbe léft free
for annexation to the Junction when it pleases,

The 40 acres includes the properties of William

Magloék, M. P., the Wagners, and the Wire

Mazxtress Company, all of whom had protested

strongly against such a course,

In the morning the council considered the
matter in committea of the whole ; there was
much dosultory discussion and when adjourn-
ment was made at noon no decision had been
arrived at.  Several lines of action were offer-
ad, and in despair a resolution laying the mat-
ter over for future cousideration was offered,
put and lost.

When the council re-assembled in committee
in the afternoon Reeve Clendennan handed in
a bundle of documents giving i?nccqunt of a
meeting between himself an r. Willson and
members of their respective parties. Mr,
Ramsden moved that the second blank of the
by-law be filled with the words :

direction tnry enough to take in acres, and tha!

Then Mr. Robinson moved in amendment
that the committee recommend that the ques-
tion of the boundaries be referred to the Com-
mittee on Législation and By-laws, wish in-
structions to repors to-day as to what they
copsider are the . proper boundaries. . An
amendment to the amendment came from Mr.
Willson that the westerly boundary be a line
running parallel with K-ele-street at the rear
of she first tier of lots fronting on Keele-street
at its westerly limit,

There was a heap of disoussion and Mr.
Willson’s amendment was adopted by 23 to 20.
The committee therf rose and the matter was
referred back to the Legislative Committee to
define the boundaries and to report to-day.

But Nothing is Done.

But when the council reassembled in the
evening the Legislative and Bylaws Commit-
tee reported and instcad of something definite
being done the whole matter was knocked on
the head and the entire thing was left just
where it was when first brovghy up. In com-
mittee of the whole the council proceeded to
work upon the report which recommended
that Mr. Alex, Hay be appointed enumerator/
to take the census of Stanley, which was to
consist of 440 acres, the boundaries of which
were most strongly worded.

Mr. Wm. Mulock, M.P., was itted to
address the council. He cllimec{ that taith
had been broken with several parties, who had
been assaced at the conference witl the Pro-
vincial Secretary that thewr property would
not be taken mto Stanley, but he was informe
ed that the couucil had already decided upon
& courseof action. He asserted that the tak-
ing’in of his property whs _vothing but an act
of confiscation, and if the council would visit
the locality they would see that the natural
drainage was southerly and the land
could only be drained through Wess
Toronto Junction. They wmight as well talk
of draining Yonge-street from the bay north

to St. Paul’s Ward. In winding up he beg-
ged the council to halt before consummating
what would be notking but an unintentional
injustice. He understood that it was
nli cutb “and dried they should ap-
point an enumerator who would at
once hand in his enumeration, an act thas
would be most illegal. At this pomt Mr,
Wagner came in and agreed with ‘Mr, Mulock
that Dr. Gilmour, M.P.P., had assured Jum
(Mr. Wagner) and the Wire Mattress Co. shat
their land would not be taken 1n.

Mr. Peter Lawton was also heard and eon-
tradicted Mr. Mulock’s contention that his
land could not be drained to the north.

Then arose Mr. Vanzant, who moved thas
the committee rive without reporting. By a
large majority the commitiee rose and the
matter was left just where'it was 1n the after-
noon, with the enumerator not appointed and
the limits not defined.

The result of all this is that the County
Council will not incorporate Stanley this ses-
sion, but will leave it to the January session
of the new council. Reeve Willson of York,
the leader in the couucil of the Stanleyites,
advises his followers to get out an injunotion
to compel the council to incorporate them or
to petition the Legisiature agaiust the annex-
ation of any part of the disputed territory to
the Junction. Until they appoint an enumer-
ator aud have the census taken the couneil
cannot incorporate,

The New Court House Question,

This matter disposed of for the time being
the report of the County Commissioners was
considered in committee with Mr. Robinson
in the chair. It contained a pile of informa-
tion about culverts, ditches and supplies of
but small interest to the public. It was
adopted. When the Finance Commiittee’s re-
port was reached it coutained this clause :

With respect to the presentment of the Grand ury
at the recent sessions there i8 nothing in it of a finan-
cial nature to report upon. Your committee, however,
sympathize with the nd Jury’s remarks in regard
to the new Court House and regret that no reasonable
prospect (s apparent of the city authorities being able
to fulfll its agreement with this council in regard to
the completion of the said Court House. - It may vhere-
fore become the duty of this county at an early day
either to take steps to dissolve the exisiin Juglcm
union, or to seek such legislation as will again rest the
power in this council to proceed witn the erection of a
new Court House as at present provided by the muni.
cipal act.

