UK THE EVE O EXECOTION

HOW THE CONDEMNED MAN SPENT
HIS LAST DAY.

Kane Declares Himself a Oatholic—Ho]

Only Shammed as a Protestant—The
Archdeacon with Him All Day, Two
Priests All Night—The World’s Mid-
night Visit—The Scaffold Ready.

Murderer Thomas Kane furnished a little
surprise to Jail Governor Green yesterday
morning, Up to 10 o’clock he had remained
strong in the profession of the Anglican
Church, and believing him to be a member of
that comprehensive communion Rev. R.C.
Caswell, the jail chaplain, had been unre-

‘mitting in his efforts to prepare the unfor-

tunate man for the fate which will undoubt-
edly overtake him this morning. It
had long been a moot point' among
the officials as to whether Kane was really
what he professed himself to be, an out-and-
out Protestant. Less than a week ago Vener-
able Archdeacon Cassidy, at present at-
tached to St. Paul’s, had visited him and
asked him squarely whether or not he was &
Catholic. At that time Kane replied to him,
“Do not trouble yourself further about me,
father. I am a Protestant, and intend to
die one.” TUntil yesterday morning he never
budged from this position, although onseveral
occasions Rév. Mr. Caswell and Governor
Greene told him that if he desired the minis-
tration of a Catholic priest he had only to
signify that such was his wish.

In response to a request by Archdeacon
Cassidy yesterday morning, the question was
put to the condemned man ain, when he
replied that he was a Catholic and de-
sired to die one. The Governor was
not only surprised but considerably discon-
certed. At first he could scarcely believe that
Kane knew what he was sam:g, but when he
had fully satisfied himself that the man was
in earnest he admitted the priest to the cell.
All the afternoon Archdeacon Cassidy con-
ferred with the prisoner, and last evening
surrendered the care of His s&n'itunl welfare
to Rev. Fathers Cruise and McPhillips, who
will remain with him until the last fatal
scene is enacted.

With the exception of the sheriff and
his officers, the jail surgeon and the priests,
no one will be admitted to the jail proper
until the whale thing is over. The medical
students and the press will enter the western
yard, the gate to be open at 73. It
is thought that, all told, there will
be about 100 spectators of the execution.
Seven policemen under Inspector Brecken-
reid will guard the approaches to the jail
from 634 until the man is executed.
