A MEETING of representatives of the 
municipal councils of Lambton will be 
held tn the council chamber, Petrolea, on 
Wednesday, Nov. 6tli, to discuss the 
question of improvement of highways in 
the county, and to form an organization 
to obtain information and adyice in the.

If the housewife finds an egg that offends 
she calls the grocer, gives the number, 
the egg is retraced and the original seller 
is required to make good to the grocer.

Local coal dealers say some people 
may find themselves without a supply of 
black diamonds this winter, on account 
of the difficulty experienced by some of 
the dealers in getting their car load 
orders filled at the mines. The dealers 
themselves are complaining about 
the long delays, and when winter sets 
in some people who have waited till 
the last minute may find themselves in 
an unpleasant position.

Snareholders Must Pay Double 
Liability.

Toronto, Oct. 10.—Farmers Bank 
shareholders will be required under 
the Bank Act to pay the double 
liability which they have been 
dreading. An order has been issued 
by George Kappele, official referee, 
calling upon all shareholders of the 
wrecked bank to pay “the amount 
unpaid upon their shares, the amount 
of all dividends wrongfully paid to 
them by the Farmers Bank and 
100 per cent, of the amount due 
them by the shareholders under the 
provision of section 125 of the Bank 
Act."

The order will be stubbornly con­
tested by many of the shareholders, 
several of whom are men of but 
moderate means and who will be 
ruined if compelled to pay double 
the amonnt of the face value of the 
stock for which they subscribed. 
The general defense is that the 
organizers of the concern never 
complied with the Bank Act and 
the certificate was not legally issued.

Up to what age should hens be 
kept for egg-production ? To answer 
this question, sixty white leghorn 
pullets that had made a high record 
the first year were selected by the 
Maryland experimental station from 
a flock of two hundred and forty, and 
complete returns are given for three 
years, the most important data being 
as follows :
Eggs laid........... 10,280 8,943 8,907
Average per lien. 171 149 110
Total profits...$124.16 $96.31 $63.89
Profit per lien.. 2.07 1.61 .90

Of the eighty fowls, 83.3 per cent, 
laid the maximum number of eggs 
the first year and only 16.7 per cent, 
gave the greatest production the 
second year, it did not compare favor­
ably with that of the other two years 
and was too small to justify the labor 
and expense of maintaining them. 
It is recommended that farmers 

1 adopt some method of marking their 
fowls so as to dispose of them after 
the second year, thereby securing the 
highest egg production and greatest 
profits from a given number of fowls.

Europe and America turn out lor the 
edification of their children many In­
génions toys, but the occidental young­
sters hare nothing to compare with the 
strange expanding water toys with 
which the children of the far east 
bare for centuries amused themselves.

These are placed Id email wooden 
boxes similar to the little paint boxes 
so dften seen In our own country.

Then, too, there are toys which show 
as whales, tigers, crocodiles, etc. The 
figures are colored and present a be­
wildering variety In design and treat­
ment Their manufacture Is a trade 
secret kept Inviolate by the guild that 
turns them out by the thousands.

For older children there are provid­
ed larger and even more artistic fig­
ures, consisting of historical charac­
ters—rulers, poets and soldiers—and 
dwarfed trees and tiny houses, whose 
doors and windows are full of Inmates, 
are also among this class.

Oddities a Visit to This Gigantic 
Planet Would Disclose.

If Uranus, which is n star of about 
the alxth magnitude, were a planet 
like those little ones called asteroids, 
which are being discovered by the 
dozen every year, it could not have 
much claim upon popular attention, 
but Uranus Is really a gigantic world, 
more than sixty times as large as ours. 
Its vast distance, about 1,700,000,000 
miles from the earth, la what causes 
It to look so small.

Uranus has four moons, which re­
volve backward In their orbits—that Is 
to say, they revolve from east to west 
around Uranus, while Uranus goes, 
like all the other planets, from west to 
east around the sun. It Is believed 
that Uranus rotates backward on Its 
axis also. Moreover, the axis of that 
great, strange globe ilea in such a di­
rection that In the course of its year, 
which Is equal to eighty-four of our 
years, the sun shines almost perpen­
dicularly first upon one pole and then 
upon the other.

Measured by our time standard, 
there are forty years of constant day­
light, followed by forty years of un­
broken night, around the poles of 
Uranus, and the sun rises In the west 
and sets In the east there, but the sun 
looks very small when viewed from 
Uranns—only one four-hundredth as 
large as It appears to us. Still it sheds 
upon that planet 1,500 times as much 
light as the fuff moon sends to the 
earth, so that daylight upon Uranus, 
while faint compared with the blaze of 
a terrestrial noonday, is nevertheless 
a very respectable kind of Illumina­
tion.

LESSONS FROM FRENCHMEN.
Some Method, by Whl* They Grow 

Double Our Wheat Yield.
In France wheat farming Is always 

combined with some other branches 
of agriculture, such as sheep raising 
or the growing of beets, and often the 
three go together successfully. In 
America we are accustomed to think 
that in order to raise wheat success­
fully one must plant hundreds of acres 
and devote his entire time to this crop. 
The statement that It doesn’t pay to 
raise wheat on the small farms In the 
east Is often heard, but is without 
foundation. The average wheat crop 
In the west, on the farms devoted 
exclusively to that cereal, Is about 
fifteen bushels an acre; In France, 
where wheat to grown In rotation with 
other crops, the average to about 
thirty-five bushels.

The wheat farm that the writer vis­
ited comprises a thousand acres and 
Is situated on a level plateau, from 
which on clear days the spires of Paris 
may be seen. On the afternoon of the 
writer’s visit the men were all busy 
planting wheat and gathering beets. 
The first signs of life to be seen as the 
visitor approached were two flocks of 
sheep—about 1,200 In all—feeding on 
beet tops under the care of two shep­
herds with their dogs. Beyond the 
sheep and a bit nearer the buildings 
were the men loading beets Into enor­
mous two wheeled carts, each being 
drawn by three Percheron stallions 
driven tandem.

Beyond the harvesters were three 
sets of two furrow plows working, 
each drawn by six white oxen.

The plows, which were of the two 
furrow reversible type, were built with 
a pair of wheels In front to lighten the 
draft and with four plows keyed In 
pairs to two parallel steel beams, 
which were fastened to the axle of the 
wheels by a ball and socket Joint 
Each pair of plows was placed one 
over the other so that when one was 
In the furrow the mate was upside 
down In the air directly over It At 
the end of th# furrow the plowman 
by means of a lever turned each beam 
half round, throwing the plow with 
moldboard on the right hand side Into 
the air and bringing the left hand 
moldboard Into the furrow. The plow­
men were followed by three teams 
of oxen that harrowed the field, and 
these were followed by two grain 
drills. To a stranger It was a novelty 
to see all these operations taking 
place at the same time.—Country 
Gentleman.

Thirty bushels of wheat to the 
acre on fifty acres will result In 
as much wheat produced at a 
much less expenditure of labor 
and seed as will fifteen bushels 
per acre on 100 acres. This Is 
the whole argument for Inten­
sive methods in farming.
