harness, aud congequently it would bo a super-
flucus addition to the many things which find a
ready use in a well-appointed training stable.

Tha horse’s mouth being one of the most sen-
sitive parts of his body, it isa maiter of the
greatest importance tosvit himn to a bit which
he can be driven best with, and which will cutine
bin to fecl at case winle being dnven  Suome
horses can bo used with almost anything w the
shape of a bit, while others if one 1s placed in
their mouths which does not caactly suit will
refuse to trot aud act very badly. The number
of bits which ure in use is legion, aud great skill
and ingequity has been shown n fushioning
themn t0 Grvumvedt aid w-dessm all kuinds of
fancies, havits, and tricks, wluch horses scquire
or take into tlcir heads. Suwe pullon oue rein,
$his is very annoying, somwetimes hard te cure,
aud very dangerous. Somwc lull thie tungue vut of
the mouth, others pull bard, and again others
uttorly refuso to twitch the bit at all. The bay
mare Lucy had a bad habit of driving on one
rein, and consequently often got her excreive by
being led behind a sulky. American Girl had a
babit of lolling her tongue out of her mouth
when in harness. When I ind a horse has con-
tracted one of the hiabits of which I have spoken,
I generally experiment with the different kinds
of bits, in order to discover some one which will
conquer and reform the habit. .

In my expericnce I have used all kinds, apd
have often succeeded in correcting their babits
and notions when I have found, by expeniment-
ing, & bit to suit the horse. Some horsgs will
run away if used witha bar or straight bit, but
when a Juinted ono is flaced in their mouths
will become actually lazy and take the whip at
almost every step. The plain jointed bit is used
o great deal and snits somo horses very well,
others do not like it at all. A fourring bit'1
consider one of the best to use for a gentleman s
road team, it gives more perfect coutrol over a
pair of hortos, and, 1n case of a necessisy for
pulling up sudden.y, which often occurs whoa
trotting on the road, the hability to 2 smash.up
is groatly lessencd. For a hone which paulls on
one rein, try him with a j1nted bit mado shorter
on one gido than on the other, or t1y him with

. & straight or a jointed bit turned upside down ,

still enother way is to use him with a straight
bit, large at one end and swall at tho other, try
this last both ways. The chan bit, rabber
covered, 1s an improvement , they wurk well
with a great many horses. To prevent a borse
{rom getting hus tongue over the bit, use one
which is carvad or arched sharply upwardin the
centro, this may cure this hatit. The bestand

THUNDER'S GREAT PERIFORMAXCE.

The performance of Mr. II. . C. Vyner's
bay horse Thunder in winning the City and
Suburban at Newrtarket, with 180 lbs up,
calls forth special comment hy the London
Sportsman, 26th ult., the day following the
eveat. It says:—

Thunder’s performance in the Ciiy and
Suburban was that of » great horse, and one
eitithing him to take the highest rank among
the most remarkable of cur handicap win-
ners. Heavy weights have been carried to
the front in many of the must important
races, and old horscs with big imposts bave
beaten highly-tried juveniles before to-day,
but in connection with the City and Subur-
ban thero was no precedent for the achieveo-
ment of Tubuder. Argonaut won (1863)
under 121 lbs, and althoagh piccteen fin-
ished behind the late Sir Joseph Hawley's
son of Stoskwell, the three-year-olds were
scarcely so leniently treated as tho imme-
diatoe attendants of Thunder ; for when Ar-
gonaut won The Gnoder, who was second,
had 86 lbs, and Swordsman, who was third,
a pound less. A grand horse like Kuight of
the Garter could get no nearer than third to
Speculum (1868) and Abergeldie (1867) wath
127 1bs on his back, yet he won the Chester
Cup with that idenucal weight. Cremorne’s
performance under 128 lbs at Epsom in
Mornington's year was was a smart one, but
thet of Thunder has eclipsed themall, for he
won in a canter, the distance in his favor
being three lengths. Thunder is by Thuuder-
bolt out of Violante, o mare by Melbourne
out of Stitch, and he was bred by Mr. Alex-
ander, the dam dying tho year after foaling
Thunder, who-during- his career has won
nineteen races, of the value of £6,195. The
late Baron Rothschild claimed him outof a
selling races at Newmarket for £1,000 on be-
balf of the Duke of St. Albans and Matthew
Dawson, wko won some races withhim, and
then sold the horse {o Ar. Vyner for £2,000,
the chief reason of the purchase being to get
a horse to lead Camballo in hi= work last
year. Archer deserves a word of praise for
the way in which he handled the winpner,
who must be regarded as a wonder, for it is
impossible to think that thcse who finished
b hind him represented a moderate lot of
horses. Thunder is engaged in the great
Cheshire Stakes at Cheshire, for which the
imposts have not yet been made known.

The rules give sufi-
cient power to carry this out if properly ap-
plied, and the penaltiescnforced. Tho masses
are to be taught the quarter-streteh is not a
place for spectators at ary tim, and the gov-
tornment of the frack must be administered
with a finn hand. The illumtable scoring
indulged in vught to be clicched, as it can be
when switablo judges occupy the responsible
position. Prowmptness in starting is a rule
usually more honorcd in its broacl than its
observance which has frequently caused o
l fine day s sport to be spoiled.

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Impaction of the Rumen (or paunch) con-
sists 1n the clogging together of tho seiwni-
masticated food in theabove-named stomach ;
this stornach, which is tho sccond one, is by
far the largest of the four, and acting as it
does, as o temporary receptaculum for the
partaally masticated food, that 1s ontil the
food is, by the nclination of the animal, re-
gnrgitatm{ for tho purpose of rumisation and
gubsequont digestion, it (the rumen) becomnes
tho deposit of an immense amount of food,
and if the food is dry, or the secrehwons are
checked, then the food becomes one solid
mass, the animal's power of rogurgitntion.
and consequently of rumination, 18 lost (this
would constitute what is vulgarly called * los-
ing the cud,’ and unless something is soon
done, and that effectually, inflamnmation will
be set up, which terminates in mortification
or the rupture of the stomach, with its natu-
ral following, death.

The remedios for this diseaso also are {wo ;
first of all, wo should endeavor to succeed by
the means of medicine; our object here is to
so saturate the mass that it wilf become cap-
able of regurgitation ; warm water; and oily
prenartions may bo tried, injections may bo
used with the idea of exciting sympathetic
action, also striong mustard and ammonia
may be rubbed in, in order to excite activity
in.tho parts ; supposing however, that theso
are of no avail, after what is cousidered o
reasonable time, recourse then must be had
to the knife, an incision must be made, first
through the skin, it is best to make it iu the
form of a triangle ; the skin must be dissected
down to the base of the triangle, then an in-
cigion being carefullymade throughthe coats
in the same form, the two edges of the base
of the last incision must be brought up, and
by svtures affixed to the outside skin in a
bag form, s0 that in case of any of the mass
dropping away after heing loosened by the
hand, it will be caught in the bag-like form
and prevénted from falling into the Perito-
neal cavity, which, if occurring, would un.
doubtedly causo a fatalresult. After tue im-
pacted mass has been removed, the Rumen
shqnld be cleansed with warm water, the in-
ner wound brought togéther by sutures long
enough to hang out of the. outside (or skin)
wound ; then the external wound should be
treated the same, the whole to be dressed
with a solution of carbolic acid, and the ani-
mal to be fed on slops. Inall these cases,
however, the assistance of a competent vet-
erinary surgeon is most indispensable ; if the
case is properly treated however, fatal re-
sults are by no means the rule, but xather
the exception.
