TIRE BLAOX SHEEP 0F PHILATELY,

BEINO A FEW REMARICS ON A GROWING EVIL
AND A PRACTICAL SUGGESTION FOR ITS

ABATEMENT.

BiY WV. H. BRUCE.

There is probably no pursuit of the prescrit
day, wliether followed as a pas-tme or as a
source of revenue, which affords to those dis-
bonestly inclined sncb a field for the indulgence
of this depravity as that of stamp collecting.
The natur-ý of the business necessitates, tg a

g(reater or less extent, the interebange of confi-
dences and the outeom2, if disastrous to cither
party is almost always found to be against the
dealer. This personage is not, howevcr, by aay
ineans the grcatest sufferer at the bauds of the
stamp swindler, as it is only during lis novi-
tate. or say first year of business, that the bal-
ance shows oa the wrong aide of bis ledger ;
after that he learns even if business is a little
dull, to drop the post card with a poule request
for"I a few sheets of good salable f'oreign stamps,
and a few United States," into the catch-aIl
under bis desk, while the bonest collector wvho
bas a few duplicates to exchange and is hood-
winked by the bighly flavoured account of 4 a
nice lot of rare stamps te exehange for others
not in my collection," becomes the victini of
misplaced confidence. The average approval
sheet fraud is not, perbaps, rnaturauly dishoneat;
the vein is acquired through a desire to possess
sometbing bis means will not admit of bis
purcbasing. In rnost cases that have corne to
our notice, the individual began by promptly
returning the flrst, sometimes the second and
third consiguments, then as bis collection grew
larger and bis loose change not sufficient to
cancel obligations for rarer specimens taken
from sheeta, he forgets to answer, and it is a
perpetual forge tbcreafter, unleBs some un-

pleasant dcvelopmcnt of the case jogs bis mcm
ory again. In a good many instances the deal-
cr lias only hirnself to thank, as the simplest
precautions exerciscd by the average business
nMan areDc neIceted, anid goods sent on a first ap.
plication without reference and without guaran-
tee to, parties entircly unknown. A glance rit
those petty approval sheet thieves, as gYiven in
the coluxuns of the various journals froni tirn e
to time, show theui to be invariably collectors
whosc naines crin bc found nowhcere cise in phil-
atelic literature. Th3y arc members of no so-
ciety, local or general, do not appear even ini
the most exhaustive directories, in fact if you
locate aud'interview themn you will find the
naine rcprcsented evcry trne by an irrespon-
sible youth of' anywhere froni twelve to sixteen
years~

They are delicate subjeets to bandie thougli
we will admit, tender and tough; tender in
their innocence of any wrong jutent1 and tougli
in insolence made easy by tic feeling of secur-
ity that distance lcnds thern.

It very often happcn2 that while one of tbese
amature confidence mcn secures selections froin
a dozen or more dealers, not one of theni fol-
lows the inatter up further than by sending the
defaulters a few unbusinessliKe letters threaten-
ing dire punishrncnt if returus are not made rit
once, etc., these are in most cases ignored, tîxe
dire punisbment does not corne, and thence-
forth, facilis est descensus .Aventi. It is the
natural development of' the first perverse incli-
nation to acquire by roguery what he cannot
obtnin by honcsty, There have been many
means tried to eradicate this parasite, and to
secure to dealers sorne degree of' safety in the
circulation of their goods, with but indifferent
success thus far. Rie may be attending, sehool
and bandling sheets under half-a-dozen different
aliases. There may be several cf hirn, each
with half-a-dozen different addresses. In on'e
case, on investigation, we found an amateur
club of sorne thirty collectors, not one of them,
over fifteen ycars old, ail recciving sheets from
varjous dealers. and in high gice over the profits
whicli went into school-boy nicknacks.

We presunie most dealers have special
methoda of their own for handling this class of
trade, and it seems to, us that some feasible
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general, plan could be adopted for the suppres-
nion of' this gr-owing- evil or tie reducing of' i to
sueh a minimum that a niuch groater d egree of
confidence could be establislied between the col-
lector and the dealer than now exists. While
the majority of dealers are located in the larger
chties the collector niay bc found in almost
every city, town and villagc iii the land. The
intercsts of the dealer and of the coilector are
identical; the existance of the one is essential
to that of' the other. yet thîe former may be
said to assume ail the risks, the latter none.
For every dishonest collector there are a dozen
lîonest ones. Wherever a dishonest collector
hails from, the chances are tlîat one or more
thoroughly reliable eolleeto'-î may also, bc found.
XVe have thought over .ýumerous plans and
worked out several suggestions. But it seems
to us t*taat the following bascd on a principle of
healthy and hearty co-operation would more
effeetually tend te lessen the evil than auy
other. The honest colIlectors should assist the
honest dealer, and vice versa. We bave had
this system in use for years and it works ad-
inirably, not onlv for the dealer but for the col-
leetor at large. Select one or two of your hest
customers in eacli locality, arrange with himi to
look up any crooked person in lus vicinity.
You ean do so in aumerous ways. We find it
mnost conveaient to allow au extra commission;
the party once exposed seldom re-enters the
business. With all large dealers working in
lîarmoay on this miae plan, and ail collectors
consultîng soine repu,.abIc dealer before sendiag
tîmeir exelianges, it scems to us some degree of
safety would soon be assured. Neither dealer
nor colleetor should send stamps to be called for
in the greneral delivery, and they should always
as far as possible bave the street address of
their customer. The sending of large invoices
or valuable exehange sheets te foreigu collectons,
unîcas sent under guarantee, is inadvisable as
it mucli too frequently results in a direct loss to
the sender.

One of tlie
ncw additions consists of' several pages of fac
siniles of wateriarks. As now collectors arc
looking after %vatcrniarks, it wvill be of grcat
hie]p to thcm. Whilc thcrc wc wcrc surprised
at the local dcmand for their packets and sets.
Nlr. Hanes says that the mail demand lias
doublcd, showing that ncw collcetors arc in-
crcasing ail thie tiznc. A day could bc spent
intcrcstingly studying the various types of
custoniers, from the small boy withi a fcw cents
to invcst, to the old man hua ting aftcr raricties
and oddities, willing to spend dollairs.-Quakl.er
City PhUiclist.
