ONE page of good literature a day, thoughtfully
read, must produce beneficial intellectual rwaults,
even though the reader find it difficult to recall
at will the full thought of the autlior, or to re-
produce o complete sentence in which that thought,
or any part of it, was expressed. Even slight
offort at * giving attention” will increase power
of concentration. The world opened by that single
page, may awaken & new intellectual interest,
quicken curiosity, sharpen appetite, and suggest
thoughts of his awn in the mind of the reader.

The simple passing of well expressed ideas seross
his mental horizon will enlarge his world, entich
his mind, refine his tastes, increase his voenbulary,
and give him a new interest in the people he meets
and in the topics which obtrude themselves upon
his attention in these busy days, when everybody is
thinking, and when great events nre crowding into

Oune page o day will, there-
fore, giow In one year into a volume of three
hundicd and sixty-ive pages. Now, at threo
hundre.d pages to a book, one may read i ten years
twelve stout volumes, He who in a decade reads
with intorested and inquiring atlention twelve
volum s, is no mean student; and if the reading
in five minutes of a single page should stimulate
thoughb, that keeps hammering or digging ov sing-
ing in the reader’s brain during the day when he is
at wortk and his book is shut, at the end of ten
venrs such reader and thinker will deserve somo
reputation as u “scholar” He may be, in some
sense, a wmaster of twelve big books. And if they
be tho right books, no master of u larger library
can alford to overlook the oluim uporn his recogni
tion ¢f this man who reads well one page » day.

There is one better thing that the coral-building
process of scholar-building has done for the busy
man who gave to books five minutes a day. It lias
trained hiin to system, stendiness, and fidelity. He
has dovo one thing regularly. He has brought his
will to bear on a worthy object, and has done it
with persistency and system. As a cousequence,
his chiracter is more stable, his faith in the pawer
of purposo and of habit more firm, and his daily
life more fully under the law of duty. He is worth
more in business. He makes a better husband and
father ; and his church life gains in manifold ways,.

1f our page a duy sage be a banker or a blnck-
smith—both useful and respectable occupations,
and neither one a whit more honourable than the
other, if the hands that inger the iron or the silver
be honest hands—the wide range of reading secured
by a well-chosen dozen of best books, will place
hiw in & large, varied, and productive world, and
save hini from the belittling and petrifying effects
of “business.” He will be first & man and then a
tuiler—not merely a machine in the form and with
the unused forces of & man, a sort of wan-hammer
or man-calculator, or one horse-man power let out
ta employers for so wnany dollars a day. He will
be a husband—a house-bahd of gold to his beloved.
She will forgst the trade he works at, ag she re.
joicea in the grace and manliness of him who works
at it, but iz not worked out er worked down by it.
He will be a father, of whose knowledge and skill
in books and in questions of the day, his children
can be proud; and the more they know, and the
higher they rise, the prouder they bscome of the
man they call “father.” He who thus reads votes
more wisely, prays move reverently, talks more in-
telligently, gives more liberally, lives mare steadily,
and his most discriinating friends—who kuew
him before and who know him now-—say, with an
approving and enthusiastic nod of the head, “A
pnge o day did it.”

There is another thing tv be said about our
# five-minute man.” Tt will not be long before his
oyes run from the finished .puge ta the next and the
noxt. Within thirty days yon will find five
winutes growing into fifteen or twenty, and five
pages taking the place of one. I can't wait,” he
says. “One page a day don’t keep the thinking-
machine in grist.”

a day” would grow iato public libraries, wide-
spread reading habits, and busy school-life, suc-
cessful and expanding colleges, und the nation
would gain in strengtl: and glory as the people
hocame more tholightful, reverent, stuble, and in.
deper:lent.

l.)uu Indian Sunday-schools would be a novelty
in Toronto, To the right sit the men and women,
ablo to vead in syllabics, reading under o teacher
tne flerean Lesson, in the Cree Testament. Bach
prepares, ns wuil as he can, the lesson at home, and
brinygs his Bible to church,  In the centre the day-
»ehool teacher, Miss De Graff, has her class of boys
and girls studying the same lesson in the Bnulish
Testvment.  Another class is composed of young
men and women learning the syllabics from the
lately-printed Cres cards, and with the use of the
blackboard.

The day-school is an interesting source of amuse-
wment and industvy and knowledge. Both boys and
girls kave become infatuated with the knitting ex
ercises, taking home their knitting, in order to
finish articles more rapidly. In this way large and
small socks and stockings and mitw, are supplied
the vavious families sending their children to
school.  Yarn and needles come to us through the
Indian Department,

It is surprising how much Tnglish the pupils
learn, and how little of it they will talk !

T wish to thank the friends who sent rolls of

The industrial turn the children have taken in
the day-school, guided by the lady teachers, crentes
a demmnd for material to be cut and made into
clothing by the children. We are in need of print,
serge, wincey, shirting, jern, and heavier cloth for
pants, with which to clothe the pupils, and further
train them in muaking their own garments.

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How to Study the Bible.

Owx & Bikle, a substantial reference Bible, with
ample margins, good index, clear maps, such as the
American Trect Society’s Teacher’s Bible, or
Bagster's.

Own a second Bible. The one already described
is for use at home, and in the sanctuary, the Sun.
day-school, the prayer-meeting ; the other should
be small in size, suitable for carrying in your
pocket to the shop or on the railway train, that the
Word may be always with you. King Alfred the
Gireat carried in his bosom the whole book of
Psalms which he had himself copied; and it is
said that Oliver Cromwell gave o Bible, or a por-
tion of the Bible to each of his soldiors to carry
with them. Tt is possible to utilize for the purpose
of Bible study and wmental and spirityal improve-
ment much of the time spent in travelling by
American Christians.

