I fo loa's then
that the prudent policy in this case would
be to organize a local naval service for the
Dominion, anti to htve stuch an underétiand.
ing witli the Imperial ta thorities as wotild
secure Vo a gtin boat set vice on tlîc lakes in
case of iiecebsity. That thie country is face
ho face with thue question of naîval orgatizt
tion qamits of no ioubt ; iL ks a part of the
penaltyde ndl by propriety, and must
be palîl if C -n ula desircs Lu muiiitain lier
institutions in peace.

'lie Geiman Hovernment luis always
heen supjuosed to be mor'e or less, oppospd
to, eniigraîion, for s very simple reason. For
many years past a minin' bPas signiîied a
potential 'soldier' in thie eyes of every Prus'
siîîn ofliciaI:- and if LOO înany individuais of
the mile sex are withdrawn from the îîo8si
bility of bearing arma, tItis would ainount 10,
a real grievauce ini a military State.
