Our insurance contemporary, The Bulletin,
of Toronto, will hereafter appear asa weekly
instead of a monthly.

The United Fire Insurance company, of
Manchester, England, has decided to discon-
tinue business in Canada, and has just closed
a contract with the Western Assurance com-
pany of Toronto to cover all its risksin the
Dominion.

E. J. Heaton, manager of the (iuardian
Fire Insurance company, of Montreal; G.
Hinshaw, manager of the Atlas, and G.
Simpson, assistant manager of the Royal,
arrived in Winnipeg last week froimn Montreal.
Mr. Heaton informed a reporter that their
visit was of no unusual significance, but was
in effect the periodical semi-annual visit to
Winnipeg which the heads of the companies
generelly male.

The philcsopher of the Confederation Life

Association puts forth the following, which

will bear thinking over : ‘‘Life assurance
compels a man to save, and may de described
as a compulsory savings bank, because it
forces men to continue saving. It gathers
scattered fragments, and makes them a per-
fect whole ; it enables a man, from sums
which he often would expend without an
equivalent, to provide a capital which may be
the solace of his old age, or the support of his
children.

Lumber Trade News,

A Ferguson, lumberman, from the United
States who has been looking over the lumber
business at Rat Portage and in the west, was
seen at the Queen’s hotel Winmypeg, and in
reply to a Free Press reporter’s interrogations,
said: ‘‘Forest fires will mnecessitate the

cutting of at least one hundred millions with-
in the next fifteen months of timber in North-
ern Minnesota, that frcm its locaticn must
find an outlet in the Lake of the Woods. The
present companies doing business at Rat
Portage fromm having a large stock on hand
as well ashaving extensive timber limits on
the Canadian side do not sce their way clear
to make any new contracts for American
timber so that holder~ of timber land in
Northern Minnesota must look after their
own interests and [ am advised of a meeting
to be held in St. Paul in afew days to devise
means to facilitate the handling of it. Al-
though a great deal of the timber has been
bought up by wealthy pine dealers, yet a
large amount of it is still in the hands of
homesteaders and it is to be hoped thatin any
arrangement that will be made, their interests
will be considered, as I have no doubt it will,"*

Safe Business in Manitoba.

At the annual meeting of the North of
Seotland Canadian Mortgage company held
in Aberdeen, Scotland, the chairman of the
board in introducing his annual report said :
‘‘Ido not think there is any stronger evi-
dence of the severity of the crisis than that
the heaviest foreclosures should have been in
the city of Toronto. We should have ex-
pected that the losses would have been in
Manitoba where our loans are almost all
agricultural. But that has not proved to be
the case. The total amount of mor ©
foreclosures in Manitoba is £1,473, They
consist of forty-five properties, so that the
average of each is somewhat under £100,
From the accounts and report which we
have submitted; the company has come
through this severe trial without any apprec-
iable suffering or appreciable loss. I have
only to say, as regards the future, that so
long as the business is managed with the
same care and prudence and vigilance abroad,
and also the same prudent management
which I can claim for the directors at home
during these past ycars, we have every
reason to believe we should be able to submit
as fair and satisfactory a report as we do tc-
day.”

Newfouzdland Bank

A full statement of the condition of the
suspended Union bank was presented at a
meeting of the sharcholders of the bank on
January 1Gth., The statement shows the
liabilities of the bank to be $3,464,906, assets
$3,174,788 leaving a deficit of $29.,128. This
will necessitate a call on two-thirds of the re-
serve liability fund of the sharehclders, but
asmany of these will be unable to respond,
the result of the call will probably be insuffici-
ent to meet the deficit, therefore the bank
must necessarily become insolvent. When
the liquidation is finally accomplished it is
not expected that more than 90 per cent. on
the dollar will be realized for all creditors,

Notwithstanding that grain prices have
ruled low in Manitoba of late, the ecrop was
novee before handled on assmall & margin as
it was the past soason. We refer to the ship~
ments up to tho close of navization, The
movoment of wheat was very heavy and the
quality was remarkably uniform, These
two features enabled exporters to haudle the
crop more cheaply than otherwise would
have been possible. Another feature which
entered into the trade waslack of speculation,
Shippers bought and sold from day to day,
taking no risks by holding. They bought on
s small margin and sold at once, thereby do-
ing a safo business.

‘The organization of the grain exchange in
Winnipeg has been an important feature in
the handling of the crop. We may say
practically the entire crop is handled by
members of the exchange. ‘The co-operative
principle which obtains to some oxtent, as a
result of the establishment of tho exchange, is
a great gelp to tho Manitoba grain trade, and
has enabled shippers to handle the crop to
the very best advantage, and on small mar-
gins, Thus the exchange is indirectly o de-
cided beneofit to the farmers and producers of
Manitoba, who get tho advantage of the more
advantageous and more cconomical handling
of the crop, which is made possible through
the working of the exchange.

Some pgerties who are entirely ignorant of
the commercial features of the grain trade,
and who are evidently anxious to tickle the
projudices of the farmeors, have of lato en-
goged in the pastime of denouncing the
Winnipeg exchange, trying tostirup a feeling
of antagonism to the exchange throughout
the country, On the same lines i3 the fool-
ish talk sometimes heard in denunciation of
the elevator system of Manitoba.

The grain trade of Manitoba is conducted
on the most modern principles, and probably
no country in the world has any better
handling system than we have here. This
cnables the farmer to realize the very
best price for his graiu. Without our
elovator system, and without the organiza-
tion of the grain trade as represented in the
Winnipeg grain exchauge, we are quite con-
fident that the  farmers of Manitoba would
not have obtained within five cents per bushel
of the prices which have ruled this season.
In Argentine-they have no clevator system,

and the result is that the farmers are obliged'

toship all the wheat in bags, which is not
only an expensive plan in handling, but also
causes a heavy outlay for bags, The greatest
drawback to wheat-growing in Argentine to-
day is the lack of organizaticn and mcdern
system in handling the crop. Thiswas recont
ly stated in a government inquiry us to the
prospects for wheat-growing in that country.
Tho experts who have luoked into the situation
in Argentine, report that if modern methods of

handling the grain in bulk were introduced,
the farmers would receive n much better
profit from their grain. In Manitoba where
wo have organization and every facility for
the rapid and economical handling of crops,
wo havoa fow parties who are demanding
tho suppression of theso advantages. It
would bo about as rational to advocate the
toaring up of railways, and substituto Red
river carts as & means of conveyance of
traffic. )

ALOPTING THE CASH SYSTEM,

The long credit system which has long
provailed in Manitoba has received a black
oye, so to speak, of late. Fow people are
aware to what o large extent credit business
has been curtailed in Manitoba of late, Dur-
ing the last two years many retait merchants
thooughout the country have adopted the
cash system, Recently The Commercial ro-
ceived a little circular containing tho follow-
ing aunouncoment:

“Believing that the present system of doing
business in Glenboro, of giving credit from
8ix to twalvoe months of the years, isinjurious
alike to tho merchant and his customers, wo
announco that on and after January Ist our
businesswill be conducted on a purely cash
basis. Experionce has taught us, that to
meot the demand for cheaper goods, which
has arisen during the present depression, we
must sell for cash, Selling for cash means
buying for cash and buying for cash means
that we can soll at prices that will astonish
you. Ths now eora begins on January lst,
when our books wil ba closed.

J. F. Fumerton & Co.”

THE Commercial has received many such
announcements as this from country mer-
chants during the past year or two. If the
majority of those who have published their
intontion to do a cash business are carrying
out their resolve, thera must now bs a large
pumber of merchants throughout the
country who are dcing a clese cash business.
‘The changing from a long credit system to
the more rational way of doing business for
cash or short dotes, will of course be felt con-
siderably at the outset, It will cause a con-
fraction of business at the start, and will
inconvenience many consumers, but in the
end it will be a great benefit to
consumers and merchants alike, and not
less to the consumer than to the merchant.
In foct, while the long credit system is bad
for tha store-keeper, it is perhaps even worse
for his customers, leading to extravagence
and frequently causing the embarrassment of
those who, through their hopefulness of the
future, go in‘o debt in expectation of better
times ahead. The future always looks bright
to o great many people, and where credit for
long dates was so casily obtained as has been
the customn in Manitoba, the temptation to
discount the future has beon very great.

