MR. BLAKE AT BOWMANVILLE.

The Opposition leader has delivered a
long address to bis constituents at Bow-
manville, on soie of the stiiring ques-
tions of the day. It is of course interest-
ing to the public of all classes in the
Dominion, to be informed from time. to
time of the views of a statesman who
enjoys the confidence o? the Parliamen-
tary opposition. We are inclined to think
that, nonsidering the epngth of the speech,
the report of which occupies neauly six
columnis of the Globe, disappointment
vill be felt at the rather nieare bih of
fare. On the question'o the tariff, wlich
is the principal issue between opposing
parties, Mr. Blake was rather reticent. 16
is true tbat he criticized with some.
severity the large surp lus wlih, owin gb

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sequent on the general revival of' trade,
the opening of the North West, and,
thougli last not least, the vast expendi'
ture on public works,-ias much exceeded
the anticipations of the Finance Minister,
but lie carefully avoiled the question of
protection ta domestic industries. In
truth the gslander lias condemned the
fiscal policy of the Dominion Government
in mcli strongelr ternis than Mr. Blake.

Frein saine passages in his speech, we
sl>uld be inclined ta doubt wlether Mr.
Blake is really a Free-tra-ler. We allude
chiefly to hiî reference te the ' balance of
tea is," a favorite expression with Pro
tectionists whose chief abject is ta dis-
courage imo'orts. Mr. Blake thinks it

an important thing te consider what
were the imports anc experts i " but if lie
had reflected for a moment it would have
occurred ta him that the inevitable
consequence of a large expenditure on
public works and an extensive immigra-
tion is ta decrease exports and to increase
imports. Of Canadian exports four-fifths
consist of animals and their produce,
agricultural products, and produce of the
forest. Now, the efflect of expending a
large amouiit of capital on nev works,
and having ta feed ani1 bouse a consider-
able numiber of nev settlers is ta create
an abnormal demand for our articles of
export, and at the same time render it
necessary ta increase our imports of such
articles as may be required hy the classes
referred ta. lIow is the deficiency thus
created met? In the case of public
works by the new capital furnished for
their construction, whether obtained
abroad or at home, and in the case cf
immigrants by the money, which they
bring vith theni te supply their wants
The perpetual cry that we are importing
tee much is simply childish. Our import-
ing merchants, as a tule, are as prudent
and careful as any class of the com-
munity, but it is impossible even for them
to guard against the effects of commercial
crises, which. b'ing with then a fall of
prices' eritailing on them and on their
customers a depreciation in the value of
stocks of goods.

Mr. Blake has avowed his opinion that
i(foreign treaties are needful for the
i growth, weliare and prosperity of the

Dominion." On this point the opp:oi-.
tien leader is in antg ;nism te tbe
opinions of the Liberal party in England.,
The wisest statesmen are en tirely opposed
ta commercial treaties, which are far
mare in accordance witl the vieWs of
Protectionists than of Free'traders. As
regards Great Britain there are speciil
indudements for -berta enti' into con-
mercial treaties. Her duties are trictly

anti solely for revenue, and on very fevv
articles, six or eight in number. When she
male her last treaty with France she
gained a great deal, and conceded nothing
that was of consequence. As regards
Canada lier trade bas been for a great
number of years carried on almost ex-
clusively with Great Britain and the
United Siites. In rounct figures 90 per
cent. of her trade is car'ied on with them,
while ber trade with those countries with
which it is said to be desirable to establish
commercial treaties does not reach 3 per
cent. It must be borne in mind that
Canada admits the exports of all coun-
tries in the world on the same footing,
and that, consequently, no other country
bas any just right to discriminate against
lier. Mr. Blake bas not inforied us how,
under the circumstances that we bave
described, any treaty whatever could con-
tribute to the Igrowth, welfare and pros.
" perity of the Dominion." It may be
said that these miglit be promoted by a
treaty with -the United States, but if such
an assertion were made there would be a
conclusive 'answer te it: Canada could
gain nothing as regards the United States,
by the concession of a right to enter into
treaties with foreign countries. There has
always been a readiness on the part of
the Imperial Government to assist Canada
in negotiating on her own account. In
1854 the Governor General of Canada was
appointed an Ambassador Extraordinary
to negotiate the reciprocity treaty, and he
*învited Ministers from Canada, Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick ta assist him
with their advice. On the occasion of the
treaty of Washington, Canada was repre-
sented by Sir John A. Macdonald, and it
was neither his fault nor that of the
Imperial Government that a new recipro
city treaty was found impracticable. The
late Senator Brown was' subsequently
accredited by the Imperial Government
foi the same purpose but without 'success.
We fear very much that Mr. Blake's
abject in harping on this treaty question
is that be knows that it is impossible, se
long as Canada is a dependency of Great

'Britain for ber ta be permitted ta
negotiate directly vith foreign powers,
although she gets all possible assistance
ta do sa in concurrence with Great Britain.
It is tbought, therefore, to be a good card
for an Opposition leader ta play.

