Puevious to the operations of the Inter-State
law, holders of raisins in Californin, anxious
to avail themselves of the low prevailing rates
of freight, forwarded the bulk of their stock of
raising to the East., Subsequent events prove
this to have been poor judgment, as the stock
they relained there was insuflicient for local
requirements, and they now find it necessary
to repurchase their own] goods in other mar-
kets.  Within a few days sales have been
made in New York for shipment to California,
and merchants in the Southwest have also
been obliged to draw upon stock in that city,
though in the pust they have always received

their supplies from the primary market.
This has, naturally, strengthened the feeling
for goods remaining, and in instances, better
prices have been obtained.

The New York papers openly allow that
the arrival of passengers in New York twenty
days from Yokohamn, by the Cauadinn Pacific,
maust be far beyond therecord. Such despateh
makes the new line a very formidable com-
petitor for the business .of China and Japan
with their Pacifiz ronds, and with the ex-
tremely Jeisurely steamer service that connects
with them at San Francisco, It remains to
be seen how much of this slacknees has been
due to the absence of competition, and how
much, under the pressure of competitlou, the
voyage can be shortenul The map scarcely
indicates such’ n geogmplucal ndvuut‘aga for
the new route a8 to account for the reduction
in time mnde over it At any rate, the com-
putmon cnn hnrdly fail to be o good thing

for tmvellors nnd slnppers.

THE PAST SESSION,

The legislation upon the tarifi’ question -
is ihe only measure which can cause the
session of Tarliament just prorogued to
live in history. Outside of this the issues
dealt with have heen mostly political, and
the session throughout has been devoid
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of public interest and barren of -advantage
either material or politieal to the country
at large. In the matter of legislation no
measures except those proposed or assum-

ed by the government have been voted

upon, and although 169 bills were intro-
duced and 130 passed during the session of
forty-seven days, they were all of an un-
interesting character and devoid of general
importance.

The changes in he tariff have of course
been thé absorbing feature of the session
to commercial men, and although at firat
conslderulgle grumbling at the assumed Yo
justice of ‘some of the provisions of the
bill prevailed, the moderation of the gov-
ernment, their readiness to receive any
modifications that would not vitiate the
principle of the measure, and their exten-
sion of the period during which certain
goods might come in under the old tariff,
appear to have disarmed the opponents
of the measure, at all events to a large ox-
tent, and to have convinced the business
fraternity of the government’s good faith
and evident desire to avoid inflicting any
injury on existing interests so far as was
compatible with the development of Cana-
dian mineral and lextile resources. The
tariff now fixed is, roughly.speaking, about
two-thirds of that imposed in the United
States, and, if the predictions of its framers
are verified, should result not only in a
stimulug to already existing industries,
but also in the estnbhshment of many new
ones in our midst.

The condition of the country’s finances,
as revealed by the Budget, was also consi-
dered satisfactory, if the siatement that
the deficit for the fiscal yoar just closed
would be trifiing, can be considered so.
The real point for congratulation is, that
from every indication, the financial year
commencing to-day will show a considera-
ble surplus of revenue over expenditure,
It is irue that the constant subsidizing of
railroads, constructed often for the sake of
obtaining the subsidy of $3,200 per mile,
and not bucause they are really required
by the country they penetrate, still goes
on; but it is hoped that no large expendi-
tures on capital account will be necessary
for some time to come, and that thus the
public debt may remain at its present
gross figure of $270,000,000. The credit of
Canada certainly stands high in financial
circles, and still continues to improve.
The 84 per cent. bonds negotiaied two
years ago at 95 have risen to 103}, and
when the time arrives for replacing some
of the outstanding securilies, it will no
doubt be done on far more advantageous
terms, but at the same time it must be re-
meémbered that the debt charges of the
Dominion now eat up one-third of the rev-
enue, and that consequently some steps in
the direction of greaier economy are ab-
solutely necessary,

From a pblitical point of view the great
event of the session has been the enforced
retxrement of the Hon, Edwatd Blake from
the leadership of the Liberal party,in all
probability for ever. Men of the stamp of
Mr. Blake, who combine high moral char-

‘acter with great political talent, are nn-

happily rare in Canada, and the loes to his
party by his withdrawal will be fully
equalled by the loss to the country of his
gervices, His political opponents bave
hastened to present their iribute to his
abilities, and to offer their sympathies
with him in his illpess, no less spontane-
ously than his friends, and Mr. Blake has
doubtless found his retirement sweetened
by the grateful testimony of both parties
to his high chsracter and important
services.

CUSTOMS ESPIONAGE.

There can be no two opinions among all

Tight thinking and honorable business men

that the testimony given by Mr.
O'Hara, deputy collector of Customs at this

‘port, in what may now justly be called the

Ayer cause-celibre, gives startling evidence
of the demoralizing effect of the present

-system of Customs espionage. When an
-officer of high position in the Cusiom

House will openly state on the witness
stand that he thought the rules of his de-
partment required him to use deception
if necessary, it is evident that an amount
of moral degradation has set in which will
in time permeate the entire staff and
which can only be attributed to the ill-
advised system of fines and penalties, of
allowing one-third of the value of the
seizure to the informer, one-third to
the seizing officer, and the remaining
third to the erown, and thereby furnish-
ing a direct incentive to foster the com-
mission of any fraud of which they may
hecome cognisant until such time as
the seizure may redound most to their
own pecuniary advantage. B

The system is one to which the great ma-
jority of the business community with
their standard of probity and commercial
moralily can never become reconciled.
1t affords a continuous temptation to weak
and ill-balanced minds that becomes in too
many cases irresistible, and leads to the be-
lief, in other cases outside of the one in
question, that, if a timely equivocation (to
put it mildly) be to the direct pecuniary
advantage of the utlerer, it is the duny of
of the officer to indulge in it.

