THE STANDARD POLICY OF NEW YORK
STATE.

A Committee of the Board of Trade, New York, has
just reported on the * Standard Fire Insurance Policy”
of that State. The conditions to which they chiefly
object are not confined to policies issued there.. Many
policyholders nearer home will find it desirable to read
over their policies and note if any such 'conditions ex-
ist in them, so that they may be thoroughly advised as
to their nature and bearing. Indeed whenever a poliecy
is secured it should be very carefully read over' and its
provision mastered, so that strict compliance be paid
thereto so as to avoid all chance. of voiding the insu-
rance by some unconscious violation of the contract.

"The objections raised by the Committee are mainly

against two clauses. One.of these provides that, “If a
building, or-any portion thereof fall, except as the re-
sult of fire, all insurance on this policy on-such build-
ing, or its contents, shall immediately cease.” This
clause involves suchi a risk to the policyholder as ren-
ders it in the highest degree inequitable. Suppose for
