NoMINATION TO THE BISHOPRIO OF SASKATOHE-
‘WAN.—Word was received in Wianipeg to-day
from the-Bishop of Rapert's Land that the
‘of  Canterbury had offered the
Bighopric - to Ven. Archdeacon Pinkham, ‘of
Wiiinipeg.' The offer arrived by the same mall
and the Archdeacon has telegraplied “his ac-
ceptaiice. - The Ven. Wm, Cyprian Pinkbam,
B.D.;, Archdeacon of Manitoba, was born in
Nowfoundland in 1844, was educated- at the
Church of England Academy, St. John's, and

raduated at gt. Augustine's - College, Canter-
ary. - On comgleting his course he was -sent
out by the 8.P.G. to Manifoba, arriving here in .
September, 1868, His first and enly parochial
charge was the parish of St. Jawes, now within
the city limits, He was ordained deacon in
London, Ont., in 1868, on his way to Manitoba,
and priest by the Bishop of Rupert’s Land in
1869. He resigned the incumbency .of St.
James in 1881. In that year he was elected
Secretary of Synod, which position he has had
'ever since. At Easter, 1882, he was appointed
'Archdeacon of Manitobs. The Archdeacon has
always taken a leading part in education. In
1871 he became one of the original members of
‘the Provincial Board of Education formed in
that year, and in September of that year he was
appointed Superintendent of Protestant Schools,
a position which he héld until 1883, when he
resigned in order to devote himself to his duties
'as Archdeacon, - In 1881 he was sent to inspect
‘the Educational institutions of Eastern Canada.
It is well known that the school system of Man-
itoba is the most perfect in Canada, and this is
largely due to Archdeacon Pinkham’s influence
in. omgodying all that was best in the aystems
of other provinces. Last year he visited East-
ern Canada, and the year before Englard in the
interest of St. John's College and the Mission
Fund of the Diocese. Ho holds the Lambeth
degree of B.D, Physically, the Archdeacon is
‘strong and vigorous and well fitted to stand the
fatigues of lﬁissionary work, As Financial
Secretary of the Synod and Archdeacon,during
the past two years his time has been given to-
travelling over the Diocese.

You, too, are ministers of God’s service, and
should set this example- of punctaality to the
congregation. If you cannot be in' time you
should not sit in the choir. This applies with
much greater force if the choir sing in the
chencel, It hecomes then very objectionable

XI.—Look AT Your Booxks.

A chorister whose éyes’ are- wandering over
{ae congregation, on whose face an expression
of vacancy; or, still worse, amusement and irre-
verence, i8 to be seen; has no business in lend-
ing God’s praises. Intense earnestness of heart
and of manner should be sought. To laugh,
whisper, or look gs if in 8 dveam, profanes the
office and the. place. You have your books,
your Bible, . prayer-book, "hymn and chant
books, and' there’is no reasdn for wandering
and  wandering ,thoughts, . There are some
choirs models of attention and propriety; but
this remsrk applies to others, whose conduot
in‘the House of God 'is 'simply & profanatiosn of
holy things. The_ inconisistency of this is only
equalled by its eruelty to the congregation, who
are forced to bé eye-witnesses of the scandal of
an irreverent’ cHoir, whose professed services
fall little shoit of blasphemy. For these gm-o_n§
words We owe an apology 10 the reverent an
earnest, among whoii we hopé all our readers -
may be found. 'If their examlplp; were followed
all wonld be well. And_ whilst on this subject
suffer another hinf,  Neitness and sobriety in
dress among our singers' is a matter which
should hot'sbe‘ forgotten. One reason for'tho
introduction of gurpliced choirs is that neatness
and uniformity of dress are thus gecured.
‘Where choirs appear, (as almost always in Ire-
land) in their usual dress, atl display of finery,
and all over-dressing sbould be most carefully
excluded. ' '

XII.—XLzap THE REsronses,

Lot us hope & parish .clerk is not in your
church permitted to monopolise.the Amens and
other parts allotted to the congregation, How
much our gervices would gain in heartiness and
earnestness if the choir took the lead in pro-
nouncing all the responses in & firm and united
voice, - If they repeat the Confession, Lord's
Prayer, Oreed, eto., with beartiness, the con-
regation will most, probably follow the lead.
