THE CONSOLIDATED BANK.

Pursuant to public advertisement, the
sharelholders assembled at the Bank at
noon on the 18t inst., but the crovd was
so gr'eat that an adjournment to the
Mecianics' Hall 'as proposed and car-
ried by acclamation. Prior to the ad-
journment, the chair iad been taken by
the President, Sir Francis Hincks, and Mr.
Wethey appointed to act as secretary.
Mr. H-. Joseph proposed Messrs. G. W.
Simpson and E. L. Bond as scrutineers,
w'hen the Chairian suggested that Mr.
Andrew Robertson should be substituted
for Mr. Bond. Thereupon a shareholder
proposed that Mr. Robertson should act
with the other two gentlemen named
by Mi'. Joseph, which was unanimously
agreed to. No other business was pro.
ceeded with until after the adjournment
to the Mechanics' Hall, wien the Pre-
sident opened the meeting by stating that
it had been called at the earliest time
practicable owing to the long notice re-

quired, for the purpose of laying before
the shareholders a statement of its affhirs,
and of considering what course it wvas
desirable to adopt in the interest, as ivell
of the creditors of the Bank, as of its
shareholders. In view of the conflicting
opinions expressed at the meeting and its
stormy ciaracter, iwe shall endeavour, in
the limited space at our disposal, to treat
under separate heads the diflerent ques-
tions which caine up for discussion dur-
ing tie two days tiat the meeting lasted.

FUTi.iRE POLIOU.

The Chairman in his opening remarks
impressed on the meeting the import-
ance of acting with unanimuity for the
conmon interests of the shareholdors.
He said that lie w'as not unaw'are that
there were among those present some
vho hadl thireatened both criminal and
civil proceedings against the late direc-
tors, but no object could be gained by
discussing such proceedings at this meet-
ing. The Courts of Justice were open to
those, who thought they could obtain
legal redress, and it was unadvisable to
bring such imatters before this meeting.
All the shareliolders lad a common in.
terest lis nsakiiig the nost oi' the assets of
tie Baik in the specdiest manirci possible
under the circumnstances. The best course
that aould be adopted, if it should b
found feasible, would be to sell the Bank
premises in IMontreal to some otlier Banlik,
wlich miglit perhaps puiciase the assets
and assume the liabilities. Should thsat
course be found impracticable, the Direc-
tors were sanguine that it miglit be round
possible to resume specie payients et
the end o the ninety days allowved by law.
Should that be found impracticable the
Jank miight be forced into iisolvency,
whsich w'ould certainly lie the course that
w'ould prove miost disastrous to :the share-
iolders. It w'as unanimously resolved at
a late period of the meeting, on the motion
of the Honorable Joseph Robertson, that
the clirectors be instructed ta close the
aflhirs of the Bank by voluntary liquida-
tion w'ithout too inuch sacrifice of assets
at as early a period as possible, and to
dispose of the assets to another Bansk or
Banks. Under tiis head it nay be con-
venient to notice soie explanations with
reference to the general statement w'hich
were made in reply to a question put by
Mr. Robert Cassels, wh'io desired to know
whliether the indirect liabilities to other
Banks wvere included in the statemnent, and
if not what w'as tiieLr armount. In reply,
tie Chairiman stated that the indirect lia-
bilities at the head office amounted in
the aggregate to about $554,000, and in
addition tiere w'as an indirect, liability an
S73,000 held by Banks which had pur-

ciased the agencies. All this paper had
been thorougily examined, and ample
allowance smade foi' bad debts. The niar-
gin held by the Banks on re-discoutnted
paper wis accounted for in the statemnent
under the iead, notes discounted and cur -
rent. Whsen replying to this question the
Chairman said thiat it migit be interesting
to the shareliolders to have a comparative
statenseîst of the liabilities under the
lieads of' deposits and circulation on the
31st Decemsber, 1878, and on the 31stJuly,
the date of suspensiion. On the 31 st Decein-
ber' the deposits were 84,818,617.29 ansd the
circulation $1,282,752, or $6,l0i,369.29,
wille on tie 31st July the deposits vere
$1,347,249.38 nd the circulation $653, 164,
total $2,000,413.38, or a decrease of liabili-
ties in round numnbers of S4,200,000.

FUTURE MANAGE31ENT.

