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Constitution, By-Laws

Consolidated and Amended
March 6th. 1920

premises or otherwise, and execute
such mortgages, debenture trust deeds,
u. bentures, documents and other in-

struments as may be necessary, and
in particular the Trustees shall exe-
cute such mort,"""ges, debentures, docu-
ments and oiht instruments that may
be necessary or expedient for acquir-
ing the prouertv of the Jericho Syndi-
cate Limite- , and carrying into effect

a resolution of the said Syndicate
passed on the 24th day of June, 1907.
