beaMttfal coUcctkm of Canadian sashes—
the Celnture Flichic. Some of them
are very old, and their wonderful texture
and cxqntatte colouring make them very
valuaUe. The ttitcli is an intricate one
and is known as the "arrow stitch," just
why no one seems to know. Some
writers say it is of Norman French
origin, and others that it is Spanish. It
is just possible that the pattern may
have been invented by settlers, to whom
an arrow was a too frequent signal for
disaster. The art of weaving these
sashes is known at prMcnt to only a few
workers. The Guild is making every
eflFort to retais this art so that new
sashes may be made that will compare
favourably in texture and ci^r with
these fine old ones The Ceintnre Flt-
chee IS distinctly Canadian, and makes
an effective addition to the costume of
those engaging in winter sports.
