The wheel 
was missing, and Bailiff Hunter 
recovered it nt Watcrdown in the 
session of Mrs. Blake, who said she 
bought the bicycle and showed a bogus 
receipt for it.

Testimony in the prisoner’s defence wai 
offered by Dr. Balfe, jail surgeon, who 
stated that he tiad talked with Mrs. 
Blake and found her not mentally strong. 
After hearing the evidence, Judge Snider 
remarked that, finding the prisoner 
guilty, it must either be the asylum or 
(he jail. He allowed a remand for the 
purpose of sentence until Thursday.

On reaching hie destination the 
prisoner proceeded to the dwelling of hla 
unde. La Plante^ where he remained dur- 

' lug hla stay In Cqnada, lasting until the 
12th of the following month. The murder 
took place on the night of Oct. 30.

At the dnqnest no particular. suspicion 
was directed against him. When question­
ed, Gulllemaln said he was In Montreal at 
the time of the murder. After hla arrest 
Gulllemaln confessed to the Blddeford au­
thorities that he had committed the deed 
at the lnstlgattomsf hla aunt, Madame La 
Plante.

hold. Without doubt, a murder under ag­
gravated circumstances had been com­
mitted, and the Crown Prosecutor proposed 
to attach the responsibility to the ac­
cused.

Whereas, for the reasons set forth-fn 
my proclamation of April 22, 1808, a block­
ade of ports on the northern coast of Cuba, 
from Cardenas to Bahia Honda, inclusive, 
and of the port of Clenfnegoe, on the south 
coaat of Cuba, was declared to have been

WhereatIt has become desirable to ex­
tend the blockade to other southern porta, 
now, therefore, I, William McKinley, Pre­
sident of the United States, do hereby de­
clare and proclaim that. In addition to the 
blockade of porta specified In my procla­
mation of April 22, 1808, the United States 
of America has Instituted and will main­
tain an effective blockade of all of the 
porta on the south coast of Cuba, from 
Cape Francis to Cape Cruz Inclusive, and 
also of the port of San Juan, district of 
Porto Rico.

THE WALDORF HOTEL.

Captain - General Augnatl # Still 
Molds Ont, Bnt the Situation Is 

Particularly Trying.
Madrid, June 28, 4 p.m.—The Government 

has recelpe^- the following despatch from 
Captain-General Augustin, dated from Ma­
nila on June 23rd:

“The situation Is still grave. I con­
tinue to maintain my position lna'de the 
line of block houses, but the enemy Is In­
creasing In numbers, as the rebels occupy 
the provinces which are surrendering. Tor­
rential rains are 'nundating the Intrench 
menti, rendering the work of defence diffi­
cult. The numbers of sick among the 
troops are Increasing, making the situation 
very distressing and cauellng Increased de­
sertions of‘the native soldiers. It la esti­
mated that the Insurgents number 80,000, 
armed with rifles and 100,000 armed with 
swords, etc.

“Agulnaldo has summoned me to sur­
render, bnt I have treated hla proposals 
with disdain, for I am resolved to main­
tain the sovereignty of Spain and the honor 
of the flag to the last extremity.

“I have over 1000 sick and 200 wounded. 
The citadel has been Invaded by the su­
burban Inhabitants, who have abandoned 
their homes owing to the barbarity of the 
rebels. These Inhabitants constitute an 
embarrassment, aggravating the situation, 
In view of the bombardment, which, how­
ever, la not seriously apprehended for the 
moment."

The Governor of the Vleayas and M'n- 
danao Islands cables that he has defeated 
the Insurgents In an engagement, daring 
which Chief Arco, Arguinaldo's representa­
tive, was killed. He adds that tranquillity 
now prevails throughout these Islands, and 
he farther asserts that the principal Malay 
chiefs of the Mlndanoa group decla* they 
desire to fight on the side of the Span­
iards.

Windsor, Ont., June 28.—Alex Sheppard, 
one of the oldest residents of Windsor, com­
mitted suicide by throwing himself into 
the river this morning. He was a nursery­
man In Aberdeenshire, Scotland, and was 
brought out to Windsor at the age of 22 
to manage the Dougail Nursery. He pros­
pered In business and at one time owned a 
good deal of land that is now valuable, 
but there seemed to beta streak of insanity 
In the family, for, like m» brother, he sud­
denly quit work 35 years ago, and sold off 
everything he owned at whatever was-of­
fered for It. He waa last seen by his wife 
about 11 o’clock this morning, sitting near 
the bam, reading. Fifteen minutes later 
his body was found floating in the water 
opposite the Windsor boiler works.

TO KEEP THE CITY BEAUTIFUL.

