Likewise on the southern base the
enemy drove thru from Gonnelieu to
Gouzeaucourt—another two miles. The
Village of Lavacquerie was captured
by the Germans, but later in a coun-
ter-attack was recevered. Other
counter-attacks have driven the en-
emy from Gougzeaucourt and the ridge
to the east.

Hard fighting is still in progress
over the greater portion of the fifteen-
mile front.

The Official Report.

"Torcnto being the largest holder of the old loans
is also somewhat of a handicap, but thoge who have
already invested what they thought they could gpare
are looking around and figufing ahead to see how
much more they can spare before May next. Many
péople . orget that the loan is payable in instalments,
and if ‘mey have a settled income the best thing they
can do is to save as mueh as they can of it, and buy
bonds as the best way to do it.

Some people wonder why so much effort is being
macde to double the subscription asked for to the loan.

BY THE ARCHBISHOP

Kingston Prelate Says Case is Now
Before the Highest Ecclesiasti-T
cal Court.

Kingston, Ont., Nov. 30.—Archbishop
Spradt, on the occasicn of the sixth
anniversary of his consecration, made
a statement in St. Mary’s Cathedral
this morning in regard to the case of
Sister Mary Basil, who sued him and
other Roman Catholie defendants for
$29,000 for abduction and assault, and
who was awarded $20,000 by a jury.
His grace declared thait he did not
come into the pulpit to apologize for 4
any fault or default. “I stand here,” he
said, “to defy every charge that
has been brought against me, fully
conscious of the responsibility of such
a ceclaration.”

“The case,” he said, ‘Mis at present
before the highest ecclesiastical court
in Roms. This was the only court
competent to pass judgment on our
actions in such matters. We are pre-
pared to abide by the decision,” he
added.

Regarding articles and reporte in
the press, he saild. “If this unfair,
unjust, biased and bigoted attitude is
persisted in we will be obliged to have
these papers classed with The Menace
and other anti-Catholic organs, and in
the exercilse of our episcopal offirc de-.

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M “Service and Evangaiimﬁ nsti-
tute Hold Meeting in Riverdale
A Methodist Church,

A mesting of the Social Service and
Evangelism Institute, Toronto Fast
district, was held yesterday. in River-
dale Methodist Church to discuiss ways
and means of bettering social condi-
tions and correcting certain city evils.
After a short introductory address by
the chairman, Rev. R. J. D. Simpson,
the Rev. W, B. Smith, in the absence
of Rev., Dr. Moore, gereral secretary,
ghve a very interesting address on
“Battieline of ' our Depantment.” Mr.
Smith, in addressing the audsence,
dealt with the liquor fraffic, the white
elave traffic and several other evils
which have a very dégrading in-
fluence on the community. ;

/The mwst important address of the
afternocn was ons given by Dr. C. K.
Clarke, medical director of Toronto
Ceneral Hospital, on “The Menace of
Social Disease.” Dr. (larke, while
speaking of the dreaded venereal dis-
ease, said that ong reason why it had
made such headway was because peo-
ple were afraid to speak of it. "We
speak of tuberculosis,” said Dr. Clarke,
“and this—-disease is ten times as
greait a menace as tuberculosis. There
is ro reason why the truth shouldn't
be told t6’ everybody.” .

A number of figures were giver by
Dr, Clarke to shaw the headway that
was being made by the disease in
Toronte. He said that the young girls
who were walking the streets were re-
sponsible to a great extent, and their
condition was laid down to feeble-
mindedness. His remedy was to give
the young men and women proper
education, to put the feeble-minded in
proper schools, to arouse the publie,
to see that persons with the disease
got  suitable trearment and to have
the ‘contagious disease law so amended
80 as to include wvenéreal diseases.

. Other addressss were made by Rev.
R, J. D. Simpson on ‘‘The VYearly
Campaign,” by Rev. Trevor H. Davies,
pastor of the Metropolilan Chureh, and
by Rev. Dr, Hazlewood, field secre-
tary. : -
