The debate, while it lasted, was
much more spirited than wusual. It
was precipitated when the Conserva-
tive leader spoke on his motion for
the production of the correspondence
between the government and Peter
White, K.C., Conservative counsel in
the timber probe, in connection with
the latter's withdrawal. from the
case. Mr. Ferguson strongly upheld
the position taken by Mr. White in
throwing up his brief and incident-
ally declared that the Riddell-Latch-
ford commission was flagrantly par-
tisan and the attorney-general’s ac-
tion in appointing. Judge Latchford
was a public scandal.

Gave Wrong Impression.

Conservative Leader Ferguson first
charged that the attorney-general had
sought to give the impression that
Peter White had been retained by the
government, when he knew very well
that this was not true.

All fair-minded people in the prov-
ince were convinced th#t the timber
inquiry was the most outrageously
partisan investigation ever held into
any department in the history of the
province.

Orders Placed for Material to

Construct . Twenty Miles
- of Ttaék.

TO LAY  NEW ROUTES

“The extra street cars required for
the Toronto railway system will be
built in Toronto,” announced Acting
Mayor Maguire yvesterday. He added
that he had this assurance from the
transportation commission.

It is understood that preparations
are already under way to handle hs
order, and that while the commission
will not itself operate a shop; the cars

will be turned out from a Toronto fac-
tory,

Orders for rails and equipment suf-
ficient to construct 20 miles. of siigle
track have been placed by the Toronto
transporiatioa commission, but no an-
nouncement is made ag to where this
equipment  will be used. The present
purpose of the commission is to have
material on hand when it is required
and for that reason a quantity is being
ordered i1 advance ‘of the designaion
of the routes. The orders total about
$1,000,000 in value. ’

The commission ig also enquiring
as to the progress of-the negotiations
for the taking over of the Toronto
section of the Toronto Suburban Rail-
way from the ,government by the city.

Has Option on Road.

The city gave notice some months
ago of its desire to acquire *his line,
which rung on Dundas street in ward
seven, and also on Keele street and
Davenport road. The Xeele street
line runs to Woodbridge and the Dun-
das line ecntinues to ‘Guelph, but the
city is interested only in the section
lying - east >of Lambton.

STATEMENT BY ALLIES
ON GERMAN PROPOSALS
FUTILITY IS EXPOSED

Claim They Do Not Merit
Either Legislation or Dis-
cussion—Categorically Dis-
pose of Their Suggestions
—Germans to Hear Unani-
mous Decision Today and
Consequences Which Will
Follow Rejection of Terms.

.

London, March 2.—The Germans at
<00on tomorrow will hear the unani-
mous decision of the allies on the
counter-proposais which Dr. Simons,
German foreign secretary and head -of
the. German delegation, presented
yesterday at the reparations confer-
ence in Laacaster House, and the con-
sequences which will fgllow their fail-
ure to comply with the allied terms.

The Germans, who waited in their
hotel thruout the day. eagerly scan=
ning the tickers, questioning callers
-regarding the happenings at St. James
Palace, and communicating what they
could gather to Berlin, were despond-
ent tonight, when their hopes that
differences might arise between the
allies to lightea their country's burden®
were dashed by the finding of the
confereace. One of them remarkea:

. “Well, perhaps it is the only way_
out. If Briand yielded, his govern-
ment would fail; if we -ielded our
government would fall. Therefore,
the only’ course is for the allies to
impose their terms.”
i Allies Issue Statement,

After the meeting of the allies today
a statement was issued from ihe con-
ference embodying a summary of the
German reparations proposal and com-
ment thereon.

#The plan prepared by the allieg at
Paris for the payment of repsrations,”

the statement, ‘relieves Germany
of & substantial proportion -of the
amount - payable “by her under the
treaty of Versailles.” . Sy

Mphis proposal does not merit either
legisiation or discussion. To demon-
strate its true character, it is suffi-
cient to note the following:

“First—the German government as-
sumes they are at liberty to calculate
the present value of the fixed annu-
ities on an eight per cent. basis. This
table is applicable in the Paris plan
only to discounts of fixed annuities,
made in the first two years.

