Contempt for Precedent.

Cleveland, O., March 16—Mrs. Chad­
wick was driven to her o'.d AM e to 
select 6600 worth of person ti effects 
exempted from the claims of creditors. 
The furnishings and other personal pro­
perty in the house will be sold at pub­
lic auction by Trustee Loeser on Fri­
day. Immediately upon .entering the 
sumptuously furnished residence she ; 
broke down and for a time wept bit-1
terly. ,

Shortly after beginning her tour of 
the house she encountered Dr. Chad- j 
wick. Husband and wife at first mere- 
ly smiled and nodded, and then in a for-1 
mal way shook hands. Only a few 
words were 'exchanged "between the* 
couple. Dr. Chadwick had not eeen ms 
wife since he last visited her at the 
Jail, about two months ago.

Mrs Chadwick selected between 64000 
and 66000 worth of personal property, 
which she claimed was exempt under 
the statute. Almost all of this was 
wearing apparel. Nathan Loeser, trus­
tee In bankruptcy, said he would pro­
test each and every selection.

"Mrs. Chadwick articled enough cloth­
ing for twenty-five women," he added.

Before leaving the house, Mrs. Chad­
wick again broke down and gave way to 
tears. She was allowed 6 minutes with 
her husband, who only for a moment 
showed signs of affection or feeling for 
her. Replying to her statement that 
she knew that he was absolutely inno­
cent of any charges against him. Dr.
