BY STREET RAILWAY

Calgary, Alb., Sept. 27—Seven and a half
per cent. on money invested or a profit of
$30,000 a year, is the minimum return that
may be expected from Calgary’s municipal-
ly owned street railway, if the month of
August be a criterion. Last month the
total revenue was $9,267, running expenses
being $2,505, and the proportion of sink-
ing fund and interests, $3,096.33, bringing
the total expenditure to $6,501, giving a
surplus of $2,754.

Most of
the victims were bright, active boys, aged
from 6 to 18 years, and they were doomed
to die the most awful death known to
medical science, death the agony of which

various causes, such as blood poisoning,
by skyrockets, chemicals, etc., while 87
were literally burned to death by fire
from’' fireworks, many of which were caus-
ed by the so-called “harmless” varieties
of fireworks.”

New York,Sept. 25—Theodore P. Shonts,
president. of the $225,000,000 Ryan-Belmont
[nterborough:Metropelitan Company, presi-

nt of the Chicago & 'Alton railroad,
yresident of the Toledo, St. Louis & West-
ern railroad, a- diréctor of many other im-
portant companies and- one of the most
potent figures in the financial and busi-
ness life of the city, has been sued for

“Through his lawyer, DeLancey Nicoll,
Mr. Shonts declares he:is the vietim of
one of the strangest cases of mistaken
identity on record.
