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STANDING RULES OF THE ASSOCIATION.
T(Adopted previously to the Act of Incorporation. )
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“ 1. Annual Subscribers of Ten Shillings or upwards shall lie 
Members of the Association during the continuance of their sub­
scriptions. Benefactors of Ten Pounds or upwards at one time 
shall be life Members.

“ 2. Members will be entitled to receive the Annual Report 
and other occasional publications of the Parent Society, and will 
have the same privileges as if they subscribed direct to the Parent 
Society.

“ 3. The objects of this Association shall be to call forth the 
zeal of Christians in general, and especially of Members of the 
Church of England, in support of the Colonial Church and School 
Society ; to promote its objects and proceedings ; to procure col­
lections, subscriptions, aud other contributions, and to give the 
Corresponding Committee information respecting any places coming 
under the notice of the Association where destitution prevails, 
either as regards pastoral superintendence or the education of the 
young.

«■ 4. The whole of the funds obtained by the Association, after 
deducting incidental expenses, shall be remitted to the Parent 
Society.

“ 5. A General Meeting of the Association shall be held annual­
ly on such day as shall be fixed by the Committee, when a report 
of the proceedings shall be read, and an account of receipts and 
disbursements presented duly audited, and the Officers of the 
Association chosen for the ensuing year.

“ 7. The Officers of the Association shall be at all times re- 
cligiblo to their respective offices. All Officers of the Association 
shall bo Members of the Church of England."

By the sparing mercy of God in Christ Jesus the 

Committee of “ The Halifax Association in aid of the 
Colonial Church and School Society” are privileged to 
present their Sixth Animal Report to its subscribers 
and friends, and in doing so they would lift up their 
hearts m thankfulness to the Father of all Mercies for 
ms continued blessing bestowed upon the Society during 
the past year.

It is pleasing and satisfactory for them to be enabled 
lo state that the income of the Society is steadily in­
creasing. In 1S52, it amounted to IS, 100 4s. 5d., and 
in this year of 1S53, it has reached the 
£9,171 13s.

The total number of Agents employed is about MO 
amongst whom there are 29 Missionary Clergymen’ 
and the remainder are Catechists, and Schoolmasters 
and Schoolmistresses.

The expenditure of the Society in Nova Scotia has 
also increased during the past year and has amounted 
to upwards of £1,200, £450 of which sum has been 
raised in the Province by the Halifax Association from 
various sources.

The number of Agents at present in active employ­
ment under the Society in Nova Scotia is fourteen in­
cluding four Clergymen; and your Committee ’are 
nappy to state that suitable persons have been found 
to labor in its service at Tnsket, near Yarmouth : at 
liigby; at River John, near Pictou ; at Half-Way 
Gove Chcdabucto Bay ; and at Spry field, near Halifax, 
which will make the total number of Agents eighteen 
when they have all entered upon their destined sphere 
of action. ^ our Committee believe that this statement 
calls for the sincere congratulation of all who take an 
interest in this important work ; and that it. holds out 
much encouragement to perseverance, id ought to 
gladden the hearts of those who love (I Lord Jesus 
Christ m sincerity and truth.
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TlTHE TRAINING AND MODEL SCHOOL.

Your Committee desire to call attention especially to 
the Training and Model School recently established in 
Halifax, the importance of which both to the interests 
of the Society and of the Province generally, they think, 
under the blessing of God, must soon become apparent.

It had been a subject of deep and earnest interest to 
your Committee and the friends of the Society for a 
length of time, and was not commenced as a new or 
recent proposal, nor hurried forward by any adven­
titious circumstances; but after mature deliberation 
and frequent prayer for the divine direction and bless­
ing. It was the long felt difficulty of finding a due 
supply of trained teachers, even for its own purposes, 
which led the Society to the conclusion, that without 
such an institution the demand could not he adequately 
satisfied ; and so strongly has this been felt, that it has 
commenced, or assisted, similar institutions in Canada, 
Australia and the East Indies, in addition to one before 
existing under its auspices in Newfoundland.

