John.

Registrar Jones visited two more
bany farms on Saturday afternoon
and heard of another. One of the
two places visited is on Winter
street. The woman who : keeps it
is said to be respectablé enough,but
the place from all appearances is not
so cleanly kept as it might be and
is not now very largely patronized,
She has had nine infants under sher
care during the past three years,one
oY which died. At present she has
only one to look after. The births
of tha children who have been in her
charge have never been recorded.

The othes house at which the reg-
istrar called in on' Brussels street,
and in it there are now three chil-
dren. This house is clean and well
kept, but the births have never been
registered. The woman promised
thee this would be attended to in
future.

This woman tells of one -child
which she took care of some time
ago.. It was brought to her by a
ladv who was very fashionably dres-
sed ani of pleasing appearance. She
did not state whether it was her
own child or mnot, but frequently
visiteu it and seemed deeply inter-
ested in the welfare of the infant.

DIGNITY.

Montreal Board of
Trade Forestalls
the City Council.

Montreal, Dec. 19.—(Special).—By
not consulting the city, the board of
trade, in planning a redeption to
Lord and Lady Grey, has placed
Mayor Laporte and the thirty-six
aldermen in an embarassing position.
This being the governor general’s
first to Montreal, Mayor Laporte
had plans in pecparation for an offi-
cial reception, but before they were
completed the board of trade made
public their reception.

As the city cannot, and preserve its
dignity allow a private corpora-
tion to take precedence in the re-
ception, Mayor Laporte and the
Aldermen will be obliged from the
present appearance of things to
shorten their reception to the presen-
tation of an address of welcome on
the afternoon of the day the board of
trade is to entertain -his excellency
and Lady Grey in the evening.

The action of the board of trade
was probably not intended as a
slight, but it is causing a good deal
of comment. His worship and the
aldermen will decide what the city is
to do today as they do not want 'to
be thought negligent of their, duty.
The city would likely have given
Governor General Grey a banquet had
not the reception of the board of
trade been announced. But now both
the city and the board of trade will
have to arrange their reception on
the same day, as his excellency could
net be expeeted to come to Montreal
twice within a few weeks, and-it is
this fact that is causing the alder-
men not a little chagrin. {

Russian Soldier Tells How He
Was Shot Seventeen Times at

Battle of

Liao Yang

Japanese

Troops Tortured in Burning

(Correspondence of Associated Press.)

Moscow, Dec. 1:—Kirinchenko, pro-
bably the most thoroughly shot to
Pleces man who has survived the pre-
sent war, arrived recently from Har-
bin, where' after weeks in the hospi-
tal, the doctors extracted seventeen
bullets from him, amputated one leg
and discharged him as cured. He
gave his experiences in a quiet mat-
ter of fact way and one can hardly
do better than quote his own words,
He said: ““It was at Liao Yang that
I g0t put out of commission for
good. On' the evening of Sept. 2,
we had been ordered to attack some
of the Japanese trenches.
%0 cross a good piece of open ground
under a heavy cross fire and there
were men falling every step from the
time we broke cover to the minute
we rushed the trenches at the point
of the bayonet. Nothing happened
to me until we were close to the Ja-
panese lines, when I got a bullet in
my right foot that brought me
down, From 'that time I was no
more good except as a target, but I
must say I drew a lot of Japanese
ammunition if that counted for any-
thing. Our fellows went on and sec-
uted the Japanese trenches on the
left in a hand to hand fight, for we

can usually whip those fellows if we |

can get olose enough to them.: - But
there was a long line of works on
the right that we did not take and
where they kept on shooting. They
wel'® the ueople who did for me. [L
was on the ground with my teeth
chattering mostly from'cold. Scared.
—~I guess 1 was scared.! I think
any man would be scared in such a
position. When the fellows on the
right found I was not dead, they did
not seem to take an interest in
shootfing at anything but me. Prob-
ably it was not so but that was the
way it seemed to me at the time. I
crawled along toward the trenches
where our men had gone out, but as
none came back, I thought they had
deserted them and I crawled out
again. T had no more than start-
ed until a bullet. in the right
shoulder reeled me over again. I
got my gun  in my left hand and
started again. Then I was shot in
the left leg just over the knee, then
two or three bullets got me in the
right leg. I dropped my gun and
helped myself' along with my left
hand. But they must have thought
I was having too easy a time of it
for I got.shot through the left shoul-
der and that brought me down flat.
There was nothing then but to wrig-
gle along like a snake. I kept
getting shot in my eight leg but
ail the feeling had gone out of
it. The last time I recollect getting
hit was again in the left'shoulder.
“It was fust dawn by the time I
got to the trenches and when I final-
ly wriggled over the top I thought
they were full of Japanecse. But it
happened that the Japanese uniforms

to a bandaging station two miles
away and ‘the doctors did not think
I was much good I had thirteen bul-
lets in my right leg and side and
four scattered around other parts of
me.

The new schooner Alcyone, Captain
Wormell arrived here during the gale
with 80,000 pounds of mixed fish and
is docked at Capt. Howard Ander-
son’s wharf. The S. S. Westport
III. ,Captain Bayard Powell,
broke from her moorings and
grounded on the bar off Irishtown
at Westport, She steamed off with-
out damage and docked at Freeport.

Pynn, went ashore yesterday West of
Trout Cove, on the Bay of Fundy
shore and soon became a total loss.

He
was a most capable officer and was

relating particularly to artillery.

He was a member of the executive
and vice-president of the Historical
Society, and an active member, of the
Masonic order. He was one of the
oldest members of No. 1 salvage
corps of this city and also belonged
to the Loyalist Society. Messrs.
Robert and Richard Dalton, of In-
diantown, are cousins. A member of
one of the Canadian batteries during
the Boer campaign was a relative to
deceased.

LIDED FORTY-TWO YEARS
ON PARTRIDGE ISLAND.

James WItSoéfbf West End Has Had an
Interesting CareerssThe Deteran Ens
gineer Tells Interesting Tale of the

Early Days.

James Wilson, of the west end,
tells an interesting story of the
forty-two years during which he was
a resident of Partridge Island.

Having been engaged by. an agent
in Glasgow, Scotland, to take charge
of the St. John Gas Works for one
year, he embarked in the ship ‘‘Im-
perial”” under command of Captain
Moran, and landed here fifty years
ago last fall.

While in the employ of the Gas
company he placed the gas fixtures
in the cathedral of the Immaculate
Conception on Waterloo stiest, which
was then a new building. Some time
after that he left the employ of the
company, and was engaged by the
late Robert Fowlis, inventor of the
steam fog alarm to fit up the gas
works for the Union Point saw mill,
known as ‘‘Godards’’.

Some years before the steam fog
alarm was installéd, mariners were
warned by a large bell, over a thous-
and pounds in weight, which was
placed in a wooden tower sixty feet
high, and operated by a pendulum
escapement which was wound wup
every four hours.
