There is a low and Jeering kind of cynicism which
ia the essence of vulgarity, It is nothing less than a
sutunic wish to calumniate the human race, ro seduce
it to laugh at virtue and to trample it under foot. It
is indefatigable in collecting all facts which tend to
dishonour religion, and in keeping back these which
ennobly it.  “ To talk of God,” it exclaims, * of the
benign influence of the ministers of religion, and the
influence they afford ! All mere chimeras of supersti-
tion !”  The same bad epirit is cqually an enemy te
politieal institutions. * What inws, what civil order,”
it eries out, “and whag patriotism do you eall this.
It is nothing but the struggle of the cunning and the
powerful, in the party which rules, or that which as-
pires to rule; nothing but imbecility in those who
obey.” In the sume way it dwells on everything de-
rogatory to celibucy, to the marri ge state, to the pa-
ternal and maternal authority, the duties of son, reli-
tive, and friend, exclaiming with infameus exuliation,
“ Brhold, I have discovered that everything is egotism
and imposture, sensual passion and delusion, and re-
ciprocal oontempt,”

This is so far correet, that we invariably find that
the fruits of such u detestuble i fulse doctrine are
precisely egntism, imposture, violence of assion, want
of natural ufivetion, and general contempt,

Is it strange, then, that the base spirit of vulgarity,
the descerator of everything noble, should be more
especially the enemy of woman's virtues, and eager
ouly to degrade her’? 1 all ages it has taken a de-
moniacal pleasure in describing her as an abjeet crea-
ture, inferior in the scale of mind, cuvious, full of ar-
tifice, inconstant, vain ; incapable of friendship, or of
incarraptible love.

THE WHALR FISHERY,

If, among the perilous and ndventurous oceu-
tions of a sea-life, there is one requiring more euner-
gy, activity, skill, courage, and patient endurance
than snother, it is when man, in a fragile skiff, com-
puratively u nutshell,defies and attacks in his own
element the mighty monareh of the occan, one of the
fiercest and niost uctive of all the fiony tribes, the
sperm whale.  This enormons creature, as much a
Bsh of prey as the shark, measures nearly eighry feet
in length, and from thirty to forty in circumference ;
the head, shuped like u huge box rounded at the cor-
ners, and rising a-little towsrds the neck, in some spe-
cies forming nearly one-half of the whole. The tail,
moved with as much facility as the whip of a waggon-
er, is horizontal, and from eighteen to twenty-four
feet in breadth; while a tremendous lower Jjaw, from
twenty-five to thirty feet in length, thickly studded
with conical, curved teeth, ten or twelve inches long,
is moved as uwdraitly as the wil, and both, when run.
ning on his side, with a power that would crush a
ship, and u noise like thunder. To these irresistible
faculties he posseases the ugility of the sulmon, lenping
from the water, and—as in (he instanee of the unfor-
tunate American South-scuman in I821—falling on
the deeks of ships with a weight capalle of shuttering
or sinking the largest,  This redoubtuble animul wars
not ouly with many other B:h, but with some of the
more peaconble of its own species, pursuing, attack-
ing, and wit' s long gharp teeth, tearing the flesh
from the careuses of muny of the whale-tribe,

The ships employed in this trude to the South
seas suil at all seasons ; they require to be in good
repair, newly coppered, with three years' provisions
of the Lest quality, wnd a liberal supply of sails, rig-
ging, sea-stores, and antiscorbutics, the success of the
voyago often depending on their ubi ¥ to keep at
sea. This branch of trade was originally establivhed
at Nantucket and Newburyport, but hus reeently
spread to weveral parts of the United States; in Eng
land also eonsiderable trade is done, especially in
Londou, where it is carried on with much spirit and
»UCCESS,

