The Germans suffered severely in the 
British attack on Thursday and a trip 
along the battle front east and north­
east of Ypres Showed hundreds of 
bodies of German soldiers among the 
debris.

London, Oct. 6.—Further details of 
daring encounters between British avi­
ators and enemy airmen and submarines 
are contained in the official records of 
the admiralty published yesterday. The 
report of a squadron commander in the 
Royal Naval Air Service, who has been 
flying for the last eighteen months on 
the battle front, tells a thrilling story of 
attacking ten Gotha machines, single- 
handed 12,000 feet in the air. He fired 
100 rounds behind one of the enemy’s 
flyers at 100 yards range.

Today’s main development was the Interesting announcement from 
inside sources that Major-General S. C. Mewburn, adjutant-general at headquar­

General Mewburn has never been defin­
itely identified with politics but his political predelections are Liberal. It ft 
understood that he is to succeed Sit Edward Kemp, whose occupancy of the 
portfolio since Sir Sam Hughes left it has been quietly tooccuous and without 
driving force.

Sir Edward, It Is said, Is to be rele­
gated to the position of minister of cus­
toms, succeeding Hon, Dr. Reid, who is 
to move up to the railway department.
Hon. Frank Cochrane, according to the 
latest reports in government circles, has 
decided to retire from the government to 
accept the chairmanship of the board of 
directors of the Canada Northern Rail- 
wsÿ Company.

front.

Dipper Harbor Willing Workers pro­
vided S3 hospital shirts, 76 suits of 
pyjamas, 40 pairs of socks and con­
tributed $80.20 to the fund.

The Relief Society of the Ludlow 
street Baptist church provided 80 suits 
of pyjamas and 60 hospital shirts. They 
also sent $18 to Miss Dunham in 
France.

The junior branch of the Lancaster 
Red Cross reported 604 compresses, 168 
small pads and 190 large pads, also three 
rolls of gauze and over 50 neckties, also 
170 towels, 210 pairs of bed socks and 
96 comfort bags.

A report of the total number of socks 
made during the year showed 1,443 
pairs. Mrs. Hetherington, matron of the 
provincial hospital, also, reported on 
1,930 pairs of socks from the main 
building and 600 from the annex.

The treasurer, Mrs. Scott, reported 
that the total amount raised during the 
year by the senior branch was $3,823.97, 
the junior branch $1,128.84, Dipper Har­
bor circle $80.20, the quilt circle $105.75, 
Good Cheer Circle $360.

eAt a meeting of the WaterviUe, Me., 

chamber of commerce an interesting re­
port was given by a committee ap­
pointed to investigate the -coal situation 
in Maine, especially as regards price. 
The report submitted was as follows :

Newport—Upon investigation the 
committee learned that the citliens of 
.Newport purchased their coal for $8.50 
per ton. This was explained as fol­
lows: The coal was ordered from an in­
dependent dealer early in the season. 
When that supply was exhausted, the 
citizens were unable to procure more at 
these figures.

Portland—The dty advertised for 
bids and received only one and that 
from Randall & McAllister at $9.46 for 
anthracite and same for bituminous. 
The city accepted the bid for hard and 
rejected the hid for soft and finally 
succeeded in obtaining soft from inde­
pendent dealers at $8.50 per ton, the 
variety being known as Calumet. Port­
land has so far invested $80,000 in coal.

Lewiston—Prices for all grades of 
hard coal, $12 per ton. Unable to get 
coal enough at any price to be able to 

j bid on large amounts.
Gardiner—Coal being retailed at $10 

per ton—same 
schoolhouses and other buildings.

Augusta—Coal dealers are charging 
$10 for hard and $11 for soft| the city 
paying same.

Fairfield—While prices have 
somewhat lower, they are 
WaterviUe.

GuUford and Sangervflle—Prices 
range from $14 to $15 per ton to con­
sumers.

Bangor—$11 per ton for both hard and 
soft, two per cent, off for ten days. The 
dty is paying $10.75—2 per cent, off 
for 80 days.

Freight rates—By water, Norfolk to 
Portland, $2.75 per ton; to Belfast and 
Bangor, $8.25; Gardiner, $3.50. By raU, 
Portland to WaterviUe, $1.10; Gardiner, 
Belfast and Bangor to WaterviUe, $1. 
From mines nU rail to Portland, $2.85; 
Gardiner, $3.72; WaterviUe, $3.82; Bel- 
fast and Bangor, $8-77.

After obtaining these facts your 
mittee took the matter up with our loc­
al coal dealers, who have shown every 
disposition to assist us in our investiga­
tion. They have shown us their coal 
bUls and the freight rates which they 
have to pay.

These bills show that the coal was 
costing them at the mines in August 
Aug. 29, for egg, $6.10; for stove, $6.25; 
for nut, $6.50. Taking stove coal at 
$6.26 as an . average and adding the
