“In the spring of this year, for reasons 
believed to be good and sufficient, doubt­
less, but which we hope will be made 
the subject of an inqijry by the house 
of commons," says the Globe, “the firm 
of C, .Tennant Sons .& Company, re­
motely connected In a family sense with 
a member of the cabinet, was commis­
sioned to buy large quantities of sul­
phuric add in America. Why no at­
tempt was njade to secure add in this 
county we will not stop to inquire.”

The Globe asserts that the methods 
employed In the shipment of the acid 
were so defective that hundreds of thou­

sands of pounds were lost. It to as­
serted the add was forwarded in an im­
pure form, in iron drums, which, even 
had the add been pure, would have cor­
roded and leaked. It to said ships were 
damaged by escaping add, which re­
leased noxious gases, endangering the 
health of the crews. In one case, accord­
ing to this newspaper, the crew refused 
to leave port, and the todd was held up 
In New York for two months. Two 
steamships ate said to have been dam­
aged so badly that there was nothing to 
do but to buy them at a cost of $800,000.

MOTOR HEADLIGHTS Â-

• (Boston Paper)
J. H. MacAlman presided over a meet­

ing held at the Bay State Automobile 
Association yesterday to take definite 
action on the regulation of the 'blinding 
glare from mot* headlights. The other 
members of the committee present were:

Professor C. £. Stewart, Lawrence, 
H. Brooks, Doctor Herbert T. Boyd, 
and William G. Renwlca. Various 
members made reports, of experiments 
they had made.

It was decided that the committee 
should not endorse any particular device 
or lamp but try to. evolve some regula­
tion that would remedy matters. The 
opinion was unanimous that the High­
way Commission should put In force a 
regulation rather than leave it to the leg­
islature next year. A report was drawn 
up that reads as follows:
“To the Massachusetts Highway Com­

mission, Boston, Mass.
“We the Undersigned, comprising the 

advisory committee on motor headlights 
in the interest of public safety recom­
mend a regulation by-the Massachusetts 
Highway Commission prohibiting the use 
of any headlights and searchlights which 
shall project their rays to a greater 
height than four feet along level ground; 
and requiring such lights to illuminate 
the ground from six to ten feet from 
each side of the car at a point 10 feet 
in front of the vehicle.'

“From our invéstigations we find that 
to comply with such regulations will not 
impose a hardship upon ang owner of a 
motor vehicle, for there are innumerable 
inexpensive devices available.

This report is in line with ideas that 

the Highway Commission has on the 
subject The latter body has been await­
ing- the report of the advisory Commit­
tee, and now it has a basis to work upon. 
The next step will be the drafting of 
some such regulation by the Highway 
Commission and submitting it to the 
governor and council for approval. After 
it has been approved the commission 
will theif advertise it for some weeks in 
newspapers in each county throughout 
the state.

Some specific date will be fixed for it 
to become effective and after that time 
it will, be similar to an act of the legis­
lature. It is probable that the regulation 
will not. be in force until some time in 
October.

When the regulation is being adver­
tised the Highway Commission will try 
to arrange it so that motorists may be 
told how to comply with the law with­
out going to unnecessary expense, and 
for some time after it is in effect a plan 
may be worked out to give owners such 
advice instead of arresting them. Visit­
ing motorists will be told how 
ply with the law.

This regulation being a state-wide one 
will prohibit any qity or town from 
passing ordinances on headlights. The 
searchlights were included because the 
commission has found that many drivers 
use them to annoy people who are not 
on the road instead of trying to find 
dark spots in the highway.

So many accidents .have been report­
ed where people on the road were not 
seen when they were within a few feet 
of the car and also where bridges and 
ditches were not observed that the com­
mittee felt the lamps should throw a 
fight on either side of the vehicle for 
some feet.

To keep the rays not more than four 
feet above the ground will prevent their 
shining into the eyes of drivers of other 
cars and people walking along the high­
ways without diminishing the power to i 
see far enough ahead for perfect safety 
.the committee found.

It appears from the returns of the 
tax commissioners that there are in 
Sweden 800,000 persons out of 5,639,000 
population whose income exceeds 60 
cents a day.

Most of the people in Sweden are 
farmers, or fishermen, who largely live 
on the food they grow or catch, and 
need use money only for clothing and 
a few articles such as sugar, coffee, kero­
sene and tobacco.

There are fewer millionaires in Sweden 
than in any other country in Europe, 
except possibly Norway.

There are only 698 persons with in- «
comes of more than $21,440 a year and ^
scarcely 6,000 whose income exceeds $100 
a week. There are 280,000 who earn 
$214 to $241 a year, and 280,000 who 
earn $241 to $878 a year. But 40,000 
people are above the $1,000 a-year mark.

The income of the. Swedish govern­
ment in 1914 was $149,000,000, and it 

estimated for 1915 at $169,000,000, 
but the first six months of the present 
year brought in only $72,000,000, a de­
crease of nearly $8,000,000 from the same 
period last year.
