TO REPRESENT KING.

In future Governor-Generals will be
the personal representative of the King
and have all the status of a constitu-
tional monarch in the Dominions.

The conference
was described today by one of the dele-
gates as “hard work” where the old
idea of making sentimental speeches
sbout Imperial unity has been replaced
by a desire to achieve something prac-
tical and to turn Imperial sentiment
into channels which will guide the
future of the Empire. In this way,
it is believed that the conference will
prove the greatest of all these assem-
Llages.

Premier Hertzog seems very satisfied
and privately endorses all that was eaid
publicly at the Guild Hall yesterday.
He feels that South Africa’s aspirations
have found complete recognition at the
conference. Mackenzie King also is
very satisfied. He has not attracted
public attention as Premier Bruce has
done and has not made so many
speeches but his contribution to the
conference is regarded by those in a
position to know as invaluable.

The Imperial Conference, in adopt-
ing the report of the premiers’ com-
mittee on inter-imperial relations has
set the stamp of its approval in these
significant words: E

“The position and mutual relation
of the group of self-governing com-
muaities composed of Great Britain
and the dominions may be readily de-
fined. They are autonomons commu-
nities within the British Empire, equal
in status and in mo way subordinate
one to the other in any respect of their
domestic or external ~affairs, though
united by a common allegiance to the
crown and freely assoclated as mem-
bers of the British commonwealtl of
nations.”

CHANGE KING'S TITLE.

The reports described equality of
status as the root of the principle gov-
erning inter-imperial relations. It then
proceeds to apply this political theory
to the common needs, observing that
nothing is to be gained by .attempting
to lay down a constitution for the
British Empire.

The report opens with a discussion
of the relations between the various
parts of the Empire:

1—It proposes to change the title of
His Majesty the King.

9—1t declares that a Governor-Gen-
eral should be the representative of the
Crown only not of the British govern-
ment.

1—It recommends that in future
treaties the British ministers shall sign
for Great Britain instead of for the
Empire, with each Dominion signing
for itself, Canada signing immediately
after Great Britain.

Albert County is Leading Says
Chief Game Warden

FREDERICTON, N. B, Nov. 20—
Reports received by L. A. Gagnon, in-
dicate that moose are more plentiful
than ever in the southern counties of
New Brunswick, Albert, Saint John,
Kings and Charlotte report moose ex-
ceptionally numerous with Albert the
leading county. In Albert,
men report moose getting in their way
in the woods, and staying in the lum-
ber yards without fear of human be-
ings.

Nine years ago when Mr. Gagnon
assumed office no more were supposed
to exist in Albert. The first report
of 4 killed there under license prompt-
ed an investigation of the accuracy of
the report. Albert county now is one
of the leading districts in the number
or moose killed in the game season.
Many settlements abandoned there
make excellent feeding grounds for
moose.

The destruction caused in _the north
and central parts of New Brunswick
by the Budworm some years ago and
in 1923 by the big forest fires in the
north, are said to have caused the
moose to migrate to the south.

CUSTOMS REVENUE UP

OTTAWA, Ont, Nov. 20—Cus-
toms revenues for October show a gain
over October 1925. The duty collected
on imports last month was $13,946,043,
and in the same month last year
$13,016,330. A substantial gain of more
than eight million dollars is shown for
the seven months ending October. In
the seven months period this year
$92,135,000 in duties was collected, and
in the same number of months last
year collections totalled $83,545,000.

The total value of Canadian trade
in October was lower than in the
same month last year. The figure for
last month was $219,000,000 and for a
year ago $225,000,000. For the seven
month period the trade shows a slight
gain. This year’s was $1,225,000,000.
Wood products and paper exported
from Canada chiefly account for the
trade gains of the last few months.

Over 1,000 Taken Over U. S.
Border This Year, is Claim

NEWPORT, Vt., Nov. 20—As many
as 1,000 aliens have been successfully
smuggled across the Canadian border
this summer, by a Montreal ring,
Chief Immigration Inspector James
Ford said here last night. John Adab,
one of two men captured in an auto-
mobile near Rutland on Wednesday
when another automobile escaped, was
an employe of this ring which oper-
ates under the name of the Quebec
Land and Improvement Company, In-
spector Ford stated. Adab, with a
man giving the name of Sada is held
here for arraignment before the Ulnit-
ed States commissioner. Inspector
Ford declared that the Montreal com-
pany advertised abroad the possibili-
ties of America and told its prospec-
tive clients that an unguarded 3,000
\mile boundary separated Canada from
{ the: United States. The aliens, who
{ were mostly Czecho-Slovakian and
! Jewish nationals, were landed in Can
ada and kept there a, month or two
before the attempt was made to smug-
gle them over the line. Adab con-
fessed according to the inspector that
he was paid $175 for each alien whom
he delivered safely at Boston.

N THESE days of speed through the air in, modern airships, it is
of interest to hark back to the first exhibition of aviation that

Saint John had.
as 1840, that is 86 years ago.

This was a long time ago, so far back, in fact,

It made a sensation particularly

among negro residents of the Loch Lomond district.

Here is the story as it is told in an
article preserved in the records of the
Saint John branch of the Dominion
Archives department, Princess street.
1t is taken from a newspaper of May
11 of that year, as follows: "

“For many years mankind has been
attempting to solve the problem of
traveling through the air in some
vehicle capable of sustaining itself
aloft and supporting a carriage for the
transfer of passengers from place to
place. Until quite recent times, all that
was accomplished in this direction was
the construction of a large globe of
silk, inflated with gas, which, when
floating in the atr, was subject to the
caprice of the ‘wind, going whichever
way it blew, the balloonist having no
way of directing the course of his air-
ship.

WONDERFUL EVENT HERE.

“The ascension of Monsieur Lauriet
from Saint John was long a subject of
conversation as a wonderful event, The
old-time citizens, in telling about it,
used to relate, with much amusement,
the terrifying effect the appearance of
an unknown monster descending from
the sky ‘had upon the colored folk of
the Loch Lomond settlement, many of
them taking to the woods, thinking the
J.ast Day’ was at hand.”

Of the actual event the paper says:

“Yesterday afternon, punctually at
the time announced (5 o'clock), Mon-
sieur Lauriet ascended from the Bar-
rack ground in his large and magnifi-
cent Dballoon, the ‘Star of the East’
The novelty of the exhibition (a per-
sonal ascent having never <efore been
attempted in this province) drew thou-
sands together to witness the scene
outside the Barrack gates at every
eminent position, but we greatly regret
to learn that the sale of tickets for a
view of the process of inflation fell
considerably short of the actual ex-
penses of the intrepid aeronaut.

