Halifax-Moncton Line to Have
Another Set of Rails

CUTELIUS ANNOUNCES 1T

Says Fifty Miles Will be Done
This Year if Grant is Given—
‘Matter of Taking Off Ocean
Limited Decided in Few Days

(Canaditan Press.) ‘

Montreal, Jan, 19—During the next
three years the entire 185 miles of I. C.
R. between Halifax and Moncton will be
double tracked and, provided the gov-
ernment grant the wishes of F. P. Gu-
telius, general manager, fifty miles of
this portion of the road will he double
traeked this year.

Mr. Gutelius said here today that the
double tracking and the revision of
grades on the same portion of the line
will probably constitute the main item
- in the appropriation to be granted by

the government this session.

The cost of both items, he thought,
would be about $5,000,000. The matter
of the Ocean Limited being taken off
the I. C. R. during February and March
will be decided upon during the next
week or so.

There are many arguments pro and
con, said Mr. Gutelius, but the decision

Sunday, 1 a. m.—J. Buxton, ex-secre-
tary of the Winnipeg Builders’ Exchange
and friend of Percy Haget, was arrested,
charged with complicity.

Sunday, 10 p. m.—Percy Haget, coun-
sel for Krafchenko, enquiring at city
jail about Buxton, was also arrested,
The charge is complicity.

Sunday, 11,08 p. m.—John Krafchenko,
escaped prisoner, committed for trial on
murder charge, rrested.

Sunday, 11.10 p. m—John Westlake,
clerk of Security Storage Company, seen
in Krafchenko’s company. The charge is
aiding and abetting and comforting.

Reid Hours on Stand

The royal commission on Saturday
put. Constable ‘Reid through a gruelling
examination, he being on the stand seven
and a half hours. He was told at the end,
of the session, which came after tex;

Refuses to Tell on Others

How Krafehnko madc his break for
liberty, was told by the gunman himself
to the chief of police after his arrest,
but by no manner of persuasion could
he be got to implicate any confederate,
or say where he got his gun and the
rope and key. After galning the pho-
tographer’s room, he threw up the sash,
tied his rope and climbed through the
window. He was only a third of the
way down when the rope broke and he
fell to the ground, badly hurting his
leg. He struggled to his feet and limped
along a lane behind the station, until
he gained Main street, where he could
see the police signal lights already flick-
ering. He crossed to William avenue,
where he got a bad scare, as a big
touring car pulled in beside him and
the driver offered him “a lift.” It was
not the police car, however, the driver
being a stranger, who seeing a man
limping painfully along William avenue
offered him a ride out of charity.

The man took him along William
avenue for some distance, and set him
down not far from Toronto street,
where he made his way to the Burris
Black, where_he remained in hiding all
the time, save for some days when he
found refuge in the Security Storage
Warehouse. As to his friends in the
Burris block or the storage warehouse,
he would say nothing.

By a quaint irony, Percy Haget, Kraf-;
chenko’s counsel, is now himself a pris-
oner in the “Old Kitchen” He has not
yet been informed of his client’s rearrest.

The $11,000 reward will probably go
to the city police, who effected the cap-
ture. It is reported that the first tip
came from Buxton, but as he is under
arrest for complicity, all he s likely to
get is some concession or immunity for
turning  “king’s evidence.”

Norwood, Mass., Jan. 18—At a speci-
al town meeting in Everett Hall, the re-

TLLABLE AREA OF UNITED
STATES 1,140,000,000 ACRES

Vast Room For Development of Agri-
culture and Fruit Growing

Washington, Jan. 19—Preliminary es-
timates by the department of agricul-
ture show that of the 1,140,000,000 acres
of tillable land in the United States only
27 per cent. is actually under cultiva-
tion. The estimates were based upon
ruports of 85,000 correspondents in every
state.

It is estimated that the United States,
excluding its possessions, contains about
1,900,000,000 acres, of which about ' 60
per cent (1,140,000,000 acres) is tillable.
This includes land already under cul-

NOTED DEFENDER OF
DREYFUS 1S DEAD

General Picquart One of French
Army’s Most Brilliant Officers

Amiena, France, Jan. 19—General
Marc-George Picquart, commander of
the second French army corps, who was,
expect for the prisoner himself, the most
prominent figure in the Dreyfus case,
died today in his sixtieth year.

