Anxious Crowds at Harwich 
Seek News of Dear Ones

London, Sept. 23—The Amiens corres­
pondent of the Times telegraphs that 
heavy fighting is in progress not many 
miles southeast of Amiens. He says:— 
“It is the beginning of a decisive phase 
of the battle of the Aisne. Upon the issue 
of this fighting depends the continued 
occupation of French soil by the Ger­
man invaders or their retreat to strong­
ly entrenched positions prepared on the 
Sambe.

“Since the Germans evacuated Amiens 
a week ago, the town had become an im­
portant centre for French military op­
erations. Though the Amiens district is 
well served with railways, it is the high­
ways that count now, as the railway 
bridges have for the most part been 
blown up and not yet repaired.

“The enemy occupied Douai yesterday 
morning and seized the railway station 
at Souaaine on the line connecting Dou­
ai with Valenciennes. It appears, there­
fore, that the Germans are alive to the 
necessity of protecting their line of com­
munication to Mons, where I hear head­
quarters of the field army have been 
established. Thus the German line has 
been extended north from Cambrai, 
which has been occupied in force.

On Saturday and Sunday there was 
great military activity in Amiens. The 
nervous tension was extraordinary in ex­
pectation of some important develop­
ment along the fighting line. When we 
awoke this morning, the streets were 
strangely silent and very few soldiers 
were left in the town, the majority hav­
ing hurried away to their post to the 
southeast. We learned that a great bat­
tle had begun in that direction, and it 
was rumored that the German troops 
had advanced as far as Montidier. Every 
road out of Amiens was barred by pick­
ets, no person being allowed to pass 
without military authority.”

Nish, Servia, Sept. 28—The following 
official statement has been given

“After a nine days’ struggle, the Aus­
trians, whose wings both have been 
beaten completely, are in full retreat 
along the whole front from Liubovia to 
Losnitza. The Servians are pursuing 
them vigorously. Servian columns from 
Vishegrad and Bainabashta continue 
their progress into the interior of Bos­
nia.”

London, Sept. 23—A Reuter despatch 
from Cettinje says that the Montenegrins 
yesterday occupied Rogatitza, about ten 
miles from Sarayevo.

Rome, Sept. 23—Cettinje reports that 
this week the Montenegrins expect to 
have on top of Mount Lovchen long 
range cannon capable of dismantling the 
forts at Cattaro and with which they 
can bombard the Austrian ships, thus 
allowing the Anglo-French fleet to cap­
ture the stronghold.

London, Sept. 23—The correspondent of the Daily Mail under date of Sun- 
diy and from an unnamed place sent a report that the German right has been 
turned between Peronne and St. Quen tin.

He also tells of the arrival of wounded who bring stories that there are 
nine miles of dead in the trenches between the two towns named.

TWO TRAINS OF REINFORCEMENTS BLOWN UP.
The Mail’s correspondent states that he hears that two trains of badly 

needed German re-inforcements were blown up between Peronne and St. Quen­
tin. A French gunner managed to tap a telephone wire connecting two Ger­
man stations and so gained information that the trains were coming.. By a quick 
attack he was able to ambush the trains.

The Mail’s correspondent says that the entire general staff of one German 
division was brought prisoners to Amiens.

ABOUKIR WAS STRUCK FIRSTHUNDRED AND IEN LANDED
700 Saved Out ofEstimate is

2,000 Who Were on Board 
the Three British Cruisers Sunk 
in the North Sea

Disaster to Hogue and Cressy as They 
Sought to Rescue — Officiers and 
Sailors Hours in Water—One Little 
Middy, Thrice Rescued, Was in All 
Three Explosions—Two of Enemy’s 
Submarines Destroyed

Harwich, Eng., Sept. 23—Survivors to 
the number of 110 from the British 
cruisers Aboukir, Cressy and Hogue ar­
rived at Harwich and Parkeston last 
night. Thirty were officers and the 
others seamen. All bore evidence of the 
trials through which they had passed.

According to estimates about 700 men 
of the 2,000 were saved.

Crowds of townspeople silently watch­
ed the arrival of a cruiser and a flotialla 
of destroyers, which carried they survi­
vors and which reached the harbor at 
eight o’clock. As the rescuing boats 
came up the harbor, the sound of cheer­
ing aboard torpedo boats in the haxbor, 
was heard. The crews of the welcoming 
boats were cheering those who had been 
rescued from the sailors bed of honor in 
the North Sea.

