deliberation had failed to unite today the

‘. twelve men whih whom rests the fate of
Burton W. Gibson. When daylight filtered
into the room where the jury had epent
the night discussing whether or mot the
young New York lawyer murdered his
client, Mrs. Rosa Menshik Szabo, there
was no eign that they had agreed.

The difficulty the jurors encountered in
making up their minds was evidenced
early this morning when, after six hours’
of fruitless wrangling, they filed into the
court room &nd told Justice Tompkins
that they could not agree.

“You will retu-e, gentlemen.” directed
the court in reply, “and make another at-
tempt to find a verdict.”’

Gibson elouched down in his seat when
Foreman Hicks announced a disagreement.
‘Mrs. Gibson, whoee tears had been near
the eurface all day, buried her face in
her hands and wept alonud, shaking the
table with convulsive sobs. She sat there
- without moving long after the jury room
door had closed again on the jury.

During their stay in the court
room one juryman wanted to know
if it had to find - that Mre. Szabo
was | strangled to death in order to
return a verdict of conviction. He
was told yes. Another wanted the Szabo
will. It was given him. A third wanted the
letters the alleged victim sent to her home
in Awstria, and these too went back into
the little room behind the locked and
bolted doors.

Toronto, Nov. 26—An electric railroad
with lines stretching from Winnipeg to
Quebec and with seven:points of contact
with the great steam roads of the country
was .the future outlined for the Porcupine
Beit Electric Railwuy Company, at the first
meeting of its directors last night.

The company already has been granted a
charter permitting the construction and
operdation of 500 miles of road in Ontario
and has applied for charters to allow con-

struction of joining pieces of the line in
Quebec: and Manitoba. Thig winter the
first seventy-five miles of the road is to be
surveyed by eight parties, who are to be
sent out into the north country.

This ig to form the nucleus of the great-

est tonception of electric transport yet
brought within striking distance of achieved
fact in Canada. Within the provisions of
their Ontario charter the company already
has power to build the largest single sec-
tion of the great mew scheme; a line from
Larder City east to the Quebec boundary.
This will stretch west to Nipigon Bay,
giving a deep water harbor on Lake Su-
perior and coming in on the benefits of
the proposed Dominion government -pro-
jects.
From there the line will run west to
the Manitoba border to meet the construc-
tion east from Winnipeg to be covered by
the charter now applied for in the west-
ern province.

On the east and covered by the Quebee
charter will be a line runing from the
border 150 miles to a point on the G. T.
P transcontinental system and midway

to Mont Laurier, connecting there with
the C. P. R. to Montreal. A still further
pro:ectlon will run northeast to Quebec
city, passing close to Three Rivers.

Thus an electric railway will run from
Quebec to Winnipeg with lines running
through a country not served by any of
the three great tranecontinental eteam
roads, but with connectione with all of
them at least one point of junction.

In Quebec and in Ontario as far. west
as Nipigon, the line will run between that
of the G. T. P., and the C. P. R. from
there west it will lie between the lines of
the G. T. P. on the north and the C. N.
R. and the C. P. R. on the south, the lat-
ter again crossing the electric rond at a
point midway between the junction at
Nipigon and the Manitoba border. The
line from Nipigon to Winnipeg will be run
upon a survey made a few years ago by
Sir Sanford Fleming.

Winnipeg, Nov. 26—An application is to
be made to parliament for a charter for
Dominion Northwestern Railway Company
to construct’ a line from Regina to Red
Deer, Alberta, via Tuxford, on' the C. P.
R., with a branch north to Battleford.

Evudence All in Except Tﬁat of One Witness---
Magistrate Himself an The Stand - Clashes
Between Principals a Feature of The Proceed-

~ings

The investigation into the charges against
Hon. R. J. Ritchie, police magistrate, was
commenced ; this morning in the Probate
Court rooms in the Pugsley building. The
inquiry was conducted by Colonel J. Rus-
sell Armstrong, commissioner appointed by
the provincial government. J. A. Barry
appeared for the complainants and the
magistrate conducted his own defence.

