But to come to the Tower. It was 

built, as is generally known, in 1812, by 
the soldiers qf the 104th Regiment, who 
carried the>rocks of which it is 
etructed from the beach in wheelbar­
rows—a hard enough walk for the ai - 
erage citizen of today. War, however, 
never tested the walls of the tower, and 
after being allowed to lie neglected for 
a long period It was taken over by the 
provincial government and is now valued 
as one of the few landmarks of the 
troublous times of years ago.

“He 
has shown in his works of fiction a re­
markable power of getting “inside the 
skin of a character,” the newspaper add­
ed, “and we shall look forward with the 
greatest interest to a novel of gipsy-life 
and thought.”

Now the “Globe” has received a char­
acteristically vitriolic message from Wells 
written on a postcard, denouncing the 
little paragraph as “an entirely unjusti­
fiable libel.” Wells demands a contradic­
tion, and the “Globe” apologizes hum­
bly, doubtless with jts tongue in its 
cheek. A few weeks ago I ventured to re­
mark, appropos of the now-healed breach 
between Wells and Shaw that the form­
er could be made terribly wroth by 
extremely little. This is a case in point.

Of thé sixteen candidates, Mau­
rice Hewlett got the Smallest number of 
votes, 85. Of course Kipling ought to 
have had the laureàtêship ; equally, of 
course, he would have had it had a Lib­
eral administration not been in office, 
whereas he is a dyed-in-the-wool Tory.

Meanwhile another test of the com­
parative popularity of the two writers 
occurred to me. I have turned up both 
the two best known dictionaries of quo­
tations,—“Bartlett” and “Benham," and 
neither of them seems ever to have heard 
of the new laureate. The most recent 
of these volumes gives thirty-one pages 
from Kipling, sixty-seven from William 
Watson, twelve from Henry Newbolt, 
and thirteen from Ttibmas Hardy.

LEST WE FORGET
When Hon. Wm. Pugsley became the 

representative of St. John in the par­

liament of Canada and in the cabinet 
f Sir Wilfrid Laurier, he began at once 

to develop a transportation policy which 
brought the port of St. John into its 
proper relation with the transportation 
system of the country. He prevailed 
upon the government to take ovey the 
work of constructing wharves in St. 
John harbor, which had previously been 
carried on at enormous cost by the city 
Itself. He developed a comprehensive 
plan of wharves and warehouses for the 
west side of the harbor, and the work of 
dhedging and wharf building was car­
ried on without delay. Dr. Pugsley also 
took up the development of the eastern 
harbor of St. John, and although he 
had to meet the sneering assertions of 
some St. John men of influence, that 
it would take forty years to develop a 
harbor at Courtenay Bay, he was able 
to prevlil upon the government to pro­

ceed with the development work, add 
when the government of which he was 
a member went out of power, not only 
had tenders been received for the con­
struction of harbor works at Courtenay 
Bay, hut for the establishment of a 
shipbuilding plant there, During all this 
period it was not found necessary for 
the citizens of St. John to hurry dele­
gations to Ottawa, send urgent telegrams 
or see the port losing trade because of 
a lack of facilities to handle It. The 
development of the port was in full pro­
gress, and the city had at Ottawa a 
representative who was able to secure 
recognition of Its just claims.

It is unfortunate for St John and for 
the trade of the country that Hon. Mr. 
Pugsley is not now St. John’s represent­
ative in a government at Ottawa led by 
Sir Wilfred Laurier.

We find that this system gen­
erates trouble and dissatisfaction, and 
the general feeling at the present time is 
in favor of one body, either a council or 
a board of control. My own view is 
that we should appoint expert commis­
sioners to transact the business of the 
city and pay them a handsome remun­
eration for their trouble.”