M, Jackson, in moving the adoption of the
report, denonuced the city’s failure to carry out
its agreement, which had first been made for
three years, and they had been granted two
ysars more, This period will end next June
aud there is now not any prospect of the
building going up. If the city does not come
to time the county council -bad better recover
its lost power and build & court house it
self. The council took no action.

A Third Judge or a New County.

Mr, Robiuson’s motion to instruct the Com-

mittee on Legislation and Bylaws to prepare a
petition to the Legislative Assembly praying
for the creation of the office of a third county
judge was taken up. This, he stated, is
gan absolute necessity, because of so much of
Judge Macdougall’s time being taken up in
civic arbitratioms and investigations, and
Judge Morgan’s, with so much work on his
hands that he frequently has to appoint depu-
ties to hold division court tor him.

In cow mitiee of the whole Mr. Jacksen
took another rids on his favorite hobby, viz.:

““There are in this city about two hundred
reputable brokers 'who have made a study of
the business and who look upon it as a prq;
fession. These men are reliable, look dur
the interests of the companies as well as of
their customers, and do what you wight call a
legitimate insurance business.
< “There arefour or five hundred men, how- |
evér, who' pretend fo be ingurance brokeys,
but who are only ‘guerillas,” who go on

In other words
you think that Canada’s producing less flour
caused her to produce more of somethiug
else. We reply: Nothing of the kind, Had
. she doubled her product. of - flour
- and more her product of lumber would
‘mot have been a car load the less in
E “w You think that the foreigner
S o benefit you leave your market
" opent will be sure to - buy something from
you in return, ‘and that there will be an
%exchange” of commodities. As a matter
‘of fact, this is not the way that merchanus
do- business. When they buy they pay
cash,"when they sell they receive cash. The
country that “exports only one million’s
country that experts only one million’s
worth for. two millions’ worth imported
might be gaining were she simply getting
two for one, and no more of it. Bus thatis
not the way the thing works.

“No, don’t flatter yourself that if your im-
ports are double your exports, you are gain-
ing by the ““exchange " as you call it. Look
a little closer and you will find that, what-
ever your theory may be as to the balance
of teade, it is the balance of debt against it
that makes a country poor, or at least pre-
venits 1t from getting rich, This balance of
debt is.a hard reality; it has to be paid
some - way. * And . you ‘may be sure that
Gadada would be that much more in pocket
were she to produce at home all the-flour.
she needs without buying a single barrel
from the States or any other country.

This mistaken ides as to an “exchange”
of commodities clouds the trade question all
over, As a matter of fact neither importers
nor exporters calculate a cent’s worth on
such exchange when they decide to buy or
tosell. When an English grain merchant
decides. to buy wheat in Canada, he does
Dot stop to think whether some other Eng-
Lliskussn is going to send dry goods, or iren,
or hardware of any kind to Canada in ex-
change. .. He: simply figures up what the
wheat will cost him in Canada, and what

. profit the price in England will afford him
ou i, when laid down. The “exchange”
nonsense, we beg to assure The Herald, has
nothing to do with actual business.

It was an Qriental
plague, marked by inflammatory boils and
tumors of 'theé glands such as break ous in no.
other febrile disease. ‘On’ account ‘of - these
boils and from the black spots (indicative of
putrid d position) which appeared apon
the skin, 1t has been generally called the black
Ay T g e
The symptoms were many, though all were
notfound in everyicase. Tumors and abscesses
were found on.the arms and shighs of. those
affected, and smaller boils-on all parts of the
bodi;b\‘wkum! broke out on all parts of the
.skin, either single, united or confluens.. Symp-
tors of cephalic affection were frequent; many
patients became stu and: fell into & deep
sleep; losing also their speech jfrom palay of
the tongue; others remained sléepless withous
rest. The fauces and tongue were black, and
as if suffused with blood: No beverages would
assuage the burning thirst, - Contagion was
evident, for attendants caught the disease from
their relati and friends. Still deeper suf-
ferings, however, were connected .with this
postilence; the organs of respiration were
seized with a putrid inflammation, blood was
oxpec:&ntod aud the breath diffused a pestit-
erovs.odor.