Read the Bible daily. This will require a littie
resolution. Neither circumstances nor states of
feeling should be allowed to irterfere with the
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habit. Resolve to do it, whebher so inclined or
not. It is said of the Virgin Mary in an old tra-
dition that she spent n third part of her time in
reading the Scriptures. “Sure it is,” vemarks
Trapp, “she was excellently well versed in them,
as is proved by her song.” Dr. Johnson on his
death-bed said to o young friend : “ Attend to the
advice of one who has had some fame in the world,
snd who will shortly appear before his Maker.
Reud the Bible every day of your life.”

Begin the day with the Bible. Before you
retire .t night open the book on the table or bureau
where it will first catch your eyes in the morning,
and as you dress feed upon some portion of divine
truth. Let the resolutions, thoughts, and impulses
of the new day be inspired by the word itself.

Daily commit something from the Bible to
memory. Precious mottoes of Scripture thus stored
in the mind are short,swords to be used in daily
warfare. They are gems of the rarest value which,
in the course of a Vfetime, one may collect, pre-
serve, and use.

MgeraopisM in the city of Toronto iz a power.
There are over thirty churches, valued at $1,042,-
815. Their seating cupacity is 27,675 ; fifteen of
them will scat from one to two thousand, and eight
will seat over five hundred each, The Presbyterian
church comes next to the Methodist ; the seating
capacity of their churches, however, falla below the
Methodist’s by ten thousand.

The total membership of the Methodist churches
is 11,265. They contributed for missions last year
the magnilicet sum of $24,264. They have fifty-
eight Sunday-schools ; and the entire ministerial
force, including editors and Conference officials
numbers fifty. As might be inferred from tho
above, all the interests of the Church ave in a most
heulthy coudition, Their publishing housc is a
great success, and all their periodicals, the Chris-
tion Guardian, Methodist Magazine, etc., are con-
ducted with marked ability.

Toronto is regarded on this side as a model
Christiun city, where roligion thrives. On a recent
rainy Sunday the Protestant congregations wero
counted and it was found that the total attendanco
at the morning and evening services was 77,320.

The Sunday newspaper has not yet arrived.—

At this unexampled sacrifice for the cuuse of
cocking and tippling, the applause became up-
voarious : and, by general consent, Mr. Wesley
was to have such a reception on the morrow as
was to convince him that « Wedgebury blood was
game.”” So inspiriting became this lively theme,
that the morning sky was flushed with the red
streaks of dawn before the revellers brought their
orgies to a close.

On the afternoon following, the alley leading to
the “ Arms” was filled by a crowd of roisterers,
headed by the Chicken and his confréres of the
night before. The enthusiasm of the fnob in their
denunciation of the Methodists vas heightened by
sundry jugs of ale, liberally dispensed by Nancy.
The multitude was composed of the lowest class of
labourers, not a few of them being armed with
gticks and staves. As the starting time drew near,
such eggs of the required antiquity as had been
procured were distributed among the noisy multi-
tude, the excitement rose yet higher, and at length
vented itself in a song, common at that period, of

I aw all unarmed, 1 want
to tell vou something worth the hoaring.  Will
j you listen ?”

" Al exes wera turned to the Chiwken, who for a
mmncnt‘ evmed abashed, and hesitated to give the
word of command; but, arged on by the jeers of
| his comrades, bo gave the signal, and 1 a moment

-were met with scoffs and jeers.
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the frantic mob sent a volloy of unfragrani wissiled
af the picachier and his supporters; and b e
through the ranks of the worshippers, they rushed
toward *ho temporary phdform, ovorturned 1t
stosshied the tables amd chaiis—hurling the frag-
ments in all directions ; and parsued Mr, Westoy- -
who had found refuge at Ward’s house — with such
violence as to endanger the safety of that donncile,
and it was not until the preacher had quictly su.-
rendered himself that they were in any degree re-
stored to pence.

Muking his appearance~——with Ward and dun-
chin—at the door, Mr. Wesley asked what it was
they wanted with him.

“You maun come along to the justice,” roared
the rabble in reply; and the echo was taken up
again and again: “The justice! the justicc!”
Such few of Mr. Wesley’s adherents as had the
courage to stand by him in this peril, now flocked
vound him; and after a short conference with
Ward, the preacher expressed his readiness to ac-
company the 1mob,

The justice to whom it was decided to convey
Mr, Wesley was the Squire of Bentley—Lane by
name—and a descendant of the famous Colonel
Lane, who concealed and otherwise befriended the
luckless Xing Charles II, during his romantic
game of “ hide and seek ” with the Roundheads.

It was quite dusk when the evangelist and his
persecutors left Wednesbury on this strange pil-
grimage. Munchin, Ward, and about a dozen
other staunch Methodists, including three or four
women in Quaker-like bonnets, were all the body-
guard Mr. Wesley had against the menacing mob
of ruffians, numbering threescore. Resistance wag
perfectly useless, and Munchin’s remonstrances
with his former companions, though often urged,
In this extremity
—without consulting Mr. Wesley, and confiding
his secret £o only one or two con federates—Munchin
devized a scheme to dampen the courage of the
ringleaders of the fierco and insolent mob. During
a short pause ~t Darlaston, ordered by Chicken,
that he might quench his burmng thirst for alcohol,
Munchin was enabled to arrange the preliminaries
of his ingenious device.

After the lapse of a few minutes, the Chicken,
who had evidently made the wost of his time,
came staggering down the steps of “The White
Lion,” and the march was resumed. The night
grew darker, a drizzling vain began to fall, and not
a few of the mob—whose spirits had been damped
—hero turned back, but the rest quickened their
pace toward Bentley.*