The evils of tho long credit system, how-
ever, aro now very well understood here, and
being understood there is hope for better
things in the future, The change which has
been going on during the last year or two has
already greatly improved the commercial.
situation in Manitobs. In spite of the low’

prices of produce aud the talk of close tinmes,
the trade of the country is now on o batter
basis than it was three years ago.

'The low prices which have ruled for grain
and farm produce hiave necessitated economy,
and thore i3 no surer way to ecconomise
than to buy for cash. There is a sav-
ing in two ways in buying for cash,
First, the cash buyer will buy only
such things as he can afford, or ak least such
things ns he can seo his way clear to puy for,
Ho does not buy with the expectation that ho
will Le better off at some future date, and
will be able to pay fur things which, 1f he had
to pay cash for, he would not b able to pro-
cure.  Thereis in the second place the lower
pricesalways obtained by the cash buyer

This country hag received a lesson in econ-
omy which should do us good. If theo result
is the adandonment of tho long credit system
which has prevailed here, the lesson will not
have been in vain,

READ YOUR POLICIES.

The Comercial has more than once advised
commercial men to read their insurance poli-
cies. Al policies should be read over care-
fully and if there is any clause which is not
understood, have it fully explained before the
matter i3 allowed to rest. The advisability
of following this advice was recently illus-
trated by a loss which fell upon a trader in a
Manitoba town. A short time ago a stock of
goods at Portage la Prairio was damaged by
firo to tho exrent of about 3700. The stock
was insured and the merchant expected to
recover tho full amount of his loss. He was
very much surprised to find, howaver, that
the company in which he was insured was
only liable for a portion of theloss. A clause
in the policy read as follows:

“It is a part of the consideration of this
policy and basis upon which- the rate of pre-
mium ig fixed, that the insured shall main-
tain insurance concurrent in form with this
policy on each and every itom on contents
hereby insured to the extent of at least 75 per
cent of tho actual cash value thereof, and that
failing so to do the insured shall be co-insurer
to the extent of an amount sufficient to make
tho aggregate insurance on contents equal to
75 per cont of the actual cash value of cach
and every item of the contents hereby insured,

and in that capacity shall bear hs proportion
of any loss that may occur.”

This feature of the policy had escaped the
attontion of the merchant, notwithstanding
that heis considered o shrewd business man,
Tho effect of this clause was such that the
merchant was actually carrying a consider-
able portion of the risk himself, as the insuy-
ance he carried did not amount to 75 per
cent, of the value of the stock. Many would
read the clause without undrstanding fully
the meaning, and it may be illustrated as.
follows: A meorchant carrying say $6,000
worth of stock, would be obliged to insure for
an amount not less than $4,500, or 75 per
cent, of the value of the stock, in order to
obtain the full insurance in case of the loss of
the stock. If he had only $8,000 insurance
on the same amount of stock, the insurance
company would. be liable for their share of
the loss only as based pro rata on $8,000,
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while the merchant would have to bear a pro
rata share of the loss on %1,520, the ditfference
between the amount of insurance carried and
the 75 per cent. of the stock. In other words
the merchant earried the risk on the amount
sufficient to bring the insurance up to 75 per
cent of the stock, This merchant haslearned
by experience that it is wise to read over all
policies. There are many who do not read
their policies, and who should profit from the
experience of another.
RE IMPORTI® G WHEAT.

An interisting ceastoms point has  been
raised over the question of bringing back a
commodity that his been exported. TLiast
week The Commercial announced the pur-
chase of 5).000 bashels  of Manitoba wheat,
which was in store at Biffalo, New York
state, for shipment back to Canala for
milling purposes.  The question now arises
whether or not this wheat should be subject
to pay duty on re-entering Canada. The
grain  having  been  exported, there
seems to be some doubt as to the right to
ship it back to Canada free of duty,
If it is decided to charge duty on the grain
it practically amounts to the prohibition of
the re-admission of the wheat, as it could
never be brought back profitably, subject to
duty. :

The question of evading the navigation
laws also comes in. United States vessels
cannot carry grain from one Canadian port
to another port in this country, but they can
carry wheat from a Canadian to a foreign
port. The grain was carried from Fort
William to Buffalo by United States vessels,
and if it is brought back from Baffalo to
Canada by rail, it is in effect and evasion of
the navigation laws.

Altogether an interesting (uestion has been
raised by the purchase of this wheat at Buf-
falo for shipment back to Canada. The Mon-
treal Herald says on the subject :

An interesting controversy is in progress
in grain circles over the re-importation of
Canadian grain from Buffalo for Ontario
millers, Of the 851,000 bushels of Manitoba
wheat in store at Buffalo 150,000 bushels have
been purchased for Ontariomilling and al-
ready 50,000 bushels have been re-imported
without the payment of the duty f fifteen
cents a bushel.  Manitoba millers have peti-
tioned Controller of Customs Wallace to
enforce the collection of the duty which
would mean it being sent back, while the Do-
minion Millers association have appealed to
the government to allow the wheat to be
brought in free of duty. Inreply to the pe-
titions Mr. Wallace had admitted the fact
that a quantity of Canadian wheathas already
been received in Ontario from Baffalo, but he
has in his otticial capacity prohibited further
importations pending the decision of the coun-
cil before which he hags laid the question.

TUBERGULOSIS IN CATTLE

Quite a little excitement has been stirred
up by the Winnipeg daily newspapers over
“‘the discovery’ of a case of tuberculosis in
one of the city dairies. There is no more
need for excitement at present over this mat-
ter that there has been for many months
back. During the last year or two The Com-

mercial has several times discussed the
question of tuberculosis among cattle in this
and other countries, and we stated nearly a
year ago that the disease existed or had
existed in some of the Winunipeg dairies.

The matter, as discussed by the city press
during the past few days= is very misleading.
The daily papers appear to have suddenly
learned that a case of the disease has been
discovered and they ma' e it appear as though
this had been the first case. They further
talk about the spread of the disease as causing
alarm among the health authorities. Both
these ideas are wrong. This is by no means
the first case which has been discovered
within a year, and secondly, the ‘‘spread of
the disease’ is not causing alarm. It has
not been shown that the disease is spreading,
and it is doubtful if it is any more prevalent
now than it has been for years.

The case of the cow killed recently by the
authorities, which is written about as a most
damaging discovery, is in no sense a discovery
atall. The authorities have for the past
six months been endeavoring to put the new
regulations governing the dairies in force. It
is a slow and tedious work to inspect the
dairies, but considerable progress has been
made. Much, however, yet remains to be
done before the city dairies can be considered
in a fairly satisfactory condition. During
the work of inspection, some cases of tuber-
culosis have been found and undoubtedly
there are diseased animals yet in the dairies.
More publicity was given to the case of the
cow slaughtered recently, in order to interest
the city authorities generally in the work
now progressing of regulating the dairies.
Dr. Inglis, city health officer, and Dr. Hin-
man, who has special charge of the dairy
work, propose to keep right on until the
dairies which supply the city with milk have
all been put in good shape.

There can be no question as to the very
great danger that exists from the use of milk
from cows affected with tuberculosis. The
Commercial pointed out that danger very
fully some months age. It is therefore to be
hoped that no pains will be sparel to eradi-
cate the disease in the Winnipeg dairies, and
to this end it may be necessay to secure wider
legislative authority in the matter,

BAKERY' FLOUR.

Bakers' flour in the United States is not
such an article as would pass as bakers’ in
Canada. Here, bakers’ flour isa high grade,
slightly inferior to patents, In the United
States bakers’ is a low grade flour, resembling
only in name the Manitoba grade of bakers’
flour. This is a point which is not generally
understood here, and it has consequently led
to some confusion in comparing prices of
flour here with quotations in the United
States. There can be no comparison of prices
of Canadian grades with United States bakers’
because there is no resemblance in quality,

Bakers' flour, as known in the United
States, is not used by bakers at all, and thus
another popular notion is exploded. Many
people imagine that the grade is called bakers’

because it is the grade specially used by
bakers, In Canada this grade is largely used
by bakers, but the quality of flour known as
bakers’ in the United States is so inferior
that it is practically not used by bakersat all.
At present an agitation has been started by
some leading bakers to induce the millers to
drop the name of bakers’, as applied to low
grade flours. The bakers claim that it is an
injury to them to have the public led to be-
lieve that they use such a low grade
flour. The Northwestern Miller, published
at the great flour city---Minneapolis—has
taken up the side of the bakers. and urges the
millers to drop the namebakers’, as it is now
used to brand low grade flours.