Mr. Blake's utterances on the Railway
monopoly are rather vague. He of course
denounces the contract made with the
Syndicate, vhich was ta be expected, but
he said distinctly that ".the bargain made
c with the Canada Pacifie Railyay Con-

C, pany must be respected, and if the
"interests of the country call for modi

el fications, compensation shüld e
41 made." Mr. Blake and his party desire
that the western traffic should be diverted
from the Canada route eastward to the
Northern Pacifie line and the United
States seaboard, and we are now told that
we shall bave ta compensate the Canada
Pacific Company fo, consenting te the
destruction of Canadian trade. This is
substantially what the Bystander recom-
mends, but be adds what Mr. Blake bas
not ventured te suggest, that the com
pensation should be in the form of an
abandonment of the road through "the
" impracticable ivilderness north of Lake
" Superioi'," a policy quite in accordance.
witl that of an advocate of commercial
unioa or annexation. The vagueness in
Mr. Blake's utterance on the railrdad
question is that there are indications that
le does net believe tbat there is any

bargain " at all, wlich should require
the Dominion Government te prevent the
Province of Manitoba encouraging. a
competing line with a railway which
cannot be completed for some years,
and which is being constructed with
extraordinary vigor and through thôse
sections of the line likely ta be-most
advantageous ta Manitoba, the new terri-
tories, and British Columbia. The Canada
Pacifie Company are ta be congratulated
on the aid vhich Mr. Blake seems inclined
te give them in theirfinancial perations.
He. considers the price for the ràilway
enormously high, and if his estimates of
the value of the lands are correct, then
the company, should make a profit of
about $50,000,000 on land alone. For our
own part we rejoice at every encourage-
nient that the combany can meet with in
carrying out the enormous work that tl ey
have undertaken.

EASTERN TOWNSH[P COMPLAINTS.

The Hon. Mr. Lynch ought ta be grate
ful te the Hon. Mr. Robertson of Sher-
brooke for having afforded him an oppor-
tunity of explaining the land policy of the
Quebec Government, which has been of
late severely criticized. The correspon-
dence bas been published at lenýgt, but it
is out of our pvower ta make more than a
very brief reference to it. The object
sought by Mr. Robertson was te prevent
the cancellation of the titles under which
certain " poor.settlers's" occupy lands in.
the tovnship of a rston. Nothing cane
be more satisfacto ython Mr. Lynch's
reply. Hre st,ates the grounds ' cancel-
lation, and àdds that apportunity is given
ta any settler in default to set himself
right by petition. Ie points 't, tba
there is'aclass ofien net I poor settlersd'
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but who buy land, pay one instalmènt,
and hold it Vo make a :profit out of the
boni flide settler. He cites a strong case
in point. Mr. Robertson had asked hlim to
write a letter to the effect " that any

settler in good faith, whether his land is
fully paid for or not, would not be dlis-
turbed by the Department," and Mr.

Lynch's reply is : I 1 have no liesitation in
doing as you wish. I have already con-
municated the sane thing to lIon. Mr.
Pope and Mi'. Sawyer." hie letter of Mr.

- Lynch is in every respect most satisfac-
tory, and ought to quiet the apprelher.
sions of all settlers who really have just
grounds for seeking for the protection of
the Government. Mi.. Lynch is iâtuing a
general notice that an oflicer of the De-
partment will visit eaci agency prior to
25th or June, for the purpose of effecting
a settlement of the arrears due, and that
any settler availing limself of this oppor.
tunity ývill be granted a renission of one
quarter of the interest on paying the
balance. With reference to the special
cases brought by Mir. Robertson under his
consideration, Mlr. Lynch observes that

in some instances hie lot has been pur'
chased for many years, and tliat only
one oi two instahinents have beei paid i
in other cases that little or no improve-
ments have been made, altiougl the lot

"lias been located for many years ; in others
"again the lot is occupied by a persoii

entirely uiknovwn to the agent or the
Departhient, who has eitlier no assign-
nient froi the purchaser, or whbo liaving

"it lias fàiled to deposit it." On Vhe
whole Mr. Lynch's letter is calculated to
inspire public confidence in his adniinîis-
tration of the important departnent
entrusted to bii.

TUE HUDSON'S BAY COMPANY.