.So far has this insidious reasomng now
permeated the oflicials that it almost geems
ag if the mere fact of any man being an
importer, is ipse faclo, a proof that he is
engaged in o conspiracy to defraud the
revenue, and that consequently he'is a fair
object for every species of annoyance and
obstruction even if he be not watched for

ulierior purposes.
that, a8 in the case of the United States
during the civil war, this odious system of
spies and informers is necéssary tu avoid
frauds on the revenue and that, conse-
quently, the customs informer, like the
whiskey informer, is an unavoidable evil,
But it must be remembered that, in the
h¥11.14
case of our Amemczm Tbighbours from
whom this repulsive system was borrowed,
80 soon as the full extent of the demoral-
ization engendered by the employment of
informers became apparent the whole
system was at once abolished by Congress
without any detriment to the public
revenue. - If, then, there is no longer need
for such a method of ascertaining the
existence of presumptive fraud upon ihe
revenue in a conntry where the tarifl is
much bigher than -our own and® the
consequent templation to undervaluation

_proportionately greater, can it Le fairly

pretended that it is a vital necessity under

-the more moderate duties of our Nuuonul
Poliey ?

If the reply be in the aflirmative, at all
events cannot the more offensive features
of the system he so modified as to render
the temptation of gain less great lo the

‘informer without impairing the efliciency

of the protection it may afford to the
revenue ? Tor instance, were the rule
made that the informer should ounly share
in the value of a seizure made within, say

six months of the first instance of fraud or’

undervaluation, the temptation to allow

“known frauds to continue for years before

magking the seizure, in order to make one
enormous haul, would be eliminated, and
one of the great incentives Lo bribery re-
moved from the field of contingencies.
But this is not the only point upon
which an improvement in Customs pro-
cedure may be fairly called for. Under
section 214 of the Cusloms Act any firm or
importer is obliged, on the demand of any

Customs officer or special agent, to hand

“over immedijately all invoices, bills,
accounts and statements of aby portion of
importations for the past three years” and
in spite of the fundamental principle of
English law that the burden of proof rests
on the accuser and that the accused is pre-
sumed to be innocent till proven guilty, yet
in Customs cages the burden of disproof of
alleged fraud lies with the accused, and
even when such alleged or assumed frand
shall have heen absolutely refuted at the
trouble and expense of the accused and
before an already prejudiced = tribunal,
there is no redress for the time and trouble
expended, nor can auny compensation he
recovered from the Department. “Are
there not many firms in this city who,
even if entirely innocent, would consent to
a compromise rather than expose their
books and invoices and thus give their
rivals & damaging insight into their met+

It may be claimed
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hods of doing business ? Is not this, then,
putting a power into the hands of not over-
paid Cusloms agents thal might bo used
with overwhelming eflect for puiposes of
blackmail ¢

The whole system smacks more of the
despotic authority of by-gone days than of
the enlightened freedom of the nineteenth
century, and the sooner such alierations
are instituted as will abrogate its arbitrary
authority the hetter it will be for the com-
merce of the country. No doubt the lot of
the specinl agent, like that of the police-
man, i not alwuays & happy one, and that
the peculiar exigencies of the system under
which he makes his gaing compel him to
make use of means and tools which he
otherwise might shrink from employing,
but the disclosures wrung from Mr. O'Tara
on the witness stand, seem to verify the
old adage, thatit is impossible to touch
piteh and not be defiled and, therefore, a
system which entails such demoralizing
results on its agents, cannot but be offen-
pivo to the moral sense of the community.
Of course we recognizo the fact that such a
thing us socreb servics money existy with
evory govermnent, and that as the Cus-
toms Depurtment is part of the political
machineg, they may have considered them-
solves entitled to employ some of ity funds
for tho purposes indicated, but the public
will bo curious to know how the
Government, will justify the outlay made
for thie expenses of American informers.

Wo cannotb cluse this articlo without
paying a compliment {o the presiding judye,
Sir Willinm Ritchie, who severely repri-
manded the oflicials for the bhesitat-
ing character of the answers extracted by
the perseverance of Mr. Macmaster. If no
other good results acerue, hie deserves at
loast the thanks of the mercantile com-
maunity  for exposing this demoralizing
systom to the light of day. The future
courso of the Department will be watched
with serious and close attention, and we
surely may rely upon the Government to
take such steps as will mitigate the evils of
n system that tends (o lower the moral
character of its agents.

Since writing the above we learn that
Mr. O'Hura has entered a protest against
the evidence atiributed to him in the re-
ports given of Monday’s session of the
Court in this city.