At a very carly stage of the procec'd-
ings it becameî manifest that there was a
well organized party determined if pos-
sible to wrest the management of the
baik from the present directors and to
assume it for tiose in its own confidence.
Early in Anîguîst, very shortly after the
suspension of the Banlk, a nuinber of
shareldablers ssset together in Montreal
and organized tlhenselves into a com-
msittee, of wihich Mr. E. L. Bond was
appointed secretary. A few' gentlemen
were appoinited an advisory commisittee to
confei witl the directors on the afflsirs of
tie Bank, and it iwas resolved to propose
to the directors tiat they should consent
to subnit to the meeting to e held on
the 1Sth the question as to their own
setireient, ansd to give eflect to the deci-
sion of the slsareholders by voluntary
resignation, and by the election of those
to be nominated at the meeting. The
directors pronptly conplied vith both
demands of the slhar-eiolders who iad
organized tiemsselves, althougi they were
ivell aware tiat there wiere many influen-
tial shareholders in the city vho did not
concur in the policy adopted by the
organization. Jnfortuinately tiere seemîs
to have been a imisunderstanding between
the parties on an essential point. Mr. E.
L. Bond read the correspondence, and
seemed to think that it justified the
course pursued by those iwho were acting
w'ith the comnittee, of which ie was the
secretary, which was to request tiree of
the directors naicd in the resolution to
retire from the Board, and to nominate
four others to take their places, and to fill
a vacancy iwhici now exists. The prac-
tical effect of this proceeding was. to
with)draw three names, aie of them, that
oa' Mr'. Saussders, from the consideration of
the meeting, and to naine their succes-
sors in the rcsolutLion, wiiereas the reso-
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lution which the directors lad agreed ta
propose w'as to take a ballot for seven
naines, leaving if ta the shareholders to
iame any persans at their discretion who
imight be willing to assume the respon-
sibility of acting as directors. It liad
been confidently expected by the direc-
tors that the first proceeding would have
been a discussion of the losses sus-
tained by the Bank and the causes
vhich had led to then. Such a course
did not meet the views of Mr. Tiirn-
bull vho represcnted certain share-
iolders in Quebec, and Mr. Henry
Joseph, who seconded the resolution on
behalfof the Montreal Committee. Be-
fore a single question was asked a resolu-
tion was proposed to the effect tIat Sir
Francis liicks, Mir. John Granit an Mici r.
W. W. Ogilvie should be asked ta resigin,
and that Lhey should be replaced by
Messrs. Robert Moat, 'T. W. RitclieQ.C.,
Ilenry Lyman and Cliarles Hlagar. i t was
understood tliat Mr. Moat was to be Pre
sident, and lad the resolution carried Uie
gentlemen naied wvith Mr. Sausnders, who
was ta be allowed ta remain, would have
had the control of the direction. The
proposition did not seei acceptable ta tIhe
shareholders generally, and Mi. Robert
Cassels moved an aimeindmient whici w'as
precisely ta the sane effect as the ane
which had been prepared by the Presi-
dent, viz , that a ballot should be taken
for seven naines ta be nominîatcd by the
meeting as directors. Thereupoin Mi.
Allan Gilmour, secondced by Mr. Weir,
moved as an amendient ta the anond-
ment a resolution calling on the President
alone ta retire, the object being ta prevent,
ifpossible, the subnission of the naines of
the whole seven. It was pointed out, but
vithout effect, tlat, if a vote w-ere taken

for the whole seven, those whIso desired the
retirement of the President could effect
their object by leaving lis naime oWf the
ticket, whereas, by taking a vote on a single
name, muci fime vould be lost aind the
whole proceeding voulcl have ta be gone
over again. Wlsen at last the amended
motion was put, a ballot was called for, thei
result of which was 9241 votes for Mr. Gil-
mour's amendment, and 7695 against it.
After the declaration, a demîiand was made
for the original motion but other amenîd-
ments vere proposed, and, after a good
deal of noise and confusion, Mr. Cassels'
anendment was agreed ta. A neiw ballot
vas taken, the result of whici was that.
Messrs. Rankin, Reekie, Grant, W. W.
Ogilvie of the old Board, with Lieut..Gov-
ernor 'Macdonald, Mr. James Croil and Mi.
Henry Lynan, were nominsated, while tue
three other gentlemen noninated by the
Montreal Committoe and Mr. Sauncders

were fouind ils a minority. It seens de-
sirable ta correct a nisappreiension into
which many, including the Torotio Globe,

pear ta iave fallen. That paper states
that the electioni ai' the four meibers of
tie old Board w-as due ta a large quan tity
of stock havig been boughit at a low rate
foi' the purpîlose of tiis election. Tiis
stateimenst ias not a siadow-of foundation.
No votes were cast on stock purcliased
subsequently ta the 31st July, the traîis-
fers baviing ail been made subsequent ta
the 8th of Augist, and tIe olders not
being entitled ta vote. We hiave been in-
foiimsed tiat the nurmbei of shares sa
ransferred was in the aggr'gate over

3,000O.
TilE iANKIS i.ossas.