The New York Merchants’ Association 
is endeavoring to promote the embel­
lishment of the city. One of the officers 
said the other day : “New York is a 
show city. We must make it so at­
tractive that merchants from all parts 
of the country will visit it.’’

There is no doubt that it pays to make 
a city beautiful. Spacious parks and 
public squares, well-kept boulevards and 
smooth dean pavements not only help to 
make life pleasant for the citizens, but 
attract outsiders.

The World has received several letters 
commenting on an editorial regarding the 
bare boulevards of Toronto. One of 
them says that it is the fault of bicyclists 
who ride on the boulevards instead of 
the pavements. He suggests that a fine 
of ten dollars should be imposed for 
riding on boulevards. Such a fine would' 
no doubt have a good effect Another 
correspondent says the school children 
spoil the boulevards. He thinks they 
should be taught better in the schools. 
It certainly would not take much time 
for the teachers to impress upon the 
children the desirability of keeping the 
city beautiful.

But it is not true that the children 
and the bicyclists are entirely to blame. 
On the same street there is often a very 
great difference in the condition of the 
boulevard in front of adjoining proper­
ties, because one householder takes 
pride in keeping the boulevard in order, 
while his neighbor côngtders it too much 
bother. Those who do keep their part of 
the boulevards fresh and green should 
endeavor to persuade their neighbors to 
do likewise.

TWO MEALS FOR STOUT WOMEN.

No Breakfast for Those Who Went 
to Reduce Their Flesh.

“At 12 o'clock sharp,” writes Mrs. S. T. 
Rorer In the July Ladles’ Home Journal, 
directing the stout woman how to cure 
her obesity, “the first «seal of the day 
should be taken: Two well-broiled chops, 
or sweetbreads, or eggs In any form, one 
slice of well-baked whole wheat bread, 
buttered and thoroughly masticated, and 
one green vegetable. Eat enough to satisfy 
hunger, but of the more nitrogenous 
compound. For dessert, a cup of custard, 
or fruit—grapes, peaches, oranges or baked 
apple.

“For the night meat have a clear soup, 
a red meat—in fact, any meat except pork 
and veal—a succulent vegetable, like spin­
ach, cooked celery, a little lettuce, new 
peas, string beans, a little raw cabbage or | 
well-cooked cauliflower. All meat must be 
broiled, roasted or boiled—not fried. A 
half pound of meat may be eaten at this 
meal. A piece of well-toasted whole wheat 
bread, without butter, a bit of well-ripen­
ed cheese, and a enp of clear coffee may 
form the dessert. The success of this treat 
ment lies in doing without breakfast. The ! 
patient may eat sufficient to satisfy-hunger, 
bnt no more; In a few days she will find 
that the so-called hunger Is not felt at' 
the pit of the etomeeb, and In less tnan a 
week she will enjoy the two meals a day— 
the first at noon and the last' at 5 or 6 
o'clock—better than she has ever enjoyed 
her three meals.”

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Men’s and Boys’ Clothing .08
liberal failures.

The Liberals have failed 4n almost 
everything they have undertaken since 
they secured power- They tried to 
assert Canada’s independence of British 
treaties under cover of a so-called 
British Preferential Tariff, which whs 
not really intended .to be British at all,; 
as any country might get the benefit 
of it at the discretion of the Govern­
ment without consulting Parliament, it 
in the opinion of the Minister of Customs 
its tariff was on the whole as favorable1 
as the Canadian tariff. But the British 
■Government told them plainly that the 
tariff was altogether unworkable, and 
they were obliged to completely alter it 
last session, giving a real preference to 
Great Britain, but getting no return for 
it. Arrangements were made to abro­
gate the treaties with Germany and 
Belgium, because all the colonies had 
requested it, but this did not affect the 
force of a number of other British 
treaties by which Canada was bound, 
and which the Liberals tried in vain to 
sent at nought. They did not fail in on 
attempt to secure a preference in the 
British market, for they never tried to 
get such a preference, but they utterly 
failed to accomplish what they aimed at.

The Liberals claimed a great deal of 
credit for their success in arranging with 
Petersen, Tate & Co. for a line of fast 
Atlantic steamships at a lower price 
ttyan the Conservative Government pro­
posed to pay, but after two years nothing 
whatever has been done.