“Second—The German government
ignores the value of the variable an-
nuities provided for: in the Paris
plan, the amount of whieh Wdepends
upon the value of German exports,

/“Third—The annuities payable un-
der the Paris plan are in addition to
whatever sums may be found to have
been paid on account of- reparations.

‘“Fourth—The German government
assesses at twenty billions the value
of deliveries made by them on ac«
count of various obligations, imposed
upon them by the treaty. The repar-

Mr, White's tone towards the govern-
ment 1. his letter retiring from the case,
was rasented by the attorney-general as
being insoclent and truculent, when there
was nothing to justify the adoption of
such & tone, Mr. White had at any time
within his power to inquire into the
the crown lands department
under the Liberal regime.

ment to be inflicted. He admitted that
Dunnville was a great town for whisper-
ing and <gossiping.

Minister Testifies,

Rev. Mr. West, Ptesbyterian minister
at Dunnville, admitted he and other mem-
bers of the Ministerial Association had
complained abonrt law entorcement In
the town and stated he signed the peui-
tion for an inquiry. He considered Lravid
Hastings as an honest and upright pri-
vate citizen, but would not express any
opinion of him as a magistrate. He had
heard- him try only one case, an O.T.A.
case, and he did not approve the find-
ing. 'Witness, however, did not think
Mr. Hastings was influenced by Mr. La-
lor, as some alleged, but he did not think
there was as much respect for the Dunn-
ville police court as there should be,
Intoxication and pool rooms were too
prominent in the life of the town and
on account of the cleavage between those
who favored liquor and those opposed,
there was an absence of community
spirit, He said the ‘‘presence of many
factory workers, who liked excitement,
was probably one of the causes that made
Dunnville appear to be less orderly than
some residential towns. The inquiry will
likely last all week.

Argues for Dissolution

Ottawa, March 2.—(By Canadian
Press.)—“Those who pretend to rule
this country,” dramatically exclaimedi
Ernest Lapointe in the house this
afternoon, “have no right to represent
it at the coming imperial conference,
and we shall not consider ourselves
bound either legally or morally b.\:’
any of the decisions arrived at there.
Mr. Lapointe is the leader of French-
speaking Liberals from Quebec and
now represents the division of Quebec
East, which Sir Wilfrid Laurier re-
presented for so  long. He was
speaking at the time of the confer-
ence of overseas premiers called in
London next June, and his declara-
tion followed an arraignment of the
government's - right to remain in
office. The opposition, he added,
would not be represented at the
conference.

Cheered by Liberals again and
again, Mr. Lapointe quoted a formid-
able array of British constitutional
authorities to support the opposition
demand for a dissolution of parlia-
ment.  The authority of a govern-
ment to remain in office was the na-
tion, and when had the present ad-
ministration received the approval
of the electors? “I have not a drop
of Anglo-Saxon blood in my veins,”
he declared, “but I want to see Brit-
ish principles of government prevail
in Canada.” The majority of the
.8overnment had fallen from 70 to 20
and perhaps 15, and yet the ministeri
of militia. had the “gall” to call Lib-
erals a remnant. ‘I hurl the mean
appellation back in his face,” Mr. La-
pointe cried out, but here the Speaker
intervened,

Mr. Lapointe withdrew the “mean,”
apologizing that he was still a “tyro”
in Eaglish—at which the whole house
laughed,

Defines Meighen Liberal.

He defined a Meighen Liberal as a
“species uaknown to zoology and cca:-
mon sense,” compared the cahinet
with a crazy patchwork quilt, and
charged that the overnment was
adopting the humiliating policy of
trying to get recruits from its oppon-

- INHYDRO PROBE

Unless Specific Figure
 Given' Him.