It is believed that the Society may not only thus 
supply its own urgent wants in raising up and qualify­
ing for their work, an efficient, pious, and zealous class 
of School Teachers; but also furnish many vacant 
schools not immediately under its care, with such 
persons, the want of whom in numerous instances, has 
led to the doors of such schools being closed. Your 
Committee have entered into the undertaking with no 
other desire than that of meeting an acknowledged 
want and contributing to the best of their abilty towards 
the diffusion of a sound scriptural, and a liberal secular 
education in the Province. The Holy Spirit has put 
it on record through one of the inspired penmen that 
for “ the soul to be without knowledge is not good,” 
and judging by what all must admit as their every day 
experience on this subject, never was there any state­
ment more strictly verified. Darkness and crime, igno­
rance and superstition go hand in hand, and Christian 
philanthrophy in removing the one, by the grace of 
God, becomes extensively instrumental in destroying 
the other.
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I lie 1 raining School was opened at a public meeting 
held in the School Boom in October last, which was 
well attended ; and a clear and practical proof of the 
interest manifested in the undertaking should be men­
tioned, in the fact, that about £12(1 was raised in a 
short period, principally by the exertions of one indi­
vidual, for the purpose of defraying the expenses in­
curred in fitting up the school premises. Your Com­
mittee desire to make mention of this act of liberality 
because they felt some degree of anxiety as to raisin" 
the necessary funds, and now feel that their grateful 
thanks are due to those friends who promptly 
forward so seasonably to their help.

Vour Committee have much pleasure in stating that 
there are now thirty-six pupils in the Model "Prar- 
tising School, and several students in training as Teach­
ers. Many more applications have been received both 
for the admission of pupils and students, and it is ex­
pected that alter the Christmas holidays the registers 
of the institution will show a considerable increase.

1 he Committee will be happy to receive applications 
from School Committees, Commissioners, Trustees and 
others, who may be desirous of obtaining the services 
°1 trained and efficient teachers in their schools, and 
will use their best exertions to supply them from those 
in attendance at the institution. They will also gladly 
receive any School Teachers who may have a portion 
ot time at their disposal during any part of the year 
and wish to improve themselves in the art of teaching 
and in the branches of instruction imparted in the 
school. It is believed that it will prove a great advan­
tage for those parlies who arc seeking competent 
teachers to hav an institution to which they may 
apply with som reasonable hope of obtaining what 
they require ; whilst to those already engaged in tuition 
and know and deplore their deficiencies, it will prove 
a friendly asylum to which they may freely resort to 
acquire the desired information. Is not this a boon of 
no ordinary kind to the teacher, and admirably adapted 
to improve Common School Education?
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It is gratifying to your Coumiiltec tu lay before the 
supporters oi" the Society the following extracts from 
Mr. Marriott’s first report oil the Training School :

“ The School Hoorn is commodious, and as one not erected for 
the purpose, much better adapted for it than could have been 
expected ; the large room is capable of accommodating ninety or 
a hundred children. Two contiguous apartments when fitted up 
will make good class rooms. There is one large room at the top 
of the house, where, if desired, dormitories could be constructed 
by raising slight partitions, fur at least a dozen female students. 
The building is, I believe, held upon an uncertain tenure, there­
fore, I have not urged the necessity of some alterations and addi­
tions which will become almost imperative when it is fixed that it 
is to be for permanent use. I have detailed these particulars 
because in speaking of our future prospects, I wish to draw atten­
tion to the great necessity of adding a small boarding establish­
ment for females to the Training School. Without that we 
cannot, I think, look for many to come from the Provinces who 
have not friends in Halifax who could accommodate them, and if 
the supply of students be limited to those who can find such 
accommodation, we are likely soon to see that supply exhausted.