The const of Peru and Gn]npl;os Tslands were, un-
til lately, the great resort of these fish; but, with a
singular instinet, they heve abandoned those shores,
and 1aken to the coast of Japan, the Fecjee, Nuviga-
tion Islands, aud the Indian Ocean, During the pus-
sage out, the crews, from thirty to thirty-five, accerd-
ing to the number of woiits in each vessel, are employ-
ed in preparing the latter and their gear; for, on cn-
tering the tiade-winds, or cven off the Westorn sl-
ands, sperm whales may be met with, The Lioats are
usually from twenty-tiree to twenty-eight feet long,
sharp at both ends, like a canoe, with six men, five
rowers und 4 steersman, and capuble of earrying seven
or eight hundred weight of whale-line and other ma-
teriuls.  The instruments of uttack are the barpoon
with & burbed prong, and a lance. Look-outs are
plaeced at the mast-head, and when a fish is seen it is
made known to the deck by the cry of “ Town oh[”
* Where nway # is the demand, which is unswered
by denoting the quarter it is in. The course of the
ship is directed towards ity and the loats prepared for
lowering ; when near, they are off in an instunt, and
skim the seu with (he fleetness of the dolphin.  On
upproaching the fish, preat precaution is neceesary,
generally pulling up in her v ke until near, but steer-
ing elear of the sweep of the tail until ubreust of the
shoulder or fin, and then closing, the harpoon is struck
before the hump, at the moment, if possible, when
the animal is diving, the skin being at that moment
more tight. . When this is dene, the boat is sheered
off, eleur of the convulsive play of the. tail, which is
thrown about with great violence, with a tremendous
noise, und lashing the sea into a perfect foam, She
wow cither setts off ut full speed, or “ sounds,” that
i, goes perpendicularly dewn. 1In the former case
the bout is towed behind at a tremendous rare, the
peoplesitting perfectly still, as the Jeast motion would
vink the loss of the hout and all on board; in the lat-
tor, the line must be veered unchecked around the
loggerhead, a round picce of wood, ten inches in di
ameter, fixed in the stern of the bouat—this operation
requiring much skill, is not the leust dangerous, If
the fish is lurge, a signul is made by tossing up an oar
or huislillgu tlag, when a second boas comes with
more line to bend on in case of need.  Afier a time,
the animal comes again to the surface, hlo\ving and
spoutirg up the water many vards, which at a dis-
tunce looks like smoke, A fresh attack iv now made,
the boat alveady fast hauling alongside, and wiih a
lance nine fect in length, including pole, commencing
to probe her betvcan the ribs, after each thrast with-
diawing the instrument.  She now beging to spout
blood, the water, and sometimes the men and bouts,
being covered with it, all the time cutting or dipping
her tail, to the great dunger of the boars, which re-
quire much management to keep them clear.  In th

TUE BEFFECTS OF HEAT,

A native of Eurepe, remarked Dr. Arnott, views
with surprise the effects of beat in equatoriul regions.
Bealing-wax, he finds, will not retain the imp1ession
«f a seal, butter becomes oil, & tallow-candle must hs
poured into a lamp : if he attempt to pour ether from
u bottle, the ether disappears in vapour. The whole
of living nature js chunged. Our oaks and fir trees
transplanted to the torrid zone, hecome stunted and
and shrubby. Animals clothed with wool or thick
hair, such as the sheep and the dog, lose their cover-
ing, or exhibit only thin silky hair. The English
buil-dog, taken to India, in a few months beeomes ale
most naked, and is deprived of #pirit and courage.
But though nature has net the aspect of colder climes,
it assumes other forms of greater magnificence, and
luxuriates in a mere prefuse developement of life,
The atmosphere is more clear and pure, und tiuged
with & deeper azure, the arch of heaven is higher, the
splendour of the orb of light more intense, and the
colours derived from the decemposition of his beams
richer and more varied, Vegetation, stimulated by
heat and moisture, appears in its utmost vigor and
beauty, from the fig-tree that shades an Indian army
to the wa ing plumes of the graceful pelmetto.  The
trunk of the Adansonin measures thirty-four feet in
diameter, the New Helland pine rises 10 a height of
threo hundred fvet.  Nor is the animal Kingdom defi-
cient in muguitude and variety.  Within the tropics
are found the lurgest quadrupeds, and birds of bright-
est plumage. The ground teems wich reptiles, aud
the air is filled with myriads of insects,

The following description by Humboldt Bives some
iden of the exuberance of unimation, even iu its lowess
forms, under the equator :

“* At noon, in these burning climates, the beasts of
the forest retire to the thickets, the birds hide them-
celves beneath the foliage of the trees, orin the crevices
of the rocks.  Yer amidst this apparent silence we
bear a dull vibration, a_continual murmer of inscets,
that £ill, if we muy use the expression, ull the lower
strata of the air, Nothing is hetter fitted to nnke
wan fecl the extent and power of ergunic life. Myriads
of insects creep upon the so'l and futter round the
plants, parched by the ardour of the sun. A confused
noise issues from every bush, from the decayed trunks
of trees, from the clefts of the rocks, and from the
ground undermined by the lizards, millepiedes, und ce=
cilias.  These are so many voices, preclaiming thut
and that under a thousand different
forms life is diffused throughout the eracked und dusty
soil us well as in the bosem of the waters, anl in the
air that circulates around us.”

slowly round, witheut placing his foot witliim its li-
mits, but with his eyes siill fixed upon the vencrated
pame.