TAKE UP SUBSCRIPTION.

“We are informed, however, that a
subscription is on foot to rcimburse M.
Lauriet, and we hope it will be liber-
ally patronized by our gratified citizens,
and reach such an amount as will fully
answer his cxpectations.

“The afternoon was splendid in the
extreme, with a brilliant sun and
cloudless sky. The moment the cords
were cut the majestic machine ascended
in the most beautiful style, with the
brilliant and glorious Union Jack
waving from its side. M. Dmuriet con-

RAW SILK SHPMENT

i uyed at $4,000,000 Dis-
| charged at San Francisco

NEW YORK, Nov. 19—The largest
consignment of raw silk ever brought
into this port over the K Line was dis-
charged last week at San Francisco by
the General Steamship Corporation
from the steamer Tyne Maru, in from
Kobe and Yokohama. Valued at $4,-
000,000, \this cargo constituted one of
the most valuable shipments entering
San Francisco in recent years.

With heavy insurance constantly
piling up on the large amount involved,
full precautions were taken to save
every valuable minute. Representa-
tives of the Santa Fe railway and the
steamship company boarded the liner
soon after she entered the bay, tagged
the 8,400 bales and otherwise expedited
the preliminary handling. The rich
shipment was then hurriedly loaded in
Santa Fe express ears at pier 39, and
shifted across the bay, where the lozo-
motive was immediately attached aud
the line opened up for the swift race
across the continent to eastern points.

PORT MUSINGS

WITH the arrival of the C. G. M. M. steamer
Canadian Leader, due here today, the port
of Saint John will stir from its summer lethargy
and awake to its usual winter activity. The
scream and roar of winch and derrick will cause
a welcome disturbance through the night and
day hours along the western waterfront. Busy
tugs will scurry up and down and across the tide,
going in quest of, or returning with their over-
“shadowing loads. Street cars and ferries, morning
“‘and evening, will carry their extra burdens of
‘flour and dust-covered sons of toil, their grab-
hooks hanging from their shoulders. Giant ocean
" liners will set forth from here to the markets of
the world and return with their rich import
cargoes. The waiting list at the employment
office will dwindle practically to the ineligible.
The business folks will again wear the smile of
cuntented optimism.
Saint John will have taken on its winter at-
mosphere and its citizens will be given rich food
. for thought. They will see the prosperity which
the annual winter port business brings, and they
will say, “Why must any of cur Canadian traffic
be sent overseas through a foreign port? Why
cannot we _enjoy a measure of this activity
throughout the entire year? If we have not the
facilities to handle all the trafic offering, is there
any reason why we should not be provided with
all the facilities necessary? Is nationalization the
solution to these questions?”
Perhaps the Duncan report will have something
1o say on the matter, but, regardless of whether
or not any real betterment accrues from that
source, the whole of Canada should have sufficient
data now to see the necessity for the development
of Atlantic ports on an extensive national basis.
This accomplished, the port of Saint John should
becoms a complete, all-the-year-around Canadian
outlet.
SIS R
TRAFFIC AND SKYSCRAPERS

BSERVATION of our elders ought to teach
us equally how not to do things and how
{0 do them. Because a certain course has been
adopted, even because it has been accepted as
correct, does not necessarily prove its correctness.
When faced with deciding on-a course of action
wherein precedent has already been established,
it is well to examine -what objections have been
laid against it.

If all goes as we hope and expect, Saint John
is on the eve of a great expansion. How is it
going to expand architecturally—in a vertical or
a horizontal direction? It were well to have in
advance of need some ideal at which we intend
to aim, to plan our building expansion along pre-

_«_determined lines, not haphazard nor on decisions

“» tuke a superficial area

insufficiently debated beforehand. The cities of
_the United States, and the city of New York in
particular, have led the way in vertical expansion.
Have they gone to extremes in this direction and
thereby created for themselves other problems
more difficult of solution than that of accommo-
dation?

Has the skyscraper caused the appalling con-
gestion noticeable in the cities of the United
-States? A Mr. Miller of New York, a borough
president, is in favor of them, but says that to
have many more of them New Yorkers would
have to live underground. Mr. W. B. Harmon,
of the Harmon National Real Estate Corporation,
says that the skyscraper has proved that the first
two storeys of a building are the revenue produc-

" ingd storeys, and that above that only enough
fncome is produced to pay the interest on the
{avestment in construction. Mr. Herbert Adams,
of the Regional Plan for New York, says that
although skyscrapers “were a small part of the
sity and did not seem to be the greatest cause
of congestion, they might in the future threaten
the life of the city itself.”

Mr., Robert A. Pope, an engineer and member
of the American Town Planning Association,
declares: :

“No solution of the skyscraper problem will
Le reached until city authorities determine the
traffic capacity of streets in various parts of the
city and then arbitrarily limit the height of build-

%ings so as not to ‘overload’ the streets. The only
city plan that dealt with the height of buildings,
ad been formed with regard to light and air
and not at all with regard to traffic, which should
Le the scientific basis for any height limitation.
Natural laws are to a certain extent curbing the
bad influence of the skyscraper, because the pres-
ent congestion is proving so uneconomic that it
is driving business from New York and causing

many office buildings which formerly would have
",*baen located in the heart of Manhattan to be built

in Brooklyn, or even in Jersey City.”

S0, quite apart from the light, air and noise
considerations of vertical town planning, we find
that form of expansion one of the direct causes
of traffic congestion, and this includes not only
street traffic, but that of subways and elevated.
It stands to reason that it must be so. If you
where at present, say,

. 1,000 people arrive and depart daily on business

or pleasure, and multiply that number of people
kry, say, five, congestion of approaches will only
be avoided so long as that area is in the middle
of a desert. In a city it means that existing com-
munications must bear five times the traffic. On
this Mr. Pope says:

“There is no solution in merely provid-
ing greater traffic facilities, as Mr. Edison
suggests. We got along very well before
the subways were built. Building them
merely. increased the congestion by opening
up districts which flowed every day into the
centre of the city. To‘huild more subways
will merely have the same effect. You solve
nothing by speeding up transportation; in-
deed, you merely add to the congestion.
The only way to solve this problem is to
look far into the future and plan a New
York which will care for its people with the
least possible congestion, and to this the
buildings must be limited 0 the capacity of
the streets and foci of congestion must be
distributed. For instance, there is no logical
reason why all the theatres should be con-
centrated in cne small area of the city. It
is not only high buildings which do the
damage.”

I'he day may seem a long way off when Saint
John will be confronted with traffic problems akin

go those of New York. That is not the point.