General Picquart, regarded as ome of
the most brilliant officers of the French
army, rose to high rank at a very early
age. He was an Alsatian, an extremely
good linguist, and this feature with his
ability as a soldier led to his appoint-
ment to the general staff. While serving
there he discovered forgeries which had
brought - about the condemnation of
Dreyfus to the horrors of Devil’s Island.

Picquart thereafter became one of the
most enthusiastic appellants for a re-
vision of the judgment on Dreyfus and
his zeal in this respect led to his arrest
and imprisonment on various charges,
which were, however, dismissed for want
of evidence. . :

The aged statesman, who is eighty-
three years old, has always been greatly
interested in popular education, and his
study of the school system led him, in
1868, to public a remarkable pamphlet
which did much toward the introduc-
tion of compulsory free education for all
in England in 1870.

Mr. Collins’ political career has been
principally occupied with the welfare
of the agricultural laborer. His act for
the provision of small allotments of land
for farm workers, passed through par-
liament after repeated defeats, has been
a great benefit to the British rural work-
men. Mr. Colling’ policy in securing this
enactment was popularly nicknamed
“Three acres and a cow.”

Always a strong radical in politics,
Mr. Collins followed Joseph Chamber-
lain into the Unionist ranks on the in-
troduction of the first home rule bill for
Ireland by the late William E. Glad-
stone. At one time Mr. Collins was un-
der secretary of state for the home de-
partment.

High Tributes Paid to .The
Late Ada M. Foster

ery Recalled

(Correspondence.)

Salisbury, N. B,, Jan. 16—Born in
Westmorland County, for some years a
resident of St. John, Miss, Ada M. Fost-
er, to whose death reference was made
in the Telegraph some weeks ago, left
behind her a record of heroism in which
the deeds of Grace Darling were emu-
lated and which won for her along the
Massachusetts coast the noble title of
“Angel of Deliverance.” Moreover. her
bravery had brought to her a national
reputation.

Her father, Andrew Foster, was born
in Albert County, and her mother, whose
maiden name was Margaret Steeves, was
a daughter of the late Perrigo Steeves,
of Steeves Mountain, in Westmorland
County, N. B.

Miss Foster was born at Steeves’
Mountain on June 20, 1877, the year of
the great St. John fire. A short time
after the birth of their daughter, Mr. and
Mrs. Foster removed to St. John, where
they resided for some five years, after
which they removed to Lynn, Mass,
where they have since resided. The late
Miss Foster was a niece of Judson E.
Foster, parish court commissioner of
Salisbury, and also a niece of Messrs.
Gilbert and Millage Steeves of Steeves’
Mountain. Her parents and many other
relatives are settled in the United States.

Several of the prominent American
papers _had, at the time of Miss Fost-
er's death last November, lengthy ar-
ticles in praise of her life and work. The
Boston Sunday Herald contained two
large prints showing Miss Foster on
duty at Egg Rock, and the following
sketch of her life and work:

“WOMAN 15 YEARS
ON EGG ROCK—GOOD
ANGEL OF ALL MARINERS

“Miss Ada M. Foster, Who Died Re-
cently, was Twenty-Two Years in
Life Saving Service—Many Brave Acts
to Her Credit, Many nrecorded—
Some Stirring Scenes Witnessed.”

“Miss Ada M. Foster, the Grace Darl-
ing of Massachusetts, who spent twenty-
two years of her life as an assistant

Massachusetts bay, during her life de-
voted to noble work in the service of
Uncle Sem, performed many acts and
was perhaps responsible for the saving
of many lives,

“Many of her bravest deeds will never
be known. Her life was given up from
the age of fifteen years to the warning
of travellers on the sea highways of per-
ils on the coast.

“It is barely a fortnight since she
died in the Massachusetts General Hos-
pital, at the age of thirty-six. Many
friends and acquaintances in . Lynn,
where she spent her childhood, and mar-
iners who’ traversed the waters, in the
vicinity of Lynn and Boston harbors,
mourn her, while she has passed to a
greater reward, she leaves behind a
bright memory. Y

“Fifteen years of her life’ were spent
in the lonely beacon of Egg Rock, three
miles off the Lynn shore. - Although
completely cut off from the world on
that lonely isle of rock, among. the con-
stant roar of the seas in summer and
winter, it was the sort of life she
craved. She was the faithful assistant
‘of George Lyons, the keeper of the rock,
and it was there that she performed her

“It was with great difficulty that the|
boom was fastened in the teeth of the’
terrible gale and high sea, which, when it
struck the rock, splashed high above
them. Miss Foster: was holding the
boom by means of -‘ropes which, despite
her strength, wads ‘a heavy task ~When
the work had beén completed Keeper
Lyons was exhausted. He was covered;
from head to foot with a coating’ of ice
several inches thick, which forced him
to carry an additional weight of fifty
pounds. But for the aid of Miss Foster
he would never have reached the light-
house. :

“In the vicinity of Egg Rock the ocean
currants are very strong, making it es-
pecially dangerous for small craft in’
calm weather. It is a difficult task mak-
ing a landing and at times it is an im-
possibility, because of the tides.