Tlje news of what had happened 
spread like wildfire, although nobody 
had been allowed to talk directly with 
the survivors. In the crowd were seen 
many tearful faces for most of those 
along the pier and beach, had relatives 
or friends aboard the sunken cruisers.

Following the landing of the uninjur­
ed survivors, a little hospital boat shov­
ed off from the pier, and took off the 
injured. These were transferred to the 
Shotley Eastern hotel, which is now 
used as a military hospital.

Many spent some time in the water, 
but few showed any serious effects of 
their experiences. They walked with 
firm steps and smiling as if a submarine 
attack were no very unusual experience. 
Their clothing, however, was something 
to marvel at. Most wore blankets or 
even pieces of burlap sacking while oth­
ers, were protected from the chill night 
air by Llama coats, such as seamen use 
on night watches.

The crowd of weeping women who be­
sieged the hospitals for the names of 
those saved, were informed as gently as 
possible that no information would be 
given out except through the official 
channels of the admiralty. Sentries 
guarded all entrances to the hospital.

The enemy attacked, 
without success, the right along the 
Meuse on the heights from Tresanyux 
to Hericourt.

Now BRITISH AIRMEN RAID 
GERMAN AVIATION CAMPBattle From Aisne to Woevre Progresses

London, Sept. 23—The Times corres­
pondent at Bordeaux says of the big bat­
tle in France: —

“The battle from the Aisne to the 
Woevre progresses slowly but methodic­
ally in favor of the allies. Both sides 
have been engaged the last few days in 
sending reinforcements and assembling 
new forces on the firing line. As the re­
inforcements reached the front, the ac­
tivity of both armies in the Woevre dis­
trict on the right of the allies’ position 
increases.

“The prediction of the staff on both 
sides for decisive action on the allies’ 
left must not divert attention from the 
allies’ right, which, in the present bat­
tle, constitutes an all important bul­
wark. The operations in Woevre have 
been more or less at a standstill for 
some time, as the guns were stuck fast I

Ymuiden, Holland, Sept, 23 (via London)—This little seaport town is all 
agog with excitement over the bringing here of 237 survivors from the British 
cruisers sunk in the North Sea by German submarines. The men were brought 
here by the Dutch steamer Flora, which happened to be in the vicinity when 
disaster overtook the Britishers.

The streets are crowded in the" vicinity of the hotels where the survivors 
are staying and around the hospital where twenty wounded arc being cared for 
by the Dutch Red Cross.

From the outside of one of the hotels the crowds could see a number of the 
British sailors enjoying a general meal at a long table. They were dressed in all 
manner of clothing, mostly from the little store possesed by the Dutch sailors 
of the rescuing boat. The Englishmen are evidently in the best of spirits. The 
crews of the sunken warships were composed largely of naval reservicts. 
ABOUKIR FIRST HIT

Antwerp, Sept. 23,—A successful raid 
by a squadron of five English aviators 
on the German aviation camp at Bicken- 
dorf near Cologne is reported by the 
Handelsblad.

Bickendorf is the centre for the Zep­
pelin aircraft and, according to the 
story, the Britishers, from a height of 
1,500 feet dropped bombs that set fire to 
the hangars. Four of the aviators re­
turned to the point of their departure, 
while the fifth was obliged to descend 
owing to engine trouble. He succeeded, 
however, in landing in Belgium.

The Aboukir the first ship struck, she received three torpedoes of ter­
rific force, which blew out a big section of the bottom at the bow, capsizing the 
ship. The crew had no time to launch lifeboats, and tried to save themselves 
by jumping into the water. The cruiser was out of sight beneath the 
within three or four minutes after the explosion. The cruiser Hogue, nearby, 
heard the explosion and realized the danger at once, although at first those on 
board her believed their sister cruiser had struck a mine.

The Hogue immediately launched numerous lifeboats and began to save tht 
swimming survivors but while this was going on, the Hogue herself was tor­

pedoed, apparently in exactly similar m anner, three shots reaching her hull The 
Hogue sank in a few minutes, but the greater part of her crew were saved ir 
their own boats.