The court room was crowded with spec-
tators who followed the case with deep
interest. At times the proceedings were
lively, there being some hot passages be-
tween the magistrate and the commissioner
and the counsel for the complainants. The
charges had to do with two sums of money
which it was alleged were paid into court
and had not been accounted for. The
magistrate’s explanation was that in both
cases the money had been held by the
counsel for the complainants and he vigor-
ously denied anything irregular in his con-
nection with the matters, the facts of
which he freely. admitted.

The court convened at eleven o’clock,
Commissioner J. Ruesell Armstrong, K.C.,
presiding.
ppinted clerk and stenographer and read
the commission authorizing the investiga-
tiom.

The Matters Set Out

Commissioner Armstrong read the peti-
tion of the complainants. The first was
that of Ernest Howes, of Bussex, butcher,
who said .that in August, 1911, while he
was proprietor, of the Park Hotel, he was
reported for a violation of the liquor law;
that he engaged E. 8. Ritchie ag his coun-
sel, instructing him to plead guilty; that
later he gave Mr. Ritchie $100 to pay t.he
| fine, gyhfoh_his counsel informed .
been struck agaimst him; that a !ottni‘ht
later he received a telephone message from
the police clerk to the effect that if he
did .not pay the $100 at once a commit-
ment. would be issued against him; that
he informed him that he had given the
money to his counsel; that later, when
he was preparing to léave the city, he saw
the magistrate. and the latter told him
that he could go away and need not worry
abeut the matter.

The petition of Peter David Lenihan re-
cited that, having been arrested in March,
1911, on a charge involving a fine of $100
be had engaged E. 8. Ritchie as his coun-
sel and on security of the latter he was
allowed to go to secure the money as a
further deposit for his appearance; that
he secured the money and paid it to the
magistrate at the latter’s house; that on
May 20 or 22 the case was dismissed; that
later, on two occasions, he applied to the
magistrate for the money but did not get
it, and that the last time he told the mag-
istrate that he would not ask again. He
prayed for the restitution of the money.

The commissioner then asked the police
magistrate what he had to say, and the
latter replied:—

“I say what I have always said. No
question about it. Not a doubt of it. It
is all correct. I just want to ask onme
question. I want to find out who is at the
bottom of this. :

The commissioner:— ‘We may deal with
that later. In the meantime, are you
guilty or not gmlty"”

The magistrate:— “What?”

The commissioner repeated the question
and the magistrate replied: “What do you
Remember
I am not a tyro. I have conducted investi-
gations for the government myself in other
times.”

After some dispute as to who should
call him, the magistrate wishing the com-
missioner to do so, the magistrate called
the witness. Mr. Haney told of going to
Lenihan and telling him' that Mr. Lanta-
lum wished to see him.

Magisirate Takes Stand

The magistrate then took the stand, and
in his own defence, made the following
statement:—

“lI swear that not one cent of these
moneys have ever found their way ingo
my pocket. I have been on the bench
twenty-three years and I defy anyone to
prove that I have ever stolen or misap-
propriated one cent.

“I have endeavored to treat all solici-
tors and attorneys alike, although the
contrary has been repofted to the gov-
ernment.

CALGARY GAMBLING JOINT

Hold up Seven Men and Relieve Them of Their

BRUSH,
HEAD OF GIANTS,
DIES IN'HIS CAR

Traveling West For Good Of
His Health, Succumbs
At Louisiana

HAD BEEN LONG TIME ILL

For Many Years a Sufferer From
Locomotor Ataxia---One of The
Most Prominent Men in Base-
ball — Son-in-Law Likely Suc-

cessor

Louisiana, Mo., Nov. 26—John T.
Brush, president of the New, York Nation-
al baseball team, died in his private car
Oceanic. here early this morning. He was
on his way west for his health. He had
suffered for years from locomotor ataxia.

Mr. Brush, who was hurried from New
York on Sunday night unconscious, died
between here and St. Louis on his way to
San Francisco.

New York, Nov. 26—The news of John
T. Brush's death was not unex
his family and friends here, The wea.lthy
owner of the New York National League
club had been at death’s door for eome
time and the long trip' to sunny Califor-
nia was decided upon a few days ago as a
last resort.