' Phone Mali 1339 • 137 Charlotte St.The citizens of Bangor are much con­
cerned over the invasion by the brown- 
tall moth. Each summer for some years 
past has witnessed a flight of these 
moths, but nothing to compare with the 
great numbers which have come this 
year, and threatened the trees as never 
before in the history of the state. It is 
recognized that steps must be taken to 
destroy their nests before the young 
q^es are hatched out next year. The di­
rector of the University of Maine experi­
mental station points out that not) only 
will trees be ruined, but people will be 
affected with an itch which is caused 
by the hairs of the caterpillar. He says:

“The brown-tails are threatening the 
trees of Maine as never before. Prompt 
action is necessary. A campaign against 
the brown-tail must be waged this year 
If we are to avoid- the denuding of our 
foliage next spring, and the wide-spread 
prevalence of the brown-tail itch. Many 
people are now troubled with an itch 
from the moths, but this is a minor in­
fection compared with the itch that 
comes from the hairs of the caterpillars 
In the spring. They are then so plenty 
that it Is not necessary to be exposed 
to the caterpillars ; the hairs fly around 
in the air, and everyone Is liable to the 
disease. For instance one family in 
Massachusetts got the brown-tail itch 
from their clothes that had been hanging 
on the line, and were contaminated with 
the brown-tail hairs.” ,

The director points out that there is 
another Important reason for universal 
action on the part of the people of 
Maine to destroy the brown tail moths, 
and that Is that the summer resort busi­
ness will be hurt if the pest is allowed 
to flourish. Thousands of nests of the 
brown-tail have been allowed to develop 
In the state, and .they are found in elm 
trees as well as in apple trees.

The conditions which exist in Ban­
gor this summer may exist in St. John 
à year or two hence. It is therefore of 
the utmost importance that every effort 
should be made to discover and destroy 
the nests of the brown tails wherever 

r they may be found.

(Moncton Transcript)

Tlie Hon. Mr. Emmerson, M. P„ re­
turned to Moncton this afternoon, on the 
Boston train, so-called, after an absence 
of about three weeks, a portion of the 
time beinfC spent in Ontario and the rest 
in the United States.

“I am not surprised,” he said to a 
Transcript representative, “at the acute 
condition of things prevailing on the In­
tercolonial railway, as I have for some 
months anticipated just such results. I 
have for a long time feared that the in­
fluence of the Canadian Pacific with the 
present government would become so 
powerful that the eompanÿ would work 
the ‘oracle’ to the point of securing, if 
not the Intercolonial itself, such privi­
leges in the shape of rights as would 
be tantamount to the acquisition of the 
railway which perhaps would be the 
easiest method for the C. P. R. to ac­
quire the people’s road, as it would not 
involve an outlay of any captial expend­
iture.

"I was in sympathy," he said, “with 
the minister of railways in securing one 
general manager rather than the contin­
uance of the board of management, 
which I had always opposed; but when 
I learned that the general manager was 
chosen from the ranks of the C. P. R. 
officials, I feared the worst. The salary 
paid that gentleman is altogether out of 
proportion to the mileage of the Inter­
colonial, as compared with some of the 
great railway systems of the United 
States, which are justified in paying 
very large salaries. The Intercolonial is 
but a small railway comparatively, and 
it Seems to me that the minister would 
have acted wisely if he had chosen one 
of our own bright young men and given 
him a trial rather than to have gone 
seeking a head from private railway 
corporations.

“My fears were greatly increased when 
I found that the government was also 
importing officials to- fill other high po­
sitions. The time has come, when the 
men who have long been in the employ 
of the Intercolonial, could make a great­
er success in these high positions than 
any importation. Everything points to 
the fact that an effort is being made to 
officer the I. C. R. with officials, who 
are prejudiced against a government 
owned and operated system, and who 
are in symapthy with the competing pri­
vate railway systems in Canada, and I 
will miss my guess very much if within 
the two years during which Mr. Gutelius 
lias been loaned by the C. P. R. to the 
government, a running right agreement 
is not completed between Sir Thomas 
Shaughnessy and his loaned official, the 
general manager of the Intercolonial, 
that wquld not be wholly unsatisfactory 
to the president of the Canadian Pacific.