Witches and heretics
were. burned alive—wild passions, severity
and cruelty. = everywhere ominated,
Human life was but little regarded,

Cairo lost daily, when the plugue was rag-
ing with its greatest violence, from 10,000 to
15,000. In China more than 13,000,000 are
said to have died. Iudia was almost wholly
depopulated;  Tartary sud the Tartar king-
dom of Kaptschak, Mﬂopphgl& Syris,
Armenia, ‘were, covered with dead  bodies.
Cypruslost almost all its inhabitants, and ships
without .crews. weare seen driving abous the
Mediterranean, spreading the plague where
they wentashore. It was, rted to Pope
Olemént at Avignon, that throughout the
East (probably: excepting China) 23,840,000
people had fallen victims to the plague. In
Venice 100,000 died, snd in London at, least
the same number; while 124,434 Franciscsn
f'if.f' Aiied in (:;rni,my.l i

vignon the Pope found it. necessary

Vienna, where for some time 1200 inhabitants
died daily, the interment of corpses in the
churchyards and within the churches was pro-
hibited, and the dead were arranged in layers
by thousands in large pits outside the city, as
had been already done at Cairo, and Paris and
London. ;

The palace and the cot alike felt the f; r{ of
the plague. Oune king, two queens, one gil op
and great numbers of other distinguished per-
sons fell victims to it. B
The whole period of time during which the
black plague raged with destructive. violen
in Europe was (with the exception of Russia,
where ‘it did not break out until 1851), from
1347 to 1350; from this later date to there
were various pestilences, bad enough indeed,
but not as violens as the'black deach.

Ireland was much less heavily visited than
England, and the 'disease séems scarcely
to bave reached the mountainous ons. of
that land ; and Scotla too, would perhaps
have remained free from is, had not the Scotch
availed theémselves of 'the discomBtureof the
Euglish to make an irriptidd into England
which terminated 10 the destrugtion” of their
army by the plague and the sword and the ex-
tension ot the pestilence throngh those who
escaped over the whole country.

In Sweden two. princes died (Haken and
Knut, balf brothers ot King Mognus), and in
Westgothland alone 466 priests, The inhabit-
ants of Iceland and Greenland fouhd in the
coldness of their inhospitable climes no pro
tection against this enemy which invaded
them. -In Denmark and Norway the people
were 80 occupied with their own misery that
tbe aocustomed voyages to Greenland ceased,
and at the same time great icebergs. formed on
the coast of East Greenland, and no mortal
fromn that time, even to the present day, has
seen that shore or the former.dwellers thereon,
It may be assumed that Europe lost by the
black death sume twenty-five millions - of peo-
ple, of about one-fourthof 'her iphabitants,
That her nations could overcome as quickly as
they did this terrible loss, without retrograd-
ing more than they did, is a most convincing
proof of the indestructibility of human society
as a whole,

The Dancing Mania,

The effects of, the black death had not yet
subsided and tha graves of millions of its vie-
tims were scarcely green when' a strange delu-
sionarose. It ‘was a corvulsion which in the
most extraordinary manner uifuriated the
human frame and excited the astonighment of
contemporaries for more than two centuries,
Tt was called in some portions of Europe the
Dance of 8t. Joln, or of St. Vitus, on account
of the strange leaps by which it was character-
1zed and which gave to shose * affected, while
verforming their wild dance and screaming
and foaming with fury, all the appearanc~ ot
persons possess~d. It did not remain con-
fined to particalar localities, but was propa-
gated by a sight of 'thd ' sufferers.over the
whole of Europe.

As early as the year 1374 ussemblages of
men and women were seen ‘at Aix-la-Chapelle
who had come out from Germany, and, united
by one common delusion, exbibited to the pub-
lie, both in the streets and in the churches,
the following strange spectacle; They forized
circles, hand in hand, and losing all control
over their senses, continued, regardless of the
bystanders, dancing for hours together in wild
delirium, until at length they fell to the ground
1n g state of exhaustion. Then they complain-
ed of extreme oppression, groaiied as 1f in the
agonies of “death, until cloths’ were bound
tightly arqund their waists, when they regover-
ed and remained from complaint until the
next attack. This practice of swathing was
resorted to on account of the sympany which
followed these spasmodic ravings; but
the bystanders frequently relieved patients
in o less artificial manner - by ' thumping
and trampling upon the parts affected. While
dancing tney neither saw nor heard, being in-
sensible to external impressions through the
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senses, but were -haunted by visions, their fan-
o v8qonjuring up spirits, whose names . they
shrieked out, sud some of themn afterwards as