FRUIT GROWING IN MANITOBA.

The Commercial has received a circular
from Thos. Frankland, of Stonewall, nea:
Winnipeg, which is headed the ‘‘Stonewall
Fruit Gardens,”” What is remarkable about
this circular is that itgives a list of home-
grown nursery stock in large and small fruits.
Mr. Frankland has been experimenting for
years with various kinds of fruit, and has
been quite success{ul in many respects, He
has now decided to give the public the bene-
fiit of his experience, and has prepared a list
of fruit trees, bushes and plants which have
been successful with him.

Fruit-growing is practically an experiment
in Manitoba as yet. A few years ago many
were of the opinion that it was useless to try
to grow fruits here. A few, like Mr. Frank-
land, however, have persevered, and it has
been proved that many varieties of fruits can
be grown to good advantage here. Mr,
Frankland’s circular glves a list of apples,
crabs, plums, currants, gooseberries, rasp-
berries (red and black), strawberries; also a
list of ornamental trees and shrubs which
succeed here. All the varieties named in
the list have been tested here, and have
proved more or lesssuccessful. We wish Mr.
Frankland success in his frait nursery ven-
ture, as success with him means success
generally in fruit-growing throughout the
country. Copies of the circilar will be sent
on application to Mr. Frankland, at Stone-
wall, Man.

PROVINCES CANNOT PROEIBIT.

The most important legal point which has
been decided by the supreme court for some
time is one defining the powers of the
provinces upon the question of the prohibition
of the manufacture and sale of alcoholic
liquors, The court has decided that the
provincial legislatures have not the power
to enforce prohibition. Seven questions were
submitted and were answered as follows ;

First,—Has a provincial legislature power
to prohibit the sale within the province of in-
toxicating liquors ? To this the chief justice
and Fournier answered, yes; and Gwynne,
Sedgewick and King, no. So that the judge-
ment of the court is ‘‘no’’ by three to two.

Second.—Has the legislature such juris-
diction regarding such portions of the pro-
vince as to which the Canada Temperance
act is not in operation ? The court answered
this question the same as the first.

A rather important point with regard to
tho rate of interest in this provinco on judg-
snonts camo before the referee in chambers at
Winnipeg recently in a case of Imperial
bank vs. Munre. In tho year 1884 plaintifls
obtained judgment against the dofendant for
$7,000. As the indebtedness was nover paid,
the plantiffs in order to koop the judgment
alivo brought an action on the judgment,
claiming six ycars interest at six per cent,
Aftor defendant had appeared, plaintifls took
out a sammons for leave to sign final judg-
ment, when defendant took the objection that
interest at 6 per cont was unliquidated
damages and could not be cleimed. The re-
ferco dismissed the summons holding that
under the English law in force in this pro-
vir‘wo judgments bear iuterest at 4 per cent
only.

Boots aﬁd Shoes.

Manufacturers are now fairly busy on their
spring orders, most of tho hands having rve-
turned and are working on full time, Leather
men say that they must have suflicientstocks
of leather to keep them going as they are not
looking around, for supplies, as it was expect-
od thoy would have been by this, Spring
orders aro coming in fairly weli, and some
houses have commenced to ship. Remittan-
ces aro better than could bo expected con-
sidering the complaints of the scarcity of
funds in the interior. Retailers report a
quiet business in boots and shoes, but a good
movement is experienced in rubber goods.

- GRAIN AND PRODUCE,

‘WHEAT.—This has been a very dull week
in wheat, and at leading centres there has
been very little speculative activity. Prices
do not show any important change. The
general disposition was weaker. The visible
supply statement on Monday showed
a decrease for the week of 1,271,000 bushels,
The corresponding week last year there was
an increase of 480,000 bushels, and the week
two years ago there was an increase of 291,-
000 bushels. The total visible is now 85,615,-
000 bushels, as compared with 80,433,000
bushels a year ago. Stocks on ocean passage
on Monday showed an increase of1,123?3§0
bushels, this increase being due largely to
heavy shipments from Russia. The Cincin-
nati Price Currant report on Thursday said :
*‘ The winter wheat crop had been generally
well protected the past week, though reports
from some western districts were unsatistact-
ory. Marketing had been very light and the
prospect was for a continuance. Interior
prices are strong under a widening demand
from millers.”’

The total quantity of wheat, flour included
as wheat, exported from both coasts of the
United States for the week ended Thursday
has jumped up sharply at New York, San
Francisco and Portland, Ore , amounting al-
together to 3,564,000 bushels, as compared
with 2,587,000 bushels the week before, 3,342,
000 in the week a year ago, 8,637,000 two
years ago and 4,527,000 bushels three years
a30.

LocAl, WHEAT.—For Manitoba the situa-
tion remains about the same. The usual
price paid to Farmers in Manitoba is 50c per
bushel for No. 1 hard, though we have heard
of as high as 57c being paid in some
cases, the higher range being due to local
influences. Marketings are not heavy and
several more buyers have withdrawn from
country points this week, The purchases of
Manitoba wheat stored at Buffalo to ship back

to Canada for Eastern millers hashad a rather
weakening effect upon the situation, though
the local bulls hope that the customs authori-
ties will subject this wheat to the duty, and
thus prevent any more of it from coming in,
If it is decided to allow the Buffalo wheat to
come back to Capada duty free, it will cause
weakuess by unexpectedly increasing supplies.
Prices for Manitoba wheat have steadily ap-
preciated in Ontario, and millers there are
bidding as high as 82 to 83¢c in some cases,
these prices showing a premium of 22 to 25¢
over Ontario wheats.  This shows that East-
ern millers must have some Manitoba
wheat in order to hold their trade, when
‘they will pay such a big premium forit.
Stocks of wheat in store at Fort William on
January 12 were 816,710 bushels anda year
ago they were 1.598.645 bushels. Receipts
for last week at Fort William were 31,791
bushels and shipments were 1,191 bushesl.
The corresponding week a year ago stoe:s
increased 59,538 bnshels, Stocks of Mani-
toba wheat at Lake Superior ports, together
with interior stocks at all points west of Fort
William, areestimated to approximate 8,400,-
bushels.

FLoUR—There is no further change in
flour. Prices are firmly held. Further sales
of Manitoba flour held in Eastern Canada are
reported for export. Sales to local millers
are still made at $1.65 patents and $1.85
bakers delivered to city dealers, with a dis-
count of 5¢ per sack for cash.

MILLSTUTFS.—Prices remain thesame, The
quotation is $11 for bran and $13 for shorts,
with small quantities held at §1 per ton more.

GROUND FEED.—Prices range from $14 to
815 per ton for mixed wheat feed, up to $16
to $18 for pure oat and barley chop, and $18
to $19 for rolled oats.

OATMEAL,—Rolled oatmeal is quoted at
$1.90 to $2 per sack in broken lots, as to
quality. Standard and granulated meal,
$2.15 in small 1sts, per 100 1bs. for best grades.

OATS—The firmness reported in oats last
week has led to further advance. The local
market, which is usually well suppled direct
by farmers, has been short of supplies of late,
and prices advanced 2 to 4c this week, 28¢ per
buthel of 34 pounds having been paid for fair
feed quality, and as high as 80c was paid in
some cases. Car lots are held at 274 to 28c
for feed quality.

BARLEY.—Feed barley brings about 30c
per bushel of 48 pounds here, but barley is a
very searce grain, and theore is not enough to
make regular prices.

O1L, CAKE.--Ground oil cake meal is quoted

at $24 per ton in sacks, with small lots at
$25.

BUTTER.—We can note noimprovement in
butter, but on the contrary the markets con-
tinue heavy cvery where, and locally prices
have sagged to a lower basis.

Barlays have been quiet, and
oais steady. 'To tay Eaglish_ and foreign
wheats were mair  ‘ned. Flour is sixpence
dearer, corn steady, oata neglected and beans
and peas weak.”

Live Stock Markets.