We have observed with mucli satisfac-
ian tlîat at the lialf yearly meeting of the

shareliolders of the Huldsoti's Bay Coin-
pany, the report was adopted without
seriots opposition. IL was proposed by
the Governor of the Company Mr. Edvard
Colville, one of the few survivors of the
fh-st Parlianîent of United Canada, and
seconded by Sir John Rose. Mr. Brydges,
who manages the company's land depart-
ment, lias ieturned Vo Canada, and is at
present iii Montreal. The fur trade
lias -been seriously depressed, and the
bullk of the shipments are itili in
the warehoises in London. -The chair-
iaiiistated that, froui tle reports of the

ofliccîs, lie was af opinion that althiough
niaiiy fur-bearing districts hai ceased to
be so, .there weie still 'ast tracts of
country that would yield large quantities

of fur. ItV was the opinion of the clairman
that the money spent on the building at
Winnipeg has been well laid out, and that
trade there was likely to be successful.
They had under considceratioi the estab-
lishmnent of new stores in the best loca-
tioIs.

'flic chairman stated that there was a
marked decrease in the demand for the
company's land,which led himîî to conclude
that the former demand had been to a

gieat degree Tspecuhtive. 'lhe gross
amount of laud sales ivas 1,1[ 19,103, of
which £320,000 (over $1,500,000)had been
received. .The expenses hlad been heavy
(£50,000), but were deducted froni the
first receipt, and £2 a share hald beeîî dis-
tributed. There was some discussion as
to the value of the company's land, but,
until the Dominion surveys were con-
pleted, no estimuate could be made of its
extent. Some discussion took place
owing to a shareholder laving called
attention to au article in the Toronto
Globe charging thiat sales had been
made in=the vicinity ofi Regina atVthe
erdinîary price 'of vild land, although it
hlad been long knownl that an important
town had been located in tlat region. le
wanted t learn if any land vas still held
in that place by the Company, but the
Secretary could not give the required
information. Sir John Rose made some
remarks on the rapid progress of iani-
toba and the North-West, after whicli Vhe
report was adopted, a vote of .thanks

passei to the Governor and directors, and
after their re-election the meeting ad-
jouined.

SEA L SKIN .FURiS.

There is no article of vinter wear Lhat
maintains its hold on public favor as
strongly as seal fur. So great is its popu-
larity that repeated endeavors have been
made to imitate it in fabrics, butalthough
some excellent approaclies have been
made, tliey can never, like the plated
article of jewellery or table service, be
mistaken for the genuine article, and it
reqiires noa skilled eye to detect them.
This inability to niake a successful imita-
ion is the best guarantee of permanent

popularity, and moreover wlien the
article itself appears to groiw scarcer
every year. Tlie successful imitation of
some other furs lias lost to hiese nucli of
their popularity foi example, Persian
Laib aîd Eriniîe, however rich and
costly are not îiearly as popular as in
formeryears That scarcity of supply is
not always effective in mai1tainiig the
demand is seen in the case of the Buffalo
Robe which bas losV iluchî of its apular

ity iii favi of the softer dark or grey fur
robes for winter vehicles.

IL takes three fur seal-skins to make a
sacque, and about seventy-five squiîrel
skins to make a liniing foi' a silk or satin
dolman. The wearer of the furs lias
scarcely any conception of the hardships
and dangers incurred in the hunting of
the animals and the collecting of their
skins, or the great work in prepai'ing the
pelts l'or use. Wlen they are dried and
received by the dealer they are first
assorted and graded into different colors
ard qualities. A skin in. its rough state
is not an attractive article. IL must be
carefully cleaned and dressed by pro'
cesses whicli take a long time befoie it
assumes the handsorne appearatice ivhicli
it presents in the fur stores. Most furs
have to be clyed, the major'ity of peôple
preferring dark colors. Seal fur is alfvays
dyed, (seal broiv, as the color is kiioWin,)
and the bulk of it in London. There are
but few dyers on this continent who
have been as successful in the prepara-

ion of clye as those in London.
The American ladies at least will bless

the meniory of the laVe W. K. Sevard for
his purchase of Alaska fron Russia, as
that country bas become for oui neighi-
bors the chief som:ce of seal ftir stipply.
Tliere are two islands in thut i•egioi,'St.
Paul and St. George, leased to a company,
but under strict control of Govei'nmenV,
whence the greater portion of fui' ssa-
skin is procured. Tlese-islands,-situated
in Behring Sea, are, so to speak, seal
stock-yarcls, and yield the larger portion
of the revenue fron Alaska to the United