THE LEAD MARKEL,

The faet that the price of lead has again
risen to the point where the importation
of thal metnl into this continent becomes
profitublo has attracted considerable atten-
ton from the trade. 1t is stated that
already somo small orders have been
placed abroad at 4,723 and that possibly
furtber importations may tako place.

Lhe rise appoirs o bo o pursly artiticinl

one and is evidently the result of the
manipulation of the market by some of
the larger operators. 'There seems to be
no reason why lead should advance just
now; the domestie supply shows no falling
off and appears to be fully equal to the
consumption. Were there any actual
searcity of the metal there might be some
reason for calling upon foreign stocks, but
already the busiest scason has passed
without developing even a temporary
shortage. The only solution of the pro-
blem then is, that, although the supply
was amply sufficient to meet ordinary
requirements, it was not so largze as to
preclude the possibility of “cornering” it,
and that consequently we are to witness
in the lead market a similar struggle
between the consumer and speculator as
has taken place lately in prunes and
coflee, though on a smaller scale.

A review of the situation does not
present any points upon which to base a
legitimate advance in values. The pros-
pective output does not point te any
lessening of the production; in fact it
scems certain that a much heavier make
will be witnessed. From all quarters come
indications of an increased output of
American lead, and another equally im-
portant source of supply is opened by the
admission of silver ore free in the United
States. This ore is usually argentiferons
galena and i3 admitied free of duty even
if' it carries a8 high as 75 per cent of lead.
This importation is now increasing rapidly,
as many Mexican mines now send their
ores fo Texas and Colorado to be smelted
and place the lead on the American mar-
ket on the same terms as the home pro-
duct. Clearly, therofore, there is no chance
of a lesgsened output. On overy hand the
indications point to a steadily increasing
supply and consequently diminishing pros-
peet of a gain in value.

The next point to look at is, whether
there is a suflicient increase in the con-
sumption of this metal to justify the belief
that this increase in output will be legiti-
mately absorbed, and here again the
verdict must be unfavorable. It is true
that the consumption since the commence-
ment of the year has been very heavy
indeed, but that arises from exceptional
cauges and is not likely to be continued
during the year. The break in the white
lead combinalion in January, and the
hieavy fall in prices which then took place,
cnused buyers to stock themselves heavily
and necessitated the corresponding pur-
chase of raw lead by the makers, but that
artificial increase in the volume of trade
has now censed. A similar condition of
aftuirs has prevailed in the shot trade, but
there, again, business has now resumed
its normal proportions, and the outlook for
business in that quarter is not promising.
The troubles in the building trade, too,

bave had a restrictive effect on the de-
mand for lead pipe, and, now that the
dullest period of the commercial year is
upon us, it is hardly likely that the excep-
tional demand of the first four months can
continune unabated. Everything points to
the fact that the rise is a purely specula-
tive one and not based upon substantial
grounds, and therefore it may be expected
to meet with the same fate as attended the
bull syndicates in coffee, prunes and
wheat.

H SUGAR BOUNTIES.

The recent legislation introduced into
the German Reichstag, reducing the ex-
isting bounties on beet sugar, bas natur-
ally awakened great attention among all in-
terested in the prosperity of the sugar
trade. The excessive supply and low
prices at which these bounty-supported
beet sugars could be placed upon the mar-
ket have for many years been the most
congiderable check upon any advance in
the market for cane sugar, as the moment
prices rose to any extent, the refineries at
once turned their exclusive attention to
the low-priced German sugars, and aband-
oned the purchase of cane sugar until such
time ag the price approximated nearer to
their views.

The heavy bounty which rendered such
low prices profitable for beet sugar has in-
increased the production of this article to
an excessive extent, and has rendered the
eacrifice of large quantities, at any reason-
able figure, necessary in order to reduce
the surplus manufactured, but, if the pres-
ent reduction of bounty have the expected
result of checking this inordinate produe-
tion, a serious incubus will be removed
from the sugar market and a better and
stronger feeling will at once prevail.

'The new German sugar tax bill will re-
duce the bounty on raw beet sugar eight
cents per ewt, and that on the refined pro-
duct from six to eight cents per ecwt. In
order therofore to maintain their present
rate of profit the German producers would
be compelled to advance their price at
least six cents per 112 lbs., but now that
there is a prospect of a curtailment of pro-
duction, a upward speculative movement
has arisen in mostof the beet sugar manu~
facturing” centres which - has already re-
sulted in an advance of 15 cents per cwt.
for forward contract, and there is every
promise of increased activity In the sugar
market in the future.

The statistical position of sugar, as we
have previously pointed out in these col-
umns, is certainly a strong one. The
heavy falling off in the Cuban crop, vari-
ously estimated at from 68,000 to 93,000
tons, with the largest figure probably near-
est the truth, the certainty that at the
close of the present crop year, even ab the
past estimate of production and consump-
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tion, the stock of beaet sugar will show a
decrease of some 50,000 tons, are all strong
arguments on the “bull” side, and now
that a eartailment of the estimated produc-
tion seems likely, it is easy to see that g
spurt in prices is most probable. In fact
some experts do not hesitate to say that
on the 1st of next September the shortage
of beet sugar will be nearer 150,000 than
50,000 tons, but even faking the smaller
fizures it is evident that astrong statistical
basis has at last been reached. That this
fact is fully recognized by the trade it is
only necessary to turn to our market re-
ports. In the Montreal markets sugar has
been and still is very active, no yellow can
now be bought under § 1-16, and from that
figure it runs up to 5% cents, while granu-
lated is selling in large lots at G} cents
from the refinery. In England a similar
condition of affairs prevails, Mail advices
chronicle an advance in refined sugars,
and raw cane is quoted at from 12s 6d to 13
shillings. .