Tie second lay vas chsiefly occupied
witi enquiries on the part af shareiolders
into the nature aisd extent of tie losses
recently sustainel by tise Bank. h'lie
g-eatest interest, of course, was taken in
the Ascher & Co. loss. A specific enquiry
n'as made ta the Presideiit by 'Mr. Cleg-
honis i as ta the nature of the puirchase of
the London and Paris House at Toronto,
with tie fuids of the Banik on beialf of
Aschser' & Co. This brouglt ont the
statement by the President that Mi. len-
ny had made a private arrangement witL
Mr'. Sautinders, under which thîat gentle-
man wras authorized ta go ta Toronto and
ta buy the estate on suîci teris as hse
imiiself miglt deein fit, and to endorse
notes for the remainder of the purchsase,
10 per cent. beiisg paid in cash, ta be ad-
visced by the Baisk, Mr. Sauncler's ta be
paid hsis oivn claim in full, and ta take a
chattel mortgage on the stock in iis own
naime, but for the benefit of the Baink. lIc
said tiat the w'iole proceeding was most
il-reguilar, and, as lie believed, illegal, and
neither ie, the President, lioi aiy of the
directors was ever coisulted on th, sub-
ject or informssed of it in ansy w'ay until Lt
caisse ta their' kinowledge recently in the
course of tie iivestigation into Ascser &
Co.'s afiairs. It further appeared that Mr.
Renny had believed that large quantities
of goods were wvarehoused with Mr. B.
Furniss by Asclier & Co., for the security
of tie Bank, but that several parcels of
tiese goods iad been delivered ta various
p)ersonis, among others ta Mi,. Sauinders,
and ta Messrs. Kortosk & Co., and tih

haiole accounst seemsss ta be in sa com-
plicated a state thsat it vill require great
labor ta ascertain the nature and extent
of the lasses of the firm. The books of
Ascher & Co. are said ta be in a most
coinfused state, and tei assignee is labor.
ing iost assiduiously ta ascertain what lias
becomne of the imoiey. In answer ta
enquiries, the Jpresicient stated that noue

of the losses had occurred after Mr.
Sauiders'becauie a iiiiiber of the Board,
and that, wivith the exception of the
Londoi and Paris Iouse transaction, lie
could say nothiiig-of Mr. Sauinders' direct
interference. Ie hlad been tald by 1r.
Renny that Mr. Saunders had given him
a favorable opinion of Ascher & Co., but
ie could not aflirm that Mi'. Saunîsders
was aw-are of the extenst of the liabilities
of thsat firm.

The O'Brien liability w-as discussed at
considerable ]leIngtl, aîsd the Chairians
said Lîsat the loss ais that account vas
estimated at $75,000. Mr. O'Brien has
publisied a card in the papers aflirming
that il lias been satisfactorily proven in
court that ho is worth five rnillions in real
estare, aind Liat lis creditors wvill not lose
a dollar by imiîs. IL is ta' be feared tiat
the iewrs is Loo good ta be true. There
were cînquiries isto the losses on corin ais
isich advances were made ta Mr. Coupai'
on bills Of exciaige, secured by bills of
ladinsg, and also into the loss by 1l. Beattie
& Co.

DREISSED POULTRY.
As the scasoin for dressed poultry dravs

iiear it may not bi aimiss ta make a few
suggestions as ta the best mnethods of
preparing thesm fo'r market, lsaving in
riew more particulaily those inîtended foi'
slipnenst ta Europe. In the Uiited
States the business lsas acquired cois-
siderable proportions, and this ias been
promoted by the care taken in dressing
and packing. li Canada shippers have
suistained leavy losses onlsg ta w-ant of
proper attention in this respect, and, as
in the butter trade, our deaiers have
been obliged to competeat a disadvanstage
writh our Amorican neighbors.

In fattening poultry give then ail tley
cans eat. Corn is preferable, as poultry
fattened On it is Utore yellow- and better
tisan tiat fed on any other grain, remneîn-
bering that not only is every additioial
poind gained thus paid foi', but by imprîIov-
ing the quality the market value is in-
creased fron 25 ta 50 per cent.