They announced that they were going 
to put the Intercolonial Railway on a 
commercial basis, appointed Mr. Harris 
as general traffic manager and stationed 
him at Montreal with power to act with­
out consulting the old officiate. Now Mr. 
Harris has been retired, and this is what 
The St. John Telegraph, one of the 
strongest Liberal papers in the Maritime 
Provinces, says about him :

Mr. Harris went to work to frame a 
freight tariff for the Intercolonial Rail­
way at his office in Montreal. Instead 
of taking a trip over the road and 
acquainting himself with the trade of 
the Maritime Provinces,and the relations 
of that trade to Intercolonial, Mr. Harris 
framed a tariff without-any relation to 
existing conditions, and m doing so neces­
sarily made many changes. We all 
know the result. The Harris tariff was 
not only unsatisfactory to the p£pt»l 
ing the road, but to the railremd 1 
Everything was changed, apparently 
simply for the purpose of making a 
change. For weeks the business of the 
road was in a ferment and the life of 
every official who hod to meet the pub­
lic was a burden. Mr. Harris altered 
the tariff to suit the circumstances and 
now everything is running smoothly 
again. All tluti fuss could have been 
avoided had Mr. Harris made the en­
quiries he did before he published his 
tariff rather than afterwards.

There is reason to believe that Mr. 
Harris is simply being made a scapegoat 
for Mr. Blair, whose instructions he was 
carrying out. It was a stupid thing to 
make a traffic manager entirely indepen­
dent of the general manager, and no 
wonder it resulted in failure.

The attempt to lower postage to Great 
Britain was a failure at the start, and

Editor World: I have read your article 

In Monday's World in reference to boule­
vard». . I hope it may produce such an ef­
fect on our city's lawmakers that a b> law 
may be passed protecting the boulevards 
from trespass.

I live on a corner with a wide boulevard 
on each side, opon which I expended a 
considerable amount in levelling, sodding 
and planting shade trees, when the house 
was built, about ten years ago. Ever since 
I have been at considerable expense In try­
ing to preserve the beauty of the ’awns, 
but I am now about discouraged and have 
almost decided to discontinue any further 
attention.

The difficulties with which I have to con­
tend are that people insist on cutting across 
the corner of the lawn instead of walking 
on the board walk, and this even during 
rain, when the sod is soft and easily de­
stroyed. I have had constructed an .iron 
railing, but this is no impediment, as they 
climb over it. I had placed on top of the 
railing a barbed wire guard, but the police 
ordered it removed. However, it made no 
difference, as they climbed over that, too. 
Then bicyclists, who patronize our street 
largely on account of its asphalt pavement, 
have trampled out all signs of grass all 
along the curb for a width of about a foot.

About a week ago I spoke to an aider- 
man on the subject. He told me nothlug 
could be done, as the members of the City 
Council would not legislate to prohibit peo­
ple from walking on the boulevards. I 
have, therefore, concluded to give up the 
struggle against fate and to allow the weeds 
to flourish and my fellow-citizens to con­
tinue to make foot paths across the lawn 
undisturbed, and when visitors from cillés 
where lawns are properly guarded and neat­
ness and order prevail visit Toronto they 
will be able to contrast the disorderly, un­
tidy condition of our weedy, unkept boule­
vards with the beautiful green swords to 
which they are accustomed, and thus be 
able to appreiate their advantages over us.

LimitedReport That Another Part of On­

tario Has Valuable Gold Deposits.
The Bobeaygeon Independent comes ont 

with a lengthy article, which goes to show 
that the County of Hallburton was not 
overlooked when nature distributed gold 
deposits In various sections of Canada. In 
a recent Issue, that paper says that for 
nearly a year various explorations have 
been proceeding in the Townships of Har- 
burn and Dysart, about 10 miles north of 
the Hallburton terminus of the Victoria 
branch of the G.T.R., for the purpose of 
ascertaining the nature and extent of the 
gold bearing rocks In that region. Three 
months since, Mr. Keith,a mining engineer, 
was commissioned to undertake a careful 
investigation of the geological conditions 
existing thereabouts, and bis Investigations 
seemingly establish the fact that the rocks 
of Hallburton are Impregnated with gold. 
Some contact veins have been found and 
from one of these In the Township of Har- 
burn a quantity of ore was taken for an­
alysis, and pronounced to be sufficiently 
rich to yield a large profit. Samples
weighing many hundreds of pounds, says 
The Independent, were sent to J. F. Lati­
mer, J. D. Dewar & Son and Alex. Roy, 
all of Toronto, and different returns were 
made for the different samples, as follows: 
Mr. Letlmer reported $34, $52, $16, $t6, 
$10 and $21 per ton; Dewar & Son reported 
$8 and $10.60 per ton, and Roy $9.60 per 
ton, while one picked sample assayed 
nearly $6000 per ton. Another contact vein 
of quartz has been found In the Township 
of Dysart and the assays made show it to 
be even richer than the Harburn veln. This 
vein at a distance of 30, feet Is 30 feet 
wide, with the .hanging wall not yet found. 
The Independent thinks that gold mining 
is going to replace the dead lumbering In­
dustry In Hallburton County. Mr. Keith, 
the engineer. Is at present In Toronto look­
ing after the Interests of the owners of 
the properties tpoken of above.