Robert McKay, K.C., counsel for
pro-Hydro municipalities, managed
to score yesterday afternoon at the
resumed session of the Hydro radial
probe. Dr. ‘L. A. Herdt, professor
of engineering at McGill University,
was cross-examined by counsel, who
succeeded in getting the expert slight-
1y confused, also to qualify some of his
statements made at Tuesday's ses-
sion. The estimates compiled by the
Hydro commission showed that 26.8
cenis was considered to be sufficient
to cover theé cost of operation of one
car over a distance of one mile. The
professor stated, in his opinion, that
the cost of operation per car mile
woul dbe nearer 35 cents. ;

Mr. McKay: “Didn’t you admit
that it was slightly cheaper to oper-
ate electric lines than steam lines?”

Witness admitted this.

Mr. McKay: “Well, your figures
must be slightly out, for estimates
compiled show that the cost of oper-
ation thruout Canada of the steam
lines is 16.7 cents per car miles. How
do you reconcile the two statements?”

Witness: “That was on, passenger
traffic only.”

“No, it wasn’t,” was the reply. “It
was for all kinds of operation.”

On being further questioned regard-
ing operation costs, Dr. Herdt stated
that he had nothing to say unless
specific figures were given him.

Of the five Hydro radial lines, the

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PLEA FOR COMPLETE
 GOOD ROADS SYSTEM

Urge Necessity for Reaching
Every Settled Portion of

the Province.

TORONTO CONVENTION

No Better Expenditure Can
Be Made, Lieutenant-

Governor Declares.

That Ontario should make every ef-
fort to construct a good roads system
Teaching every settled portion of the
province at the present time, when
it was proved that up to 100 miles
motor transportation was found to
be the cheapest, was the gstatement
made by L. E. Allen in his presiden-
tial address bhefore a combined an-
nual convention yesterday of the On-
tario Good Roads Association and
road construction conference at the
Ontario Veterina College.

His honor the/lieutenant-governor,
Ldonel Clarke, delivered a brief ad-
drss in which he stated the govern-
ment felt that no better expenditure

could be made than in the construc-
tion and maintenance of good roads.

Controller Maguire welcomed the
convention to Toronto and said that
the city was heartily in accord with
the progressive movement regarding
& good reads system, which would
benefit both the city and the munici-
pality, Service and co-operation was
the ddeal to strive for.

Matter of Evolution:

The development of a ;well-balanc-
ed highway system serving an area
so vast as Ontari® could not be ac-
complished in & decade, said Mr. Al-
len in- his address. It was a matter
of evolution, education and gradual
growth. He spoke of the great sums
Canada had spent on her railway
systems in opening up the country
in comparison with the service that
could be rendered the municipalities
by. the service of other means of
transportation. The appropriations
from the municipalities and the pro-
vince with the;motor license revenue
was producing \a growing fund for
the buflding and maintenance of our
highways, and he was glad to see in
that connection that the tendency
wasg to adopt more careful methods in
road construction, followed up by a
thoro system of maintenance. The
permanent road, said he, did not exist,
altho, as in the case of the old Roman
road, the foundation was still intact.
A propergzfoundation was necessary if
a highway was to ‘reach maximum
efficiency, but the patrol system,
which was recommended by the de-
partment, was also necessary.

Held Many Meetings.

Many meetings, said Mr. Allen, had
been ‘held all over Canada during the
last year, conspicuous among which
had been 'the 85 held in- Ontarie -un-
der the ‘auspices of the Michigan
Pikes Association. Successful efforts
had been made to secure the co-op-
eration of various boards of trade,
etc., also. Time was valuable, he
concluded, and the ability to move
from place to place quickly and with

¢ the greatest ease had become a pre-

¢ dominant feature of our common life.

! The association had to go forward in
a broad highway of good intention
and high endeavor, with the watch-
word “progress”’ ever before them.