“ The children in the School average ten years of age, and arc 
on the whole intelligent ; most of them have been to private 
Schools, and some have received instruction in Euclid and the 
higher branches of Arithmetic. Generally they arc the children 
of parents who can afford to pay the School fees with ease, and 
although I know it to be the great object of the Society to pro­
vide Christian education for the poor, and for those especially, who 
without your aid would be in comparative or complete destituticn 
mentally and spiritually, yet it was judged expedient and no1 
wasteful of the Society’s bounty to throw this School open to this 
class of children. And I am sure that in England among those 
Training Colleges whose object is analogous with this, eft'orts 
made to get into their Practising School as respectable a class of 
children as possible, and in some instances to actually exclude the 
children of the poor by a scale of fees higher than our own. I 
am delighted with my work and shall apply to it all the strength 
and energy which God has given me, and for the increase of which 
I continually pray. I cannot disguise that I feel often very 
acutely my separation from England and my friends ; but I do 
believe that I have zeal enough for the glory of God and interest 
in the conversion of souls to keep me at my post, if I am capable, 
till this great enterprise has gained the expected success, and till
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the !' l,ilhJ«™ ,so ,:tr of God, a? to have its object established
m public favor, and its existence placed above present exigency 
by winning public support. But I make this aim subservient to 
the higher duty of seeking to fix its foundations firmly in those 
principles drawn from the uncompromising doctrines of the Bible 
which, as they alone ear sanctify our operations and glorify our 
i amour, the Society’s agents are expected prominently to enforce 
and continually to maintain.”

The above sentiments your Committee feel sure will 
(nul an echo in the heart of all the friends of the Society: 
v. bust they are such as might have been expected from 

the School Teachers of the lion, and Rev. Mr. 
\ illiers. Rector of St. George, Bloomsbury. It indicates 
also that the Society has been rightly directed in the 
choice of their Agent, and that with the blessing of 
God much success is likely to attend the undertaking. 
Cot but the friends of the Society, and those of Scrip­
tural Education generally, come to the help of this 
work, and your Committee do not fear the result
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THE COUNTRY HARBOR MISSION.
The Rev. A. Jordan continues to labor in this Mis­

sion. It will be recollected it was stated in the report 
ot last year that a Parsonage House was in the course 
, erect'°n- Your Committee are happy to make 
known that Mr. Jordan is now inhabiting it. It is with 
thankfulness that they also desire to mention the kind­
ness of some ladies of Norwich, G. B., who have for­
warded for the poor people of Country Harbor a large 
box of clothing, which will be of much service in that
u V1,® ,P ,• Such acts as t,lese serve to encourage 

the faithful servant of God in the midst of his trying 
position, where he has not only to administer to the 
spiritual wants ot the people, but cannot shut his eyes 
or haiden Ins heart to the wide spread poverty and 
want existing around him. The following extracts 
taken from Mr. Jordan's journal, extending over the 
past year : °

“ 80mc families in the lower part of the settlement
distributed tracts and conversed with them. Met the Sunday 
School this morning in the Church at 9 o’clock. It is with great 
difficulty I can keep up this School for want of
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assist me, and 1 can only attend to it myself every alternate 
Sunday. In the lower district, I have several persons that take; 
an interest in the School there, which continues to increase in 
number and importance, and I trust will be made a blessing. At 
11 o’clock held divine service to an attentive congregation. In 
the afternoon held service in the lower School House ; the

INSTANCES OF USEFULNESS AND PROGRESS.

Buried a poor old man who had been bed-ridden for 
years. . He was very ignorant, but always seemed pleased with 
my visits, and appeared to take pleasure in hearing the Scriptu 
read and prayer offered up; but never appeared willing to admit 
that his state by nature and practice could be equal in turpitude 
to the representation of it in the Bible. Such is the consequence 
of being brought up in ignoraneo and secluded from the means of 
grace. Alas, what numbers on this rugged coast, alone, may truly 
say : ‘ No man has cared for my soul.’

Met the parents, teachers and children of New Harbor, on 
Sunday morning (10th Dec.) at 0 o’clock, for the purpose of re­
arranging the School for the winter. 1 divided it into three parts 
so as to enable all the children to attend. In doing this I lound 

willingness on the part of the people to enter into my plans and 
to render me all the assistance in their power. Held divine 
vice at 11 o’clock in the morning and at 5 in the afternoon, with 
crowded and attentive congregations, although the rain was very 
heavy. These are certainly a very interesting people.

Visited the families at the mouth of Country Harbor and spent 
the day in going from house to house, endeavouring by 
sation to impress upon the minds of the people the great import­
ance of seeking salvation through the merits of the Lord Jesus 
Christ. I was listened to with respectful attention ; would that 
I could perceive the truth had a more practical effect upon them.
I am sometimes encouraged in this work and hope there arc visible 
signs of improvement in some few of the people, but, humanly 
speaking,, with a people so long without the means of grace and 
opportunity of instruction, it must be a work of time, and I feel 
that I must be content to labor on in hope and in humble 
dépendance upon the divine blessing.