Dublin, August 18.—-The authorities of thr city have
sbren compelled to re-open the Metropolitan Hospital at
Grange-Gorman lane, for the reception of cholera pa-
tients. No less than 158 new cases in the city were an-
nowunced on the 16th of Angust.— One of these. a pvor
woman, expired on the footpath in Marlborough-street,
having been refused all ingress by the affrighted inmates
of the houses in whose vicinity she was seized with the
symptoms of this dreadful disorder. Accounts from
Custlebur, county of' Maya, speak of the speed with which
suferers are now carried off there with astonishment.

Russia.— Great Fire in Tula.—Tula, one of the
largest, handsomest, and most populous Russian pre-
vincial capitals, was desolated on the 11th of July by
a dreadful conflagration. Nine churches, 670 privete
buildings, the woodun dwelling-houses of the numer-
ous masters and workmen of the celebrated manufuv-
tory of arms, the iron maguzines, the tallow magu-
zines, the fish market, the butchers’ murket, wevo in
a shiort time reduced to mshes. Many theusand inha-
bitunts have by this catnstrophe lost all wheir proper-
ty, and aro reduced to bergary. His Majesty the
Emperor has given 100,000 rubles to relivve the most
urgent wunts of the inhabitants.

POLAND.
Russian Barbarily— Heroism of & Polish chicf.
Afier more than a !apse of twelve months, the Ex-
traordinary Tribunal at Warsaw, composed partly of
Russian Generals and partly of Polish Magistrates, in-
stituted for the purpose of trying the principal actors
in the Polish Revolution, bas at length come to a final

judgment. The members of the government of Five
|are all condemned to death, without even excepting the

Generalissimo Skrzynecki, who only formed part of
the Coungil on extraordinary occasions. The second
Generalissimo, Prince Michael Rudziwill, is not inclu-
ded. This indulgence is attributed to the intercession
of the court of Prussia, to which the family of the
Prince isallied. Of all the members of the Government
affected by this judgment, the venerable VincentNiemo-

Josski is the only one remaining in Poland, the others

having taken refuge in foreign countries. Afier the
publication of the judgment, the Lieutenant General
of the Kingdom, Prince Paskewitsch, had Niemojow-
oki brought before him, loaded with chains, and recom-
mended him to implore the clemercy of the Emperor,
but the noble minded old mun rejected the counsel.
The Licutenant Genersl, however, has demanded his
pardon of the Emperor, attributing the obstinacy of
Niemajowski to mental alienation in consequence of
the suifering he had undergone during his confinement
in his dungeon.

The same judgment also condemns to death all who
filled public offices beforo the Revolution, and after-
wards took part in the regency of Zakroczym. This
cluss is very numerous,as they have included all the de-
puties anpublie functionaries. The mode of execution
varies aceording to the degree of culpability. Some
are to he decapitated, and others are to e gibbetted,

and the judges have curried their barbarity so fur as to

order that the execntion of the young men, who gave
the first signal of the Revolution by uttacking the Pa-
lace of Belvidere, shull be preceded by mutilatien,
Prince Cuartoryski, Messrs, Morsusky and Barris-
owsky, nre condemned to death, as well as Niemo-

jowski, as members of the Goyernmont of Five.

turned, upon evidence being produced that spirituous
liquers were not used by the ship’s compuny during
the voynge.— N\ Y. Jour.