There is no reason why we should not avoid any-
thing like them if we profit by others’ experience
and plan accordingly.

The impish proclivities of George Bernard
Shaw must react joyously to the opportunity
cffered by his semi-acceptance, semi-rejection of
the Nobel prize, to goad people to join issue with
him—on any matter so long as they join. G. B.
S. has all the Irishman’s affection for a fight, all
his proverbial love of standing ag’in’ the govern-
ment in whatever form convention or authority
may appear. Himself he has caid it, when asked
if he agreed with Sinclair Lewis, who declined
the Pulitzer prize on the ground that prizes de-
graded literature. “I don’t agree with anything,”
was G. B. S’s rejoinder. That is Shaw in a nut-
shell of his own choice, and his continuation was
Shavian in its intentional slap at American litera-
ture and litterateurs. He was thankful—let all
beware when G. B. S. is thankful—for Lewis’
action because it had called his attention to the
existence of the Pulitzer prize of which he had
not previously heard.

The New York Times says: “Canada and
Australia have both experimerted with assisted
immigration. In neither case have the results been
altogether satisfactory. The system, although in
theory excellent, has tended to make the immigrant
feel that the State has assumed responsibility for
him by helping him to leave his old home.” Cer-
tainly the onlookers see most of the game, but in
this case one cannot avoid the feeling that the
spectator has fastened on an exception or so, de-
duced therefrom a false generalization, and con-
demned something which in result one has re-
garded as eminently satisfactory.

The executive of the Conservative party in
St. Stephen-Milltown has adopted a resolution
addressed to Premier Baxter, calling for the strict
enforcement of the prohibition law and the can-
cellation of all beer licenses in its district. The
resolution also expresses the opinion that “the
chief inspector under the Prohibition Act has
been a failure.” This expression of sentiment is
symptomatic of the general feeling of dissatisfac-
tion with existing conditions, not only among
Conservatives but the people at large. Prohibi-
tion is the law of the province. It must be en-
forced.

Some wholesome advice in the matter of the
study of civic conditions is contained in an article
appearing in a fecent issue of Forbes, portions
of which are published in the third column on
this page today. The writer, Mark Plotnick,
points out the advantages which citizens may
obtain in making a study of the operation and
management of their city. Once again, emphasis
is placed on the value of co-operation in municipal
affairs.

STRIKES AND LOSSES.

OME idea of the tremendous loss the coal strike
has caused in Britain may be gained by Cana-
dians from some comparisons made by The Mont-
real Herald. Taking the recent statement of Sir
Philip Cunliffe-Lister,-of the British Government,
that, apart from disturbance of trade connections
and contracts, the strike has resulted in a loss of
production of between $1,250,000,000 and $1,500,-
000,000. The Herald points out that the latter
sum would pay the original cost of constructing
the Canadian Pacific Railway ten times over and,
in silver, would load 10 trains of 77 cars, each car
carrying 60 tons. It is not often that there is a
strike which demonstrates with such force the
folly of strikes. But it cannot too often be said
that there is never a strike of any proportions

in which all concerned do not come off losers.

Knowledge of City Held
Necessary To Success

HAT is there to know about your city as an

enterprise?

This is the question asked by Mark Plotnick
in an interesting article on civic affairs published
in a recent issuc of Forbes. “Your city,” says
Mr. Plotnick, “is, after all, nothing but a co-
operative enterprise of manifold industrial, com-
mercial and social activities performed daily by
the inhabitants.” He goes on to say:

“Like any other businéss enterprises, our com-
munity is subject to the same rules and regula-
tions in regard to purpose, organization, manage-
ment and guidance. To function properly the city
must be self-sustaining to such an extent as to
provide and supply adequately its population with
all the necessities of a civilized human existence.

“This supply is commonly known as the local
market of the community, and its bulk is limited
in accordance with the economic status, intellec-
tuality, and industriousness of its population.”

» * Ed

The activities of the population he divides into
two distinctive cardinal groups, the first of which
he terms a fundamental or basic group, which in-
cludes:

1.—Food in all its varied modern preparations.

2.—Wearing apparel to suit all tastes, seasons
and climates.

8—Dwellings of all descriptions for industry,
Lusiness, habitations, for residence and visitors.

4—Means of communication in a modern sense.

5.—Means of distribution of commodities.

6.—All agencies that serve the intellectual,
moral, spiritual and health wants of the people.

7.—Agencies of public relations and administra-
tion.

The other group is called a service group, repre-
senting three phases of service—business, city
management and social service. On the basic
group he places the responsibility for determining
the character, possible growth and prosperity of
the community and says that although the growth
of the group may have certain limitations, where
proper energy is applied it is almost limitless.

P i .

Turning to the question of opportunities he
declares that, as a rule, every city has some ad-
vantages and it is therefore to the interest of the
people of the community to make the most of
such opportunities to develop the basic group to
the maximum,

Other extracts from his article are as follows:

“Cities with tendencies of developing agricul-
ture and natural resources exclusively never grow
large, but there is no limit to the possible growth
of the manufacturing or distributing centers.

“The Service Group has natural limitations. It
cannot and must not develop above itg possibilities.
The people need so much, and can consume no
more than the purchasing power of their earnings;
they can pay so much for necessities and com-
modities of life.

*

“Over-development of service activity, unre-
stricted competition, as democratic as it may be,
is harmful to the well-being of the city. A city
that can support, for instance, 100 grocery stores,
would be hurt by the establishment of twenty
additional stores. Instead of a hundred groceries
functioning normally and catering to the best
tastes of the people and supplying them with
genuine food, etc,, it would force the grocery trade
to reduce efficiency, quality and service and thus
to work injury to the general health of the com-
munity. } i

«And while the industrial and business people
of the city are going about performing thelr /daily
duties, another group of people—public servants—
must be at work attending to the management of
the city.

“The cost of ‘such management is merely an
over-head expense of running community enter-
prises which we call, politically, public taxation.”

* x x

Touching the matter of taxes, he says:—

«“This over-head or tax is collected directly or !

indirectly in the form of a levy on the basic and
service activities of' the people in yearly install-
ments in accordance with a prearranged plan of
necessary expenditures or budget. The taxes and’
budgets of cities vary, but always serve as a
criterion of the status of a city.