Skiff Turns Turtle,

AT OTTAVA
The present week should develop at
Ottawa a good deal that will be of in-

silence of the speech from the throne on
the naval question has occasioned some
surprise, and there will be some curi-
osity to hear Mr. Borden’s reference to
that question, which he must thake in
the course of his. speech in the debate
on the address.

STARVATION WAGES

Some very interesting facts have been
brought out by what is called the
wgweated trades exhibition” in London.
The Trades Boards Act was enacted to
enable the authoriies to deal with
sweated industries, and ensure a meas-
ure of relief for those working under
bad conditions at miserably paid handi-
crafts. .At the exhibition in Caxton
Hall, London, the conditions were illus-
trated by women seated at tables around
the room, engaged in the work in
which they ordinarily engaged and for
which they received a mere pittance in
wages. For example, one woman mak-
ing a garment for boys got ninepence
for each dozen pair, and by working ten
hours a day she could earn from nine
and sixpence to eleven shillings a week.
A maker of artificial flowers, working
twelve hours a day, earned eight shil-
lings a week. A match box maker could
earn ten shillings by a very hard week’s
work. Women workers in the sugar,
confectionery and food preserving trade
received about seven shillings and six-
pence per week, and those in the tea

_.packing trade from seven shillings and

sixpence to sixteen shillings. Many wo-
men in Lancashire made umbrella tas-
sels, thereby earning seven shillings per
week. And yet, it is claimed that a
woman cannot keep herself in anything
like decency and comfort on less than
fifteen shillings per week, and at that
cannot put away anything for a rainy
day. Inasmuch as fifteen shillings would
be less than $3.75 of Canadian money,
most readers will agree that a woman
could hardly keep herself in comfort
and decency ‘on 1éss than that amount;
and, under such.conditions as exist in
these 'sweated industries, it would be
necessary for every member of the fam-
ily to work, and even then all of them
would be constantly on the verge of
starvation. Of course such conditions
as those noted do not exist in all trades,
nor in all branches of one trade; but
the evil has been so great that the
Trades Boards Act has been adopted by
parliament in order that an effort may
be made to secure better paid and better
working conditions in all the industries,

At a meeting of the board of guard-
jans in a suburb of Manchester recent-
ly, it was shown that two women were
working twelve or thirteen hours a day
for about four shillings per week, and
it was necessary to give them an extra
five shillings per week out of the funds
of the board of guardians in order to
keep them alive.

No such conditions of industry are

found in Canada, although in the larger
cities the sweating system doubtless

exists to some extent. The whole trend
of legislation in this country should be
toward industrial conditions  which
would render impossible such conditions
as those which exist in the sweated in-
dustries in larger cities in England and
the United States.

CREAT NASS OF RED
- HEAD BANK: SINKS

Strange - Occutrence at Courtenay
Bay Early on Saturday

.Somet'hing in the nature of a land-
slide, but with many peculiar features
which make it perhaps the most pecul-
iar occurrence of the kind about the city
Lin recent years, occurred at Red Head
early on Saturday morning, when part of
the Red Head Bank, containing, it is
estimated, about a million and a half|,
cubic feet of earth and weighing approx-
imately 75,000 toms, broke away from .
the main body and sank.

Just how the thing happened cannot \
be explained, as there were no eye wit- g
nesses, but several of the residents saw
the result of ithe affair on Saturday
morning, Red Head Bank is a high bluff
of sandy loam ' which rises almost at
right angles out of the gsand of the shore
of the bay, ‘about seventy-five feet in
height and runiing. along the shore for

about half a mile.

A portion of this bank about 400
feet long and fifty feet wide, split away
from the rest'on Saturday morning and,
instead of falling ‘6ver or sliding out on
to the beach, the” great mass of earth
sank straight down. From this it is sup-
posed. that the underneath part was