CRESSY DESTROYS SUBMARINES.
The cruiser Cressy at this point discovered the presence of two German sub. 

marines on the way to attack her, and began shelling them with heavy pro­
jectiles. The Cressy’s marksmanship was excellent, according to survivors, and 
both submarines were demolished. This statement, however, is not confirmed 
from official sources. Meanwhile from the other side, the Cressy herself 
torpedoed in two places and sank immediately.

When the attack occurred the cruisers were steaming in a line three miles 
apart. The presence of the submarines was unsuspected until two of them were 
sighted by the Cressy. No other ships were in sight at the opening of the attack, 
but the Dutch steamer Flora came in view on the horizon just after the Hogue 
sank. The captain of the Flora saw only the Cressy and was about to steam 
on his way, when he saw the Cressy suddenly keel over and go down. He im­
mediately steamed towards the scene and lowered his boats. It was then for the 
first time that he understood that three cruisers had been sunk. He picked up 
many sailors clinging to spars and to pieces of wood.

It is understood that among the rescued is the captain of the Cressy.

Steamer Captain Who Saw it all
London, Sept. 23.—The correspondent 

of the Daily Telegraph at Rotterdam 
sends this story of the sinking of the 
three British cruisers by German sub­
marines:

Captain Berkhout of the steamer Ti­
tan, who saved more than 100 of the 
British sailors, witnessed the disap­
pearance of the cruisers. Some of the 
Kscued sailors say that two out of three 
of the attacking submarines w,ere sunk.
As will be seen, only one submarine was 
seen sailing off. Captain Bcrkhour told 
me the following storji:

“The fight took place about seven 
o’clock in the morning at which time I 
£aw a German submarine tearing away 
at great speed. Far away on the hor­
izon I saw three cruisers, the Aboukir,
Cressy and Hogue, and after a while I 
noticed that one of them had gone, 
did not pay any particular attention at 
the time, but when I next turned to look 
ror them I noticed another had disap­
peared. There was some smoke and I 
heard a slight explosion.

The Petrograd correspondent of the 
Post says:—

“The speedy capture of Jaroslau, indi­
cates the condition of the enemy and fa­
cilitates the attack on Przeymsl. It is 
reported here that the desertions from 
the Austrian army are very numerous 
and that the Germans, not wholly trust­
ing to their Austrian allies, have insist­
ed upon the garrisoning of Przymsl with 
German forces.

“Jaroslau was a formidable fortress 
and fully equipped. It had been greatly 
strengthened by temporary works and 
was fully supplied with large stores of 
munitions and military supplies of all 
kinds. No details of the fighting, or the 
booty taken have as yet been received.”

London, Sept. 23.—Tne Daily Tele­
graph's Petrograd correspondent say ; :
“The Novoe Vrcmya, for the first time 
today, gives information concerning the 
extent of the German invasion of Rus­
sian Poland by announcing that the 
Germans on Sept. 17 evacuated the 
towns of Wladistawow, Wolkowyszhki,
Mariampol, Kalwaria and Suwalki.
These towns, none of which is more 
U an twenty miles from the frontier, 
apparently define the high water mark 
of the German invasion.”

Petrograd, Sept. 28.—An official com­
munication from Grand Duke Nicholas, 
commander-in-chief of the Russian 
forces in the field, reciting the character 
o' the fortified position of Jaroslau, 
says there is no change in the situation 
m the northwestern frontier.

Paris, Sept. 23—Wounded soldiers here 
from the region of Craonne describe the 
battles there on Sunday and Monday as 
having been deadly for the Germans, 
who, they say, were sacrificed without 
apparent reason by their officers. Though 
pushed back with great slaughter, some 
of the wounded say, the Germans re­
turned again and again only to be 
ed down by the French.

One entire regiment, it was declared,1 
was wiped out and when the French 
took possesison of the field, they found 
1,000 wounded left by the Germans. 
Trenches that had been carefully pre­
pared for resistance of the allies’ advance 
were filled with dead. A superior officer 
among the wounded estimated the Ger­
man loss in this engagement alone at 
7,000.

Very little had been seen recently, by 
the wounded men, of the German cav­
alry and it was their opinion that this 
branch of the service was being com­
pelled to act as infantry since, they said, 
three-fourths of their horses had suc­
cumbed owing to the long and unceasing 
reconnoisanees of the last seven weeks 
during which the animals often lacked 
proper food.