Mr. Brush, who was sixty-three years of :
age, had been a sufferer from locomotor
ataxia for many years. In 1910 he was
critically ill but after spending the winter
in Texas he came back to New York much
improved and took up his business affairs
again, His health continued to improve
until September 11, when he met with an
automobile accident in which he sustain-
ed a broken hip.

Realizing the gerious nature of his illness
Mr. Brush recently ordered a re-organiza-
tion of the New York club’s business af-
fairs. It is eaid that he practically gave
up hope of recovery at that time and ac-
cordingly put the club in the hands of
H. M. Hempstead, his son-in-law, assign-
ing the duties of secretary and treasurer
to R. H. McCutcheon in plice of Joseph
D. O’Brien and John Whalen.

In the. event of Mr, Brush’s death it was
said that Mr. Hempsiead would become
the principal owner.

John T. Brush was one of the most
prominent men in baseball long before he
established himself in this city. Hig first
leap into the limelight was made in 1880,
when he obtained a National League t'mn-
chise, for Indianapolis. In 1890 his fran-
chis¢ was transferred to Cincinnati and in
1902 he sold his holdings there and pur-
chased the New York club.

DAYS AR NEWS

Rieka, Mont¢negro, Nov. 25—A prolong-
ed council of war was held here yesterday.

The communica-
tion, while it declares that indulgence to-
ward such agitators would be a crime

{that the ‘government is animated by poli-
tical animus against the party itself, proof
of which, it says, can be found in the de-
cision of the government to liberate those
against whom there is not sufficient evi-
dence of guilt.

“Gentlemen of the jury,” he said, his
face beaming with joy, “in the name of
justice, truth and civilization, I & ;
you. ”

Ettor, the leader of the strike at I‘W
rence, addressed the jury: )

‘May it please the court,” he aud,
thank you not only for myself, but in the
name of my companions. I also feel 4
pelled to thank the court for the fair man-
ner in which this trial has beeh condy
ed. The thanks we offer is not only omf
but thanks in ;the name of the worﬁig
class.”

The trial of Joseph J. Ettor, mmbe:
the executive committée of the Indue-
‘trial Workers of the Warld; Arturo Giov-:
annitti, a socialist ‘writer of Broolﬂyn, uli
Joseph Caruso, a mill worker, came
in consequence of the strike in the fex-
tile mills in Lawrence, Mass., suddenly -
precipitated on January 12 last, and cq; 3
tinued for two months. ,_

Ettor and Giovannitti were accysed ‘¢
accessories before the .fact to the mﬂr&
of Anna Lopizo, who was killed in a
riot. The commonwealth maintained
they incited the riot, in which the woman/
met her death, by mﬂammltory apeecbq
io the stnkers. ‘Caruso was accused with
Salvatore Scuito, who never has been ap-
prehended with actual participation in tl!e
rmt

When ' the )nmﬁ hal leit the court u-
nounced to Caruso that there was another

assault, with weapon, with ¥
to Xdll, ‘.?nd Zﬁat ‘the court: would release
"him on his own recognizance.

Ettor and Giovannitti were also held o
another indictment charging them, together
with William D. Haywood -of the Indus-
trial Workers -of the World, and othm, |
with conspiracy to incite riot in the Law-
rence strike. On this they were released
on the bonds of $500 each.

The Lawrence strike leaders were then -
freed. from the prisoners’ cage and be-
seiged by a crowd of men and women in
the court room. ‘ The defendants and thex
attorneys held a jubilation meeting in th
court: room, ‘and a few minutes later,/ fol-
lowed by a cheering throng of mill work-
ers, they marched ' through the streets”
from the court house to the local office
of the Industrial Workers of the World,
where they remained for some time in '
jubilation, ;

Présent Act aFarce, Is Opinion
- of Mayor Gunn

A LIVELY MEETING

Loeks Like Putting it to the People
to Decide—Fifteen Licenses at
$1,000 Each is Suggestion of
His Worship

(Sydney Post.)
The liquor situation as it stands in Syd-
ney today was given a thorough overhaul-

. ing by the city fathers at council last even-

ing, and from the way they grappled with
the = situation, evidenced plainly that a
change was due’ shortly.