“That being accomplished, possibly 
Mr. Gutelius will have served his day 
and generation and be in a position to 
return to his former employers. The 
end that they haVi in view, as T believe, 
would be accomplished. I'have not been 
long enough at home to acquaint myself 
with the particulars as to the labor diffi­
culties and without heafjpg fit first hand 
the case for the labor-men, I would 
prefer not to speak lit present, as I 
might unwittingly do injustice; but I 
have learned enough to satisfy me that 
everything that is being done by the 
govemmen is in accordance with a care­
fully prepared plan to dismantle the In­
tercolonial as a government operated 
system.”

Somewhat similar is the complaint 
made by the “lawful men” of the County 
of Middlesex, which takes in most of 
London. The higli courts of justice are 
situated in London and much the great­
er part of the litigation for the whole 
of the country "is tried in them. Mid­
dlesex must supply the. juries 
high court, so that, in "iddition to set­
tling the troubles of their own neigh­
bors, the men of Middlesex have to 
judge between the citizens of Liverpool 
and Birmingham and other places of 
which they knbw nothing. It is hard to 
see how, if the jury system is to be re­
tained at all, this can be avjmjed, for It 
would obviously be a greate;*irdship to 
compel men from YorkshirEvmd Lan­
cashire, for instance, to traveWo Lon­
don to serve on a jury. ™

Particularly severe criticism-ris level­
ed at what is known here as the “spec­
ial" jury. As stated, the qrdinary or 
“petit" jury is composed of men living 
in houses of the value of $150 a year 
or more. Litigants who want a more in­
telligent jury have the privilege of de­
manding a special jury whose members 
must live in houses rented at $1,000 or 
more. But in England the great major­
ity of persons living in $1.000 houses are 
publicans, because the value of their 
liquor license monopoly adds a fictitious 
value to their premises and the result 
is that most special juries are juries of 
publicans and in many cases less intel­
ligent than petit juries. Add to (his the 
fact that most publicans are Tories and 
you can imagine the plight of a Liberal 
candidate for parliament, for instance, 
who sues before such a jury for dam­
ages for a campaign libel.

Then there is the coroner’s jury. If 
you are walking along the street and a 
man taps you on the shoulder and tells 
you the coroner wants you, go along 
with him. The coroner does not want 
to “sit on” you. He merely wants you

Not a little perturbation has been 

caused in banking circles by a decision 
recently arrived at in a check forgery 
case. A customer of a certain bank, find­
ing that his account had been consider­
ably depleted by a series of forgeries on 
the part of a clerk extending over three 
years, brought en action against the 
bank for the recovery of the money. It 
was argued for the defence that the bank 
had periodically sent the pass book to 
the customer, properly balanced, with 
the cancelled checks, for the express pur­
pose of his examination, and that he 
had returned the pass-book without any 
comment and kept the checks.

This, contended the bank, constituted 
a settled account between them and the 
customer, and the fact that the forgeries 
continued for such a time was really 
due .to the negligence of the customer, 
who should have examined his pass­
book and cancelled checks each time 
they were sent to him. Had he done so 
the forgeries would have been discovered 
earlier.
One Safeguard

The judge held, however, that there is 
no duty on a customer to examine his 
pass book and that the bank is respon­
sible in such circumstances for any de­
ficiency in the account arising from for­
gery. Until the law is altered this de­
cision is likely to stand, and it is sug­
gested that in order to safeguard them­
selves banks Should follow the practice 
of most country banks and send a form 
for their customers to sign acknowledge- 
ing the correctness of the balance.

In the meantime it is not, perhaps, 
without interest to note the various pre­
cautions which should be adopted in or­
der to safeguard against forgery, 
pointed out by the ‘Times’ that the most 
successful forger of checks is the con-1 
fidential clerk. It is he who, in a large 
business, usually compares the pass-book 
and the returned checks with the coun­
terfoils, and who thus has an opportu­
nity for committing a series of forgeries 
extending over a long period of time 
without detection. Eventually no doubt 
the offender is caught. Some day vfhen 
he is on a holiday, or when he is ill, or 
when it occurs to some partner, or di­
rector more particularly to investigate 
the state of the banking account, an en­
try will cause suspicion, the clerk is 
asked for an explanation, confesses, and 
is sent to jail.