The Sweating Siokness, y

After the fate of England had been decided
by the battle of 'Bosworth, on ‘the 22d of
August, 1485, the joy of the nation was cloud-
ed by a strange disease; which following in
the rear of Henry’s victorious army, spread in
a few weeks from’ the distant . mountains of
Wales to the metropolis of- the ‘empire. It
‘was'a violeng inflikmmatory féver, which, -after
a short rigor, prostfated the powers as by a
blow, and . amid painful oppression of the
stomach, headache and lethargio stupor, suf,
fused the whole body with a fetid perspiration.
All'this took place in & few ‘hours, and the
crisis was alwayy over within the space of a
day. and a night. The internal heat which
the. patient suffered 'was . intolerable, -yeos
‘every refrigerant was gertain death,

At firss the new fos 'was scarcely heeded ;
citizens and peasants went in joylul process.on
to.mnees - the “victorious army, for the aation,
afterits many years of civil war, looked for-
ward to happier days of peace, 'C’ary shorily,
however, after the king’s ensry into the capi-
tal on the 23th of "August, the swhatiug #ick-
nivss, a8 the disease was ealled; beéan its rav-
ages among the dense populasion of the city.

TFwo lord mayors and six: sldermen died
within one week; many who hiad been in per-
fect health at night were on the following
morning numbered - with the dead. The
disease for “the moas  part’' marked for its
victims robust and' vigorous' men, and
as many  noblé fumilies lust their chiefs,
extensive commercial houses their prin-
cipals, "and wards their guardians, the
festivities were soon changed into mourning
and grief. By the end of the year the
disease had spread over the whole of Englaud,
Many persons of rank of the'veclesiastic and
civil ¢lasses becathe ité' victims, and great
wis “the 'conisternation when 1t broke ous in
Oxford. Profgssors’ and 'students fled in all
directions, - bit - deuth, overtook: many of
them, and the university was deserted forbix
weeks. The acootnts which have been handed
down are very imperféct, but we may iufer
from “the wmeneral grief and anxiety which
prevailed thay the loss of life was very con-
siderable, :

Some tweuty years afterward, in the sum-
mer of 1506, the sweating sickness: visited
Eugland for 'a “second time.  The renswed
eruption of the epidemic was not on this
occasion_, connecte: with _any , important
occurrence, so that cuntemporaries hiave not
even mentioned the . munth when it began,
and in the autumn it disappeared,

A third time; in 1517, the sweating sick-
ness once more broke out and was so violent
aund rapid in 1ts course that it earried off those
who were attacked in.two.or three hours, so
that th- first shivering tit was regarded as the
comwendement of certuin death, Among tlml
poorer classes the deaths were inunumerable,
and no rrecuuﬁoun averted death from the
houses of the rich. 'This time the sweating
sickuess lasted a full six months, reached
its greatest height about six weeks after its
firss appedrance,

A heavier. ‘affhction, ' however, was yet in
store. In May, 1528, “the sweatiig sickness
again broke out n Engldud, aud tourteen
mounths later brouglit a ecene of horror upon
all the natious of Northern Europe scarcely
equaled during any other epidemic, It
dppeared at once with the samt intensity it
had Bhown befure, was ushered in byno
previous md cations, and betWeefl health and
death there lay but a briet term of five or six
hours. Ouce ‘or twice again. ths fearful
u{:xdamw saited localities in Kurove, bus by
the autumu of 1551 it had vanished from the

combine all the advantages of Wess Toronto
Junction with the  picturesqueness of . Rose
dale. » Bast Toronto Junction will also have
$lié very importatis advantage of being almost
88 near to Union Station as is Parkdale.
East Torento's Location.

Where then is East Toronto Junction lo-
cated? It is located as ‘the. junot of the
spur line of the C. P. R. going up the valley
of the Don, with the main line of the C.P.R
east. As the public already know, the C.P.R.
Company have completed their arrange-
ments and have now partially, constructed
aline from the Union Station easterly along
the Esplingde tonear Gooderham & Worts'
distillery, apd thenge by a gurve to. the. west
bank of Don and along the Don Imprave-
ments northerly to Winchester-street, where
the Don ik ‘orosset, snd then on up the eastern
bank of thst stream to where the main lide of
she O, P. R. is struck, a little to the east of
the second concession of York.