The Liverpool cable on Tannary 14 says:
The receipts of American cattle were fair, but
the general supplics were hght, for which the
demand was very weak. The toneof the
market, however, was steady, and values show
no change from a week ago.  The supply of
sheep wasfair, and prices werealsouncbanged.
Quotations wereas follows - Finests-cers, 113c;
good to choice, 11¢; poor to medium, 1Ue; in-
ferior and bulls, 73 w0 9c; best sheep, 18¢;
secondary, 11 to 12¢; merinoes, 10} to 11ic;
inferior and rams, 8 to 93¢,

At the Montreal stock yards, on January
14, there was a fair supply of cattle offered, of
which the quality wasganerally good, but the
demand was slow and little business of im-
portance was transacted; consequently hold-
ers who wero anxious to disposo of their stock
and go home sent thom to the East end mar-
ket to job them out if possible. The feeling
ruled steady and values show little change
from a week ago. Good cattle soldat8 to 3ic,
fair at 2} to 3¢, and inferior downas low as2c
per 1b., live weight. ‘There wasafair demand
for sheep and lambs, and & moderately active
trado was transacted in this line, and prices
show no material change.  Choico sheep sold
at 83c and lower grades at 8¢, while lamba
brought 84 to3jc for choice per 1b. livo weight.
The receipts of live hogs were fair for this
season of the year, for which tho demand was
very slow, in fact no oncseemed to want them
at any price, and up to a lato hour no sales or
even offers were made for them. ‘The market
was weak, and prices may bo quoted fully ¥
to ic per 1. Jower, at 4 to-1ic perlb. live weight.
The above is no doubt duc to the recent large
veceipts of dressed hogs and the fact that
packers aud butchersgencrally are pretty well
loaded up just now. The demand for calves
was good, and as the supply was small prices
ruled high.  Choicoe veals sold at from $8 to
$12 cach, common at from $2 to 35 each.

Tha Paint aﬁd (il Trade.

Tho wholesale paint, oil, and glassmen have
completed stock-taking, and while a house
here aud there is able to show a fairly good
balance, it canoot be said that trade was last
year generally satisfactory.

It could not well be otherwise  Practically,
all the year round values in staples had a
downward tendency: and tae conditions wero
made worse by the reckless cutting in prices
that was indulged in.

At the end of 1893 thero were associations
governing tho price of whito lead, turpentine,

insced oil, and prepared paints. At the end
of 1894 there was not one.  They all died at
the oponing of the year. Then followed n de-
moralization of prices such as had probably

nover been seen in the trade beforo.

Sundry efforts have been mado since tho
associgtions becamo defunct to resurrect thom,
particularly that relating to wlite lead, but
cach has so far failud of 1ts purpose.

On s 1ch linesas white lead, turpentine, lin-
seed oil and putty, the margin ol profit, it is
said, has not been much betterthan 8 to 5 per
cent, Glass has been alittle bettor probably,
but as the price of this hassteadily declined,
and largo stocks are generally carried, it is
~lear that there have been anything but ex-
cessivo profits on this article.  In some sizes
of glass tho declino is said to be abuut 15 per
cent.—Hardware Merchant.

Fine vs Trashy Tea

The following is vart of a circular recent-
ly sent out by a wholesale tea firm:

We all will admit that there is an infinite
number of grades of tea, and that tbe diffor-
ences in quality arc not wholly disccrnable
to tho oyo. Style counts for much in tea, as
in everything else, but boyond the appear-
anco of tea in the hand, its inherent value in
the cup, comprehended by thoe ternd ** flavor, ™’
is brought to light only by most caroful and
oxpert testing.  Besides the flaver at first
steeping, a good tea  will  dovelop
strongth and  a  lasting aroma, so
that at table the sccond cup will bo as good
as was the first poured o4t. In these times
of business depression, when competition sots
people wildly astray in efforts to beatthe
world in prices, we find many dealers making
2 great ado in print about teas at absurdly
low prices, some at less than half the import
cost of good tea. No argument is required to
prove tfmt. sucn pricezalways mean extremely
poor qualitics. It cannot bo said thatit
pays the grocer to sell such tea to his custom-
ers if it projudices them against tea in gen-
eral, and sets them in particular against the

oods of the grocer who sells it to them. The
users of such tea are likely eoither to stop
drinking the bhoverago altogather or go
elsewhero for their supplies afterwazd.

Dealers who permit themselves to bo in-
veigled into & hope of reward hy the notcr-
ity which an advertisement of trashy tea
brings them, witl probably find, erelong, that
the bird that once was in their hand has
taken to the-bush; their tea trade has * tak-
en the wings of the morning’; other and
wiser grocers are  supplying their customers.

As to profit, the low grade article may
show tho largest immediate percentage, but
tho best ultimate reward comes to tho man
who sells the finer quality and wins the smilo
of his customers.

It is not inconsistent with these general
prineiples to have in stock fair tea at o com
paratively low price. to meet the demand
from a certain class of people whose means
require them to look to the price rather than
to merit, Every grocer may judge for him-
self how best to cater to this class of buyers,
without impinging upon his good rule to
establish a reputation for satisfactory quali-
tics in everything he sells.

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Alaska’s Fur-Bearing Anfmals.
THE.FUR SEAL,

The only known hauling or breeding
grounds of the fur seal in Alaska aveon tho
islands of St. Paul and St. George, with the
addition perhaps of tho adjoining Otter
islands, whord thoy occasionally ** haul up »
but do not breed. Irom early spring until
late in the autumn fur seals aro mot with in
all portions of the North Pacific enclosed by
the Alaske coast, from latitude 5t deg. 40
min. to Mount St. Elias, and thence wost-
ward along Prince William sound, and east
side of Kenni peninsula, and slong the
Alaskan peninsula and its continuation, the
Aleutian chain of islands, In Beohring Sea
the animal has not beenobserved to tho north-
ward of latitudo 58 degrees. In the spring of
the year only, fur scals are found in large
nuinbers in the vicinity of the straits of Fuca
aud along tho coasts of Vancouverand Queen
Charlotte islards. During the time of the
general migration to and from the breeding
grounds several of the passes through the
Aleutian chain are crowded with adults in
the spring aad with youngso.ls, their parents
and yearhings in thelatesummer and autumn,
The presenco of large numbers of these
animals in these waters and those of Prince
W.lliam sound late in theseason (in June and
July) has often given riso to the supposition
that some breeding grounds must exist in
theso localities, but the most minute and per-
sistent search has failed to sustain the
supposition.

About fifty miles south of the Aloutian
archipelego largs numbers of seals are fre-
quently seen during the summer, and for
half a2 contury rumors of the existence of
breeding grounds were from time to time
launched. :

The Russian-American Company fitted out
numerous oxploring expeditions, but these
were unsuccessful. The last onterprise of
this kind was undertaken by a former em-
ployee of the Russian company, under the
former lessces of the seal islands, on the
# John Bright,” in 1878, being tho third ex-
pedition of the kind fitted out by the company
in twoyears. On this occasion indications of
land, such as are aceepted by all navigators,
were not wanting in the waters included in
the search. After a seasor of fruit-
less search, the captain finally abondon-
ed the undertaking, coming to the
clusion, however, thar within a short dis-
tance southward ‘from the Aleutian island
existed banks sufficiently shallow to serve as
feeding grounds for tho seals, which possibly

visit them for that purpose even during,

breeding season, as a journey of 800 miles is
but a brief excursion for these rapid swim-
mers in search of food.

All other expeditions in search of the sup-
posed ‘*winter home® of these seals have
metwith the same lack of success. The
Pacific ocean and the Atlantic have been
scoured by the sealers and emissaries and
trading firms, but at the present day the
fact scems to bo established that the fur
=cals, after leaving their confined breeding
places, scatter over the broad Pacific tolo-
calities where extensive elovations of the sea

coable them to subsist upon fish until the,

instinct of reproduction cals thom again to
one common goal.

THE SEA OTTER,

. The sea otter scems to exist chiefly on a
line paralled with the Japanese curront from
thecoast of Japan along the Kurinsislands to
the coast of Knmchntﬁn, and thence wost-
ward along the Aleutian, tho sothward sido
of the Alaska peninsula the estuaries of Cook
inlet and Prince William sound, and thence
castward and southward along -the Alaska
coast, tho Alexander -archipelagd, British
Columbin Washington and Oregon.