tates Goveriment, every skin taken be-
iîig taxed. Near these islands are Behring
and Copper Islands under the control of
the Russian Governnment, which are also
leased to a company. The animal i also
fouind in other.quarters of the globe, and
it il well known that the South-Sea seal
is the prime favorite althougli much of
the fur sold as South Sea seal was neyer
South of the Equinactial Line. In the
southern hemisphe'e are the Gallipagos Is-
lands, the Jslands of Juan Fei'iandez, and
St. F elix, off the coast of Chili and Boliia,
and the west coast of Patagonia; The
nuiiber' of skins collected i these places
is decreasing. Formerly the Falkland
Islands, near the Straits of Magellan,
abounded'ivith seals. Amîong other places
frequerted by the fur seal is ths Georgia
Islaid and Sandwicli gyoup, the Slietlämd
Islands the Auckland group, Campbell's
Island, Enierald Islond, and sobi islets
south of New-Zelaind. In the eastern
henisphere, in tlié Autartic Odean, the
chief breeding place of ths fur sëal bas
been DésöltioriIslàid. WVithoutéx tsd-
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ing the list, it may be said that in all,
these quarters of the worid the fur seal
bas been indiscrimataly .slaughtered in
past years, and Where millions were once,
ta be found there are now only thousands.
The total catch in all- countries is about
200,000 skins par animm.

Although one of the most .expensive
skins, seal is at the seäiWe time one of the
most durable, and, like most good articles,
is the cheapest in the end. For this reason

perhaps, together wvith the fact that it
makes the most fashionable as well as the
most serviceabl lady's garment that can
be produced, it steadily maintains its
popularity. A sacque from 38 ta 40
inches deep is certainly a Most useful
addition ta any lady's wardrobe, as it may
be worn on allotit-door occasions. A new
sacque needs no trimmings, and can be
renovated after about five years wear,
ihen, with the addition of soine atter,
beaver, skunk or other trimmings, it cen
be made almost equal to new. Fur seal
dolmans and ulsters have become ln de-
mand from the fashionable world this
season. They are long garments, and are
male in a variety of handsome shapes
and are heaviily trimmed. The extra
amount of sealskin and the fur trimmings
required, makes then expensive, and they
are only vithin the reacl> of the very
wealthy. Sacques may be bought foir
from $150 ta $250 -in most af the fur
stores, and dolmans and ulaters range in
price from $250 -ta $500 and upward,
according ta the value of the trimming.

Great improvements, wiithin the lastyear
or two, have bean made in the prepara-
tion of.fui' sealskins, the verious processes
of wliich take from six ta eight months,
and they are this season unusually ricl
and of a handsome dark color, but the
American dye appears ta be darker thai
that prepared in London. Sur seal-
sain garments are not injured in any way
by rain, but when .vt they should not be
dried before a fire, nor should they be
folded. It is only necessaiy ta spread
them out until dry. Altihough it is well,
perliaps, for owners of expensive fur-seal
garments ta store them during the warm
montis with. furriers, who give them a
guarantee against loss, it is a fact that
fur seal is never injured by moths like
other furs. If kept et home, garments
should be, as a proper precautionearefully
cleaned and the fur rubbed from the
bottom ta the top (against the grain)'
before it is lung up or laid away. Other
furs should be treated in a sitailar manner,
and they need more attention than fur
seel. Furriers use cedar cheats as ae pr-
caution against moths in furs, but it is
also necessary ta take them out, clean,

and air them, as is done with cloth goods
and to keep them in a dark, cool but dry

place.
The United States Government limits

the killing of fur seals to 75,000 animals
annually on St. Paul Island and to 25,000
on the island of St. George. The seals
come from the ocean to the islands, from
nobody knows where, every year, and,
climbing on to them, rest or breed their
young. -any writers have confounded
the hair seal with the fur seal. The skin
of thé former 4'tchiefly serviceable for
leather, and it is killed for this and its ail.
Cheap but serviceable caps are made from.
it in Montreal, but it is chiefly em-
ployed to make caps for the volunteer
and police forces. A fleet of about 60
sailing vessels and steamers go every year
from St. Jahn, Nevvfoundland, and else-
where to capture the hair seal, and take
about 300,000 every season.

A CORRECTION.

We are of course highly fiattered by the
reference made by the Hamilton Eveniîg
Tlimes to our remarks on the leading
questions at issue inOntario, butiwe must
in justice to ourselves correct an error
which has occurred in a quotation marked
vith inverted commas. The point is one
on which we may possibly diifer.in opi-
nion with our contemporary. We had cited
the National Policy and the Canadian
Pacifie Railway as the principal issues in
Dominion politics, adding, " they certainly'
are ont of the domain of local politics."
The Times lias inserted the words i not
entirely "betveen " are " and "out," thus
making us say the reverse of what we
did. Our object, ive may remark, was to
show that persons who might hold strong
views in favor both of protection and of
railway competition, ought nevertheless to
be governed in their local politics by
their views on snob questions as the
Boundary Award, the Rivers and Streams
Bill and the Liquor Licanse Question.
Of course there is room for difference o
opinion as to the expediency of introdu.
cing Dominion questions into local politics,
but our present remarks are made only
to prevent our being isunderstood.