THE FAILURE OF MACIVER & BAR-
CLAY.

A Black Friday on a small scale lowered
upon the “street” a week ago, caused by
the failure of Maclver & Barlay of this
city, stock brokers, Those who met the
members of the firm the previous evening
suspected something to be amiss; and
their fellow workers who knew the destin-
ation of the heavy purchases of Montreal
Telegraph stock made from time to time
during the winter,—the heavy load they
were carrying—were in a position to avail
themselves of the sudden drop which next
morning greeted the opening of the Stock
Exchange. There was & drop all along
the line, influenced also in some degree by
shrinkage in certain New York securities,
chiefly Manhattan; but the local influence
wag chiefly felt in stocks carried on margin
by the suspended firm. Telegraph fell to
91 and was bougbt in freely by a long time
successful ' "broker whose architectural
tastes are finding expression on Sher-
brooke street and at the charming subur-
ban village of St. Anne de Bellevue. Dun-
das Cotton fell from 74 to 50 or 58, but
both stocks found ready purchasers, and
Telegraph advanced during the day to 95
to 96. The failure is chiefly due to the
decline in Telegraph which gradually
weakened to its recent quotation, leaving
a firm who had made upwards of $100,000
in the last five years, as high and dry as
the sand-beaps at their front door. The
liabilities to the Exchange are about
£6,000, and as it is impoasible to say how

they stand pending the paywent of Tele--

graph quarterly dividend on the 2nd July,

and to a less degree the announcement of

a far more reliable bank dividend about
the same time, the firm are meantime un-

able to make any overtures for settlement.
It is apt to spoil the pleasure of 8 man’s
vacation to find that his ability to cheque
out over $50,000 nine mounths ago has been
changed into a serious balance against
him at the close of the season, nominally
of $100,000—about £80,000 of this being
due to their telegraph ventures. Should
the quarterly dividend of two per cent on
‘Telegraph be duly paid, as to which there
is more or less speculation, the firm wmay
be able to make good their relation to the
Stock Exchange and again resume the
usual course on'Change. Both members
of the firm stand well personally in ibe
community, and as they have youth,
ability and push in their favor, are at
least as likely to recover their financial
position a8 elegraph is to be paid before
the first August. -

FURS.

The regular June sale of furg and skins
is now over and has resulted in leaving
the market in a most unsettled condition,
with prices ruling chiefly in buyers’
favor. Tt seems now -certain that the
opening of the next season will witness, at
all events, as low prices as are now ruling,
even if we have not to chronicle a further
decline. The cause of this weaker feeling

.ig the fact that an average decline of 15%

per cent, throughout the list, took place at
the sales, partly from the large supplies
offered, but more particnlarly because the
greater bulk of the skins brought forward
were decidedly not of the first quality.

All accounts agree that the bearskins
sold were of the most miscellaneous char-
acter, Those that were of as good quality
as is usually offered commanded full prices,
but there were many in very poor condition
and these naturally sold very low, thus
weakening the market and causing the
average price to fall Lelow that realized at
the March salee. Wolfgkins were alsoin
large supply and, at the bhest, of very
ordinary quslity. Under these circum-
stances the demand was naturally limited,
and a heavy drop in price resulted.

Muskrat, of fall and winter collection,
sold, on an average, fully 10 per cent
higher than the prices realized last March,
simply because these skins were well cured,
in good condition, and in no larger supply
than at that period; but those taken last
apring fell off quite 10 per cent from March
prices, principally on account of their poor
condition, but partly owing to the larger
stock offering. Beaver skins also fell 10
per cent, and in this case the drop was not
due to the condition of the skins, but
rather to the slackness of the demand and
the fullness of the supply. They were
fairly neglected by purchasers and prices
necessarily suffered,

The heaviest fall in values was in grey

fox sking, which, curiously enough, was
more than in those of the red variety.
This was due to the very poor order in
which the skins were, and also, in. part, to
the mueh larger stock offered. So poor
was the condition that there- was very
little call for them, and they suffered a
depreciation of 35: per.cent in value, the
greatest decline on- the whole list; the
next sufferer, skunk, which was also in
large supply, and which was so much
called for last March, falling 25 per cent
from March prices, and the next,opossum,
over twenty per cent. In the ease of this
last fur the drop was entirely due to the
heavy supply offered, as the skins were in
prime condition and a fair demand was
svinced ; but in the face of such heavy
lots as were offered it was impossjble to
maintain prices at their old basis,

There seemed Lo be no demand for either
raccoon or mink. -Both these furs were
entirely neglected and buyers refused to
touch them except at very low figures.
The same thing was noticeable also in the
caseof Iynx and red fox, both of which
furs were somewhat ofl’ quality and, as a
natural consequence of little demand and
poor condition, were compelled to suffer a
decline of 15 per cent from the prices
realized at the last sale.