In killing and dressing it should be
borne in nind that food in the crop not
only injures the appea'rance, but is liable
ta sour, and puirchasers abject ta paying
for this worse than useless weigit; the
fowl should, tlierefore, be kept from food
about tventy-four hours before killing.
All poultry, but especially turkeys,
should bo kiilled by bleeding in the neck
and picked while the body is varm, but
in no case should the poulttry be scalded.
Pluck dry, leave tail and ving feathers
on, but do nOb draw the intestines ; wrap
tUe lead in browii paper, tuck it untjer
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the wing and tie~apiece of string round
the body, but be careful in plucking not
to break the skin, as a little danp
weather would else cause thCe to mil-
dew.

Poultry shouild be entirely cold, but not
frozen, before being packed, as,'if packed
with, the animal lieat in, it vill be almost
sure to spoil. The diffrient qualities
should be carefully sorted, and those of
sanie quality packed together. Old gob-
blers should never be packed with No.
1 qualities. The packing boxes should be
lined with clean paper, never with straw,
and the birds should never be wirapped
singly in paper. They should be packed
as closely as possible, backs upw'ard, about
twenty in a box, and the boxes should be
so full that wlien the covers'are nailed
dowi there canbe noi possibility of the con-
tents shifting. The average quîality shotild
be shown at the top, as any attempted
deception in this respect, oi in the gross
w'eight and correct titre, vill have the effect
of injuring the reputation of the shipper's
inarkt. The gross weight and taire should
be carefully marked on the cover, and
full advices and invoice sent by mail in-
mnediately afterthe goods have been
shipped. The latter part of October and
the beginning of Novenber constitute the
principal export season in this market,
and better results should be hiad from
those shipped by the later steamers at
this por-t, as they are less likely to spoil
than if sent over long rail routes. Pack-
ages should be sent so as to reacli Mont-
real by the middle of the week, Chat
arrangenents nay he made for immînediate
shipient. Il tiese instructions are care.
fully observed the losses of last seison
are not likely to be again incurred, the
flarmier', the shipper and the exporter wili
share tlie benelit, and lanother not unin-
portant industîry bo createl in the colin-
try.

''lhe preparation of' poultry for the
United States markets is soiewhalt difler-
ent from that required in this city. Bos-
ton shippers require thei clean picked
and drawn, w'itl the head off, the neck
bone renoved and the neck stripped of
the blood. But thiese are subject to duty
while undressed potiltry go duty free.

The season last year openedi at 7 cents
to 8 cents per pound for turkeys and 3
cents to 5 cents per' pound for geese and
chicokens. As the price in England de-
pends somewhat on that of dairy products,
it is not likely that nuch highier rates
will be obtained the presentseason. Our
English customers will buy them if they
can be had as cheap as beef or mutton.

THE BANK STATEMENTS.

The usial comparative statenient of the
liabilities and assets of' the chartered
Banks will bc fotnd belowx. 'l'ie inost
important change is the iici'ease in tite
Dominion deposits, and this lias taken
place principally in tho Bank of Montreal.
The increas' lias been, includiig Chose on
call, and aftoi notice, nearly lotir millions

of'dollars, the aggregate aitoiunît of Dom.
inion Goveriient doposits being nearly
seven millions. 'Tie increase in the assets
of the Bank of Montreal in the hands of
agents not in Canada is $2,760,757, and in
the hands of agents in the United King-
dom nearly $200,000. The reseî're of'
Dominion notes lias been increased by
over a million in the sanie bank. The
considerable increase which wvill be
noticed in the liabilities is to be ac-
counted for by the operation of the Dom-
inion Governmient account wlich w e
have noticed above. There is a reduction
in the liabilities and assets of the Mer-
chants Bank of about $700,000, but tlcre
is an important change in the cash re-
serves of that Baink caused by a substitu-
tion of coin for Dominion notes to the
extent of above $700,000. The aggregate
cash reserve is much the saine. No
maLterial change of' this kind lias been
made by the other Banks, but the

action of the Merchants will account for
the increase in specie. The circulation
shows an increase of S300,188, but there
was a decrease in the Consolidated of