An ddress on “Concrete- Road
Construdtion” was given by John F.
Millen of Essex county, which was
fully discussed. He proved the benefit
of a flve-foot shoulder if any tdegree
of permanency was expected, to keep
fhe water from cracking the concrete,
Uniform sub-grading, well drained, he
felt to.be most important.

Question of Expense.

8. A. Cummiford, chief engineer of
the Toronto-Hamilton highway com-f
mission, said that erroneous reports !
had appeared recently in newspapers
to the effect that the highway was
three times, as expensive to maintain
4s a macadam road. The mintenance
statement of the commission showed
that in the last five years the aver-
age cost per mile of concrete road had
been $57,61,” while, with the same
amount of traffic a macadamized road|
had cost $3,698.27. In answer to thel
siatement that concrete was net suit-
able to this' climate, he stated that
some 3,600,000 square yards of con-
orete had been lald and that it was
being laid at present.

Mr. Van Scoyor, forme- chief en-
gineer of the' commission, said that
what wag desired was-a concrete that
vesisted wear. He felt that the type
of machinery next year used in mix-
ing would be. different to former
types.

Professor Lang of the University oft
Toronto, pointed out the increasing)
danger to pedestrians on the high-
ways and emphasized the importance
of proper lighting and its cont=ol. By
an examination it was proved that
improper adjustment of the focus of
the deflecting lens defeated the ob-
ejct of its construction. '

ASKS BACKING OF
REAL ESTATE MEN

E. L. Cousins Urges Them to
Get Behind Harbor Com-

mission' Scheme.

In an address on the industrial possi-
bilitles in Toronto, E. L. Cousins, in-
dustrial commissioner, pointed out to
the real estate board last night at their
regular monthly dinner, that the real
estate men had to get behind some such
industrial scheme as that furthéred by
the harbor commission if they (or the
city) were to reap anv benefits resuit-
ing frogn the attraction of industries to
Toronto,

The harbor comumisslon, sald he, were
trustees for real estate in Toronto, and
he invited the board to draw upon the
commission for that information which
they could obtain only thru it, The
harbor commission invited the hearty
co-operation of the real estate board
in all industrial matters and further,
he stated, the harbor commission would
pay real estate men the same commis-
sion for handling their properti
would be pald any corporation, but the
property would not be given to anybody
for exclusive sale. The commission was
willing  to have real estate clients
brought to their offices, to have indus-
tries located in Toronto, and in this
connection he spoke of the department
as locating sources of supply for raw
materials for industries located in To-
ronto. Big busingss men, too, did not
look in magazineS for industrial sites,
and the department had a system where-
by they get into direct touch with any
prospect both in America and in Europe.

Industrial Development.

Mr. Cousins outlined the many duties
of the industrial department along the
lines of industr.al development. It was
their aim to madke Toronto the largest
manufacturing 'and distributing centre
in Canada and the Tossibilities: of its
belng such had already been seen by
the Baldwin steel people and ‘othery

Board of Four.

Accordingly, representatives of the
governments of Canada and of Ontario
have prepared a bill for introduction in
the house of parliament at Ottawa and
the legislature of this province. The
bill ides for the constitution of a
hoard to be known as the Lake of the
Wcods control board, consisting of four
members, two of whom shall be ap-
pointed' by the Dominion and two by the
province of Ontario,

Hydro Counsel Fees.

$6.000; Ontario, $67,062;; Prince BEd-
ward Island, $8,000; Quebec, $25,000;
‘Saskaichewan, $12,000, and the Cu-
koa, $657. $150,000 has been sent over-
seas. Nova Scotia has eent 15,000
pairs of socks and ten baled of wool
to be used by the League of Red Cross
Societies in the campaign against
typhus in Poland. b

Marriage and Divorce in Canada.