Spent Monday in visiting. Had to reprove a man, one of mv 
regular hearers, for swearing when in a passion. Pointed out to 
him the nature of the sin, its consequences to himself and the 
terrible effects of his example to all around him. He received 
the reproof in a becoming manner, acknowledged his sin with 
much feeling and tears and promised to avoid it in future.

1 was thankful for the opportunity afforded me of 
speaking o, the fulness and freeness of salvation by Christ Jesus 
and of the power of divine grace to subdue inbred corruption. 
Mio heard mo with evident anxiety and said: < J must pray more- 
L must cleave more fully to Christ.’ I felt it very interesting to 
see so old a person so alive to the evil nature of sin. so anxfous 
tlwt it should be subdued, and so importunate at a throne of grace 
for strength to live to the glory of God.

February fi, I commenced a School this evening for
he young men and women of the settlement. They are most of 

them careless and indifferent. I fear sometimes they do not 
outuin much l.ienefit from the services of the Lord’s day, and 1 
have been anxious to adopt some means so as to be brought into 
frequent personal contact with those that arc just entering into

i t,°TCU.n?d t0 1,1(3 that a Sch°ol might be made a blessing, 
and that L might succeed in making instruction interesting to 
them and so lead them on step by step from their present state of 
ignorance. I sometimes fear I shall see but little* change in the 
older inhabitants. I know the Gospel can effect wonders because 
it is the power of God; but their habits arc so confirmed that 
hey appear immoveable. This evening eight young persons at­

tended and remained with me from six until nine o’clock. They 
appeared to bo interested. Since that the number in attendance 
has increased to fifteen.”

\ our Committee could, if necessary, continue to 
quote numerous extracts of most useful labors from 
these interesting journals, and the difficulty is to make 
a selection among so much that is valuable; but thev 
leel that time and space forbid. }

Mr. Jordan closes his journal at the end of the y 
ni the iollowmg words : J

“Again Ï have to record the mercy and goodness of God that 
k lus safely brought me through another year and has conferred 

upon me the privilege of lalwring in his vineyard. Many have 
been my shortcomings, and I pray God if spared * 
that as an instrument in his hands, I may be
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inning souis to Christ, iiiul to live f<<r this purpose is my itimcst 
•lesi'•<.*. _ To lie devoted to the service of my Lord aud master is 
the desire of my heart, and to spend and be" spent in a work so 
good my highest wish. My field of labor is stony and unculti­
vated, but I would persevere in humble dépendance upon Cod 
and in prayerful expectation of seeing even this wilderness bud 
and blossom as the garden of the Lord.”

Saturday 35tA—Visited three families at the Lake at Indian 
Harbor and met the Sunday School at Mr Hcnnctt’s, which is
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being well attended by all the children and youth in that locality. 
The Sunday School also at the Beach is called together when the 
room is not occupied by religious services.

Thursday 30th.—Went to visit a sick and dying man at the 
Baraswa—lound him very weak in body but growing strong in 
the inner man. He said ‘ I see myself a greater sinner every day, 
and the more I think of God and my Saviour the more forgotten 
sins rise up before me.’ He continued, ' but I have confidence 
in God’s mercy through the merits of Jesus Christ, that ho has 
pardoned my sins and will soon take me to himself.* In this 
humble cottage two infants were brought to be baptized and 
several individuals were in attendance.

Mr. Alexander concludes his last journal received in 
the following words :

“ There is cause for humiliation in reviewing the events of the 
past year, and there is also occasion for gratitude to God for the 
numerous mercies bestowed. It has not been permitted me to 
realize my hopes in reference to a more extensive diffusion of 
saving influence ; although for this I have prayed and labored and 
have not fainted. The total number of communicants during the 
past year was seventy-one, but seven of these have since left the 
district and two have departed this life, I have every reason to 
lxdicvc in the full hope of a blessed immortality. Upon the 
whole I think our religious prospects arc encouraging, and if we 
may judge from the largeness and attention of our congregations, 
it may be said that there has been an advancement in the know­
ledge and love of God on the part of our members ; and although 
I cannot say that steady peace has been given us in all our 
Ixirders, yet I believe God has given us fruit, and the evidence 
that some will be our hope and joy and crown of rejoicing in the 
presence of the Lord Jesus Christ at his coming. The Three 
Sunday Schools number about ninety scholars, and these arc ad­
vancing steadily in Scripture knowledge, and many of them bid 
fair to become useful members of the Church.”