erted between n gravitating weight and a closed-&-
alternating Valve; and capable of ecommunicating a
direcs rotatory motion, ws a first mover, to all kinds of
Machinery by means of a single wheel on a shaft ; re-
quiring neither crank or piston, or but very few of the
i [ of the Steam Engines now

in uso.
The abeve is the invention of an Englishman, a
practical Mechanic, who has been employed in tho
construction of a great varivty of Mills and other
machinery in this Province, and has occupied the most
of bis leisure time, for the last clevem yenrs, i its
completion.®  Wo have seen a drawing of this Gra-
vitating Rotatory Steam Engine, and also vomae of the
custings intended for one; which were made nearly a
year ago at the Foundry of Messrs. Hanuis § ALLEN,
of this city. From the following bLrief description
with whioh we hava boen furnished, we presume thai
any scientifie person may, in the absence of an engra-
ving, forra a pretty correct idea of its plan, simplicity,
and eapabilitiva. As to its application as a first mover
we may safely assert that it is unequalled. Atw fu-
ture and mo very distant time we shall procure an
engraving with referencee for further illustratians.
The principal part of this Gravifating Rotatory
Steam Engine, consists of a strong cast iron wheel, of
auy given dinmeter, having a hollow rim, with three,
four, or more nrms in it, some of which are alse hol-
low for conveving steam. A purt of the space in the
hellow rim of this wheel is very nicely fitted inside with
& pince of selid cast iron or ether heuvy metal, form-
ing the gravitating weight intended to fix the muximum
of the desired power, which weight slides freely all
round this rim, or more properly the rim rownd it, and
is made steam tight At or near its ends, either with
packing in the common way, or with mercury. ‘The
steam is made to entor the wheel at its centre, by n
moving stenm-tight cellar fitted en the wheel shaft
close to the wheel, and passes by a valve into one of
the Yollow or working arms, which conducts the steam
10 the rim while thut arm is as the lower circumfer-
ence,+ when the valve at the extremity of the arm
shuts, and brings the pressure of the steam in contact
wit!h the gravitating weight in the bollow rim, where
acting with its expansive force against the end of the
weight and pressivg agaiost the closed valve, a sepa-
ration of these parts takes place, the rotatory motion
is generated, sud the wheel is moved round by this
joint resistance (the weight remaining suspended at
the pressure) until that arm ie carried round to the
top, when the valve attached te it opens and lets
the weight slide quite clear of it ; wlulst the valve in
the opposite arm heing at the bottom in ifs turn, now
shuts through and cuts off a small body of the steam at
ite pressure, and resists the flowing steam as the first
one hud dene before, ut the same instant opening the
exit valve immediately behind it : the valves attached
to the workiag arms thus alternating with great me-
chanical regularity, let the speed be ever so great,
being iustantly and simultancously shut when at the
Lottom and open when at the top of the circumfer-
e

nce.

A Rotatory Eugine of 100 horse power of this de-
scriptive principle would not weigh more than 13 or
2 tons—need not be over 10 feet dinmeter—or the
hollow rim not more than from 10 te 18 inches wide ;
for although the longest leaverage is at all times most
desirable, vet the difficulty of comstruction is some-
what increased by so doing.  For Steam Boats this
Rotatury Engine is put immediately on to the paddle
shaft which eresses the buat,—ocenpying the centre of
the boat ; or two smalier wheels may be used, placing
them uear to the sides of the vessel, and on euch side
of the Loiler, which boiler may be in the middle.

As stated before, the motion produced is one con-
tinued steady rotation—there is no waste of steam in
the operatien, und mot an atom of steam goes into the
wheel but what must exert its whole force—is subject
to no unequal pressure, ue retardation or jerking
(inseperable from the use of cranks)—no minor parts
of machinery to got out of order—no friction except
the shaft in its boxes, the steam collar, und the sliding
of the gravitating weight through the rim ; its advan-
tages wiso in time saved are as much superior to En-
gines on the old principle us & wheel lathe is to & pole
ome. The cost of eonstructing will net exceed one
fourth the price of an Engine on the old principle, nor
occupy more than owe-fifth of the usual space. Can
be worked on either the high or low pressure princi-
ple: when for the latter he adds a smull wheel of the
same description, on the same shaft, and not over 4
foet diameter or 8 inches square in the rim, for an air
pump; and mukes double steam pipes in the workin,
:;n of the large rotatory wheel. —i

Tt must be highly gratifying to the lovers of science
in genoral, that this highly important discovery of a
new application of Sieam has been made, and more
particularly so to our Provincial readers, to learn that
this Engine, which hias occupied the attention of sci-
entific gentlemen and practieal mechanics both in Eu-
rope and America, from the early days of the highly-
gitted WATT to the present time, should at length
Tave been discovered amidst the forests of New-
Brunswick, by an unassuming Mechanic, among other
pursuits occupying his winter evenings amusement.