“Like any private enterprise, .the city must
always properly arrange its over-head budget or
else fail to perform its duty to the people,

“Borrowing is often a necessity and a blessing,
but a debtor must calculate assets and liabilities
of the present and future potential resources, so
as to be able to pay interest and principal. An
under-estimated budget deprives the citizens of
necessary conveniences, but an over-estimated
budget works financial hardship on the consti-
tuency and cannot hl:t :esx:lt in bankruptcy.

| “You should know your city thoroughly to be
able to cope intelligently with daily problems in
your business. Examine and scrutinize the econo-
mic forces at work in your surroundings. Ascer-
tain the progress of every business endeavor around
you. Is the city progressing, growing or station-
ary—stagnating? Trace the real causes.’

“Idle agricultural lands and abandoned farms
do not produce any revenues for the city. A pro-
ductive farm within a reasonable communication
distance means an income to the city from pur-
chases and sales of a minimum of $2,000 a year
or more. The farms in and around the city are
its greatest assets. It is indeed a worthy under-
taking for the city people to engage in promotion
and financing of farming colonization. The invest-
ment will not bring direct, but surely indirect
results.

“It is claimed that one billion dollars is lost
yearly in fragflulent investment in the United
States. How much was contributed to this waste
by your city? And how much could have been
done for your own welfare with this money pro-
petly utilized? L.

«See about the exploitation of natural resources

within the reach of your city, be they timber, coal, |

oil, gas, iron, clay or any other minerals. Are
they constructively exploited, wasted or neglected?
Why wait for promoters, scheming and sometimes
unscrupulous financiers from far away lands? Co-
«perative initiative and utilization of local sav-
ings can accomplish remunerative results.

«What about manufacturing industries? Are
they well functioning or struggling industries?
What are the reasons? Is it lack of necessary
capital, poor management, marketing complications,
labor difficulties, or absence of proper inducements?

«If there is no manufacturing development yet,
then what are the possibilities? What kind of
industry is most applicable and in harmony with
the prevailing conditions of raw materials, com-
municative facilities, fuel or motive power, labor,
markets? What are most most logical avenues to-
wards promotion of useful industry.

«Abandoned modern factory buildings and un-
used up-to-date machinery are living monuments
of an epoch of unfounded industrial asperations
that caused heavy financial losses to thousands of
patriotic city folks. Manufacturing centers were
established in places thousands of miles away from
the sources of raw materials. The elementary re-
quirements, such as proper placements of industry,
decent human habitations, water supply and canali-
zation, communication, educational ‘and recrea-
tional facilities were grossly neglected.

* * *

“Too much impetus and freedom in developing
our retail distributing system must result in harm-
ful effects on the welfare of the city. In most
cities even the blind can see the over-development
of retail stores with prices of commodities mount-
ing high, due to excessive sales costs, wastes, and
uncalled for efficiency.

“What about the public utilities, lighting, heat-
ing, electric trolleys, telephones, busses? Are they
functioning properly and profitably? Do they get
our moral and financial backing and co-operation?

“The public utilities of the city are the arteries
of its life blood, the avenues of social and economic
intercourse of the people. We must make good
our promissory notes and franchises and demand
from them the maximum of cfficient, useful ser-
vice.

“The guardians of your savings and accumu-
lated wealth, the financial agencies, banks, insur-
ance agencies, should not over-develop, but should,
in as much as possible, help useful local industry
and enterprises.”

Safely concealed on the under
surface of a grass blade with their
little eyes projecting - out on either
side, thanks to the long stalks, they
can see you perfectly without your
being able to see them. You first see
them when they fly away.

One of these stalk-eyed flies is com-
mon in the eastern states, but in this
the stalks are very short.

Many other creatures have stalked
eyes besides there flies; for instance,
crabs and lobsters, the young of vari-
ous fishes, and the hammer-headed
shark.

He has been a school principal, a
farmer, a lawyer, a business man and
a prominent figure in politics. He was
born in South Mahoning township, In~
diana county, Pa., May 25, 1867. His
father named him for his best friend,
John Sturchell, who served with him in
the Civil War and who was a lifelong

friend of the Fisher family.

As a small boy Fisher solved his
own problem of getting an education
by going to the town of Indiana, Pa.,
éntering the public school there and
doing chores in return for board at
the home of a friend.

He was a graduate from the State
Normal school of Pennsylvania in 1886
and was admitted to the bar in 1893.
He was a member of the Pennsyl-
vania Senate, 1901 to 1909 and was
chairman of the Capitol Investigating
Commission, which exposed the frauds
in connection with the erection of the
State Capitol building at Harrisburg.
He was appointed Commissioner of
Banking for Pennsylvania, Jan. 31,
1919, and also was a member of the
Commission on Constitutional Amend-
ment and Revision, of Pennsylvania.

Mr. Fisher has been identified with
the banking, railroad real estate, coal
and electric power business for several
years. He has a son who was gradu-
ated from Harvard and who recently
was admitted to the bar in Indiana,
Pa. He also has a daughter. Mrs.
Fisher died a few years ago.

The governor-elect is tall and quiet,
with a soft voice and a ready smile.
Little crinkles about his eyes hint at
the tolerance with which he looks out
upon the world. Deep lines between
his eyes testify to the sternness with
which he faces the problems the world
presents.

He served as a member of the Re-
publican National Convention in 1916.
He is a member of the United Presby-
terian church and resides at Indiana,

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Canada’s Population Problem

PUBLIC POLICIES AND PUBLIC OPINION—THE BACKDOOR TO THE
UNITED STATES—WHAT MIGHT HAVE BEEN

IN EUROPEAN countries libra-
ries have been written around
the subject of Economics of Popu-
fation. Huxley and Spencer held
the opinfon that it casily tran-
scends all other human problems.
In partly developed countries, an
intelligent understanding of the
vast commercial and social influ-
ence of population on national life
is obviously a subject of vital in-
terest. It is now conceded by com-
petent authorities that the facts of
population growth in European
counteies and the facts of agricul-
tural economics, point un iy
towards a new era in human his-
tory which is bound to have a tre-
mendous effect on Canada’s -
tion prospects, and which renders it
imperatively necessary that we
should forthwi gevise all pre-
vious ideas and policies in respect
to our population problem.

In democratic countries important
questions of public policy always have
a pronounced political background. In-
fiuential occupational groups in Canada
arc at present in somcwhat violent hos-
tility to public expenditure on coloni-
zation effort, their judgment, in the ab-
sence of intelligent information on the
subject, being founded largely on su-
perficial premises. The press of Can-
ada evidently has a patriotic task to
perform in bringing the actual facts of
tle: case bhefore their readers and creat-
Ing a vigorous, crusading public opinion
on this issue. Because governments in
democracies move only in obedience to
the expressed will of the people. The
Initiative, therefore, must come from
the great body of Canadian citizens
rather than from thelr government.

MELTING POT IN HISTORY.