The British and French horsemen, on 
the other hand, according to the soldiers, 
are well supplied with remounts.

WAR NOTESWhen Canadians Fought in Africa |
(Toronto Moil end Empire.)

That the Canadian troops 
! eembled at Valcartier will add to the 
laurels of their country no Canadian 
doubts, and several American newspa­
pers that have commented on the matter 
expect Canadians to particularly distin­
guish themselves. We have some tradi­
tions of military service in this country 
that will compare very favorably with 
those of much more military countries.
In Conan Doyle’s history of the Boer 
War the Canadians are mentioned more 
than once, and always in terms of the 
greatest admiration. In this war four 
Canadians won the Victoria Cross, which 
is probably the most highly esteemed 
military trophy in the world. In fact, 
we believe that pacifists as most of us 
are, tve would rather have a Victoria 
Cross than a Nobel Peace Prize. Three 
of the Canadians who won this coveted 
trophy were members of the Royal 
Canadian Dragoons, namely. Lieutenant 
Cockbum, Lieutenant Turner and Ser­
geant Holland, and the fourth was Ser­
geant Richardson, of the Strathcona 
Horse-
At Paardeburg

The Canadians got into action first 
in December, 1899, when the Toronto 
company of 100 and a detachment of 
Australians and some English troops 
made a dashing raid from' Lord Me­
thuen’s line of communications. They 
advanced from Belmont, struck at the 
extreme right of the Boer line, captured 
a camp and forty prisoners, and occu­
pied the town of Douglas- The next 
time they went into action was at the 
Battle of Paardeberg, and the news of 
their gallantry there is known through­
out the Empire. They formed part of 
the^ Nineteenth Brigade, under General 
Smith-Dorrien, who has so signally dis­
tinguished himself in France, and this 
brigade as Conan Doyle says, was prob­
ably the finest in the army. Cronje w'ith 
a large force of Boers was lying en­
trenched at Pnardeburtr and the British 
■had to advance over a level plain. In the 
first attack they were subjected to with­
ering fire, and had to retire, though 
Doyle says that the Canadians particul­
arly distinguished themselves “by the 
magnificent tenacity which they perse­
vered in their attack.”
Canadians Led Attack.

After several days of fighting the Can­
adians and the Gordons had entrenched 
themselves within 700 yards of the Boer 
lines, the most advanced position of the 
army, and one pitch dark night a gener­
al attack was ordered, the Canadians be­
ing given the honor of leading, the Gor­
dons supporting. On this advance Doyle 
writes :—

“The long line stole through a pitchy 
darkness, knowing that at any instant 
a blaze of fire such as flamed before the 
Highlanders at Magersfontein might 
crash out in front of them. A hundred, 
two, three, four, five hundred paces 
taken. They knew that they must be 
close upon the trenches. If they could 
only creep silently enough they might 
spring upon the defenders unannounced.
Ninety Yards from the Trenches

“On and on they stole, step by step, 
praying for silence. Would the ‘ gentle 
shuffle of feet be heard by the meh who 
lay within stone-throw of them? Their 
hopes had begun to rise when there 
broke upon the silence of the night a 
resonant metallic rattle, the thud of a 
falling man, an empty clatter.

TO BE APPOINTED HEREMade Cronje Quit RECENT DEATHSLOCAL NEWS TOO LATE FOR CLASSIFICATIONWith astonishingly little loss the Can­
adians made their way back. Captain 
Stairs and ten men, however, though 
unwounded, remained behind, and en­
trenched themselves in a crevice of the 
river bank overlooking the Boer laager.

When day dawned it was found that 
they were in position to enfilade half a 
mile of the Boer trendies. After receiv­
ing this fire for thirty minutes Cronje 
surrendered, realizing that his position 
was hopeless, and so on Majuba Day the 
white flag fluttered over the Boer lines 
at Paardeburg. In April the Canadian 
infantry under Otter repulsed the Boers 
at Israel’s Poort, and not long after­
ward with the Gordons and the Shrop- 
shires, carried a strong position at 
Houtnek by a determined rush. In the 
relief of Mafeking a battery of Canadian 
artillery took part, thus sharing in 
of the most remarkable performances of 
the war after a march of thousands of 
miles. These incidents are only a few 
that might be mentioned to show that 
Canadians have every right to look for­
ward to the Canadians who go to Eur­
ope failing in resourcefulness, courage 
and discipline to none of the crack regi­
ments of the Allies.