A resolution passed by a recent meeting
of Christ Church branch of the Church
(of England) Men’s Society, and which was

read before council last evening, was the

tit bit which set the ball rolling.

_ Put Question to People :

“Tt is time,” said His Worship, when
the reading of the resolution was conclud-
ed, “that the citizens of Sydney were
given a chance to vote for license or no
license. There is no doubt that condi-
tions in this cify are bad, but they are
the same as have always prevailed, and will
prevail under the present prohibm?n act.
Not only is public sentiment against it,
but the act itself is a farce, and may be

. broken at every turn. It 'is full of loop-

holes for the liquor seller. :
“So it is about time that the voice of
the people were heard through a plebiscite

“ as to whether license or no license is want-

ed. Then, if we find license is wanted,
we can draw up a drastic license act, to be
called let us suppose, the Sydney Temper-
ance Control Act, and let us send that to
the legislature at Halifax to be made law.
T feel sure that, if that body knows that
the greater majority of Sydney’s citizens
are behind it they cannot refuse.

“My idea of a good license law for Syd-
ney would be for fifteen licenses to be
granted, $1,000 to be the annual fee, all
liquor to be sold by the glass, and the lc-
ensed stores to have large plate glass front
windows; any man who sold without a
license to be sentenced to a term of twelve
months imprisonment without the option
of a fine; the owner of any premises rent-
ed for the alleged sale of liquor to be gim-
ilarly dealt with. If a man appeared in
the public court charged with drunken-
ness, he would be blacklisted, and no liquor
would ‘be allowed to be sold to him there-
after.

“That is, I think in brief, a workable law
and one which would serve to clean out
the ‘blind pigs’ from the city (for the lic-
cnsed dealers would help in this) and
good- liquor would be sold, instead of bad,
a8 at present.”

The council in general took up the discus-
sion. Alds. Martin and McLeod speaking

: on the side of prohibition.

Ald. McDonald thought that a commit-
{ee should be appointed from the council
to draft a good license law, or (as some
people eeem to be afraid of the word
Jicenge, then let us call it control or priv-
jlege.) Then, that could be submitted to
the people, and they might vote either for
prohibition or license. If they voted for

Non-Enforcement of Law %

Ald. Martin here spoke 3f the non-en-
forcement of the present law, and His
Worship pointed out many of its weak
points, !

“There is a large percentage of Sydney’s
population who will have liquor, and while
they have a thirst there will be. someone
to supply them, no matter how, drastic the
prohibitory act may be. Is it not bettef
to have a good control act, such as 1 have
suggested, and have good liquor gold, than
poison, as is now?”’

Ald. McDonald also spoke of the neces-
sity of considering the members of the for-
€ign element in Sydney. ‘“They have been
used to a diet of light wines and beer from
their childhood, almogt, but here, now, they
get nothing but poison whiskey. I should
think for their sakes alone a good license
law would be worth while.”

Here a wordy war ensued between Ald.
Martin and McDonald, the former taking
the stand that the foreign element was
only “a drunken bunch, anyway,” while
Ald. McDonald classed them as a hard-
working class of people, and ended the
squabble by saying “we were all foreigners
in Canada anyway.”

Ald. McLeod thought it possible for the
present law to be enforced. “The churches
are taking up the matter,””—he began.

“But,” said His Worship, “why don’t
they go about it in the right way. Christ
Church is the only one which has had
sense enough to put a resolution before us
in writing. Why don’t the others do the
same, instead of babbling away from a
pulpit. We would have a chance to con-
sider what they want, if they would come
to us in the right way.

Drastic License Law Favored

The majority of the council seemed fav-
orable to a drastic license law. Question-
ed, the mayor said, that while the Gothen-
burg system had worked well in Norway
and Sweden, he did not think it would
here. However, if the council decided to
draft an act, some good points might be
taken from it.

Ald. McDonald moved that a committee
be appointed to draft a good license law,
which would be placed before the people
to vote on, after which it could be sent to
Halifax, to be made law.

However, as some.of the members ask-
ed time to go into the matter fully, Ald.
McDonald agreed, :withdrew his motion,
and the matter was adjourned till next
night of meeting, when it will be finally
dealt with.