It is, of course, only by a system of 
elaborate checking and counter-checking 
that such forgery can be prevented. At 
the same time, there are several precau­
tions which might be more generally ob­
served by bank customers, rendering the 
task of the forger even more difficult 
than it is now.
Careless Customers

As a well-known bank manager said 
to the writer a few days ago, people are 
extraordinarily careless in drawing 
checks. They cross them with rubber 
stamps, fill in the amounts with type­
writing or loose, sprawling handwriting, 
leave their check books lying around, 
and fail to observe the simplest bank 
rules, and are then surprised at the ex­
tent of the forgeries which go on.

There are eight rules whic hall bank 
depositors shuold be careful to observe:

1. Mark checks not to exceed a defi­
nite amount.

2. Write the amount in figures close 
together.

S.Never use rubber Stamps of any 
kind.

4. Write plainly in the best ink.
5. Remmeber that flourishes are eas­

ily imitated. It is the plain, bold signa­
ture which forgers avoid copying.

6. Advise banker of all big cheeks.
7. Mark checks “Not negotiable.”
8. Keep your check book always lock­

ed up.
It is assisting the forger all you can 

to fill in the amounts in typewriting. 
Typewriting is s, easy to erase and the 
same remark applies to crossing by rub­
ber stamps. When crossing a check care 
should be taken that it is crossed boldly 
with deep black lines.
An Ingenious Dodge

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Iondon, July 10—Trial by jury in 

England is in the melting pot, and no 
one can now tell how that institution 
which patriotic British orators have 
been in the hahit of alluding to as “the 
palladium of our British liberty,” will 
emerge. There are a lot of people, and 
among them an uncommonly large num­
ber of judges, lawyers and other experts 
who would like to see it suppressed al­
together, but it is hardly likely that the 
man in the street, who has a deep-rooted 
distrust of the expert will consent. At 
the same time he is deeply dissatisfied 
with the system which compels him to 
give np days and sometimes weeks of 
his time to listening to other people’s 
troubles, so it is not unlikely he will 
agree to some compromise severely cur­
tailing the system.

The first step in changing any old es­
tablished law or custom in England is 
to appoint a royal commission to take 
testimony and report on it. That was 
done in the case of the jury system in 
December, 1911, and the commission 
has pust published its report. This 
mission was presided over by Lord 
Mersey, who had charge of the Titanic 
investigation.

What he thinks of juries in criminal 
cases may be judged from a remark 
which he is said to have made at a 
gathering of lawyers. It was:—

“If I were placed on trial for a crim­
inal offence and had my choice, I would 
choose a trial by jury if I were guilty, 
for then I might get off, bnt if I were 
innocent I should strongly prefer to en­
trust my life and liberty to a judge."

More vigorous but much to the same 
effect was the address made by a famous 
Scottish judge to a jury who had just 
brought in a verdict of “Not guilty” in 
a murder trial.

“Gentlemen of the jury,” said the 
judge, “if ever it should be my misfor­
tune to commit a murder and be placed 
on trial for my life I pray God that I 
shall be tried before twelve such asses 
as yourselves.”
The Jury System ,

The first step of jhe royal commission 
on the jury system was to try to dis­
cover the origin of the system, but in 
this case thq'Vffort was not particularly 
successful. Popular legend credits its 
invention to Alfred the Great, but the 
commission found that there were traces 
of it before the time of thç Romans.
Blackstone calls it "a trial that hath 
been used time out of mind in this na­
tion and seems to have been coeval with 
the first civil government thereof.”

It is clear, however, that when the 
Normans came they found the jury sys­
tem in ful swing and they adopted it 
and developed it. At first, however, it 
was rather an assemblage of witnesses— 
of a man’s neighbors who knew of their 
own knowledge all the facts in the case 
and were called to assist the kinÿs judge 
in doing justice. Especially in civil 
cases the jurors were ipen of local 
knowledge and high character who were 
sworn to speak the truth and they were 
known as ‘sworn recognitors.” They 
did no more than agree on a state of 
facts and swear to it, and the judge 
formed his opinion and gave his verdict 
on the evidence.
".Gradually the jurors lost thçir char­

acter as witnesses. This was due to the 
process known as “afforcement,” which 
was applied when the jurors felt they 
had not sufficient information. They 
were then empowered to “afforce,” or 
add to their number, persons who had 
the necessary knowledge, and gradual­
ly the afforced jurors became separated 
from the uniform jurors, who assumed 
the semi-judicial character they now 
hold.