The sécond ooncession of York is parallel to
‘Yonge-street and is one mile and one-eighth
to the east of it, but does not come much

on account of the ravines and hollows of the
Don. Were it extended through the ravines
it would be on a line with River-street.
Roughly speaking then East Toronto Junetion
lies immediately north-east of St, Clair-
avenud and the second -concession. .Ib is -
medlm.ely north-east of Rosedale and separated
therefrom by the ravines and is immediately
north of Eastern Toronto, that is, that por-
tion ot the city juss across the Don, .the main
thioroughfare ot which is marked by Broadview-
avenue,
Communiéation With the City.

But as yes this portion of the townlhip-—
though bus & little over two miles from the
City Hall—has been almost inacoessible owing
o the ravines and want of roads to the city,
the only two engrances beink : firss to go north
along the second concelision until Davisville-
avenue is rveached and then westerly into
‘Yonge-street, which means a detour of over two
miles, or to come southerly through the valley
by Taylor Bros.’ tirst paper mill and then by the
wost bank of the Don to-the Don and Dan-
forth-road and then in by Winchester or any
other of th» bridges of the Don, this also 1n-
volving a detour of two -miles or more. Bus
East Toronto Junction is now to be placed in
jmmediate and intimate connection with the
eity by #everal importans avenues and s
variety of means of communication.

In the first place the spur line of the C.P.R.
will give unlimited railway facilities in the
way of numerous suburban {rains, and this
road will be ready not later than the first of
an, perhaps earlier,

Next, ‘Mr. J. D. Edear's Belt Line,
which is generally understood to be
s Grand” Trunk ‘scheme, wili also be
built in the spring up the valley of the Don
and then through the vplley of what is known
as Mud Creek to whereit crosses Yonge-street
in the neighborhood of Daviaville, This road
will also have two stations id- the district
known as East Toranto.

In the master of street and driveway accom-
modation there will be several modes of direct
communication with the city, notably by
means of a magnificent steel bridge connecting
East Toronto Junction with Rosedale across
she ravines now separating them, and also by
gnother steel bridge connecting the second con-
eession with Moore Park, the property re-
cently laid out by Mr. John T. Moore and
fully despcribed in The World the other day.

The New Bridge.

Mr. Elgie explained the scheme for the new
bridge. It will be of steel and cost $18,000.
The second concession will be diverted a little
to the right ab Cudmore’s erest, run under the
C. P. R. viaduct, and then the bridge wifl be
sprung across Mud creek ravine o Rosedale.
From the Rosedale end a road will be opened
up to Sumwmerhill and Edgar-avenues, and
then on over the big Rosedale bridge into the
city. Hundreds of farmers will find this their
nearest way into market. There will be no
tolls, no descents or .ascents, and good road
beds. The bridge will be begun in the spring
and opened abeut next June.

Rallway Accommodation.

Mcr. Jennings, engineer of the 0. P..R., has
announced that his company:will erect two
or more stations, one at the junction and one
above it, for the accommodation of the dis-
trict, and that a first-class suburban service
wili be put in operation,

Mr. J. D. Edgar, who is largely interested
in the locality, and who 18 also chief promoter
of the Belt Line, hopes to see that project in
operation next symmer, He has engineers in
the field now. That road will have two
stations also, and another cne at 'the crossing
of Younge-street near Davisyille. These roads
will bring all this territory within 8 minutes
of the Union station. There are hardly any
street crossing» (at the level) to be made, and
therefore the suburban trains can be run au
high speed.

Mr. Elzie Interviewed.

The observers
were not expenienced in thas special pursuic
and the number of telegraph stations was in-
sufficient.; The forpoagting of she weather is
& peculiar operation which requires s man to
use all his natural intuitivenessand ingepuity.
And to ptophesy acourately one must have
recourse to the telegraph and be thoroughly

uainted with local variations. In faot it is

a life-long study for even one particular locality.

For imstance, the Muv of 1887 was
ten.arkul-l\ dry and yet the *‘ Probs ” gave
wain every few days, if we remember aright.
And again, they seemed strangely at
variance some few weeks ago with
ghe actual: weather. They do not seem
to be as accurate in the spring and
im the fall as in the summer and winter. And
we hear of no attempts being made to predict
continental changes for even a few days ahead.
WWe imagine that something could be done 1n
this way, f a beginuing were only made. The
department of weathier probabilities is by tar
the most useful in the Meteorological Service
of the Dominion, and we have no doubt that
the Dominion Government would grant a sum
lor the purpose of making a thorough gearch
in the records of the Toronto Observatory to
determine if such a thing as a recurrence of
great change in weather takes place, and the
period of such recurrence.