At tho beginning of the present coeutury
largo numbers of these animals wore also
found on the coast of California, from which
they have now disappared-altogother. and on
the coast of Oregon, Washington and British
Columbia they have decreagsed to such a
degreo that only at long intervals istho
patient hunter rewarded with the price of
one of these valuablo skins. On the west
coast of Vancouver island, iu the vicinity of
Nohkasound, where Monares, Portlock, Dixon
and others of the earlicst English nortewest
traders found thousands of sea otter skins in
tho possession of chiefs, the animal has been
almost exterminated, and there can be no
doubs that had it not been for the protection
afforded undér the Russian monopaly for
nearly three-fourths of a century, this animal
would be extinet to-day in Alaska waters,

The Eskimo tribes entered understandingly
into the measures of protection introduced by
tho Russians. The Thlingits, on the other
hand, afierceand savage peopleopposed to sys-
tem and order or control of any kind, were the
most active agents in the extermination of
the animal, From the time they began to
understand the value of sea-otter skins,
from the ecagerness with which the carly
Epglish visitors purchased all they had, even
mere seraps and rags, the Thlingts, allalong
‘tho coast from the miouth of the Cooperriver
southward, hunted and slaughtered the sea
otter indiscriminately and in tho most clunsy
manner, frichtening away as many as they
killed. Had those tribes joined to their
recklessness the same skill and patient per-
sistence observed awmong the Eskimo and
Aleuts, there would bo no sea otter on the
coast to-day ; but, in their woeden canoes,
they can only hunt in fine weather, and at
such time tho sea otters retire from the coast
to adistance to which no Thlingit would ven-
ture.

In the Russian possessions, about the
Kurile Islands and the coast of Kamchatka,
but few sea otters are killed annually. At
threo different tines during the oxistancs of
tho Russian-American Company their agents
on the Kurile island and at Kamchatka re-
ported the sea otter extinct, and cach time
the animals appeared again after they had
not been hunted for a few years. Along
the Aleutian chain the sea otters frequently
canange from one feeding ground to another.
For instance, for & long series of years the
island of Attu and several smaller islands
surrouding it furnished many huadredsof
sea-otter skins every year, but for some un-
explained reason a migration castward took
place, and at the present time from four to
cight skins are all that the poverty-stricen
inhabitants sell to the traders. “The num-
erous islands Dbetween Attu and Atka
aro each visited in turn by the hunters about
once in thres years, and under such manage-
meat the numbers of the animals appear to
remain the same.

The outlying reefs of Atka, which once
furnished the most abundant supply of these
valuable skins, are now entirely deserted, and
the inhabitants have taken until recently

Jong voyages to the iwestward under
convoy of  schooners  belonging to
the trading flrms. This mode of

hunting the government has now prohibit-
e¢d, however. From the island of Umnak
castward tho sea otters becomo more frequent,
and are found in their greatest number in the
districts of Sannak and Belkovsky. Here,
within a radius of not moro than filty miles,
until a2 few years ago, over 1,000 sea otters
were secured each year by the fortunate
"hunters, without any apparent decline in
numbers. From this point in a northeaster-
ly direction tho coast of tho Alaskapeninsula
is lined with hundreds of islands and reefs,
affonding ample facilities for shelter and
refuge to tho persecuted animal, and though
it is hunted here recklessly by white and

native hunters alike, using fircarms, in vio-

“inel

lation of existing regulation, no alarming
decrease was noted previous to the intraduce
tion of steamn launches, Still further north-
ward in the waters of the Kadiak archipelago
and the southern half of Cook inlet. and
thence castward to Prinee William sound, sea
otters aré found in less numbers than in the
district described above, the annual cateh
having dwindled to400 or 500 skins.

As leras it is poss'ble for us to know, the
only enemy of the sea otter is man. with the
exception, perhaps. of theoreaor killer whale.
We have reports of natives ouly in support
of the last statement, but as this whale is
known to make sad havoc among fur seals,
there is no reason to doubt that it occasion-
ally attacks the somewhat larger sea otter,
Skins have come under cbservation marked
with scars produced evidently by the teoth of
some largoe marine animal.

The distridution of the sea otter along the
coast of Alaska has not cssentially changed
within historic times. Certain localities have
been abandoned by the animal altogother,
others temporarily; but where Behning,
Chirikof and Steller, and subsequently the
promyshlenits, found the sca otter more than
a century ago, wo find it now, and thesupply
of such skins in the markets of the world was
up to 2 few years ago as great a3 at any time
sinco the ficst diseriminate slanghter prior
to the establishment of the Russian wmono-
poly; in fact. it was buat recently much
greater.

English Dry‘[}uuds Trads,

In their monthly review of the situation
Robert Barbour and Brother, Manchester,
say: *The general stagnation which wo
had to report last month continues, and with
the exception of some mare or less speculative
buying in the medium and better makes fur
China, nothing has occurred to relieve the
growing difficulty producers find in keeping
their machinery going. Indian demand, by
reason of the reimposition of the import duty,
has undergone a temporary eclipse and the
tedious process of adjusting values to meet
the new state of affairs has now to be gone
through. For ths smaller outlets there h
been no accession of business, The hopefﬁ
feeling at the-closo of 1893 that some general
improvement all round might reasonably be
expected during the coming vear has not been
realized, and there are few to whom the
course of trade can have yielded satisfactory
results, With tho raw material driven
down below 38d per 1b by the phenom-
enal crop, currently estimated at nearly
10,000,000 bales, and goods and yarn fallen
to proportionately even a lower basis, it is not
surprising that now reco: 15 have been posted
in all directions. India has thrcughout the
year taken full supplies, but quantity has
been the main feature of that trade rather
than much ultimate profit. The war between
China and Japan and uncertainty as to the
issue has considerably restrited shipments
for hoth these markets. The low price of all
kinds of produce, with consequent curtailed
purchasing powers, has reduced below the
avmsge the requirements of many markets,

uding the West Indies and South Am-
erica. From Central America 2 decidedly
improved demand has been experienced and a
considerable volume of business has been put
through. The coming year will see 2 new
departure in divect s°hipments from Maz-
chester to the East, via the Ship Canal, aud
tho saving in cost of carriage will it is
expected placs Lancashire in a stronger posi-
tion than ever to meet the growing competi-
tion, and wo hope inaugurate a new cra of
prosperity.”

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British Columbia Floods,

Our Vancouver correspondont writes s fol-
lows, on January Ld: The Frager valley is
wgatin flovded, asad ut inany pownts the water
is Ligher Ly vwo feet than during tho destruc.
tive tloads of..June lust. Old timers said that
extremely high water wonld not ocenr again
for many years when tho floods of '94 swept
the valloy, but the trencherous Fraser is not
governed by any precedent, the snme weather
peculiarities prevailed as in June, and same
results followed. Tho tide was unusually
high, the weather became suddonly warm and
brought the snow down the mountains, the
Chinook winds sweeping along the surface of
the extwemely high water backed it upand
over tho dykes that had withstood the freshet
of June. Though the water rose higher in
shorter time the’damage is nothing compared
to tho summer floods, as thero were no crops
to destroy, but the destruction to bridges and
roads is serious and a suflicient incentive to
the Dominion and Local Governments to pro-
ceed without delay building permanent and
invaluerable dyses throughout the valley.
.Settlers since last Juue have moved above
the Igh water mark, and in this way
many homes were saved, butat Steveston and
Taulu Islavd several settlers were flooded out,
Sea Island was entirely submerged and the
dykes on Lulu Island that withstood the
floods of '8} are all under water. It was
feaved that a large number of cattlo would be
lost but they were driven to high ground in
time and eventually taken away. Several
thousand dollars worth of potatoes wero
washed away by the pits being flooded. Set-
tlers along the valley could ifi offord auother
calamity and although it has not atfected
them as seriously they will be compelled to
dessert their farms. This will bo a severs
blow o the province that has hitherto boasted
of the extaremely rich lunds in the valley of
the Fraser. Lo prevent the abandonment of
the lands the Federal and Local Governments
will have to proceed with the building of
dykes atouce, 1t has leen suggested that tho
dyke be wide enough for a wagon road and
ba built the whole length of the river where
the land is workable. "If thisisdone the land
will be improved three and four hundred per
cent in value and B. C. will be in possession
of some of the most desirable acreage property
in America as the soil i3 so rich aud the
weather so mild that a crop and thres quar-
ters can ba grown on them every year. Tra-
flic has bsen seriously delayed in the moun-
trins this week, but are coming througha
day or two bLehind.