QUESTIONABLE TACTICS.

The tone lately assumed by.two or three
of the insurance journals in New York
and Chicago in dealing with Canadian
affairs is scarcely,,creditable to the editors.
Most of these papers are seldom or never
bought or subscribed for, aven in the
United Stetes, by any persois outside of
the insurance companies, and ar couse-

quently but seldom seen by policy-I olders
present or prospective. Their strength
lies in the manner in which they are
hnudled by insurance agents as modes of
attack upon rival companies. With a
distorted scrap of printed paper pasted
into the inside of his memorandum-book,
the aggressive agent goes forth conquering
a'nd tô conquer. His great momentum
consists not so much in urging the laims
of his own company as in ringing changes
upon the subject of the printed attack
pasted in his vade mecun, forgetting that
were all agents ta resort ta such tactics
for obtaining business, the resuit must be
that the public must look upon life insur-
ance as a gigantic swindle. There are
journals who entirely eschew such busi-
ness, but there are also, be it said with
regret, papers .which are tempted to lend
themselves too froquently ta promoting
this nefarious and suicidal warfare. We
have before us the last number of a
weelkly insurance journal published in
Newy York ta which a quantity of stale
news, much of vhich savors of the paste-
pot, appears tohave been contributed by a
Toronto correspondent,but whose sanctum
is evidently not far froni the purlieus of
Dey street. This scrappy correspondence
winds up with a direct attack upon a fire
insurance company in this city,-the only
original thing in the contribution.-owing
ta the death of a prominent man in the
company, whose ability ta pay his pro.
portion of any claim against it for loss or
otherwise ivas or is no hetter than that of
hundreds of bis fellow-shareholders. There
are several large shareholders in the same
company, vho could without difficulty
contribute as nuch cash as would furnish
the total capital of almost any of the New
York companies favored by our contem-
porary.

Messrs. J. Bel], Foryth (o., Qieber, bave
issued their annual circular of the lumber and
tiinber trade'for the yearending Dec 1st, 1882,

wliile the bigi waters which prevailed during
the suimmr months enabiad theu to forwRrd
tlîeir productions'to markcets n'liih were fairiy'
buoyant, and lighît in stocks. Thera bas been
no over-production, andote trade at bhisport,
as elsan'liere, continues lu a sound aud beëalthy
condition I

The season opened without mueh request for
ehita pine, whicb formi the great stapieof the

uebea trade the exort liuses iere gederaily
speakiag n'el suppiad) and the ontsida damandi
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lmiteIl so that witl lte exception of rafts con-
tracted for during the winter and early spring,
few transactions of any moment took place tun
til the month of August, wien timuber com-
mienced to move off freely at fairly renunerative
prices to the producers, and hy the close of
navigation few lots remained in first hands for
sale.lu Ithe remarks ayear ago il was stated "an
increased production may be looked forshuuld
all reacli marketnextseason; this is certainly to
be desired,' and attention may be drawn to the
fact that the sup>ly includes ihe balance of the
1881 "cut II wiclb wintered on the Ottawa, to-
gethier witIl the total manufacture of 1881-2, as
the unusually high waters brough t lown all
the titber to market. The stock wintering,
thougli in excess of Iistyear, is under the average
and shows the whole quant.ity available for
spring and early stumier. requirements. The
difficulty in procoring first-class wood which
has often been allude to becomes more appar-
ent every year, and was particularly nioticeable
when visiting the coves this seaon. Ilany of
the old limita have becone exhausted or have
passed into the hands of mill owners, andi a
portion of the new, and more remnote timber
region lias been to the present time inaccessible
ta the lumberian. A larger quantity tiain
usujal of inferior wood is inclided in the stock
on hand a considerable portion of which will
be absorbed in the extiisive public works and
other in]rr.veenitits now being carried on in
and arounîid Ile Quebec harbour. The estimates
of Ilhe probaile Il cut I on Ihfe Ottawa and St.
Lawreincc for this wiiter, whicl are aîlwî'ays as
correct as circuintances will admit, show that
the supply for 1883 will n t more thtn equal
1882, supposing the entire Il crop " reanches mar-
ket next season, and whicl is always uiertain.