On all sides we hear the same complaints
of the poor quality and bad preparation of
most of the skins for the market. In the
case of wolf, grey fox,-lynx, red fox and
spring muskrat, the furs offered were far
below the average and naturally could not
.command the same prices as prime skins,
and even in the case of bear thesking were
so very much mixed as io seriously aflact
the price. In those cases, such as heaver
and opossum, where no complaint ns to
quality could be made, the excessive sup-
ply completely broke the market, and it
was ouly in the case of those fura which
were well cured and in only average sup-
ply that March prices wero able to be
maintained. When large supplies of in-
ferior skins are thrust upon a doubtful
market it is little wonder that the demand
begins to flag, and consequently the aver-
age decline of 153 per cent at the June
sales cannot be said to be anything but
what might have been expecled under the
circumstances, '

PREVAILING COLORS.

The recent warm weather has developed,
at all events so far ag this city is concern-
ed, a remarkable run upon dove gray and
pearl gray dresses. Gray in all shades,
but more especially in the deeper dove and
pearl shades, appears to have taken the
place of the tan-browns so very popular
last season, and the number of gray dresses
met with onthe streets show that it will
be the leading color for the summer, Ttis
only patural that a reaction should sef in
from the browns and beiges which have
hitherto held the popular fancy, and so
since these grays arc not only durable hut
becoming, and make up beautifully with
the rieh cardinal and garnet plushes _ilow
offered, it ig only to be expected that they
should bo the favorites. One of the many
shades of gray is becoming to any style of
face and it is only when the wrong shade
is solected that the dress fails to please its
wearer.

White, too, is more in vogue, especially
as a trimming, and the latest iden is to in-
troduce it into anything where it will not
outrage good taste. White isnow the most
fashionable color for linings to the imita-

tion revers, formed either by a piece of

material reaching from the waist (o the
edge of the skirt, or by the edge of the per-
pendicnlarly draped tunic, plaited up to
hang loose and full so as to show the white
or colored lining.

Heliotropo is fast losing ground, parily
becanse it is the reverse of becoming to
most complexions, but principally because
al the commencement of the gpring it was
used almost entirely for doing up last
year's hats and dresses for the hetween-
season. Livery last year's black straw that
appeared on Enster Sunday in this city
wag freshened up with a bunch of helio-
trope ribbons or a heliotrope feather, and
all the old dresses bad a bunch of ribbons
of this trying color at the neck, The natn
ral result followed that heliotrope became
too common, and now is religiously avoid-
ed by the betler class trade, except in the
darker and less known shades of dahlia
and anomone,

Vieux rouge is merely another name for
the old favorite crushed strawberry and is
consequently not coming to the front so
much as its clever inventors hoped. Still
it is used a good deal in combinations, as
it harmonizes well with a large number of
browns and so is a useful color in millinery.
Coral pink is said, on the authority of re-
centiy returned buyers, to be the coming -
color, and, when the present popularity of
gray is taken into consideration, thigis far
from unlikely. It is certainly the fashion-
able color'in England at present and there-
fore is sure, sooner or later, to come to the
front on this side of the Atlantic.

It is curious to note that the seersuckers
have mostly returned to their former
sphere and are again confined to men’s
jackets and vests. COue very seldom sees
these pretly fabrics on ladies in the streets
now-a-days, and the fashionable ladies who
fook ihem up with sueh zest in past
seasons, appear to have utterly forgotten
them this, On the other hand, silks and
light woollens are more in vogue than ever
and the pretty sateens under rich lace
flouncings are still the most beautiful and
becoming summer costumes possible. It
seems a pity, too, for no brighter or more
graceful cotton fabric was produced in this
country than these pretty seersuckers and
consequently it is to be regretted that the
inexorable turn of fashion’s wheel has re-
legated them to the limbo of by-gone
atyles. ' )

PURE FOOD.

Of late yoars a great deal of attention
has been paid to the question of adulter-
ation, in fact too much, until the public
mind has become morbid on the subject,
and, theoretically, suspects every article of
common diet of more or less sophistication,
We say theoretically becanse practically
the very ones who are most convinced of
the prevalence of adulleration, eat what-
ever is put before them without the least
enquiry into its purity. This common
practice of insisting upon the manipulation
of ordinary food articles has now been car-
ried to an excess which is aliogether un-
supporled by facts, and consequently, we
are glad to give the result of a series of
experiments, conducted by the analyst of
the New York 1¥orld on purchases made
by its reporters in 300 grocery stores in
that great city which proves that the
sweeping charges of the prevalence of
adulteration are, if not altogether um-
founded, ot least greatly exaggerated.

Tuking the 300 samples of tea, purchased
at haphazard throughout the city, only 12
were found o be adulteraied, and in some

“of these it was doubiful if the adulteration

was intentional. The adulterant in every
case was “lie” tea and absolutely innocu-
ous to bealth. The coffes samples natur-
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ally displayed more adulteration than tes,
but even in this case 72 saraples out of 100
were pure and only 28 per cent, adulter-
ated with chicory and pess, in many cases
the chicory being specially added to suit
the consumers’ faney. Of the sugar sam-
ples 98 were pure and two only showed a
small percentage of glucose. Pepper and
the gpices showed the most ndulteration,
* but taking the returns of the whole analy-
sis we find that ouf of ihe 300 samples of
foods examined, 258 were good and only
42 adulterated, a conclusion that will
- doubtless much astonish those pessimists
who affect to believe that every common
article of consumption is more or less
sophisticated. What renders this experi-
ment more striking is the fact that the

articles purchased were not bought by

well-known oflicials whose presence might
have put the storekeepers on their guard,
but were purchased by the ordinary em-
ployees .of the paper, and in some cases
from loecalities where adulieration was
strougly to be suspected.