$116,125 and in the Ville-Marie of 801,-
079, whilo the circulation of the Exchange
w-as not inicluded ini tue 1ily returi, and
w'as in August $262,829. -We have noticed
the inost important items in the coipa.
rative statements of July and August. As
compared. with August, 1878, there is a
decrease of over two millions in the circ-
lation, and over three millions in the pub-
lie deposits. There is a considerable in-
crease in the goverinment deposits, but as
we have poitnted out it has not, been eu-
ployed, the available assets showing an
increase of nearly six millions over the
corresponding period in 1878, comprised
chiefly under tie head of' assets in tihe
hands of banks or agents not in Canada,
\Ve have deferred until oui' present issue
noticing a remark in the Montreail Gazette's
reviev of the July statement withi refer
once to the apparent large withdrawal of
deposits froi the Consolidated Bank in
July. We ascertained on enquiry that
this wvas caused by the cancellation of de-

posit receipts given to other batnks, and

against which customers' notes were hîeld

as collateral, which notes were rediscou -

cid. This fully accounts for the large re-
duction of deposits :

" With referenîce to lie letter of Mr. Retnny,

late General alaager, datied 3ri July, 1879,
tendering htis resignation, 1 desire in jnstice to
myself anld miîy co-directors wiho were in oflice
prior te the hist Annual Nleetinig, to place oni
record my opinion of that portion of his letter
whicls relates to the losses wlicl appellar to be
inevitable. Before doing se 1, iay observe tiat
up to a very recent period I htad ite mîsost impli-
cit confidence, as well in lthe litegrity as ins
the good judgmîent of %flr. Renny. My conîfi-
dence was first serioisly shaken: duîrmîîg the
interval between the prepiaration of Site state-
nent of the alîfirs of thre Biink and the Anusîsal
Meeting. Ons getting that statemîent I requiredi
from cir. Pridliain, the Acting Inspector and
late chief accountlant, a dutiled stiateient of
$i,820,37.tt in the assets, 1 found to iîy
amîazemîent that te overdrawn accoints ti
Montreat amounted to nu less than $615,702.44,
and I required a tatement of these accointii,
whici wlIeni obtained made it cleur Io mîy minda
that there had been systematic concealient of
most important transactions fromt the Board uf
Direclors. The Board had required that at every
meeting a statement sioild be laid before Site
di:ectors exhibiting the liabilities cf those cis-
tormers of Site Bank which amîounted to $100.000
and uIwards, togetier with tieir overdra'fts.
Such statetmtents werc laid before [lte Board,
but I foi thiat some were omîitted and others
ino rrectly sSaeu, and, it short,tlat the G eieral
Ml aager had sysiloîîîticlly concealed fron the

Board the state of several iarge accotunt. The
liability ledger which wvas fruit time to fimie
exainined by tie Board, anîd fromi wic tise
stateents of liabilities iwere made, wvas so
kept as to render it impossible for the Board to
rorm any idea as to tie aggregate liabilities of
the custoiers. But, wsitlhout goinîg into details,
I simply wish to place on record that to Mr.
Renny's systemsatic concealmîent fromî the Pre-
sident aind directors of his operations is to b
attributed tlose losses whicli lie admits in hils
letter to be inevitable. Tie lieaviest of thiose
fosses will be incurred from an account, the
liabilities on which Mr. Renny hilmself lias
acknowledged arc very nuch greater than ie
iimself had any idea of. There is a very simple

answer Io M1r. Reniny's protests against the
estimuiates of losses whicli he states have beeu
acceptel by the Board. No such estiliates have
been laid before the Board, and without much
more inforiation than Mr. Renny lias yet coin-
municated, il. is not possible to arrive at any
satisfactory estirmates. J t seems t ae thalt if
aIr. lienny's letter wvere to bc received withliot
remnark the Inte loarl cf Directors niglit bc
Ield respoisible to a fa r greater extent thai
they iiguit to be in strie fairiiess.

Sir Francis would tos make the pubclicbelieve
thlat 1 maode S13,0010 oit of tie transaction
There is nlot onle particle of triuith in his stlIte-
ment; it is entirely an hallucination of Sir
Fricis' fertile brain, because i never received
one cent of thtis except three iniifdred and live
dollars (S305), and this Inoutit w-as for goods
suppîîîlied frot our esitaiishmiîienit. Nexï, Sir
Francis states att lie imeetiig of hie 19tl iiisi.,
in sibstance, that during tmy absence fromt
Montreil ile Bank discovereîi ilaît a qualtity
of geods iad been sent froi Ascher & Go. to
variois persons. animng oilers to lie, and til
momtent the iDirectors were aware of this,
they deteriuined te put tuhe allair into insol-
vency.