Petitions are - being numerously
signed by Roman Catholic citizens,
urging parliament not -to establish
divorce courts in Ontario and Que-
bec, and to abolish the divorce courts
~ecently established in the prairie
provinces. They are - quite ' within
their legal rights when they thus peti-
tion parliament; on the other.hand,
this flood of® petitions will no doubt
be followed by others of a different
character, petitioning parliament to
deal with the laws regulating the cel-
ebration gnd annulment of marriages
in the province of Quebec.

By the B.N.A. act jurisdiction
over marriage and divorce is vested
in the Dominion parliament, subject
to the junisdiction ogf- the provincial
government over the “solemmization
of marriage.” 'The complaint:about
&8 Quebec marriage law is that the
oivil courts have been annulling mar-
Mages which in Ontario would e
considered quite legal upon
gaound that mich marriages had peen
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declared vold by 'eccbea!as;loal courts”

The family being the unit of the
state, the state must Ilegislate re-
specting marriage and divorce.  All
will agree that the marriage law
should be in such a state as to pre-
clude’ any umcertainty as to whether
or mo a person is legally married.
Any other condition of affairs would
be dntolerable. It is therefore sug-
gested that all marriages should be
performed by an officer of the state,
tho, truth to say, the suggestion, tho

often advanced, has never been acted

u:ﬁhn by Ontario or any other pro-
vinde. In Ontario we have got.along
very well with a law that practically
requires all marriages io be perform-
ed by ministers of the gospel. True,
we require a license to marry, but
the licensel is fissued,6 almost auto-
matically to the blushing groom, who
displays a willingness to purchase -a
wedding x;lng.

'So far 4# the question”of divorce is
concerned, it is idle {o argue the ques-
tion from merely a religious stand-
point. The <Christian chusches are
not in harmony on this subject and
the wstate must therefore intervene.
Probably the majority of the people
in this country believe there should
be some divorces but not too many,
and that the jurisdiction mow vested
In the senate should be transferred
to the courts. No ome, after all, is
compelled to get a divorce, nor can
a Wdivorce be registered against any
person who has not been guilty of
some misconduot,

As to thp imarniage question, dt
should be freely and frankly  dis-
cussed from the standpoint of public
policy. The Protestant minority in
Quebec is large and influential. They
should be able to state the grievance
under which they labor and demand
the proper redress. If theyv cannot
obtain that redress from their provin-
cial government, they will have to
appeal t0 the Dominion parliament or
possibly to the British parliament, for,
as the BIN.A. act now stands there
seems to be some conflict of authority
between the federal parliament and
the provincial legislature. In any
event the safety of the state should
be the supreme law. Marriage and
divorce laws should not be passed for
the purpose of pleasing or for the
purpose of displeasing any particu-
lar church. They should be framed
in the public interest and they should
be so simple and.easy to understand
that no one can be at all in vdoubt
as to whether he is married or not.

HOMES o CHEAPER.

Editor World: Items appearing in
newspapers about reduced cost of lumber
may easily mislead. It may not be gen-
erally realized that the prevailing prices
for new houses at the present time re-
present ten to.fifteen per cent. reduc-
tion from last September’'s prices. Ow-
ing to the disturbed business conditions

of early winter, prices were reduced and
losses taken by builders. It is safe to
say houses are at their cheapest now.
Lumber prices have declined, the chief
decline being 1n hardwood, but even
hardwood advanced twenty per cent. on
February 1st. The bulk of building costs,
such as lime, sand, cement, bricks,
plumbing and skilled labor are not
cheaper. Very little unskilled labor is
used on houses.
r" In addition, there are increased land
lues and higher interest rates on mort-

lumber. The house-buyer may consider
‘himself fortunate if not faced with some-
what higher prices in the spring. It can
easily happen that homes may be scarcer
next August than now. Building, like
other ‘business, must yield a reasonable
profit or it will cease. Builder.

RABBI BRICKNER'S REPLY.