“Jidy, 1853.—By the mercy of God I have been enabled to 
proclaim the glad tidings of salvation in connexion with the public 
services of our Church in five places, where the means of crave 
and religious instruction have not been well provided, and where 
the Sabbath hours have been wont to pass away unimproved and

The Beach Hill services, which arc held monthly, are well 
attended, many persons travelling several miles in order to take 
advantage of them, and the congregation pay very marked atten­
tion to the Word of Life. May the Lord of Ilis mercy mix

given to a hilly district corresponding 
to Beach Hill, about three or four miles further from Kentvill” 
The service is held in a School House near the bottom of the hill ; 
the building is often crowded with attentive listeners, 
also having to remain outside for want of room.
. i service at Sheffield's Mills, is held in a private house about 

six or seven miles from where I reside, towards the North 
Mountains, amongst a large and scattered population. It has 
hitherto been a week day service and in the summer is not so 
well attended owing to farming operations.

The Pine Wood service, more properly a lecture, is hold 
monthly in the evening, among a little colony, mostly consistin'- 
of colored people near Kent ville. They are” very ignorant and 
have been negligent of the means of grace. I also hope to 
carry the message of salvation into seme other portions of the 
mission during the quarter now commencing.

October, 1853.—I have preached the living Gospel in 
neighbourhood where I had not done so before since the com­
mencement of this quarter, and that is about seven miles from 
Kentville, on the post road, in a private house freely offered for 
the purpose. About 100 or 120 persons, sometimes perhaps 

have assembled and quite a fair portion of them has audibly 
joined in the public worship, a thing not commonly occurring in 
out stations, nor always in regular churches in this country. The 
field is large. A very considerable portion of the population do 
not, m reality belong to any denomination of Christians. One 
clergyman cannot possibly meet the necessities of this mission.
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THREE MILK HOUSE.

At tlic last annual meeting your Committee recorded 
with deep regret the death of Mr. Wilson, the Society's 
Catechist and Schoolmaster at that place. They have 
now to state that Mr. Payne, employed in the 
Society’s service at Upper Me I ford, was removed to 
the Three Mile House station in May last. He has 
been unremitting in his labors since his removal, and 
in addition to the duties of the School, both week-day 
and Sunday, has contrived 10 attend frequently at 
ISine Mile House and Spryfield, on one portion of the 
Sabbath and held divine

It is satisfactory to state also that in the interval of 
six months, between the death of Mr. Wilson and the 
appointment of Mr. Payne, the Committee were enabled 
jojeep the School partially open by engaging Mrs. 
n il son to teach the girls during that time. Mr. Payne 
in Ins report speaks hopefully of his labors, and trusts 
that they have not been unblessed by the Father of all 
mercies.

“ The recurrence of the period for forwarding an annual report 
is usually an occasion of searchings of heart. The retrospect of 
the year elapsed, since a similar occasion, shows much cause for 
sell abasement, and some degree of success and reason for encourage- 
ment. It also affords occasion of devout acknowledgment to the 
Most High for the manifold blessings of which I have been an 
unworthy recipient. Among these is the improvement of my 
health since my removal to this station. I would earnestly pray 
to be enabled to dedicate most unreservedly my returning strength 
to the cause of Him who died that we might live. fa

Since my appointment to the Three Mile School, 1 have been 
enabled to conduct a Day and Sunday School, to distribute many 
religious tracts, to hold Sunday School and Divine Service fort­
nightly at the interesting settlement of Spryfield, and also to hold 

* semcoonce every second Sunday at the School House at Nino 
Mile House, Windsor Road.