WELANCHOLY SHIPWRECK AND LOSS OF LIVES,

It seldom falls to our lut to record a disaster so truly’
lancholy i its ) as that which we are
about o reeord. Naver since our residence in this
town hes an occurrenes tuken place in this i
such an extent afflicting, and never bsfere
witnessed sueh gloom as is now depicted in svery
countenance. he Packet Schoener Sarak, Themae
Pierce, Mastor, of smd for this port, which sailed frem
Boston ow Yuesday the 30th ult. with u fall carge of
handise, and $hi P ¥ on Leard, was
wrecked en Seal Island, in a heavy gale of wind, om
the merning of the sucond instant, st 4 o'clock, ssd
sad 1o relute, seventeen persons were lost, and ouly
six soved. The vessel went eatively to pisces inw
very few minutes after she straek. -
The follewing porticulars we Eave obtained fremy
Peter Goulding, Lsq. of Perry, pnssenger on bourd
the Sarah, snd John Boole, one of the sailors.
Left Boston on Tuesday, 30th ult. at half-past six
o'dock, P. M. wind fresh from 5. 8. W. Aufour, r,
M. next day, passed Mouns Desert Roek—at 8 o'clock,
wade u lighs, which Capiain Pierce supposed to ¥o
Petit Muoun—at half-past nine made anether light,.
whieh he supposed te be Moose Peckn, but it did nat
revolve—st hull-psst ten, unespectodly made nnother
light, which caused him te doubt having made the
purticuler lights above stuted, and te eomclude that
the first must have been Libby's Island Light, she
sccond West Quoddy, and the last Head Harbour ;—

cleur of the land—at 12 o'closk wore ship and stuod
in N. N. E. until he made land abead, thew wore ship
aguin and hauled off S. 8. E. supposing himselt in
the Bay of Fundy to the eastward of the Wolves—ad
4 o'clock, the weather being thick and 1he wind Llow-
ing a galo, made land, at the same time found thus the:
vossel was among the breakers—swayed up the sails
and trid to weatlier the lard, having ne room e wear,
but it was all of mo avail, for in n few minutes she
struck on what preved to be one eof the Seal Isinuds.

The awful situaticn of .those en board, at this pe-
ried, can better be imagined than described, Ina fow
minutes, her foremast weut by the board, and soem
after the mainmast, and in the esurse of half an hour
the hull of the vessel was literally stove to pieces,
The names of the persons saved are Peter Gould-
ing, Esq. of Perry, und Mr. Jeffries, of Sussex Vale,
New-Brunswick, passengers; Jokn Beele, (eorge
Kircus, and George Stowell, seamen ; and the stew-
ardess, & colored girl.

Mr. Goulding and the colored girl saved themselves
by clinging 1o & piece of the quarter deck which wns
washed spon the rocks. Mr. G. was so much bruised
ns 1o be unable to walk when he got on shere. Oue
of the snilors got into the beat at the davits with the
mnte and one passenger, for the purpose of saving
themselves, but the mate and passenger, thinking
there would be no chance of escape that way, got on
board again, leaving the sailor in the boat, whe wus
soon washed out, and finally washed on shere safe.
The other two sailors and one passenger saved them-
selves by jumping from the bows of the vessel upon
the rocks, ns the sea left them lare, and as the sea
came upon them they held fast to the rocks uniil it
again receded, when they would erawl as far us they
could before another sea came upon them, and in this
way they finally succeeded in reaching tho shore abeve
the break of the sen.

The wames of thoss who perished are, Thomas
Picrce, master ; John Swets, wate; Ebenezer Star-
Loard, and Joseph S. Cony, passengers ;—all of this
town, and all having left wives and ehildren te de-
plere thuir untimely fate; a son of Capt. Pierce, a-
bout 9 years old; Stephen C. Talbot, son of J. C.
Talbot, Eeq. of East Machias; W. Fowler, of Lu-
bec ; Samuel Wiggins, son of Stephen Wiggins, Esq.
of St. John, N. B.; Wm. Featherstonebaugh, of Lu-
bec; Mr. 8mith, from the West Indies; Robt. Dyer,
sailor ; and Collins Warwick, coek., The namer of
thie other persons not known.