As far back as human records are
pvailable migration has exercised a par-
amount influence in shaping world his-
tory. The ancient Asfatic and Afri-
ran Empires were founded on conquest
and subsequent migration. Thousands
of years prior to these civilizations, our
Aryan ancestors gradually penetrated
into Europe, and in course of time col-
onized the western parts of that con-
ftinent, including England. Later comes
the Roman invasion of Britain, the
western migration of the Huns and the
conquest of Rome by the Visigoths, fol-
lowed shortly after by a Hun invasion
of the East, hastening the decline of the
great Roman Empire. During the later
middle ages the Spanish ‘i&‘dﬂd«-
ran Central and South America, and
then came the early colonization of
North America by the British and
French, which, after untold hardships
and failure after failure, finally reached
a permanent basis. Zangwill’s “Melt-
ing Pot” problem is not a modern one.
Human history is based primarily on
migration and the assimilation of one
nation by the other. Virgin countries
niust gracefully accept and solve this
problem as best they can.

COLONIZATION OF EASTERN
CANADA

Turning to later Canadian migration
Listory, Prof. Ottewell, of the Alberta
University, tells us that at the time of
the American Revolutionary war, the
pepulation of the 13 colonies was ap-
proximately 8,000,000, of whom about
one-third remained loyal to the British

entirely new complexion to Canadian
affairs. In this connection, it is inter-
esting to note that Canada’s history
might easily have been changed, .f the
proposal of the British government to
settle the Loyalists in Australia had
been carried out. It failed merely on
account of delay in London in settling
details” of the proposed movement,

PEAKS OF IMMIGRATION

The second important wave of immi-
gration into Canada followed the Na-
poleonic wars and occurred between
the years 1817-1886. At times it
reached large dimensions. During four
years of this period.we are told that
160,000 Britishers settled in Canada,
largely in Ontario, and that in one year
as many as 17,000 Irish came. From
that time until after Confederation,
the disturbed conditions due to the
struggle for responsible government
and other difficulties regarding land
settlement, considerably retarded im-
migration, but there was nevertheless
a substantial increase of population
from this source up to 1871. In that
year we find Ontario with a popula-
tion of 1,620,851, Quebec with 1,191,516,
Nova Scotia witih 87,820, and New
Brunswick with 85,504,

The third great wave of Canadian
immigration occurred between 1908 and
1914, reaching its climax in 1913, dur-
ing which years immigrants came to
Canada at a rate of more than 1,000
per day. A very large portion of them
settled in the three prairie provinces.
Largely as a result of this we find that
in 1921 Alberta, Saskatchewan and
Manitoba had a total population in
round figures of about 2,000,000, com-
posed of a great number of diverse
nationalities.

During the early part of 1914 this
spectacular influx of people ceased
abruptly, and during the war years
immigration was reduced to a mere
dribble, showing signs of revival in
1920. 1923 was the lowest mark for
the past twenty years. 1924 saw a
slight improvement, but the volume of
new arrivals fell again in 1925. The
situation was materially aggravated by
the collapse of western land, townsite
and "oil “booms,” which discouraged
immigration from Great Britain and
the United Staes. The movement of
people into Canada today is now down
to where it was in the early eighties,
and there is no indication anywhere of
any permanent improvement in this
disastrous situation.

A RECORD OF INCAPACITY

There is no issue before the public of
Canada which has been made the tar-
get of more fulsome patitudes than
that of immigration and colonization.
In season and out of season the sub-
ject has been worn threadbare wher-
ever men and women congregate. As-
pirants to public office have found it a
safe topic for shallow discussion. Our
statesmen have filled volumes of Han-
sard with superficial arguments on the
subject. As an abstract theory, al-
most everyone has apparently been in

Crown. Many of these people found
conditions unacceptable and resolved
upon migration. The British Govern-
ment offered them a choice of trans-
portation back to England or assist-
ance, including free land, if they would
settle in Canada. Many of the wealth-
jer class returned to the mother coun-
try, but during the years 1783 to 1786,
somewhere between 80,000 and 50,000
migrated to the Maritime Provinces and
to what is now the Province of On-
tario.

It would, therefore, appear that the
United Empire Loyalists founded the
two provinces of New Brunswick and
Ontario. There was at the time a
military British settlement at Halifax
and some small agricultural occupation
in Nova Scotia. But the Loyalist in-
flux trebled the population of Nova
Scotia almost overnight, and gave a
distinctively British turn to Canadien
development. Previous to this, Can-
ada’s status had been that of a French-
speaking colony under British rule, but
this Loyalist influx, in numbers to al-
most equal the French stock, gave an

Canada’s future depended upon build-
ing up her population and colonizing
her vacant lands. But when elections
were over and governments settled
down to the prosaic task'of administra-
tion, the immigration service presented
a tempting place for cutting down ex-
penditure to reduce unwieldly budgets,
and a “vigorous immigration policy”
was too often interpreted to mean an
opportunity to create more or less lu-
crative jobs for broken-down party
hacks. In was speciously argued that
almost anyone would fit into that sort
of human machine. The people of
Canada have, in fact, for years been
the complacent victims of unskilled di-
rection of our immigration service.

DRIFT TO UNITED STATES

Canada is at the moment enjoying
reasonable prosperity and there is a
body of public opinion willing to leave!
well enough alone. The continued
though partly arrested exodus to the
United States is, however, the complete
answer to that attitude of mind. Na-
tional prosperity is not necessarily re-
flected in mass prosperity. At any
rate, Canadian economic conditions
must at least measure up to the high
standard set by our neighbr south of
the line to enable us to hold our citi-

zens, which is the final test any nation
must apply in estimating the material
and social welfare of its population.
Many vaguely consider that immi-
gratlon is coming quite fast enough,

and point to highly colored press re-
ports, heralding the occasional arrival
of shiploads of people, in justification
of that opinion. Statistics, except at
census periods, do not, however, show
how many of the people now come to
Canada with the avowed intention of
entering the United States via the back
door. That this number is enormous
admits of no doubt whatever. Even
the number of British newcomers now
domiciled in Canada seeking admission
to that country in the legal way is
great.” At the present moment there is
a waiting list in the United States con-
sulate for Alberta alone of over 2,200
British-born residents of that province,
and in Toronto, 15,000.