The fur trade, writes John Hallam, 

is in a situation this season that is dif­
ferent from anything that the world has 
ever known. London, Eng., and Leipzig, 
Germany, have been the greatest fur 
centres of the world, and when we con­
sider that these countries are at war, and 
also that Russia, who is both a great pro­
ducer, purchaser and user of furs, is 
also involved in the conflict, as well as 
France, the fashion centre of the world, 
it produces a situation heretofore un­
known in the civilized world. Taking 
the European war in connection with 
the world wide financial disturbance, 
there is no precedent by which a busi­
ness man can accurately judge of the 
results.

In 1918 Canada exported dressed furs 
of the value of $15,306, and raw furs to 
the value of $5,150,838, making a grand 
total of furs exported from Canada dur­
ing that year of $5,166,139, according to 
the report of the Department of Trade 
and Commerce of Canada. When you 
take into consideration also that during 
the nine months ending March 81st,‘ 
1913, according to official reports com­
piled for The Fur Trade Review, there 
was exported from the United States 
raw and dressed furs of the value of 
$14,884,427, and at a conservative esti­
mate there was an additional $2,000,000 
worth of furs exported during the fol­
lowing three months, it makes a grand 
total of raw and dressed furs exported 
from America during the year 1913 of 
the value of over $22J)00,000.

On the other hand, during the same 
period there was imported into Canada 
raw and manufactured furs to the value 
of $1,326,965, and during the same nine 
months before mentioned there was im­
ported into the United States raw and 
dressed furs of the value of $17,901,569, 
and during the succeeding three months 
we can safely say that there was an ad­
ditional $1,600,000 worth of ___
dressed furs imported into the United 
States, it makes a grand total for the 
.'ear 1913 of over $20,600,000 worth of 
furs imported into the United States 
and Canada.

The stock of imported furs in Am- 
! rrica today is rather low, and if the war 
continues for any great length of time 
these stocks will be gradually absorbed 
in the regular course of trade, with but 
small imports to replace them, so that 
manufacturers will be forced to feature 
and use a larger number of American 
caught furs.

Many American furs have heretofore 
been shipped to Leipzig and Paris to be 
dressed and dyed, and are then reim­
ported to the United States and Canada. 
Many of the dyos for use in America have 
been imported from Germany, and 
furs of this class should the 
tinue for any length of time there is 
bound to he a shortage of dyed furs in 
America, therefore it would not be 
prising if a larger percentage of furs 
would be manufactured and used in 
their natural state;

THE WAR NEWS differences of opinion between the heads
t&B*,From the official report of Sir John of departments, else the matter could be

amicably arranged.French, covering the operations of the 
Britsh army from the date of his pre­
vious report up to September 18, the fol­
lowing extracts may be regarded as a 
summary of the sltuaton:—

“So far as the British are concerned the 
greater part of this week has been pass­
ed in bombardment, in gaining ground 
by degrees, and in beating back severe 
counter attacks with heavy slaughter. 
Our casualties have been severe, but it 
Is probable that those of the enemy are 
heavier. On our 
French have been fighting fiercely, and 
have also been gradually gaining ground.”

This was the condition of affairs up 
to SejJt. 18. In the five days which have 
passed since then the conditions have 
been unchanged. There have been some 
lulls in the fighting, due to exhaustion 
on both sides; but the allies have con­
tinued to gain a little ground and to 
demonstrate further the fact that the 
Germans are and must remain on the 
defensive, with steadily lessening num­
bers. There is still a lack of informa­
tion regarding the fresh forces referred 
to in yesterday’s news as attacking the 
extreme right of the German army; but 
such information as is at hand indicates 
that the German right is gradually being 
bent back and its line of communication 
placed in greater peril from day to day.

From the east comes news that the 
Russians have captured Jaroslau, which 
is an important railroad centre and com­
mands the passage of the San River. The 
news that Przemysl has also been taken 
will probably not long be delayed, al­
though it is said to be defended by a 
strong Austro-German force. The Ser­
vians and Montenegrins are prosecuting 
a successful campaign in Bosnia, and 
while the report that they have captured 
Sarayevo, the capital, has not been con­
firmed the campaign goes in their favor.