COLLEGE AND FARM

. In conmection with its extemsion work
KacDonald College has a number of re-
pruentatwes in Quebec counties whose
gask is to bring the college to the farmer.
In 1911 one of the first graduates of the
college was sent into the county of Hunt-
ingdon and opened an extensiop branch of-
§ice in the town of that name. This year
four more graduates were sent out to Mis-
gisquoi, Rouville, Sherbrooke and Pontiac
counties, each of them opening an office
in the chief town of the county. Their
work is to act as connecting links between
the college and the farmer, to distribute
jnformation, get into close touch with
the man on the farm, render practical ex-
pert assistance in his work, and conduct
_a progressive campaign of education and
organization. In the province of Ontario
the agricultural college at Guelph has been
doing this extension work for seven or
eight years, and has placed about thirty
of ite graduates in different parts of the
province to act as district representatives.
Each year the number is increased, the
intention being to have eventusally a repre-
centative in every county. It is recog-
nized that the great mass of the people
cannot go to college, and that their only
hope of advantage lies in this extension
work and in the practical illustrations of
better farming which it takes into every
community. It is a most valuable work,
and is\ so recognized throughout the United
States as well as in portions of Canada.

INTEMPERANCE
The temperance campaign in parts of
this province appears to be developing con-
siderable heat. It is by no means certain
that this will produce the best results. The
best way to conduct a campaign would
probably be to find out how far the ma-
jority of the people of a community were
prepared to go toward prohibition and be
really in earnest about it, and then pro-
ceed with as little friction as possible to
that point. The more of bitterness there
is injected into a campaign which relates
to a social custom of the people, the more
obstinate is the opposition and the less
likely is the citizen whose interest’ has not
been deeply aroused in the question to take
an active part. We are all familiar with
the kind of meeting which cheers and ap-
plauds a slashing speaker, who fiercely as-
sails his opponents, and which then goes
home perfectly satisfied with itcelf, and
not at all disposed to assume any responsi-
" bility in the.matter. Some three years
ago the temperance reform movement was
making decided progress in St. John. To
what extent ill-considered zeal may have
been responsible for an obvious change in
the situation it would perhaps not be wise
to attempt to estimate, but it ought to
be ciear that a moderate course firmly and
steadily pursued is most likely ie produce
gnod results.

Boston, Nov. 24—Fearing hard times as
a result of the coming change in the ad-
ministration, a throng of Italians left here
yesterday on the White Star Liner Cretic,
bound for Naples and Genoa. Nearly 1800
steerage passengers were on the liner, the
majority of them Italians. Among the
passengers there. were also about 100
Portuguese and some Greeks.

The day following election there was
a rush to secure passage on the steamer.
Out. of town agents of the line reported
applications from forty to fifty Italians
a day for several days. The Italians
said they feared they would be thrown
out of work now that a democratic presi-
dent ‘had been ¢lected, but could give mo
reason for their belief. Most of them
withdrew their savings from the banks
and it is estimated that the passengers
leaving here on the liner took out of the
country fully $200,000. Entire families
went back to their old homes to spend the
remainder of their days.

General Michael Savoff, whose daring
and victorious leadership is just now at-
tracting world-wide atténtion, has always
enjoyed the reputation of being one of
Bulgaria’s strong men. Abroad his exist-
ence was hardly suspected; but in his
country, people had beén long accustomed
to see in him the future Commander-in-
Chief of the Bulgarian ‘mobilized legions.
Even before the distribution of the higher
commands had been announced, public
opinion had already vested the supreme
post in his hands. For once civil and
military circles proved of one mind, and
never wasé an appointmenf greeted with
greater unanimity. i

To those who know the Bulgakian gene-
ralissimus * and have ‘followed 'his past
career, all this was in perfect accord with
the fitness of things. During a period of
some twenty-five years General Savoff had
passed through a variety of searching
tests, and had come out with an enhanc-
ed reputation. He had in turn occupied
nearly all the important positions in the
Bulggrian army, and had everywhere dis-
played the same high qualities as leader
and organizer. As far back as 1885, when
he was still a young captain, the respon-

— |sibilities of a general were thrust upon

him, and as commander of the left wing
of the Bulgarian army at the battle of
Slivnitza he proved himself a brave lead-
er no less than a consummate tactician.