The reason for most of the present 
complaint against the jury system as 
an instrument of justice is that life is 
much more complicated than in the 
days when any twelve “lawful men” of 
the village could be relied on to know 
all about any of the problems w'hich 
might be brought before them. The 
clauses of a charter party, for in­
stance, are often so involved that they 
puzzle skilled admiralty lawyers and yet 
common juries in the City of London;' 
made up of small shop-keepers, carev 
takers and such persofts are daily call­
ed on to interpret them.
The Crippen Case

In murder trials, too, common juries 
are compelled to dçcide between the con­
flicting statements of scientific experts.
In the case of Crippen, for instance, who 
was hanged for the murder of his wife, 
the identification of the fragments of 
Mrs. Crippen’s body depended wholly 
on whether a mark oh a couple of square 
inches of skin was a scar from an old 
operation or a crease caused by the skin 
being folded when it was buried in the 
cellar of Crippen’s house. One set of 
experts s-vore that the arrangement of 
the cells proved it to be a scar and the 
other swore just as positively that it 
was a crease. The jurymen peered at 
it through a microscope, looked wise 
and plumped for the scar and Crippen 
was hanged. In this case no one believes 
that a mistake was made, but if the jury 
in their wisdom had decided for the 
crease theory—which was just as strong­
ly supported by experts as the theory 
they accepted—Crippen would have been 
alive today.

Another serious cause of complaint, 
this time not from the lawyers, but 
from the public, is the waste of time 
involved for tlie man who is unfortun­
ate enougli to be summoned on a jury.
Some one in the sheriff’s offer takes the 
tax books and picks out at random 
names of persons who occupy houses 
worth more than $150 a year. He chooses Rev. H. Pierce, 
two or three times as many as will be 
needed to provide for all emergencies, 
and the unfortunates thus summoned 
must attend at court. When a jury is 
selected, if the ease is likely to be a 
long one, the judge tells the men who 
are chosen that they may go, but that 
they must return next day or next week 
as the ease may hr. The men chosen 
may be detained for a day or a month 
listening to evidence which is of no in- Rev. Geo. Earle.

He sends his officer 
into the street to pick up the first twelve 
men he meets, and if you happen to be 
one of them you are in for a week of 
work.

The commission does not see its way 
at present to abolish trial by jury alto­
gether, but it does advise that in the 
majority of civil cases it might well be 
dispensed with. It also advises the cre­
ation of one class of jurymen only and 
some fair system of rotation in sum­
moning jurors—and, what will be most 
appreciated by the jurors, it advises that 
they be paid for their services.

The reading of this 
document, discovered by Wilde’s self- 
appointed literary executor among Ills 
effects, and, though addressed to me, be­
queathed by him to the Britisli Muesum 
with the stipulation that it should not 
lie made public until 1960, told power­
fully against me, as I was not able to 
bring out facts which' would have de­
prived that document of all its force. 
However, that action had the result 
which I hoped to gain when I brought 
it, for it revealed for the first time the 
whole case of my detractors, knowing 
which, I can now proceed to demolish it 
with proofs.
Charges a Plot

“In my book I shall make a full state­
ment regarding the mistaken attitude to­
wards me, afterwards acknowledged by 
Wilde, which prompted the writing of 
the unpublished part of ‘De Profundis, 
and of his own attitude toward it after 
he came out of prison. I also shall re­
veal the details of a deliberate plot, in­
spired by desire for revenge, to vilify 
me while living and to besmirch mÿ 
name and memory when I was dead, a 
plot engineered by persons of some 
supposed standing in the literary world 
and carried out remorselessly.