There
are & good many competent business men who
have not been able to reveal their full capa-
bility becauss they have been unable to
straighten ono or two problems in connection
with their business, but a3 soon as some ono
can point out where the trouble exists, it
serves to make them 1ore scarching and
sharpens their ability to straichten out other
equally difficult matters, and in this way
thoy develop into keon business men.

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British Columbia Floods.

A telegram from Vancouver on January 14
says: ho waters of the Fraser River are now
higher by two feot than during the
terrible floods of June. Mot weather,seventy
in theshade, the last threo days, brought
down the snow from tho mountains, swelling
the unusually high tide, than chinook winds,
whoss pectliavity is to rush along tho surface
of tho water, caught the swollen river and
backed the water down over all the dykes,

which withstood the floods of June. Lulu
island wherd the greater portion of the cattle
of tho province are roaming, is threatoned
with obliteration, while the Sea island is
three fest beneath the water. I'he water is
coming over the dykes on Luln island and
the cattle have been driven to high knolls.
Ranchors have been flooded out for the second
time in six wronths. The government are
sonding boats to. rescue the cattle. Bridges,
hitherto untouched by floods have been swopt
away and roads destroyed.

There is no communication between sub-
burban towns and lar§e cities. All the watero
in British Columbia havegone beyond these
bounds. In Vancouver, cellers in wholesale
houses have boen flooded and greatlosssustain-
ed for tho first time in its history. On Van.
couver island, a hundred miles away, floods
have done great damage on the railread lines.
To add to the general discomfort snow in the
mountains has seriously handicapped tho
Canadian Pacific road in handling large
quantities of perishable freight, now awat
ing for shipment, If tho season had been
summer instead of winter, the loss to the
province would have been irreparable. Word
comes from the Dominion and provincial
governments that the work of building per-
manent dykes several feet abovehigh water
mark will be at once preceded with regard-
less of cost.

A later report says: Saturday’s freshet on
the Coquitlam and high tide on the Fraser
caused a great amount of damage. The
freshet subsided rapidly on Saturday oven-
ing snd Sunday morning the municipal
bridge, near Westminster junction, which
cost $6,000 was swept away by sheer force of
water. The water came up higher and fagter
tban over before with the possible exception
of the freshet of 1866. Two great boom
yards on the Coquitlam were broken and a
million feet of lumbea sent adrift. Steamers
wero at work all day Sunday picking logs up.
Yestorday’s tide was higher than Saturday’s
and the whole Delta district was flooded
degper than ever. Apart from tbe roads and
possibly some fruiv trees, the damage isnot
worth mentioning. The dykes of courss are
wrecked, and it will cost o great amount to
repair them. No loss of livestcck has beon
reported, At high tide yesterday South
Westminster flats were flooded for a mile
back. Owing to soft weather, causing slides
down in the mountains trains have been de-
layed. The Great Northern has not had a
train in since Yriday. Floods on the Skagit
river, and at Ferndale and land slides near
Everett are causing the blockade.

United States Crop Report

Tho estimates of thearea product and value,
by states and territories, of the cereal crops
together with those of hay, potatoes and to-
bacco, have been completed by the statisti-
cian of the agricultural department ct Wash-
ington, and are prosented as follows :—

The corn crop for 1894, in the rate of yield,
is one of the lowest on record. In the last 13
years, tho yiold per acre of but one year,
namely, 1881, was lower, the vield for that
year having been 18.6 against 19.4 for the
year 1894, Severe drought and dry winds in

a fow of the principal corn producing states,
reducing the area harvested for grain value to
62,682,000 from the 76,000,000 acres planted.
The product garnered is 1,212,770,000 bushols,
lnwing an estimated farm valuo of §551,719,-
000. 'The wheat erop is above an averago one
in yield per acre. The entire product for the
country is 460,467,416 bushels which is below
the average for the b years, 1890 to 1891 in-
clusive, The favm value of the crop is $225,-
902,025,

Tho arvea, acedrding to rovised estimates, is
14,882,486 acres. In tho revision of acres,
the principal changes have been made in the
spring wheat states, The rate of yield is
18.2 bushels per acre. The average value per
bushel is 49.1¢,

Tho estimatés for oats arca is 23,553 acres;
producing, 662,086,928 bushels; value, $214,-
816,920 ; yield per acre 21.5 bushels,

Rye avea, 1,941,780 acres; propucing 26,-
727,615 bushels, valuo $13,891,476,

Barley arca, 8,170,602 acres; prod .ct 61,-
400,465 bushels ; value $27,184,127.

Buckwheat area, 789,232 acres; product,
12,688,200 bushels; value 87,040,258,

YPotatoes area, 7,737,978 acrest; product
170 787,838 bushels ; value §91,526.787,

British Iron Trade in 1804.

The London Iron and Coal Trades Review
says: ‘* Messrs Bolling & Lowe, the well-
known iron angd steel merchants and engine-
ers, have issued a very interesting report on
the trade of the past year," from which it
quotes the following : **In the United States
the McKinley tariff has been amended® but,

as wo anticipated 1n our last year's roport, it
has given hardly any benefit to the English
iron and steel trudes. Our chance of business
in the States is diminishing day by day on
account of their cheapened meansof produe-
tion, They have adopted, with their large
ropulation of 75,000,000 a policy similiar to
that of continental nations, making home
consumers pay high prices, which enable
manufacturers to sell cheaply to foreigners,
the argument being that although the coun-
try as a whole has to pay * the extra,’ yet on
the other hand, it develops internal resources
of all kinds, and ‘keeps savings invested in
the country, thus giving omployment to a
large number of workers, many of whom
would otherwise become a continuous and in-
creasing burden on the state in a more direct
form, ‘We may spare ourselves the trouble
of discussing whether this argument is sound
in practice or not, butin Great Britain we
“have to look at the effect it has upon our ex-
port trade, and we must acknowledge its
serious consequences.

The Sibarian Railway.

At a recent siting of the committeo for the
construction of the Siberian Railway, the

Fumperor Nicholas declared that the com-
mencement of the work was one of the great-
ost acts of his fathor’s glorious reign. He
hoped to complets cheaply, aud above all
rapidly and satisfactorily, the construction.
of the railway. It was decided toipcrease
the credit of 36,000 roubles by 15,000 for the
purpose of sottling in tho Amoor district
Cosack colonists selected fromn among the
troops of BEuaropean Russia. A further sum
of 86,000 roubles was also assigned for the
transfor of one hundred and fifty Cossack
families from the T'rans-Baikal district to
that of the Ussure section of the railway.
The minister of war observed that the Ussuri
fection was insufliciently protected from
Chincse marauders. The total length of all

the sections of the railway constructed up to

the present is ovor 1,000 miles, or a littlo
less than a quarter of the whole line as pro-
jected,

The Orange Market

‘T'ee New York Commercial Bulletin says:—
“Apropos of the damage to the Florida
orango crop by frost some facts have beon
brought out from well-informed sources
that, whilo perhaps not new to merchants
who keep themselves well posted as to the
peculiaritics of tho goods they handle, are
deserving of more than passing attention at
the present time, Dealers whoseem ioclined
to work up speculative sontiment and art-
ificially raise prices might consider the facts
in the case and possibly avoid mistakes by so
doing. There is a hint or two for importers
who incline in the same direction and somo
that retailers may keep in mind and employ
to their advantage when listening to exagger-
ating statementsof the damage tothe crop
that ambitions salesmer. are apt to make,
The well established fact should be kept in
mind that froz'n oranges will thaw out and
still retain former appearanco to a great ex-
tent, losing but 1itthh in juice or flavor if
picked soon after being frozen. In this the
orange differs from almost all other varietics
of fruit. If allowed to remain on the treo
too long the orange will, of course, become
worthless. That Florida growers, or man
of their numbers, are aware of these facts is
evidenced in tho alacrity they display in
picking and shipping immediately after the
freeze. That a good portion of the frit
supposed to have been lost will actually got
into market is more than probable, and it
would appear within the bounds of fairness
to venture the statement that the early esti-
mates of 2,500,000 to 3,000,000 boxes loss if
divided by two will probably cover the entire
amount, According to the Fruit Grower,
San Francisco, Southern California wil! this
season turn out about 7,000 carloads of oran-