Thig result shoiws that the strenuous
_efforts of the mercantile journals, and of
. the better class grocers, have almost com-

pletely aboliched food adulteration which,
in our belief, never existed to anything
like the extent that alarmists insisted
~upon. If proves thaf even in a large city
Jike Now York only a very small percent-
age of adulteration exists, and that in
nearly every case the aduolterant was ab-
golutely innocuous to health, and conse-
quently must be most reassuring to resi-
dents of smaller cities like our own where
‘the temptation to sophisticate is much
" less, and where the appliances necessary
for that purpose are often non-existent.

A cerinin amount of adulteration doubt-

. less exists and probably always will exist;
but mow that it is proved that the foreign
substances are entirely innocuous, and in
many cases liltle less nuiritious than the
- food with whieh they are mixed, it may be
hoped that the adulteration scare will
- gradually die out, and that we may be
spared the dismal asseirtions of the mixing
. of ground glass in pepper, tobacco stems in
coffee, and other gensational announce-
ments derived from newspaper para-
. graphs or embryo chemists. Adulteration
. there is certainly, but it is not nearly so
common as some wonld bave us believe,
. and where it does exist, it is not injurious
to the public health,

Tui Oxranio Bask.—The thirtieth annual

. general meeting of the Ontario bank was
- held in Toronto on the 22nd ulto., when the
usual satisfactory report on the year's business

" was read by the elnirman. No better criterion
of the steady incrense in the bank’s prosperity

can be cited than the fact that the directors

Tave decided that the moment has arrived

when the general position and earnings of the
bank warrant an increase in the rate of divi-
dend to seven per cent. per anpum, and have
declared the last somi-annual dividend at that
rate. This one fact will speak volumes to the
shareholders of the institution, and when
coupled with the knowledge that after paying
the increased dividend and providing for ac-
crued interest, bad or doubiful’ debts, and
exponses of management, the directors are
gtill able to add $25,000 to the rest (making
that fund $525,000 or 35 per cent. of the capi-
tal), nud to commence the new year with a
balance of profits amounting to $41,879 to
carry forward, the most captious critic must
be gratified at the flourishing condition of the
bank thus indicated. The whole report
breathes confidence and sccurity, the net
profits of the year amounted to over 10 per
eent, on the paid-up capital, and as the pres-
ent large -rest has been nccumulated entirely
since the reorganization of the bank in 1881,
it bears eloquent testimony to the persistent
cnergy of the management, and to the steady
progress of the institution.

Ty FepErAL BaNk.—The thirteenth annual
meeting of the shareliolders of this now rising
bank was held in Toronto on the 22nd ulto.
The report showed a steady improvement in
the general business of the bank throughout
the year,-the net profits, after deducting ex-
penses,: accrued interest, the nucleus of an,
officers’ guarantee fund, and writing off all bad
and doubtful debis, reaching $96,868, or $20,-
000 more than those of the previous year, and
equal to 7§ per cent. on the paid-up capital.
Of the total profits $75,000 was distributed in
dividends to the sharcholders, and of the re-
mainder, a sum of $25,000, was added to the
rest, bringing that fand up to $160,000, and
the balance of $72,249 carried forward to com-
mence the new financial year. During the
past twelve months the circulation has in-
crensed $32,625, the deposits $272,776, and
the discounts $335,919, while, thanks to the
prudent and conservative policy of the bank's
officers, the past due bills have decreased by
$88,372. , The commencement of an officers’
guarantee fund to provide against crrors and
defaulis is a step in the right direction, and,
should necessity cver arise to make use of it,
will be found an important and reliable eafe-
guard for the interests of the shareholders,

A cAnLpoRrAM from Eugluri_d conveys the in-
telligence that the Privy Council has given
its decision in the important case of Sweeney
v8. the Bank of Montreal, which was an action
instituted by Miss Sweeney, a lady of this
city, to compel the Bank of Montreal to re-
transfer to her thirty shares of capital stock of
the Montreal Rolling Mille Company which
had been confided to James Roso for invest-
ment and stood in his name in trust, but
which he hypothecated to the bank, without
her knowledge or consent, for personal ad-
vances to him. The plaintiff contended that

the . bapk bad no authority to transfer the
stock, as the words “in trust” showed that
the stock did not belong to Rose personally.
The bank on the other hand claimed that
Rose had the right to act as he did. "The
Superior Court here dismissed the plaintifs
action, The Court of Queen's Bench con-
firmed this jpd\"é";ll]%i{t, {but the Supreme Court
reversed both judgments and ordered the bank
to comply with the plaintifi’s demands. The
bank then carried the case to the Privy Coun-
cil, which has just given judgment confirming
the decision of {he Supreme Court in favor of
Miss Sweeney, and ordering the baunk to re-
transfer the shaves, ‘The judgment is regard-
ed as one with a very imbortnut bearing on
the investment of trust funds.