Bditor World: Tunere has come to my
notice the tetter signed ‘“A Catholic,”
which appeared in The World of March
1lst, and I beg leave to reply as follows:

I regret exceedingly that in my zeal
to defend the honor of my people, whose
right as citizens in the democratic state
FMr. G. K. Chesterton calls into question,
that I was carried away into referring
to him as ‘“Dhe Catholic—The . Fanatic”
(not the Catholic Fanatic). It was his
brother, Cecil IChesterton, who died dur-
ing the war, who was a Roman Catholic
by choice. '

Mr. Gilbert K. Chesterton, tho not a
Roman Catholic, may, nevertheless, be
characterized as an ardent believer in the
Cat..olic philosophy, whilst retaining his
membership in the English church. He
has 'been a. speaker at more than one
meeting of the Anglo-Catholic congress,
wuich met last eummer in London. Para-
doxes are to be expected, not merely in
sar. Chesterton’s. style, but also in his
philosophy of life. His Catholic views
in spite of his church affiliation, His re-
actionary anti-semitism in the light of
this professed liberalism are instances in
question.

I should, however, like to clear up any
misunderstandings that may have been
caused as a result of the report of my
address. Neither in intention nor in any
statement I uttered did I have reference
to any one excepting Mr. G. K. Chester-
ton and his personal views concerning
my people. It was with him, and him
alone, that I had a bone to pick. I quite
agree with the writer of the letter that
‘the Catholic church in many instances
lhas been (and may I add, is) amongst
the best friends of the Hebrew people.”
May it be God's will that this friendly
and amiable relationship shall continue.

I also wish to call attention to the
fact that from the very beginning of my
residence in this city, I have always
ipreached and endeavored to sput into
practice the motto ‘“Have we not all one
Father, has not one God created us all.”
In a lecture delivered by me on Feb. 25
before my own congregation, and reported
in the public press, I took occasion to
laud tne devotion and floyalty of the
Catholics to the teachings of their
church, and appealed to my own congre-
gants to learn that lesson from their
Catholic fellow-citizens, in reference to
their own religion. Personally, I have
very high regard for the Roman Catholic
Church, and particularly for the excel-
lent soclal service done by the Catholic
charities, . with which branch of the
church work I have come into close con-
tact. It grieves me deeply to feel that
my words have been construed by some
as casting reflection on Cathalics. It
would certainly ill become one who is
demanding Jjustice for his own people to
deal unjustly with others. Your corres-
pondent may be assured that nothing was
further from my mind than to give of-
fence. I appreciate fully the just spirit
in which your correspondent writes. It
is in that same spirit that I humbly
make this reply.

Sarnia Has Several ;
Lacrosse Amendments

That Sarnia js in the lacrosse world to
stay is evidenced by ithat city’s proposed
amendments to the O.AL.A. constitution
Just received from Secretary Glintz, and
which are as follows: (1) No certificate
to be issued to any olub until the asso-
ciation has looked into the amateur stand-
ing of players, and that after certificate
fs 1ssued no protest can be lodged on the
grounds of professionals; (2) Penaities to
‘be not less than five minutes for any of-
fence, and not less than ten to twenty
minutes for second offence in same game;
(3) Kvery club to pay its own expenses
at home and while traveling; (4) That
the O.A.L.A. ask the government to
grant reduced rates for lacrosse teams;
(5) Referees to be appointed one week in
advance of match; (6) Executive to see
that all playing flelds are adequate for all
games, especially ‘semi-finals and final
matches. These propositions will give
the delegates something to ponder over,
as there is merit in more than one of
the suggestions put forward.

Miss Platt Tells of Turkish

Atrocities and Sufferers’
Sorry Plight.

At the meeting of the John Howard
Chapter, I1.O.D.E., yesterday, held at
the Sherbourne House Club, Miss Plaitt,
who had been in Armenia for a num-
ber of years, told something of the
atrocities to which the men, women
and children were subjected by the
Turks.

FOR REFUSING WORK

Toronto Bank Manager Con-
siders: Workmen Can Now
Live on Lower Pay.