For some months past I have visited fortnightly the settlement 
at bpryfield. I generally am present in the forenoon of the Lord’s 
Hay and teach a class of nine or ten interesting children for half 
« j - ,rhcse children occasionally repeat besides the collect of 
the day, a hymn or psalm, several verses of Scripture, which with 
questioning and remarks, form I hope a useful exercise and
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SM "art "s £;'siî's
mpmis of instruction. Several of the parents assemble early ami 
evince interest m the subject of the instruction. This over the 
congregation king assembled, I distribute tracts to alllpresent. 
At a quarter to 10,1 commence reading part of the Service of the 
dimeh and a printed Sermon, during which a devout demeanour 

prevails. Service over about half-past 12, I leave for homo to 
open my Sunday School at 1 o’clock. Thus the inhabitants of a 
secluded district, have an opportunity of worshipping God accord- 
mg to the manner of their forefathers after being long deprived of 
such pm degrr, b.ought near to them. Several of the people express 
their thanks for my services and seem to think much of the 
Somety that enables me to visit them for the benefit of themselves 
and children. These people have now a new School House 
mainJy by the efforts of liev. James Cochran, who frequently 
holds divine service among them, and there is an encouraging

SHUBENACADIE RIVER.
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Committee to supply the place of the former ’
Burn arrived in this Province in February last, and

if r
Mr. Burn s^eport •* Tlwl°llo»'i"S ™ e»ra«s from
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thorn arc so forward in their learning as I had expected to find 
them. 1 he farthest advanced in arithmetic is only at compound 
multiplication, and in reading they are yet more backward, except 
one young woman, who is the only one in the School that has 
any knowledge of English grammar. I feel happy in the Sab­
bath services and the various congregations number from thirty- 
fi/e to fifty, sixty, and eighty. I have distributed all the tracts 
which I brought with me, and should feel obliged if you could 
forward others. Last Sunday at Mill A illagc the congregati 
tilled two rooms and the porch.

June 6.—The number of scholars has not increased, but I am 
expecting a few more as soon as the season is over for sowing. 
The attendance at the morning service in this settlement (Shube- 
nacadie River AVcst) which commences every Sabbath moruin<r 
after the Sunday School, is small ; but at Mill Village the com 
gregation continues both large and attentive ; yesterday week, I 
believe, the attendance was over eighty, and as this is the largest 
and nearest village to my residence, I intend to have service there 
fortnightly, God willing, and at the other two settlements monthly, 
t esterday at North Salem or Backwoods, the congregation was 

so closely packed together as scarcely to afford standing room, and 
two females were carried out of the-place in a fainting state.

. December 2. The Day School has, since I last wrote to you 
increased to eighteen pupils ; but the most advanced are very 
irregular in their attendance. They only attend when nothing 
particular is required of them at home. The afternoon attend­
ance on the services I have been enabled to hold on the Sabbath 
has been very good, and although the beauty and benefit of our 
liturgy is not perceived, or felt as it would be, if the people made 
the responses, yet I have reason to believe that my labors have 
not been in vain. At each of our meetings I have exchanged 
and given tracts, for which they appear very thankful My 
afternoon visits on the Lord’s Day and the distances from my 
residence are as follows : Mill Village, fortnightly, five miles • 
Back road, monthly, seven miles; North Salem, monthly, ei«ht 

t, mi,es- Although the roads arc bad, I have generally walked 
except four times, when weak and unwell. The number of 
vices held during the six months I have been here are fort 
and the distance travelled about three hundred miles.”
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It will be perceived that the School at Shubenacadie 
is very small, and it had become a question with your 
Committee whether Mr. Burn should remain at 'that 
place, or be removed to some other of the many places
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in this Province, where his services would he more ex­
tensively useful in a scholastic point of view, and 
where I lie aid ot the Society has been earnestly and 
urgently invoked. 1 hey have therefore determined to 
remove him lo the Eastern Shores.
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HALF-WAY COVC, CHEDABUCTO BAY.
T,lls place is under the care of the Rev. C. Shreve, 

tiuysboro’, and about midway between this place and 
Canso; but he states that it is beyond the limit of his 
parish. A small neat Church has been recently built 
in the settlement, which was consecrated in 1852 by 
the Lord Bishop of this Diocese. A School Room’has 
also been built, to which is attached a small quantity 
of land, owned by the Society. There has long been 
a desire on the part of your Committee to place one of 
the Society’s Agents at that place, and a small grant 
has been recommended from time lo time, but a suitable 
person could not be found to send there. A benevolent 
lady has given to the Society 50 acres of Land situated 
midway between the Church and School, and the 
people have engaged to put up the frame of a dwelling 
house for a teacher thereon, and to raise towards his 
stipend £30.