This, of course, does not include
people of Canadian birth who may
enter freely and without formal permis-
sion, and the latest Washington figures
throw an interesting light on that
movement. During the ten months’
period, July, 1925, to May, 1926, the
total admissions from all countrles into
the United States under the “Quota
Law,” was 147,586. The movement
from Canada alone was 83,903! Dur-
ing the month of May, Canadian ad-

 missions were 8,827, showing no dimu-

nition whatever in this outward flow,
which is apparently on a basis of 100,-
000 per annum of native Canadians,
aside from British and foreign residents
of Canada admitted under the quota
law and the large number that enter
illegally of whom no record Iis, of
course, available. These figures speak
for themselves.

A POPULATION ANALYSIS.

leakage. We started our national ca-
reer in 1870 with a population of 8,-
372,000 according to our first census.
The rate of net natural increase in
Canada is figured by statisticians at
approximately 2%4 per cent. per annum.
Between 1881 and 1920 we had received
through immigration an addition to
our population of 4,640,000 people.
There is no record available of those
that entered Canada prior to 1881, but
the number must have been consider-
able. Taking the immigration and
net natural increase by ten year peri-
ods, we arrive at a figure of roundly
16 millions, which should have been
the population of Canada in 1921, pro-
viding we had rctained the people that
came to our shores plus a normal
natural increase. But the sus of
that year showed a population of only
8,800,000 leaving an apparent deficit of
7,000,000 people on our national ledger!

OUR DUAL PROBLEM.

This is a most disturbing revelation
and calculated to make intelligent peo-
ple pause and consider. Incidentally,
we find that instead of being confront-
ed with one difficult problem, we have,
as a matter of fact, two: (1) to get
the people, and (2) to hold the people
we get. We may presumably concede
that in order to reach a certain period,
we must perforce pump in sufficient
additional population to overcome the
double handicaps of a falling birth
rate and this very considerable leak.

Or, we may possibly conclude that the
population we have brought to Can-
ada in past years has contained too
great a percentage of people who scorn-
ed the laborious task of developing our
agricultural lands and preferred the
easier life of the towns with the ready
opportunity of drifting south when the
fancy struck them. That we have nol,
as a matter of fact, made any consider-
able progress towards interesting a
class of settlers which would root solid-
ly in Canada’s fertile soil. Paradoxical
as it may appear, one has little difficul-
ty in concluding that the present exo-
dus from Canada is due to rural under-
population rather than to general
over-population. All of which makes
it the more essential that we should
now begin to focus thought and energy
ilpon this very perplexing dual prob-
em.

To Get Best Services From Toilers

IN GREAT BRITAIN a board has

been: established, known as the
Industrial Fatigue Research Board,
which is studying the cauvses that make
working men tired from a physical
standpoint.

The attention given in this country
to the number of:hours per day and
working days per week seems based
largely on sentiment or opinion rather
than on the scientific studies that have
characterized British considerations.

Such scientific studies jndicate that
the results’ of human activity vary
with the type of work performed.
Physical wo»k improves as the muscles
become lorsened and warm up, but
falls when fatigue comes n.

OUTPUT AND KIND.

If the work is monotonous, the out-
put gradually decreases until just be-
fore the time of discontinuing, when it
rises. The output for the best workers
seems to rise steadily from hour to
hour and from shift to shift.

It has bcen found that the amount
of work may be improved by modify-
ing the length of working spells, the
number of continuous hours worked,
and by establishing rest pauses at
psychological moments.

An inquiry made in steel smelting,
tin-plate mills and glass-making in-
dustries as contrasted with cloth many-
factories showed an increase in the
hourly output following a reduction in
the hours of work, which was manual
rather than automatic.

The introduction of labor-saving de-
vices, adequate ventilation and im-
proved illumination at once affect the
quantity and quality of work. The
best objective in matters of ventilation
{s to produce the correct cooling power
of the air without paying so much at-
tention to chemical impurities or al-
leged emanations in stagnant air.

LIGHT SAVES LIVES.

It is just as important that the head
should be regularly cooled and ven-
tilated as that there should be a con-
tinual flow of air over the feet.

The influence of illumination on out-

put of work is found to be striking
| and definite. Correct illumination
| means a lesser number of accidents
and better general health for the
majority of employes. In the weaving
industry, there was found a 20 per cent.
| diminution in efficiency in the darker
| hours of winter days, while the out-
put rose steadily from December to
| March.
{ The indgstrial board also has given
special attention to instruction classes
for workers, designed to hasten promo-
| tion. A study of the movements used
| in chocolate-dipping produced 88 per
cent. more output with less exertion.
The time tdaken to polish table-forks
was reduced by 61 per cent. through
study of waste motions.

Improvements in methods, environ-
ment, and hours benefit the less effi-
cient worker more than help those who
do not need help. They do not cause
those who already are far ahead to still
further outstrip the average worker.

Salmon Pie—One cup salmon, two

| move bones and skin. Season to taste.
}l’ut in a buttered baking dish and
| spread with lightly beaten egg. Cover
| with buttered crumbs and sprinkle with
| grated cheese. Bake in a moderate
io\'en for one-half hour. Garnish with
parsley and slices of lemon.

Sponge Cake with Peaches Cut
i fresh sponge cake in slices, laying one
i on each plate; put half a cooked peach
on top, top with sweetened whipped
cream and add a cherry or nut for
garnishment.

DUCK A LA DIXIE.

Prepare dl}_’ckling as for broiling and
lay in a baking pan surrounded with
sliced onion, two carrots sliced in half
{ inch slices, stalk of celery diced and
two oranges sliced. Brush over the
duck with oil or bacon fat, salt and
pepper and place in hot oven. When
bird begins to brown baste with a cup
of 'meat  stock and .the juice of an
.orange, reduce the heat and bake for
another 45 or 50 minutes. Baste fre-
quently if you have no covered baker.
When fowl is done remove from pan
to platter in the oven, place baker. en
top of stove, remove excess fat;add juice
of another orange and thicken gravy.

CUMBERLAND SAUCE FOR DUCK

Orange 'seems to be the correct and
accepted flavor to accompany duck,
just as currant jelly seems to be the
natural- affinity for chicken and cran-
berry for turkey. To make Cumber-
land sauce use half cup orange juice,
quarter cup  lemon juice, one eup
powdered sugar, two tablespons orange
marmalade, grated rind one orange,
grated rind one lemon and one table-
spoon horseradish. Mix ingredients,
beat thoroughly, heat and serve.

POT ROASTED DUCK.

One three-pound duck, two table-
spoons minced onion, four tablespoons
beef drippings, soup stock, bits of bay
leaf, three tablespoons flour, one cup
mushrooms or peas.

Dress and disjoint the duck. Dredge
with salt and pepper and brown with
the onion in the drippings. Add bay
leaf, half cover with soup stock (or
waste) and simmer until admost ten-
der—about two hours. Add the mush-
frooms, diced, and thicken with the
flour diluted in a little cold water.