Evidences of German barbarity are 
found in all the reports from the front 
in France, and are confirmed by no less 
an authority than Sir John French, who 
says that while there have doubtless 
been many exaggerations, yet it has been 
definitely established that the ■ German 
soldiers “have committed atrocities on 
many occasions and have been guilty of 
brutal conduct.” One correspondent 
who visited French towns through which 
the Germans had passed indignantly de­
scribes the wanton and stupid destruc­
tion of even the furniture and ornaments 
In the cottages. Such conduct reflects 
not merely upon the soldiers, but upon 
their officers, since the latter must be 
held responsible for the conduct of their 

If Germany desired to alienate the 
sympathy of the whole world from her 
cause she could not have chosen a surer 
means of bringing about that result.

British people everywhere were shock­
ed yesterday by the news that three ar­
mored cruisers had been sunk by Ger­
man submarines In the North Sea; and, 
while it Is true that two of the sub­
marines were also destroyed, the loss of 
the British vessels is greatly to 1)e de­
plored. The incident will cause greater 
vigilance on the part of the Briitish 
fleet, and it is only to be regretted that 
it cannot come to grips in the open sea 
with the whole German navy.

Today’s news from France affords 
further ground for a belief that the Ger­
man right has been turned, or is at least 
in imminent danger of successful attack. 
We are also told of renewed activity by 
the Belgian army, and of further 
German atrocities in a small Belgian 
town. It is also pointed out that the 
easy capture of Jaroslau by the Rus­
sians indicates very clearly the demorali­
zation of the Austrian armies. The suc­
cessful forward movement of the Ser­
vians and Montenegrins is confirmed. 
While the Russians are reported to be 
retiring in East Prussia, the movement is 
not at the moment significant, since it is 
the Russian centre which will make the 
drive for Berlin.

Today’s latest reports indicate the suc­
cess of the allied forces in turning the 
German right wing. This is the most 
important news of the week, since it 
must mean heavy loss for the Germans, 
and the hastening of their withdrawal 
toward their own frontier.

There are many who speak 
hardly of war as a thing altogether evil, 
bearing fruits only of suffering and mis- 

I ery. They point to the rare handiwork 
of God destroyed in a moment, and to 
the labors of man brought to naught. 
Such critics of war dwell exclusively 
upon the loss to the individual, his per­
sonal suffering, the extinction in this life 
of the divine spark, and the agony and 
deprivation of those other individuals 
who depend upon the extinguished life. 
We agree that there is much to be said 
for this censure of war; but we hold, 
nevertheless, that there are evils worse 
than the swift calamities of battle.

A shameful peace, by which, for the 
sake of material comfort and security, a 
nation sold its honor and betrayed its

CZAR DETERMINED TO
LEAD ARMY IN BERLIN

Expects to Ride at Head of His Troops 
in Kaiser's Capital DR. CHASE IS We Specialise in This Wood

NO STRANGERDiscussing the general situation on 
last Tuesday Minister of War Sukhom- 
linoff at Petrograd declared:—

“The British army is going to cap­
ture Berlin. That Is the task assigned 
to it by the allies in the present war. 
The entire strength of the Russians will 
be used to this purpose. We have been 
compelled to remove the Austrians as 
a source of danger, but we have not 
planned any general invasion of Hun­
gary or any attempt to take either Bud­
apest or Vienna.

“Russia is administering the captured 
territory, but it will not forcibly annex 
any of Austria’s territory. Questions 
of that sort must be left until after the 
war is over.”

That the invasion of Hungary by Rus­
sian troops has been definitely abandon­
ed was intimated on Wednesday. It is 
realized by the Russian general staff 
that the German resistance would be 
very strong, and it has been definitely 
decided that the entire Russian field 
army, first and second line troops, will 
be retained for the capture of Berlin.

The Czar is determined that Berlin 
shall be taken if it costs the Russian 
Empire its entire fighting strength. His 
former friendship for the Kaiser has 
been replaced by an enmity which court 
officials say is the most bitter the Czar 
lias ever indicated against any one. He 
is determined that his forces shall take 
Berlin and that he will ride into the 
city at the head of his troops.

Because of this it is officially stated 
that there will be no side trips.