As Leader of Men

A few years later, when the all-powerful
Stambouloff was looking for & man to un-
dertake the task or reorganizing the Bul-
garian army, his/choice fell upon Savoff,
who, as Minister of War, endowed the
then Principality with a military force in
cenformity with all the modern require-
ments. Bulgaria was then  traversing
stormy days, and dangers threatened the
country on all sides. The ambition of the
two ministers 'was to inaugurate an inde-
pendent national policy; and the success
of these efforts could only be ensured by
making of Bulgaria a military factor that
could not be safely neglected.

Soldiers were then also politicians; and
General Savoff, who had quarrelled with
the dictator, was temporarily driven into
private life, dragging in his fall the omni-
potent premier. He had, however, made his
mark as a first-rate organizer, and his re-
instatement in 1897 as commander of one
of the eastern divisions was an act of
justice. Here he was to win fresh titles,
which soon secured for him the enviable
position of head of the Military Academy
in Sofia. For a man who was born a
leader of men there could be nothing
more attractive than the delicate mission

'| of training future leaders; and to the per-

formance of his new duties he brought the
same enthusiasm and energy which had
digtinguished his former work. He seemed
to instil a new life into that institution,
and to impart to his pupils the same rest-
less activity which forms the prineipal
trait of his own character.

A Maker of Armies

In the meanwnile, events had been fast
developing in the Balkans, and doubts be-
gan t6 be expressed in many quarters that
the Bulgarian army was not equal to the
work which it might any moment be

RESTORED T0 FRANCE

Paris, Nov. 26—A relic which decided
the fate of empires and the lives of mil-
lions has just heen presented by the
Grand Duke Nicholas Michaelovitch of
Russia to the historical collection at Mal-
maison.

Sir Ernest Cassel's Unending Tni-

. bute of Love for His Dead

London, Nov. 16--All his friends and re-
lations are geared up _to great  anxiety
ebout the ‘aged Duke of Grafton, Quite
recently, as you may remember, he broke
hig leg for the second time, a dangerous
accident for so old a man, and one that
sometimes -is not recovered from as the
bone will not knit. Then last year he lost

This is the young Earl of Ipswich, the
eldest son of the duke’s heir and the fu-
ture duke, but more |generally known
among his pals, who are many, as Bill
Fitzroy, the name he, too, prefers. : After
kis ordinary school and college. life, he
studied for a time at an agricultural ¢ol-
lege in Kent and there gained.an appoint-
ment -as surveyor in Kgypt. While he
was in Egypt he met and fell in love with
an exceedingly pretty girl, and a real nice
one, too, a “topper,” as Bill Fitzroy de-
scribed her, but—only the daughter of a
civil engineer. ‘And this is young Ips-
wichls heinous bffence in the eyes of his
aged forbear.

school -trustees yesterday afternoon at the
meeting of ‘the city commisstoners, Mayor
Frink said that the expenditure for school

and if the teports were true the teachers
appear to be put on starvation wages,
but it ‘would seem with the large expendi-
ture*that the teachers shouldebe getting
‘more than at present:

He pointed ‘out that about ome-quarter
of the total assessment is being used for
school purposes.

Mayor Frink quoted the amounts collect-
ed for schoel purposes during the laat

crease had beem at the rate of nearly 50
per cent or from $108,004 in 1905, to
$153,728 in 1912, ;

Commissioner Schofield explained that
with the great demand at present on the
treasury there was a need of much more
money than at present available. The
commissioners have been considering the
matter and the best they can see is an in-
creased valuation of $2,000,000 which means
a revenue of $40,000. With the new
streets mecessary and additions to  the
water and sewerage there would have to
be a curtailment somewhere during the
next year. :

Mayor Prink aleo brought up the sub-
ject of the west side improyements: as
undertaken by the C, P. R. He pointed
out that the railroad had constructed a
erib work from below Blue Rock around to
Protection street, and that the site of the
elevator was on land formerly ownmed by
the city, but given to the federal govern-
ment in exchange for another strip. From
Blue Rock west there is a strip 400 feet
wide reserved, and this was to be ueed af
any time for entrance of other railways
into the berts that may be built, along the
shore. The agreement between the city
and the government provided for the leav-
ing of a proper entramce near the head
of Protection street so thgt other railways
might be able at any' time to gain access
to the wharves.