“Of all those who surrounded Oscar 
Wilde,” Lord Alfred went on, “I prac­
tically alone maintained a disinterested 
attitude. Time after time since his 
•death I have been approached with of­
fers of my own price for a book about 
Wilde, but invariably I have refused to 
consider such offers. Of course, those 
who made them hoped for the material 
for fresh scandals, whereas the associa­
tion between -Wilde and myself was the 
friendship of two literary men, and no­
thing more. Why, I asked myself, 
should I tell the world of what passed 
between us? Why rake up a past that 
was being forgotten ? I have sat silent 
under countless attempts to blackmail 
me while enemies have been engaged in 
blackening my name, merely taking legal 
steps, and always before successfully, 
when statements reflecting on me were 
made in books with any literary preten­
sions. The revelation of a plot to de­
fame me after my death is, however, too 
much for flesh and blood, and has goad­
ed me at last into abandoning my policy 
of silence.

“The story of my acquaintance with 
Wilde,” Lord Alfred went on, “will be 
told in detail, and the picture I shall* 
draw of him will differ vastly from the 
mythical figure that has been cortjured 
up by biographers who either did not 
know him at all or who had barely a 
nodding acquaintance with him. I shall 
be able to tell a great number of sayings 
and anecdotes of Wildq which have not 
befote been printed, and I shall throw 
an entirely new light upon his own at­
titude towards his various works. In 
this connection I may say that he felt 
something like contempt for his own 
‘Ballad of Reading Gaol,’ which was 
written almost entirely at my villa at 
Naples, and in which, he declared, he 
was ‘bordering bn the realm of George 
R. Sims.’ There will also be a chapter, 
which I think will prove rather a stag­
gering one, on that much discussed 
work, ‘The Picture of Dorian Gray,’ 
which Wilde deserbed as "poisonous, but 
perfect likewise a full account of my 
relations with the Wilde circle, which 
included Verlaine, Walter Pater, Dr. 
Warren, John Addington Symons, Zola, 
Daudet, Whistler, John Davidson, W. E. 
Henley, William Morris, De Maupassant, 
Huysmans, Sir Henry Irving, Sarah 
Bernhardt, Marcel Sehwob and a host of 
other celebrities.

I he 
man who, as Oscar Wilde’s most inti­
mate and best-loved friend, knew him 
better than anybody else ever did, and 
whose name, since Wilde’s downfall, has 
been coupled with his in evil notoriety, 
at last is going to tell the full story of 
their acquaintance in a book "which, 
•when published, Is likely to provide one 
of the biggest literary sensations of re­
cent years.

This book, which its author declares, 
will reveal Wilde in an entirely new 
light, will be, he asserts, the first bio­
graphy of Wilde that has been written 
by ope who had his confidence, or who, 
by the remote^ chance, would have 
been selected by him as his Boswell. In­
cidentally Lord Alfred lays claim to the 
distinction of being about the only bio­
grapher of Oscar Wilde in whose arms 
the author of “Lady Windermere’s Fan” 
did not die.

It will not be surprising, by the way, 
If one of the bitterest and most sensa­
tional controversies in literary annals 
follows the publication of Lord Alfred’s 
book, for in it he will make some pretty 
severe comments on the administration 
of Oscar Wilde’s literary estate by the 
writer, who, according to Lord Alfred, 
constituted himself Wilde’s executor 
without a shadow of authorization from 
Wilde, who left no will.

In this connection, too, Lord Alfred 
will tell for the first time what he 
claims to be the secret history 
suppressed portion of Wilde’s “De Pro­
fundis,” the passionate human document 
written by Wilde in prison, which was 
addressed by him to Douglas. This was 
first' made public in the libel action re­
cently brought by Lord Alfred against 
Arthur Ransome, an English writer, and 
to gain possession of it the former has 
already begun proceedings against the 
authorities af the British Museum, to 
whom it was handed over without his 
knowledge.
Jlht Trial Recalled