. The same authority ecstimates that
iverside will furnish 2,000 to 2,500 carloads
and other sections enough to bring the total
for the stato to upward of 10,000 carloads.
This would assure a very comfortable supply
for Western markets and probably s little
surplus, Naturally thestatements telegraph-
ed regarding the Florida crop caused consider-
able excitement on the Pacific coast, in con-
nection with which the following extract
from the Fruit Grower is interesting: * The
local market just prior to the news of the
Florida freeze was in a demoralized condition,
owing to the heavy receipts and a light de-
mand caused by the cold weather, wet
weather. Dealers were unable to get rid of
their stocks; and prices were declining rapid-
ly. This news from Florida has had the
effect of checking a further decline in prices,
und hasstrengthened the marketsomewhat,
as the dealers” who purchased supplies are
now firm in their demands as to prices.” Up
to the time no advices of unfavorable charac-
ter have been received regarding the Europ-
can or the West India crops. Those sources
of supply furnish enough orangestogoaround
boforo either California or Florida become
important factors and it would be only an
instance of history repeating itself should
good prices lead to more than 'lateaverage
shipmoents being made from those sections
this season. ‘There are now in transit to
this port and Philadelphia from Messons and
Palermo seven steamers, having on beard a
total of about 85,000 boxes, including 31,000
boxes shipped from Palemo and 4,000 boxes
from Messina. Besides theso there are a few
thousand boxes destined to New Oricans.
For the present there scems to be enough
oranges to meet the wants of the market, and
were it not for uneven quality of both forign
and domestic fruit there would be little, if
any, cause for complaint.”

Adulterating 0il Varnishes

(ood linseed oil varnish, says a contempor-
ary, can only be produced by boiling pure
linseed oil at a temperature not less than 270
F., while oxygen is being added. It is indiff-
erent whether this temperature be attained
by direct fire cr by steam ; and whether the
introduction of oxygen be effected indirectly
through the agency of metallic oxides abound-
ing in and imparting oxygen, by the forcing
in of atmospheric air, or by pure oxygen gas,
Linsced oil varnish is, therefore, linseed oil
changed or oxydized by oxygen, mainly con-
sisting of linoleine in a more or less decom-
posed state,containing the anhydride oflinseed
oil acid (linoleine acid), while glycerine is
loosely united with the undecomposed lino-
leine. According as the boiling has been
shorter or longer, there is more orless oleine,
palmitine, and myristine, present. By the
same means of comparison it will be found
that the linoleine has been more or less com-
pletely changed in linoxine, and that the var-
nish dries more quickly or more slowly,
Thus the duration of the boiling and the
quantity of added oxygen are indicative of the
quality of the varnish, both as regardsdryin
properties and durability when applied. Goog
linseed oil varnish must flow more thickly
-than linseed oil, but must not be too thick,
as in that case it would require dilution with
turpentine oil or in order to be applied in coat-
ings sufficiently thin for the drying not to be
only superficial, cracking’ of the varnish being
the result. )

The color of linseed oil or varnish depends
on its preparation, and should be light to
brownish yellow (sometimes reddish brown),
but never dark brown or blackish brown.
Steam varnishes are generally lighter
in color than those prepared by direct
fire. The duration of boiling and the
nature of the metallic oxides employed
have an influence upon the color; the longer it
continues at a high temperature, the deeper
is the color which the linseed oil assumes in
consequence of the heat acting upon the solid
organic substance it contains, and thus pro-
ducing brown shade. Manganese varnishes
(made with borate of manganese or hydrate
of manganese) are lighter than those prepared
with sugar of lead, litharge, red lead, pyrolu-
site, etc., and approach nearest in color to
those made by the action of atmospheric air
or the direct introduction of oxygen gas. ' The
insufficiently boiled product is usually light
in color, being unsuitable as varnish on ac-
count of the length of time it takes in drying.

In smell good linseed oil reminds one of
linseed oil with a slight empyrematic odor
like that of vapors generated in the boiling ot

the oil, It must not be disagreeable, not

resemble the odor of resin or fish oil, as the

presence of these engredients as an adultera-
tion would be thereby indicated. Adulter-
ations by fish oil and oil of resin are most
quickly and easily detected by the taste.

Linseed oil varnizh must be clear, and must
neither display turbidity nor have any solid
bodies in suspension. Leaving it at least
fourteen -days in a moderately warm place
will clarify 1t unless it has been adulterated
with oil of resin, A slight amount of sedi-
ment (ander } per cent,) is deposited after a,
time even by the best varnish, but when
otherwise pure varnish is sent out after suffi-
cient clarification, there is often a deposit
amounting to 7 per cent. Varnish must,
after twenty-four hours, have dried sufficient-
ly in thin layers on wood, glass or metal, to
have a thorough adhesion, and must within
the ensuing twenty-four have entirely dried
without losing elasticity and softness. If it
dries more quickly no defect is indicated, but
if it dries more slowly it was not sufficiently
boiled, and an insufficient quantity of drying
agents was added during the boiling or it
contains foreign substances. Amongst the
usual adulterating substances (introduced so
as to make low-priced articles) are resin (colc-
phonium), resin oil and fish oil. The infer-
iority prcduced by these admixtures chiefly
affects theé drying properties of the varnish,
Resin and resin oil do not absolutely prevent
drying, but the varnish thus adulterated re-
mains soft, becoming sticky when subjected
to the warmth of the hand, andlasting only a
relatively short time. Varnish adulterated
with fish oil does not dry at all, and is conse-
quently useless for application.

Changing The Bait,

‘' Change your bait !’ This terse bit of
advice given by an old fisherman to a less ex-
perienced angler, is suggestive. The ancient
disciple of Walton became the object of the
other’s envy because of the rapidity with
which the finny game was transferred from
the water to the old man’s bas’ et, while the
young fellow sat in disgust, waiting in vain
for a nibble. At length, in despair, the un-
happy angler appealed to his neighbor and
received for answer the words quoted. That
young fisherman is a” type of scores of men
intrade. They throw advertisements into
the business stream and await results, In
many cases customers are caught at once and
the anglers thiuk their bait is all right, so
they let it lie. After several months have
passed with scarcely a bite, they begin to
curse ’thelr luck andconclude that advertising
doesn’t pay. The fact is the fault is neither
:A:lbh luck nor with the theory of advertising,
The trouble is with the way they advertise,

It may be well, therofore,
to_say here that Russia seldom nowadays
ships less than a million quarters of cereals
weekly, and that this colossal exportation is
supplemented hy about a hundred thousand
quarters of o;lsizleds.h England takes about
one-quarter of the wheat shipped and i
one-third of the barley and pf:(ts. le‘)l?isl?}]’);
goes to Central Earops almost exclusively,
and the maizo is very dispersed in its destin-
ations. Russian linsced is more appreciated
abroad than it js in this country, but tho
traders at Hull, who are systematising the
grading of Russian linseed, and are giving
guarantees of percentage of purity, are pav-
1ng the way for the dovelopment of a trade
which bids fair to contest the London suprem:=
acy in trade with India. The wild rapseed
which Russia ships, and which is known as

THE TORONTO FIRES

Tne two disastrous fires which visited
Toronto recently, did not show that city in
very good condition as regardsfircappliances,
In fact the fire in each case scems to have had
its own way from the start to the finish.
T'ho fire insurance managers have demanded
additional fire protective appliances for the
city, and in the meantimsa ti.ay have advanced
the rates. One report fronc Toronto says
that the rates will be raised on all buildings
higher than threo stories, as aresult of a
conference of the underwriters. Iive cents
additional will be charged on fourth stories
and a proportionate rate for each additional
story. The rates will be reduced if the ety
procures  satisfactory  fire cquipments.
The Budget, the Toronto insurance journal, in
referring to the fires says :

© Two things theso fives will bo instru-
montal in procuring. One is a steam
fire engino, perhaps two or more by the
city, and the other is the completo de-
molition of Alderman Lamb’s municipal
insurance scheine. The underwriters will
now clamor for steam fire engines and will
et them though it be to the prejudice of their
Pusiness. It was unfortunato that_the pres-
sure at the hydrants was sv weak, it hardly
sufficed to send the water with any effeet to
the third story of the bualdings, and sume of
them wore higher.  The Globe building was
five and McKinnon's seven.  Tall butldings
are hard risks for insurance evmpanies to
deal with, and are besides. @ menace to vther
buildings, even at long distances from them,
the direction and velocity of the wind at
the time determining how far the fire may
extend.”