Last Saturday in New York will fake its
place among the bistorical days of Wall
street, and will rank with the Black Friday of
December, 1886, and other similar panics.
The remarkable point about last Saturdny's
break was that it began after a long depression
in the market, and ut & time when prices were
considerably lower than had been previously
reached. So scon as the market was forced
down cnough to reach long stock held on
narrow margin, the big break wns compara-
tively ensy. People were sold out who did
not have time to margin up, and but for the
buying by the bears to cover, the disuster
might bave been greater than it was. There
was not a single legitimate reason for the
break. By sheer forcethe bears put the mar-
ket down, and did all they could to create a
panic. The fall was led by the two Gould
stocks—Western Union and Missouri Pacifie—
the former being run down 7§ per cent. and
the latter 134, Maphattan dropped 41} per
cent: on sales of less than 5,000 shares. New
England was raided down 5§ per cent, and
Richmond Terminal 7§ per cent. Lackawanna
stood up well for an hour, and then dropped
53 per cent.in o few minutes. The rest of
the list declined more or less, but the worst
of the break was in the stocks named.

Tue siaements made in o trade contem-
porary to the effect that the Bank of Mont-
real would lose heavily by the fuilure of the
PFidelity National Bank, of Cincinnati, are in-
accurate, The drafts in guestion, amounting
to nemrly $200,000, drawn Dby the TFidelity
Bank on the Chemicul National Bank, were
deposited at the Chicago branch of the Bank
of Montreal and teturned nnpaid, as.the funds
to meet therw had been scized by creditors of

.thoTidelity. These draftsare amply secured by

being endorsed by Mr. [rwin, president of the
American Exchange National, a well-known
millionaire. The rumor doubtless gained cur-
rency from the fact that the drufts were also
cendorsed by J. T. Wiltshire, the broker who
wag arrested last Friduy on the clarge of ald-

ing in the misapplication of the Fidelity's’

funds, but the endorsation of Mr. Irwin amply
gecures the Bank of Montreal against any loss,
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In this conncetion we mny state that we have
it from unimpenchable authority that the
losses of the American Exchange National ure
grossly exnggeractd nnd that this bank is
fully uble to meet nny demands made upon it,

Cosstests i foreign markets upon  the
character of the American walnut which is
received, continue to be ot or less unfuvor.
_able, The quality of the logs which arvive
seems o mark two extremes, One class is
poor’ “andmmall and another is of a grade
which the English Lrokers hold at full prices,
80 that the purchaser.is confronted with a
luss by wasle on the one hand und expensive-
ness on the other:  'The markets luck a stock
of medium grade logs which would betler
snib the genernl requirements of the foreign
trimle,  Walnut lumber from Ameriea con-
tinues lo move freely, bul it is a standing
objection that the quaulity is inferior to too
grent an extent. Phe chiel compluint is that
wihiiuil lumber is sold on the docks without
inspection, imperfeet bonrds being counted ay
full measure, while every allowanee for knots,
slitkes, ete, is demanded by the consumer
when he seeks the yard,  IL has also been
remarked, more lantierly, that stocks of walnut

It is reported from Columbig, 8. C., that s
powerful syndicate has been organized, in
which all the phosphate miners and mining
companies bave joined, for the purpose of con-
trolling and keeping up the price of crude
phosphate. This is one of South Carolina's

greatest industries. Last year the apggregate
production of phosphate rock was 449,603
tons, of which 381,603 tons were exported and
68,000 tous were consumed by the local
fertilizer manufacturing companies. The
aggregate value of this production was, in
round numbers, $2,000,000. This news will
be of great mtcmst to Canadian phosphate
miners, a8 this low grade Oarolina rock,
running about 60 to 55 per cent of phoaphnte
of lime, is largely used for mixing with the
bigher grade Canadian phosphate in the man-
ufacture of superphosphates.

As A sampie of the investments the people
of England are induced by specious repre-
sentations to put money into, we would quote
the Albert, N,B., railway bonds, the interest
on which was guaranteed for a short term of
years, expiring this June. The bondholders
will now have to depend on the earnings of
the road which does not pay working expenses.
Ag there is over half a million dollars of these
bonds out the holders will probably meet with
a serious loss, The Canadian Gazelle recom-
mends that o committee of bondholders shoild
be sent out to enquire and report on-the
whole subject. Should this be done the con-
coption of the scheme for floating the bonds
will mnke interesting reading for.the holders,
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Tue position of green peas in Baltimore
continues interesting. On the 27lh the re-
ceipts were the heaviest known in years, and
the market took a downward turn. The
#high tope" packers came in to aid the
market, bidding freely 75¢ per bushel, hoping
thereby to make a high' cost to those who had
contracted to deliver the canned goods at 90c

per dozen. The receipts, however, were too
heavy to make this action successfal, and
ultimately they were oblized to withdraw,
The support taken away, a decline set in
which was not checked until a 35¢ point was
reached. Here a reaction set in which carried
-the value up to 50c, which was the closing
figure of tluz day.