D. A. Cameron, general manager of
the head office of the Bank of Com-
merce, in his address before mem-
bers of the Kiwanis Club yesterday,
sounded a note of optimism regard-
ing the future economic situation in
Canada. Some allowance could be
made for extravagance during thej
war, he said, when munition workers
were being paid high wages, but
there was no reason for munition
gisls wearing expensive clothes in the
factories. Certain luxuries, bought
without reason, had created a kind
of false prosperity, and the tremen-
dous expansion had been largely a
delusion in that today men were very
little better off than before the war.
The imports were in excess of the
exports -and the country would only
benefit when the Canadian dollar be-
came worth 100 cents in the United
States. :

In 1814 the bank circulation had
been $96,000,000, and in 1920 $275,-
000,000, while the Dominion note cir-
culation in 1914 had been $118,000,000
and in 1920 $312,000,000. Mr. Cam-
eron felt that on aoccount of the re-
markable harvest last year prosperity
would -be hastened, altho prices. for
farm products would likely be lower
in the spring. The retailers and
workmen, he believed, were chiefly
responsible for the present situation,
as the manufacturers had written off
their losses, while the retail mer-
chants were not content to do it
when they should have done 80. The
longer’ they held on to their goods,
the greater the losses, said he. Goods
had to be ‘'sold with regard to the
present cost of material and manu-
facture. The farmer had to give a
whole hide before he received a pair
of boots. = Also, retailens had been
supplied at $25 with overcoats they
marked ‘$60, reduced price.” Wool
wag back at pre-war prices and crude
rubber was even cheaper than ever
before. Confidence would not be re-
stored with the very apparent, un-
even drop in prices.

‘ Refuse Shipyard Work.

M:. Cameron spoke of the unem-
ployed, who refused to work in ehip-
Yards, which had been opened ex-
pressly to relieve the situation, at 75
cents per hour, Considering the sub-
stantial reduction in foodstuffs, he
believed that workmen could live on
reduced wages. There was a great
improvement in  the situation econ-
omically, as bricklayers were laying
half as many bricks again per day
for the same pay. He also touched
upon immigration, saying that last
year 59 per cent. of the 116,000 im-
migrants ‘were British, and with re-
gard to sane taxation, there.should
be a tax on sales and a tax on in-
come. The. business profits tax was
fundamentally unsound.

Mr. Cameron felt that industrial
research should be advocated and
that a greater effort for harmony
should be made by the employer and
employe.

Total Is Still Half a Million
More Than the Previous
Year.

MANY SPECIAL ITEMS

Members Not Enthusiastic
Over Increasing Salary of
the Commissioner.

The parks committee trimmed $68,-
420 off -of the estimates of the parks
department yesterday, leaving the
figures still half a million more than
the expenditure in 1920. The esti-
mates as sent on to the board of con-
trol totaled $1,334,847, against $837,677
expended last year.

Nearly two hundred thousang dollars
of the increase is ~epresented in items
“under the head of relief work, which
includes $96,882 to be expended in
grading Willowvale Park, Bickford
ravine, Riverdale and Withrow Parks.
Other items are: Shelter and lava-
tory in High Park, $15,000 (cut from
$40,000); fleld house and Javatory,
Earlscourt Park, $7,500 (ent from
$15,000), and shelter and lavatories in
Stanley, Baird, Reservoir, Sherwood,
Riverdale, Monarch, Island and Han-
lon’s memorial parks. There is also
$25,000 for a new bathhouse at the
western sandbar.

Under the head of special items ap-
bear the following: Willowvale Park,
one set of bleachers, $6,600; Stanley
Park, one set of bleachers, $6,600; Riv-
erdale Park, one set of bleachers, $6,-
600; Rosedale Park, one . set of
bleachers, $6,600; Greenwood Park,
one set of bleachers, $6,600: miscel-
laneous, park police (10 men), $20,000;
total, $63,000.