The following extracts are from Rev. C. Shrevcs’ 
correspondence on this subject :

“ The poor fishermen are ready to help themselves. They 
have done what they could, and now they call upon those for 
whom God has provided better things, than they themselves 
possess, to send them help. Many who are parents on this Shore 
are unable to read the word of God, though they do not wish 
their children to grow up thus ignorantly, but parents and children 
having no resources within themselves are continually tempted 
to desecrate the Sabbath and to pay but little regard to the Moral 
Law generally.

When they themselves arc aroused to a sense of their sad « 
condition and have put forth their utmost effort to improve 
that condition, we may indulge the hope, that this plea in 
their behalf will not be made in vain. We may hope that God 
will put it intv the hearts of many who feel that it is more bless­
ed to give than ^ receive, to respond to this call., The souls of 
these poor people are precious in the sight of God. Who will 
give proof that they care for them ?
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I should observe' that ^lL) Master will be able to keep a hoi,so 
ami cow if the land be properly cultivated. 1 am told it is good 
land, and there is wood upon it for his winter’s use. It •will 
however, require a man who is interested in his heavenly Master's 
cause, and possessing energy and patience to come amongst this 
people. God grant that you may speedily find a suitable person, 
It w much to be regretted that so few can be found in Nova Scotia 
Init hitherto there has been no encouragement for them. I hone 
af ter a while when your Training School is better known and a 
letter system is adopted, and school keeping is more thought of 

than at present, many of our young men may be brought by God’s 
grace to think more of this. The profession is honorable and 
useful in the sight of God, and of all good men. and next in 
importance only to that of the minister of the Gospel/’

LOWEK WARD, ST. MARGARET’S BAY.
.r.Tlhi.s. School, which was under the care of Miss 
menons lor some time, was closed after her departure 
until the commencement of the 
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i present year, when it 
re-opened by the Society, and Mr. Flaherty was 

appointed to take charge of it—the people agreeing 
raise £20, towards his stipend. The Society’s Gener 
Agent visited the School in July last, and found it in a 
very satisfactory state. There are about fifty children 
on the books, including boys and girls; nearly forty of 
whom were in attendance. The School was in good 
order and the children clean and respectful. The work 
ot the day commenced with singing a hymn, which 
was very well performed after which prayer was 
offered up for a blessing n the business of the day. 
Many of the scholars read well in the Scriptures, and 
Irotn the questions put to them evinced an intelligent 
acquaintance with its contents. They were also able 
to repeat the commandments, &c., and some prayers 
and hymns. The writing was very good, and the 
arithmetic creditable. Geography and grammar had 
not received much attention ; but the girls, many of 
them, bad been instructed in needle work, by Mrs.
. *alierty- Upon the whole, there was much to gratify 
m the general management of the School, and the 
people themselves seem highly pleased with it. There 
is also a large Sunday School kept by Mr. Flaherty, 
and the Rev. Mr. Cochran, the Missionary in charge,
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speaks in very favourable terms of Mr. Flaherty’s ex­
ertions and the progress made.

SACKV1LLE.
Miss Clarke continues to carry on the work of tuition 

in the Society s School, situated on the old Windsor 
noad, Sackville. The attendance in the daily and 
Sunday School is upwards of fifty, in each, and in 
consequence, she has obtained the services of an as- 
Mslant. As a proof of its acceptance, it may be 
mentioned that the people have agreed to raise to­
wards the stipends of the mistress and assistant about 
Mo, for the year ending in May, 1854. A public ex­
amination of the School was held during the past 
summer, and your Committee venture to say that those 
who had the privilege of witnessing its highly efficient 
state, were gratified and astonished at the attainments 
of the children.