Make dumplings 20 minutes before
the duck will be done. Cut in small
rounds, lay over the cooking meat,
cover closely and steam 20 minutes.

Serve on platter, the duck in the
middle, the dumplings around the edge.
They should be dusted with a little
paprika. Garnish with parsley.

NEW FIRE HALL AT
SUSSEX IS OPENED

Chief Daly Entertains Depart-
ment in Splendid New
Building

SUSSEX, Nov. 19—Alterations hav-
ing been practically completed, the new
quarters for town officials and fire de-
partment are now occupied and par-
ticularly in the case of the fire depart-
ment supply a long felt want. The

four door front, providing for the sev-
eral pieces of fire apparatus, adds ma-
terially to the general appearance of
the building and in addition will great-
ly facilitate the operating of the dif-
ferent trucks.

These doors are equipped with auto-
matic openers with an operating cord
running to each driver’s seat. The
trucks are placed in the following or-
der: From left to right facing the
building, the big ladder truck “Jumbo,”

truck next; on the right are hose
trucks Nos. 1 and 2. The floor space
for the apparatus is about 48x50 feet.
The floor is of hardwood and the walls
sheathed. In the centre ofsthe room
is the ‘registering desk, where all
alarms and telephone calls are regis-
tered. At the rear is the Gamewell
electric mechanical striker, through
which the alarms come to the station
and beneath this is the running and
time board.

In the rear left corner the hose tower
is located. Wet hose will be run into
the cellar through window in front
on to a 85 foot wash table from which
it will be hoisted into the tower for
drying.

“LET the transportation com-

panies send the traffic this

ARMY SERVIGE

Saint John Doctor, Now on
- Retired List, Had Dis-
tinguished Career

WENT OVERSEAS WITH
FIRST CANADIANS

Was Honored by Britain and
Portugal for Accomplish-
ments During War

Colonel Murray MacLaren, M. D,
C. M. G.,, V. D,, M. P., whose retire-
ment was gazetted this week had a
distinguished military record over a
period of 37 years. He received his
Military School certificate at Frederic-
ton in 1878, enteringithe service as a
private in the 71st Regiment in 1879.

Following this for a period of 10
years he was not connected with the
military until he re-entered the ser-
vice in May, 1889, as an assistant sur-
geon in the 62nd Saint John Fusiliers.

In 1900 he organized and command-
ed No. 8 Bearer Company afterwards
known as No. 8 Field Ambulance
Company, Canadian Army Medical
Corps. In 1906 Colonel MacLaren was
the Canadian representative at the
meeting of the Association of Ameri-
can Military Surgeons, held at James-
town; Virginia.

STATIONED AT QUEBEC.

In 1908 he was appointed principal
medical officer of Military District No.
8 and continued in that capacity uatil
1912. In 1014 he was made command-
ing officer and consulting surgeon of
the Military Hospital at Quebec. From
1914 until 1916 he was officer com-

0

i mpanding ‘No. 1 anadian General Hos-

pital, Canadian Expeditionary Force.
On going overseas in 1914 the hospital
was stationed at Salisbury Plains and
cared for sick Canadians of the C. E. F.
previous to the force proceeding to
France. The hospital was then moved
to Etaples, France.

Colonel MacLaren went overseas
with the first contingent in September,
1914, and did not return to Saint John
until November, 1919. From 1916 until
1918 he was deputy director of medical
gervice to the Canadians. In 1919 he
was appointed officer commanding the
Granville Canadian Hospital.

REPRESENTED CANADA.

From 1916 to 1919 he was Canadian
representative on the permanent Inter-
Allied committee for disabled soldiers.
He was also Canadian representative
of the advisory council for artificial
limbs, Ministry of Pensions. Colonel
MacLaren attended the Inter-Allied
Congress of Surgeons 4t Paris in 1919
as the Canadian representative.

He was made a Commander of
Michael and George in 1916 and re-

the experiment in canning the
golden wax bean, undertaken this
fall in the municipality of Clare,
in Digby county, gives every assur-
ance that an industry of that kind
vill be firmly established in that
place. The venture was under-
taken by a concern in Meteghan,
and the result was a product which,
it-may be stated with accuracy,
compares favorably with the high-
est grade canned wax beans grown
and put up in the upper provinces.

The firm this year put up nearly 500
cases of standard size of 2 dozen cans
to the case. But on the.market only
recently, they have found a ready sale
and satisfied consumers. Those which
were canned this summer have’ all
been sold locally, but it is planned to
invade all the markets of the Mari-
time Provinces next year. In this con-
nection the farmers of the county are to
be encouraged to greater production
of the golden wax bean.

Interwoven
with it was a tale of the devo-
tion of a member of the crew,
himself suffering from burns,
who would not abandon his
commander.

Capt. N. McGlennon was the sorrow
stricken master, and Lucien Dery of
led{lou, Que., the devoted sailor. Ly- ‘
ing in the General Hospital at Sorel,
swathed in bandages, the young man
is regarded as the hero of the disaster.

CAPTAIN LEFT BEHIND

One. of the ship’s boats had made al
last trip ashore from the beached ves-
sel with:what seemed the last of the
crew of 40, when it was discovered the
captain was still on board.

“Im not going to let our captain
die, I am going back. Who is com-
ing with me?” Derry shouted. [

Three other men jumped .in and
rowed back to the ship, now a flam-
ing mass, consumed almost to the
water’s edge.

“We found the captain in the water,”
Dery related when questioned. “He !
seemed to be bent on sinking with the
ship and his face was a picture of de-
spair. Half his body was in the water
and he was hanging from one of the
pulleys which had served to lower the
life saving boat. We grabbed him
forcibly and pulled him in. We then
rowed to shore and I looked for a
doctor, for I was suffering terribly
from the burns and I was wet through
and through and the water on the
burns made them ache so that I could
scarcely stand the pain. I am glad
that I am alive.”

WANTED TO STAY ABOARD

“I will never forget how the captain
kept his head,” said another sailor,
Louis Ringuet, whose warning saved
the lives of the men in the forward
part of the ship. “It seemed as if he
did not want to leave the burning
ship.”

Ringuet is also in hospital with his
burns, as is also another sailor, Albert
Paquette.

HOPE FELT FOR MISSING

All hope is not given up for the miss-
ing men. The Canada Steamships Com-
pany still hopes that, escaping with
little clothing they may have taken
refuge in some cottage along the shore
and still be there.

The missing men are Charles Ed-
ward Valois, St. Ignace De Loyola,
look-out man; R. Lamontagne, of
Nicolas De Quebec, deckhand,; and K.