"The nation’s task now is to make 
armies,” writes Professor Spenser WUk- 
inson in a recent issue of the London 
Morning Post. “Anyone who has read 
the accounts of the fighting at Mons and 
at Cambray,” he continues, “will see that 
only first-rate soldiers will be able to 
stand in that kind of fiery ordeal.” He 
accordingly proceeds to discuss the 
training needed by the Territorials, as 
follows :

“Living together In complete units at 
full strength, the Territorial troops must 
be gradually gaining that quality of co­
hesion which marks an army. Daily 
marches will harden them for the field.
Their officers are keen and intelligent and 
mny of them have studied war. What 
they are now acquiring is the confidence 
which comes from practice. But there 
is one other thing which is indispensable 
to give officers and men the spiritual 
quality which will enable them to emu­
late the achievement of the army now in 
France. That one thing Is the power to 
shoot straight. It is everything.

“The weapon with which the infantry 
soldier destroys his enemy is the 120 
bullets which he carries. The rifle is 
merely a machine for directing them.
Give a recruit a rifle and he will be 
afraid of it. When he fires it kicks him, 
and the bullets seem to go everywhere 
except to the particular point at which 
he thought he was aiming. A man in 
that condition is bound to be afraid when 
he hears the enemy’s bullets whistling 
past him in the air. He may hope that 
one of his bullets may hit an enemy, but 
in his heart he is quite sure that it will 
not. But let the recruit be quietly 
taught to handle the rifle; let him prac­
tice every day on the range, firing in 
every practice onlv a few deliberate

“Then comes the third stage. A group 
of men, each of whom has made himself

good shot, must be placed under a 
leader for the attack by bullets upon 
a group of targets. They must be extend­
ed, must advance towards the target as 
they would in battle, and halt from time 
to time to fire. In these conditions they 
will be disciplined by the fact that every 
shot means a bullet fired. This collec­
tive practice must aim at something 
more than mere steadiness ; it must con­
vince the soldiers of the value of control. 
A description of two exercises will illus­
trate what is meant. Suppose a squad 
of ten men with ten rounds apiece ad­
vancing from a distance of a thousand 
yards against a row of ten targets repre­
senting men lying down a few yards 
apart, and let each target be such that 
when hit it wiU fall down and disappear, 
the targets being numbered from one to 
ten. It is assumed that the men’s pre­
vious training has been such that each 
of them may be expected to hit his tar­
get with at least one of his ten bullets. 
In the first practice each man will aim 
every time at the target corresponding 
to his own number. When the ten rounds 
have been fired all ten targets should be 
down, but they will fall irregularly. In 
the second practice all the ten men will 
fire at the one target named by the 
leader, beginning with number one. In 
this case the targets will go down in 
orderly succession, one at each round. 
The men will then be asked to consider 
the frame of mind of the enemy repre­
sented by the targets, which kind of 
practice would be most likely to make an 
enemy's squad of ten men go 
They will say to themselves that any ten 
soldiers lying down and exposed to fire 
will expect some of their number to be 
hit So long as the hits are irregular 
each of them will trust to his luck and 
keep his place, hoping that his own turn

In this way the men of the practice 
squad will perceive the nature of the 
effect on the enemy’s spirit of a fire 
which is directed and controlled. A per­
fectly disciplined battalion would be 
which was accustomed to advance for a 
thousand yards In extended order, firing 
bullets at targets.

“All that is required to make the Ter­
ritorial force a first-rate army is daily 
practice with bullets against targets, be­
ginning with individual practice until 
that has produced its full results, and 
then going on to field firing by squads, 
by platoons and by companies. The 
only requisites are plenty of ammuni­
tion and plenty of ground. Ten rounds 
day per man for thirty days fired at­
tentively would put the infantry of the 
Territorial force at least on a level with 
the infantry of any Continental army. 
A second ten rounds a day for a second 
month would make them the best shoot­
ing troops in the world.

“These shooting practices properly ar­
ranged will occupy each company only 
a fraction of each day, the rest of the 
time is available for marching and for 
the various branches of instruction in 
evolutions and in field services*’’

Ottawa, Sept, 23.—Canadian manu­

facturers will share largely in contracts 
to be given overseas by the British Gov­
ernment, and possibly by some of her 
allies for food supplies, equipment and 
various articles of war.