The commissioners thought that ~the
terms of the agreement were being violat-
ed as the building of the new elevator
would practieally cut off the entrance to
the 400 foot strip, excepting from the west.
The present plans call for the building
of berths 700 feet long, but Mayor Frink
suggested yesterdsy that as 1,000 foob
docks were being built in New York, 300
feet be taken from the neutral strip and
the berths extended to 1,000 feet.

The mayor is to communicate with the
proper department in regard to the terms
of the agreement between the city and
the government and call attention to the
violation of its terms.

The report of the audit of the accounts
of the board of school trustees as sub-
mitted by Adam P. Macintyre, city comp-
troller #nd auditor, showed that the state-
ment of assets and liabilities as submit-
ted to the commissioners was correct. No
debentures had matured during the year.
The sinking fund held by the board on

or dry docks, ‘warehouses, elevators and
railways in comnection with the harbor,
and all tidal lands within the harbor lim-
its shall be- under its jurisdiction.

Further, the commission may construct
and operate tracks and harbor lines and
may make agreements with railroads, af-
fordfhg all companies whose lines reach the
harbor equal facilities for traffic. Laws
governing the harbor not,contrary to laws
existing or the jurisdiction of the corpora-
tion, may be enacted, fairways, special an-
choruges, ete., regulnted and the naviga-
tion of the harbor will be generally man-
aged by the commission. The harbor mas-
'ter will be appointed by the commission.

Rates’ will be levied at discretion upon
all goods landed or shipped in the harbor,
moved by rail. on the harbor tracks, ex-
cepting military supplies. Powers will be
gnen the ‘commission. to borrow such mon-
ies as are necessary to carry on its work,
and debentures ‘may, be issued to cover
such loans.. The governor-in-council may
advance funds necessary to complete the
harbor  works, Halmge disputes will be
heard by the commission and all wreckage
or flotsam dealt with. Upon certain con-
ditions the commission may seize vessels
or goods, the detention being effected upon |,
order of any judge or magistrate having

SERVN WAR CHEF WHO
FGHTS FROM BATH CHAR

General Putnik’s Active Soldiering
Days Past, But a Brilliant Or-
ganizer—GCreatest Dread Now
‘Draughts _

Belgrade, Nov, 24—A crabbed, -whéezy
hypochondriac in a cushioned armechair, a
shawl on his knees, a"muffler round his
throat, with a chart on'the table before
kim, a cup of black coffee in his hand—
that is General Putnik, the organizer of
the Servian plan of campaign.

His active soldiering days are long past.
He has made three campaigns, and was a
brilliant leader’in his time. He is out of
touch with the new generation, and his ac-
quaintance with existing - conditions - is
drawn from interviews: with responsible
military experts here in his own overseat-
ed room.

One long glance at the face of his visit-
or and his eyes are not again lifted from
the chart. A few, a very few, questions,
fewer notes, figures mostly scribbled in the
margin in a nervous, hurried hand, and he
relapses into inactivity, apparently obliv-
ious of his visitor or the visitor’s remarks.

There is no formal close to the inter-
view. Whether the one:voiced colloquy be
carried on for half an hour or two min-
utes, there is no .sign of weariness. or in-
terest in-the torpid attitude of the general.
A faint grunt shows -his acquiescence as
the visitor rises to withdraw, and as the
door opens he draws h)s rug more -closely
round him.

The general has a horror of draughts.

General Putnik is a purely Servian pro-
duct. He was in his youth devoted to ma-
thematics and metallurgy. His active car-
€er in the army was terminated some year
ago ‘when he retired as a colonel to give® '
himself up with passion to the study of
war tactics.

He was induced to leave his retirement,
and promoted t6 the rank of general.
Then as minister of war he contributed

jvastly to the 1eorgumzatlon of the Ser

vian army.