Lord Alfred Douglas, who was twenty 
one when first he met Oscar Wilde, and 
Is now forty-two is the second son of 
the 8th Marquis of Queensbury, and 
the younger brother of thé present mar­
quis. It was the effort made by his fath­
er to put an end to Lord Alfred’s friend­
ship with Oscar Wilde that led to the 
famous trial which ended in the latter’s 
Imprisonment and disgrace,- The two 
men first met in 1892, or while Lord Al­
fred Douglas, who already had become 
known as a poet, was still am under­
graduate at Magdalen College, Oxford. 
For the three years that intervened be­
fore the exposure that wrecked Wilde’s 
career the young sonneteer and the bril­
liant dramatist and poet, then at the

No doubt, had the 
demand for recognition of the Agricul­
tural Laborers’ Union been dropped at 
an earlier stage, the way would have 
been paved for an understanding on a 
friendly basis, but as long as it was 
kept as a primary article in the condi­
tions laid down, the farmer was pre­
cluded from negotiating.

It would be easy to magnify the im­
portance of this local strike,, which hat 
been carried on-ijn a part of the coun­
try where labor on-"the whole is remun­
erated on quite a goon basis'‘’She-Cfist 
of living has undoubtedly risen and so 
have wages, but the point of issue ap­
parently has been that the laborer’s 
work has not been rewarded propor­
tionately to the increased cost of the 
daily necessaries of life. No doubt the 
fact that labor is scarce in the neighbor­
hood of great, industrial towns has sug­
gested that strike methods might prove 
more successful there than they would 
in purely agricultural districts.

Farmers have complained very bitter­
ly of outside interference, and only the 
other day a resolution, which reads lili 
a manifesto, was passed by a meeting 
in Preston, in the course of which de­
claration the ingratitude of striking 
during sowing and later in hay-making 
was emphasized. It was pointed out 
that this action of the laborers jeopard­
ized the continuance of those friendly 
relations between master and men 
which are met with more freely on the 
farm than elsewhere.

4. —The amount of compensation is 
to be calculated on the actual output of 
the previous five years, a maximum of - 
10s. per ton being paid in the case of 
mines with an output of more than 100,- 
000 tons a year, and of 12s. per ton in 
mines of smaller production.

5. —A minister of mines is to be ap­
pointed, with commisisoners to give him 
advice ; three representing the mining 
association, three the miners’ federation 
and three the trades union congress.

6. —The minister of mines is to hr 
empowered to acquire any land com­
pulsorily, to carry on the business of 
vending coal to consumers, and—appar­
ently—to fix the price of coal.

Gabrielle Ray Gets Decree

The following special cable despatch 
from London is published in the New 
York American:

Pretty Gabrielle Ra)r, ex-Gaiety girl 
and the most famous post card beauty 
in the world, wept on the witness 
stand in the Divorce Court as she told 
the story of her unhappy marriage to 
Eric Loder, whom she is now suing for 
thc restitution of conjugal rights.

Captain Larry Doyle, the scrappy 

ond baseman of the New York Giants 
and owner of the automobile offered to 
the National League's most valuable 
player last year, celebrated his twenty- 
seventh birthday on Thursday.

Lawrence Doyle’s carter is proof that 
the humblest may aspire to great­

ness and fortune.
Casey ville, Ill., on July 31, 1886, and in 
his youth was a coal miner. Iff his hours 
of leisure above ground he played ball,, 
mostly with teams composed of fellow 
miners. He was nineteen when he was 
signed to play with the Mattoon club 
in the Kentucky — Illinois: Tennessee 
League. He soon went higher, and in 
1906 was with the Springfield, Ill., team 
of the Three-I circuit. His sensational 
work attracted the attention of the big 
league scouts and Larry was put on 
the block. There was spirited bidding 
for his services, and he was eventually 
knocked down to the New York Giants 
for $4,500. He joined the New Yorks 
in the middle of the 1907 season, and 
McGraw put him on the second bag, 
although Doyle had played principally 
at third for Springfield and Mattoon. 
The future captain made his big league 
bow in a game at Pittsburg and got a 
hit off Lei field. The Giants won the 
game by a score of two to none.

Larry didn’t do sojvery well for New 
York in 1907, as his batting average was 
only .260 and a lot of New York fans 
got out their hammers and began knock­
ing.