LOOKING TOWARD DAIRYING.

It i3 pleasing to note the interest which is
being taken in dairying throughout Mani-
toba. In quite a number of districts a move-
ment is now on font to establish ereamecries
in the spring. At the last mecting of the
Brandon farmers' institute, the priuncipal
subject for disc 1ssion was the advisability of
establishing a creamery in that district. At
this meeting Mrv. Bedford, mauger of the
Manitoba experimental farm spoke on dary-
ing of which tho following is a brief sumary
of his remarks:

Tio said this was tho timo to plan and got
into shapo thoso things which were to be
carried out during tho coming season, Ho
quoted figures, showing tho dopreciation in
prices of “farm  produots, and showed hew
much wheat had gono down compared with
dairy products, "Ho pointed out the fact
that croamory buttor brought ‘nore money
than homo-mado so that farmors' wives had
much of thelr work for nothing, 'The Local
Govornmont roturng showed an averago of
1630 por pouad for the butter of the Pro-
vinco. Io thought that, if the bulk of the
batter woro mado in creamories, the price
would bo much inoreased, owing to its uni-
formity, Ifo anid Drof, Mills gavensthe
roquiromonts for a good oroamery drainago,
water supply and  good 1roads, Theso com-
bined with plonty of goud food could all be
had in the Brandon distris ,, the feed in the
shapo of corn, onts and bavley shoaves. He
thought the institute should undertate to
find out tho numbor of cows avalable to
supply miltk to n creamory or oheeso factory.
Choeso factories, run by juint stock com-
panies, had worked woll in Oxford Country,
Ont,, tho sharcholdors having to pay rather
lo3s for manufncturing than thoeso who wero
not sharoholdors, The flist thing to do was
todecide whothor nchoeso factory or creamery
was bost, or both, It was thought at ono time
that buttor could not bo made in winter i
Ontario, but it is now boing done most sue-
cossfully, IHo was inclined to think that it
could also bo done in this Provineo. For
succossful dairying, tho right kind of cattle
was necessary. 'fhero wore too many beof
catt'e in the provincs; bulls of dairy breeds
would beneeded, Moro attontion would have
to be paid to growing foed,

“Can the wheat ba brought back ¥ Some
thought it could, and “womo thought it
couldn’t, Certain it Ia that Canadian wheat
cannot be brou&-ht from Qgdonsburg to Mon-
treal free of duty, and on this fact, the
champions of the latter way of thinking
based their contention,

If the wheat comes hack it means lower
prices. Lower prices would bonefit the con-
sumer at the exponse of some millers and the
farmer, while higher prices’ would mean just
tho opposito. .

Mr. Robert Meighen, P’resident of the Lake
of the Woods Milling Company said: ‘Iam
of tho opinion_that the Customs regulations
will provent wheat shipped from Fort William
to Buffalo in American vessols being re-ship-
ped to Canada by rail without paying
duty.'"

“Te it your policy Mr. Meighen to object
to this wheat coming back?" .

“Most certainly if the customs regulations
will prevent it.  The Munitoba farmer has
beon gotting a premivm _on his wheat for the
last soven or eight weoks over an oxport
basis, and I hold that it isnot fair that this
wheat, which has been .bought by New York
merchunts during the time of the extreme
depression, and shiphed to Buffalo for export,
should re-enter the Dominion free of duty.
Its appearances hero would be decidedly
against tho iuterests of tho Manitoba
farmer and the Manitoba miller."

**Then the stand you take from a Man-
itoba standpoint is that this wheat if it re-
enters the Dominion should pay duty ?*

* Bxactly. .

*Well, what will the effect be if tho
wheat is not subject to duty *’

* T'his is a very simple question to answer,
Wo will have to reduce the price which we
are now paying the Manitoba farmer.”

PaintFir;ns at Law

In an action brought by Wm. Johnson &
Sons, Ltd., against the Canads iaint Co.,
Iad., and tried at Montreal on Ylonday, the
plaintifis sought to recover from the defend-
ants the sum of $100,000 as damages suffered
by them by reason of defendants having
caused a writ of injunction to issue against
them whereby they wero temporarily enjoined

from ¢ rrying on business in their corporato
name in the Dominion of Canada, The
dofendants denied that they had acted mali-
ciously, and pleaded that there was reason-
able and probable cause for the procccdin{;s.
Tho court held that the plaintifis had failed
to prove tho material allegations of their
declaration, and especially the allegation that
defondants acted muliciously and without
reasonable and probable csuse in procuring
the issue of the writ of injunction, It was
further held that the defendants had
proved the material allegatiens of their pleas,
and particularly that they had acted with
reasouable and probable cause. Moreover,
tho writ was only issued after notice to the
plaintiffs and after they had an opportunity
of being heard, and it was not proved that
they had contradicted or rebutted, by affidavit
or otherwise, the allegations of the petition
and aflidavit upon which the writ was ordered
to issue, oroffered any explanation of the facts
therein alleged, although they had an oppor-
tunity of doing so beforo the issue of the writ.
The court was of thé opinion, therefore, that
the action was unfounded, and it was dis-
missed with costs,—Hardware Merchant.

A Poor Year for Railroads.

Roports of gross railway earnings { + De.
cembor, 189], show a slight improvement
ove thoso of November, in that a slightl:
smalfor decreass is shown as compared with
1808, Iucreases among the various roads are
more numnrous, andlnrge decreases aro fewer.
With the oxcoption of August, when the
only monthly increase for eight months was
roported, the showing for December is the
best during that period. When this is told
howover, about all that is favorable has been
said. The month just closed rounds off o
year which, it is #afo to say, is almost unsur-
passed in unfavorablo features in railway
oporations, 'lotal gross eernings of 118
Amorican railroads for Decombor aggregato
$813,748,100, a decrease fiom December a year
ago of 1.1 par cent., which month in turn,
it will be remombered, showed a decrease of
18.6 per cont. from the Decomber of 1892,

Sinve June, 1893, railvoad grass receipts
monthly have only once shown an increaso
over tho corresponding figures a year ugo,
and that ene increnso was more accidental
than otherwise. The deerease for Decomber
this year was the smellest for any month
since June, 1893, Showings made by the
different groups of railvoads are largely in
accordance with thoso made plain in recont
monthly reports. Southern railroads lead
in proportion of gain shown, contral western
roads and trunk lines coming next in order.
The granger lines still furnish theleast favor-
able feature, and the heaviest aggregato de-
creases. Among favorable features in De-
comber report are the increases among
various roads, which more than counter-
balance in number, though not in value,
deercases reported, The following table of
large ircreases and decreases is of interest:

For the entire year 1894 there is little that
is favorable to roport. Total earningsof 114
American railroads reported to Bradstreet's
aggregate $177,970,824, a decrease of 11 per
cent. on anincrcase in mileage of seven-tenths
of 1 per cent, Just how unfavorable the 1894
oxhibit is may bo gathered from the fact that
in the panic year 1833 the decrease in gross
carnings was only 2.1 per cent., while the
years previous to that showed increases re-
spectively of 5.1, & and 8.1 per cent, With
such a heavy decreasoin aggregate earnings,
any eilort to find consolation in earnings%gy
grouys of roads must fail.

Thoe Granger and Trunk lines report the
heaviest decreases, in the neighborhood of
14 per cont. each, while vhe Pacific, south-
western and central western roads all either
equal or exceed the decrease shown inaggre-

to carnings of all roads, 11 per cont. The

st report is naturally that made by south-
ern roads, recont month's favorable oper-
ations combining to cut early heavy decreases.

Examination of detailed returns for the
twelvo manths fails to develop many favor-
ablo features. Twenty Amcrican roads out
of 114 show gains over 1898, Increases are
most numerous in the central wesiern, south-
ern and southwestern roads, in tho order
named, as nincteen or twenty increases ree