-Tye managers of the stecl works at New
Glasgow, N.8,, are taking time by the forelock
and propose to make hay while the tarifl sun
shines. Graham Fraser, the superintendent,
_isnow in England engaging a force of skilled
workers in iron and stecl to supplement his

present force of 120 men. A mine called the
Black Diamond mine Mas been purchased by
the steel eompany, which they intend to
operate s0 as to be independent of the other
conl mines with their periodical strikes and
lockouts. If Nova Scotia would go into the
steel shipbuilding business her people would
make as much mongy as they did out of the
wooden ships which formed the fortunes ot
many of the wealthiest men in that province.

A uiuip fish glue faclory is now in opera-
tion in St. John,' turning out some 300 barrels
per week. Salted fish skins obtained from the
fish curers in the vicinity is the basis of the
glue, and after being treated the product is of
‘the color and consistency, of strained honey.
It finds & good market in Brifuin, while a
smull guantity i disposed of nearer home,
There are only two other similar factorics
known, both located at Gloncester, Mass. St.
- Jobn, Newfoundland and Halifax would seem
to be good localities at which to sturt other
factories, and we have no doubt some of our
Montreal capitalists would find a good field
for their enterprise in this direction.

Tue receipts of new Columbia salmon are
being actively distributed upon old contracts
and fresh purchases. No telegraphic ndvices
are to hand as to how the fish are running,
but mail correspondence represent the boats
doing fairly, though up to the 9th instant the
pack was somewhat below that of last year.
Six weeks yet remain before the season closes,
and though a good run may be met with
during that time, the pack of last year will
hardly be exceeded. No information is to
hand of work upon the more Northern rivers,
hence it is too early to speak of the probu.ble
result. .

Oxe of the principal packers of Spanish
raigine in Malaga writes, under date of 1st in-
 stant, the following: "¢ From the quantity of
. rain that has fallen .the past winter and
- spring, it islikely that the grapes will be of
.- good size ; consequently if farmers and pack-
ors are careful in assorting their raising this
- year we may oxpect to see a great improve-
ment in quality. The crops of lemons and al-
monde are doing well, and - we anticipate
about the same yield as last year,”

AxoxasT other Government approprintions
the sum of $4,600 was voted for the forming
and repaiting of roads st the Montreal ter-
minus of the Lachine canal, and for increased
bridge accommodation ; for building a new
swing bridge at lock No. 5, and the purchase
of telephone; $11,650 was voted for deepen-
ing the Beauharnols canal and building a tele-
phone ling; $1,000 was voted for changing
the location of the swing bridge over the
Rideau canal at Smitl’s Fells; and $2,600 for
wharf accommodation near Maria street bridge.

Tur Toronto Mail says: “Secing that we
have ten Governors, fifty-three Cabinet Min-
istere, and 694 legisiators, costing exclusive

of the cxpense of housing the Governors,

the English market at all and butter is passing
along very slowly; one buyer, however, is
kesping up the market for creamery, 25 he is
taking o good deal up -to 18¢, considering
that holding this in cold. storage will not be
a bad speculntlon Pork js moving along
slowly s are all "hog products. I}E,gs are
easier again, selling at 12c/@12}c per dozen
in wholesale lots.

Druas ANp CmeEmioarns—The chief feature
this week is the continued advance in opium,

which is likely, nccordmg to reliable reports,

to continue, "The following extracts are

taken from a circular issued by St. John
Brothers, of Now York: «We are now posi-
tively assured that the present crop will be
decidedly less than 2,600 cnses ; cables received
during the week agreeing that 2,000 tcases
will be the maximum yield. These advices
come from the most conservative Turkish
merchants, and we believe can be implicitly
relied on. The price in Turkey has advanced
to equal to S£:1%%1 “bond, for current quality.
At this writing’ only smnll parcels are ob-
tainable at $3.50 per 1b. in bond, and we un-
hesitatingly advise such of our friends and
the trade ns have not yet supplied themselves
to do so at once. The advance has barely
commenced. Every day revenls the disastrous
condition of the Turkey crop more clearly,
and leaves no room for- doubt that extreme
prices will be reached. The shortage of the
Persian crop has been confirmed, and the out-
turn wilt be so small as to leave but a trifling
quantity for export.” From this it will be
seen that a further ndvance is almost certain
and already it is quoted at $5 to $5.50 here.
Of course morphia and the other products of
opium are certain to follow the lead of the
original article. This advance is of great im-
porfance, as opium and iis kindred, enter so
largely into medicinal and other uses. Bichro-
mate of potash has also advanced, and is now
at 1lc to 12¢. Logwood has advanced, and
the extract is now quoted at 75c to $!1 per 100
higher than in early spring.

Dry Goops—Thoe city retailers state that
they have no reason to complain of business
this weck, as the general preparations for the
summer exodus to the scaside and country

has caused quite a boom in the necessary
articles of attirc and embellishment. Traders
in the outskirts also continue to do a steady
and satisfactory business. Wholesale houses
aré getting off their travellers on the regular
fall trip, and a good many bave already
started ; reports so far as yet heard, speak of
the results as very satisfactory, but of course
the trips are not very far advanced. Stocks
are assuming larger proportions, ng no doubt
a large quantity of goods bought prior to the

‘13th May, are being hurried out as fast as

possible so as to be entercd hers before the
first proximo, when the new duties come info
force. Cottons are fairly held, and show no
wenkness. Woollens, except for a break in
grey flannel, are firmly held.