The Rev. Tims. Maynard, the resident Minister of 
labors’1 C’ the fol,owin& tcstimony to Miss Clarke’s

“ Miss Clarke gives very general satisfaction to the parents of 
the children who attend her School. She appears to take a deep 
interest in the children, and it is my opinion that she is faithful 
to the trust committed to her, and does what she can to train tho 
children to habits of virtue and religion.

I have pleasure in bearing my testimony to the good tha* is 
doing in the parish by the Schools of the Colonial Church Society.”

T-he children of this School themselves have sub­
scribed to the Society £1 4s. in small

NINE MILE HOUSE.
Miss Parker is still laboring in the Society’s School 

at Arne Mile House with much diligence and success. 
She also conducts a Sunday School during one part of 
the Sabbath, when the room is not being used for divine 
service. There is a small lending library of religious 
books, chiefly of the London Religious Tract Society 
available for all who wish to obtain them in that neigh- 
bourhood, and many tracts, dec. have been furnished to 
Miss Parker for distribution. A public examination of 
this School was also held last summer, and was largely

The above named place in the parish of Sackville is 
remote, and it is believed very destitute of the 
of instruction, and therefore your Committee are most 
anxious to re-commence operations there whenever 
they can find a suitable agency. Indeed so large and 
widely scattered is the Sackville Mission, that any help 
which can be rendered to its authorised minister, is 
gladly and willingly accepted. It was this conviction 
which led to the regular visits of the Clerical Agent of 
the Society to some portions of Sackville from Novr., 
1852, to the month of June in the present year, and 
were only discontinued when about to proceed 
journey through the Province on behalf of the Society; 
and which also led to the visits of Mr. Payne to the 
Nine Mile House once a fortnight, on the Sabbath, 
to hold divine service.

PRESTON.

Mr. Bainbridge continues his labors with diligence 
and perseverance among the colored people of Preston, 
both on the Sabbath day and week day evenings, and 
the number thus brought under instruction is upwards 
of eighty-six individuals. Very creditable specimens 
of the writing, &c., of these poor children and 
adults, have been exhibited to the friends of the So­
ciety ; and others, who take an interest in this work, 
and who have ample opportunity of seeing the effect of 
Mr. Bainbridge’s labors, speak very encouragingly of 
them.

COLE HARBOR.

Mr. Uloth is the Society’s School Teacher and Cate­
chist at Cole Harbor, which is in the mission of the 
Rev. A. Jordan, who writes of him thus—“ He does 
well ; you would be very pleased if you could see the 
result of the old man’s labors.” Your Committee feel
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that this is very satisfactory testimony coming from a 
quarter which may be depended upon.

SHERBROOKE (COUNTY CHESTER.)

Mr. Turner still labors at this station as Sunday 
School Teacher and Catechist. The Rector and Mis- 
sionary of Chester visit that place once a month, and 
Mr. Turner officiates on the other Sabbath days, in 
their absence. It increases yearly in importance, is 
central and bids fair to become a numerous and thriv­
ing settlement. There is a decent Church, which has 
lately been thoroughly repaired, and a majority of the 
people are attached to our Zion. The General Agent 
of the Soc’ay visited the place in August last in com­
pany with the Rector of Chester, and notwithstanding 
it was a week day, and in the midst of hay harvest 
from seventy to eighty people assembled at a few hours 
notice, for divine service, and the nature and claims of 
the Society were urged upon them. He was told that 
the general average of the congregation is two hundred, 
and that they are able and willing to make up £50 
towards the stipend of a resident missionary, could one 
be obtained for them. Considering the rising impor­
tance of the place, the number of souls belonging to 
our Church and their willingness to contribute; toge­
ther with the distance and miserable nature of the 
road between that and Chester, it is very desirable, if 
possible, that something more should be done for the 
place by the Society.
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TUSKET.

An application having been regularly made by the 
Rev. Mr. Stewart, for assistance towards the mainte­
nance of a well qualified and pious teacher forTnsket, 
your Committee considering that now the people have 
only the partial services of a clergyman since the remo­
val of the Rev. Mr. Spike from that place, lave re­
commended a grant, and approved of Mr. Grindon, 
whose character and qualifications seem to warrant 
his appointment.