Cut of £1 Made in 2-Year
Agreement With
; Britain

OTTAWA, Nov. 19—Renewal
for a period of two years of
the assisted passage agreement,
arranged last year for farmers,
farm laborers and domestics is
announced by Hon. Robert
Forke, minister of immigration,
here tonight. .He further an-
nounced that the rate of three
pounds sterling had been further
reduced to two pounds sterling.
This means the following reduction
in assisted passage for immigration
from the Old Country to: Halifax,
Saint John and Quebec, from £3 to £2;
to Toronto, from £4 10s. to £3 10s.; to
Winnipeg, £5 10s. to £4 10s.; to Regina
and Saskatoon, from £6 to £5; to Cal-
gary and Edmonton, Alberta, from
£6 10s. to £5 10s.; to Vancouver, B.C,
from £9 to £8.
Nearly 20,000 persons took advan-

tage of the assisted passage rates to
1

Canada from the United Kingdom last
year. These included family units,
farm laborers and domestics. Of the
8,000 families planned for settlement
in Canada, some 1,200 came out this
year and the selection of next year’s
quota is now going on. Perhaps 1,400
or 1,500 families will be brought out
next spring.

It is hoped that a still greater num-
ber of farm laborers and domestics
will be able to migrate to the Dominion
under the new rates, and that the as-
sisted passage scheme will eventually
tend to reduce the regular ocean fares
to other classes of British immigrants.

" INNERSITY
1B MEETING

Science Group of Women's
Organization in Charge
. At “Beatty” Session

The University Women’s Club of
Saint John heard with great interest
three very instructive addresses given
at its regular meeting yesterday after-
noon in the Admiral Beatty Hotel when
the program was in charge of the
science group.

The first paper was given by Miss
Florence Estabrooks, president of the
club, whose subject was “The Quantum
Theory.” She stated that this theory
showed a tremendous advance in the
knowledge of the composition of mat-
ter. She defined the quantum as a
unit of vibratory motion. This theory,
she said; explained the line spectrum.
Without the quanta there would be no
vibratory motion and light and heat
would cease to exist. Miss Estabrooks
reminded her hearers that until 1897
the atom had been considered indi-
visable but the discovery of radio ac-
tivity had proved this theory unten-
able and by 1908 Sir Ernest Rutherford
had worked out the conception of an
atom as a miniature solar system.

ENERGY NOT LOST

The quantum theory states that
energy is not lost continuously but in
bundles. Steinmet just before his
death had said that space was a vast
electral magnetic field, Miss Estabrooks
stated, in closing.

Miss Susan Ganong, of Netherwood,
was the next speaker and her subject
was “The Mendelian Law in Relation
to Education.” According to this law,
she said, it was shown that heredity
‘determines character, although envir-
onment has a strong influence. She
related how the Austrian monk, Men-
del, had grown peas in his monastery
garden to find out what he could about
heredity. @ Miss Ganong explained
Mendel’s discovery by means of dia-
grams and stated that Mendel’s law
would have more to do with man’s
destiny than any other foree.

LAW OF MUTATION

Speaking of the law of mutation,
Miss Ganong said that if the chromo-
sones were stable for very long periods
then for some reason .that was not
known, variation took place. Miss
Ganong went on to say that it was a

good thing heredity was so stable. It
the chromosones in human beings con-
tained good factors there was the pos-
sibility of creating a race of super-
men by segregating all the undesir-
ables. Realizing how much heredity
meant gave much more sympathy and
understanding and in teaching allow-
ance for heredity should be made.
Miss Ganong recommended two books
of study on this subject, “Fruit of the
Family Tree,” by Edward Wiggon, and
“Mechanism of Mendelian Heredity,”
by Thomas Hunt Morgan.

The last paper of the afternoon was
given by Miss Mildred Black, who
gave an outline of radio, which she de-
scribed as the practical scientific ac-
complishment of the 20th century. She
outlined the experiments which had
led up to the present state of accom-
plishment in radio science and said that
to the scientist radio meant only one
thing, oscilation or matter in motion,
which to the scientist was the basis of
all life and its processes. Miss Black
recalled that the first broadcasting of
spoken words had been made in 1920.

$20,000 REPAIRS
TO SHEDIAC WHARF

Federal Govt. Does Work While

PROVINCIAL BRIDGEWORK.

The Provincial Department of Public
Works has completed extensive im-
provements to the southerly end of the
long bridge over the mouth of the
Shediac river, on the Shediac-Chatham
post road, about four miles north of
town. Some work remains to be done
on the northerly end of the structure.
Several bridges in Kent county, includ-
ing the Buctouche bridge, have been
rebuilt and improved during the past
year.

sary.

ANY PROMOTER

Will Be Lively Fight Be-
tween Rickard and Fugazy
for Champ’s Services

NEW YORK, Nov. 20—That the
staging of the next world’s heavy-
weight championship bout will witness
another spirited skimish between Pro-
moters. Tex Rickard and Humbert
Fugazy such as characterized the De-
laney-Berlenbach light heavyweight
title fight last year in which Fugazy
came out on top, was forecast when
Gene Tunney, the titleholder, engaged
in a lengthy conference with Fugazy
at the Hotel Breslin. The meeting
also was attended by. Bill McCabe and
Jimmy Fagleton.

The most important thing to trans-
pire at the session was a statement by
Tunney in which the new heavyweight
king declared emphatically that he was
not bound by contract or agreement to
any promoter and that Fugazy had as
good a chance to land a championship
fight- for 1927 as any other.

This came as a distinct surprise in
fistic circles, for it will be recalled that
directly after the Philadelphia battle
in which Tunney wrested the crown
from Jack Dempsey, Tunney was
credited with saying that his next bout
in defence of his title would be exclu-
sively under Rickard’s direction. Yes-
terday, however, Tunney was just as
positive that he had nt obligated him-
‘'self to fight for any promoter up to
now and that he had not yet signed a
contract with Rickard for his next
bout.

“] am not bound to any one,” said
Tunney., “I intend to fight next sum-
mer and I am ready to meet any man
that Fugazy or any other promoter
selects for me, providing the terms are
satisfactory. In other words, my ser-
vices will go to the highest bidder and
the man who makes me the best in-
ducements will be the one to land the
fight.”

FUGAZY VERY OPTIMISTIC.

Fugazy left the conference appearing
well satisfied and highly optimistic
over his chances of promoting the big
pugilistic plum for 1927.

TICKET SCANDAL

WASHINGTON, Nov. 20—What he
considers an outrage and scandal in
