In one booth an offici-
al said that forty-six votes had been cast
and forty of these voters had been out-
spoken in their opposition to the meas-
uré, In the North End, where the mover
ment originated the contest seemed more
equal but even in that section the sup-
porters were not very optimistic.

The polls close at four o’clock this after-
noon and the ballot boxes will be returned
to City Hall. The official announcement
of the result will not be made until to-
morrow .morning.

NEVER EQALED

record of thirty-four victories to five de-|
feats for an -average of .872 last week, he
set a pitching mark which has never been
reached in modern times. Reulbach of the
Chicago Nationals came the nearest to it
with 826 in 1906, while Matthewson's
best was made in 1904, at, 814, s

Mathewson,

however, has twice won
more than thirty-four victories in a sea-’
son. He took thirty-five games in 1904,
and thirty-seven in 1908. In his long car-
cer, Mathewson has collected 313 victor-
ies, against 143 defeats, an average of .686.

. Mr. Perkins was a prominent figure in
the western railroad world and was form-
erly president of the Burlington railroad.
In the. earlier days, he was an associate
of General William J. Palmer, founder of
the. city of Colorado Springs, and builder
of the Denver & Rio Grande railroad. It
was upon General Palmer’s suggestion that

Throughout his life he maintained this
great natural park free of access, al-
though' he was several times offered large
sume of money: for the vract.When he died
in 1907, the Garden of the Gods passed,
with the remainder of his estate, to his
children, and the only indication as to its
disposal was ‘this note in his own hand-
writing, found on the back of an old en-
velope:

“It. is my wish that my children give

.the Garden of the Gods to the city of

Colorado Springs for park purposes.”

To carry out his wishes, the heirs began
the necessary legal proccedings and on
Christmas day, 1909, the scenic wonder
passed into the possession of the city of
Colorado Springs. The tract comprises
480 acres and is valued in excess of $200,-

The marvelous and fantastic rock forma-
tions of the Garden of the Gods have long
been pointed out as one of the world’s
natural wonders. Be.ore the coming of
the white man the Garden of the Gods
wae the worshipping place of the Indian,
and today the Utes return annually for
their “Shan Kive” of rejoicing. Chief of
all .the groups is the “Gateway,” formed
of two immenee slabs ot red sandstone,
which tower to a height of more than
300 feet, Passing through the rock portals,
one enters a region where titanic forces
play. “The Cathedral
Spires,” “Three Graces,” “Bear and Seal,”
“Tower of Babel,” and “Siamese Twins”
are among the most interesting and noted
groups.

With the addition of the Garden of the
Gods the Colorado Springs park system
comprises North Cheyenne Canon, Moun-
ment Valley Park, with miles of roads and
trails leading to places of great beauty.
Tt includes 3,000 acres which is consider-
ably in excess of that owned by many
cities ten or twenty times the size of
Colorado Springs with its population of
30,000. For this magnificent park system,
Colorado Springs is indebted to General
Palmer.

EWELER FOUND DEAD
BESIDE HS RIFLED SAFE

Glasgow, Oct. 8—A mysterious tragedy,
following a burglary, was discovered in the
early hours here in a jeweler’s shop in
Argyll street. A policeman was examin-
ing the premises on his beat when he
found the door leading to David F. Turn-
bull’s place open, and the owner dead on
the floor.

Examination revealed the fact that the
safe had been blown open. .There was no
wound on Mr. Turnbull's body. On the
workmen’s bench was a tin containing
ferro-cyanide of potassium, a deadly chem-
ical used by jewelers in the course of their
business. There was also a dish contain-
ing fresh water, and it had evidently been
Mr. Turnbull’s intention to begin work,
as his coat, jacket and hat were hanging
on a peg.

Those who know Mr. Turnbull say he
was of a' very nervous temperament, and
that the shock of finding his place burglar-
ized might have caused death. Mr. Turn-
bull was in the habit of starting work at
five o'clock in the morning.

BRIGHT COINS FOR CHRISTMAS

New York, Oct. 8-Twenty-five thous-
and dollars in halves, quarters, dimes,
nickels and pennies is to be washed and
brightened by the Mint Bureau of the
treasury department to meet the Christ-
mas demand for new coin. The work,
most of it at least will be done at the
Philadelphia mint, from which the coin
will be issued to those applying for it.

Director of the Mint Roberts explained
that there always is a heavy demand for
new coin on the eve of the Christmas
holidays, and that the banks call on the
treasury to satisfy their customers. For
several years it has been increasingly dif-
ficult to supply the demand for new coin
within the proper coinage bounds.

Australians Won

Philadelphia, Oct. 8—The ' Australian
cricket team yesterday won a notable vie-
tory from the Gentlemen of Philadelphia,
capturing the second match by 45 runs.

London, Oct. 81t is officially announced
in Constantinople that diplomatic relations
between Turkey and Montenegro have
been broken off, according to a mnews
agency despatch from the Turkish capital.

The market appeared to await the result
of the action, taken by the powers. Con-
sols did not change, but American stocks
were from 1-8 to 14 below parity.
Servians Want to Fight

Belgrade, Servia, Oct. 8—Reports reach-
ed “here today that Montenegrin troops
had crossed the Turkish . frontier. The
Servian ' parliament today voted an extra
credit of $8,900,000 for military purposes,
while the merchants of this city are mak-
ing large donations to the funds being
raised for the assistance of poor families
whose bread winners have been called up-
on for military eervice. Three hundred
beds with seven doctors and forty-five
nurses sent here by the Russian Red Cross
Soclety arrived today.

Premier Pachitch, speaking at the con-
clusion of the debate in the Servian par-
liament, ' declared that the treatment of
the Servians in Macedonia had gone from
bad to worse; ‘and .that the Balkan states
could no longer endure the suffering ' of
He in-
sisted -that the Ottoman government
should be compelled to carry out reforms
in the provinces of Turkey in Europe.

London, Oct. 8—A news agency despatch
from Cettinje. this morning says that war

Heavy' fighting s said to be already in
progress, between the Montenegring "~ and
the Turkish troops along the frontier. A
brigade of nihe battalions of Turkish in-

evening by a large force of Malissori tribes-
men, just before reaching Tusi.

The battle continued throughout the
night and fighting, according to the des-
pateh, is still proceeding this morning, No
confirmation -of the news agency despatch
from Cettinje has been received by the
foreign' legations here or by the British
foreign office. The many special news-
paper correspondents in the Balkans are
also silent. ’

A further despatch from the same source
says, the Montenegrin government  in-
structed its representative at Constanti-
nople to break off all diplomatic relations
with Turkey today and to leave Constanti-
nople immediately. The Montenegrin gov-
ernment at the same time is said to have
handed his passports to the Ottoman
charge d’affairs at Cetinje.

FIGHT GETS WARMER
S POLLING DAY IN

Hon. Mr. Rogers 'and the C. P.R.
Stock Issue — An Armest is

Winnipeg, Man., Oct. 8—-With only
three more days to polling day, the heat of
the contest in the constituency of Macdon-
ald i~ intensifying. Meetings were held in
the interests of both parties vesterday as
usual with nothing fresh arising in the
shape of arguments with the xception of
a positive statement made Hon. Robert
Rogers to the effect that freight rates
would be reduced.

In dealing with the C. P. R. issue Mr.
Rogers said that the government had not
as yet dealt with the formal application
for authority to issue an ad s ional $60,-
000,000 of capital stock, and went on to
add that, were the C. P. R. watching the
progress of western Canada they would
be asking for authority to issue more than
ten times that amount in order to keep
pace with transportation requirements in
this growing country, and he would favor
such a request.

“But unfortunately,” he concluded,
they do not realize the needs of the west
in this matter.”

. ‘Montenegro, which, this morning’s cable-
grams say has declared war on Turkey,
has a population comsiderably less than
that of the city of Toronto. Its people’s
main occupation is agriculture. The capi-
4al, Cettinje, has a population of less than
30,000 and a garrison of about 600 men.

George Keenan, who was with Nogi's
s&rmy at the storming of Port Arthur, has
written for The Outlook an article on the
| suicide of Count Nogi end his wife, and

‘g¢he shining courage and the extreme
humility of the great soldier. Mr. Keen-
‘an explains that as the social unit in
i Japan is the family rather than the in-
! dividual, the continuation of the family
| line is thought to be of the highest im-
‘ portance and its complete extinction a
! calamity of the most deplorable nature.
| Nogi had two sons when the war began.
At the storming of Nanshan, one of the
! outer defences of Port érthur, the elder
' son perished. When Nogi began' the siege
of Port Arthur proper, Hoten, his young-
{ er son was an officer in a regiment form-
| jng part of the attacking force. The gen-
eral cofild have given his only son staff
duty, and so saved him from the almost
{ certain death to which were exposed those
who charged again and again upon Two-
Hundred-and-Three-Meter-Hill  and the
central forts. But the son was left to take
. his chance with the others, and on the
third day of the assault he was killed
while- leading a storming party. . The
father received the news- calmly, and sub-
i sequently in his address to his victorious
" troops he made no reference to his own
personal loss. But he said afterwards to
2 Russian officer of Stoessel’s staff:

“You have lost many dear comrades;
gso have I; but it ig not our custom to
express our grief. Our hearts may be
full, but our words must be few.”
~Toward the end of the siege Nogi had
an altar erected on the plain in front of
the Russian forts, but out of range, and
there he assembled the officers of his staff
and a part of his army, and, after per-
formitg- the Shinto rites of reverence
and respect he read a written address to
the -spirits of his dead soldiers. ‘“In his
address,” says Mr. Keenan, ‘“he humbly

. @pologized for the incapacity that he had

5

.:;n‘l'hown in the conduct of the siege, and
" begged the forgiveness of the men who

had been sent to their death by him,
but who might possibly have been saved
alive if the siege had been better man-
aged and the assaults more skillfully
directed. Such a ceremony and such an
address are foreign to all our modes of
_thought and action; but even if the spirit
of Old Japan be strange to us, we can
- hardly fail to appreciate the touching
sincerity of the feeling, and the strength
of the conviction that the dead are still
in existence, and that the living have in
telation to them an unchanged duty and
2 continuing responsibility.”
Subsequently in writing to the minister
of war, just after the surrender of Port
Arthur, he eaid:
“The feeling I have at this moment is
solely one of anguish and humiliation that

/

I should have expended so many lives, 80
much ammunition, and such a long time in
the accomplishment of my task. At last
General Stoessel’s patience has become ex-
haunsted and he has surrendered the fort-
ress, so that, in this part of the field, a
' settlement has been reached. I have no
excuse to offer to my eovereign and to
my countrymen for this unscientific, uh-

strategical combat of brute force. Lo
Our preparations are now complete, and

we are looking forward with great pleasure
to tasting the sweets of a field campaign
(the reference is to the forced march north-
ward to take part in the battle of Muk-
den) I thank you heartily for
your Kind condolences on the death of my
sons, and I beg you to forgive my long
display of military unskillfulness.”

Mr. Kennan ig convinced that Nogi’s
suicide was mot an act of weakness, a re-

_ sult of melancholia, or evidence of an un-
balanced mind. Mr. Kennan contrasts
eastern and western standards, strikingly.
He says:—

“Life, in the West, has almost invari-
ably been put first in the list of desir-
ables. Life, in Japan, has always been re-
garded as insignificant when balanced
against any one of a dozen other things.

Loyalty was better than life; the faithful
performance of duty was better than life;
the sacrifice of one’s own interests to the
interests of one’s lord was better than
life; the preservation of personal honor
and dignity was better than life. Life was
of value only when it was compatible with
certain ideals of conduct. It may be said
that these ideals of conduct were arti-
ficial, unreasonable, or even fantastic; but
that does not affect the Eastern man and
the Western man in the attitude of each
toward life.

“The Eastern man (I. now refer particu-
larly to the samurai) was always ready to
die for the thing that seemed to him
worth while—and there were many such
things. The Western man is also ready
to die for the thing that seems to him
worth while—but there are few such
things. The worth-while things in the
East and the West differ as widely as does
the attitude of the East and West, re-
spectively, towards suicide as a means of
attaining the worth-while things or avoid-
ing the things that seem to be vitally in-
jurious or disgraceful.”

Principal Lloyd Lays Situation Before
Church Congress in England

London, Oct. 8—This year’s meeting of
the Church Congress held in Middlesbor-
ough, is one of the most guccessful in re-
cent years. Archbishop Lang, qf York,
who a few yeare ago, when Bishop of
Stepney, declined the archbishopric of
Montreal, is president.

The Congress discussed the duty of .the
church to the empire at large. Prmcxpml
Lloyd, of Saskatoon, made: the interesting
suggestion that archbishops should order
that, after 1915, no clergyman should be
instituted into an English l'bel:uaﬁt who
had not served at least two years in some
colonial mission.

The duty of the Church of England to
Canada was not to Canadians properly, so
called, or to the older provinces, but to
those gigantic new provinces of the west,
which for the purpose of settlement had
go largely come into their hands within
the last ten years. What was done and
what was not done by the church in the
next ten years was of vital importance to
the tone and character of that future An-
glo-SBaxon race developing so fast in west-
ern Canada. So far as one might judge
by the rapidity of ‘growth, the inherited
wealth of that country and the independ-
ent character of ite population, it would
not present itself as a missionary prob-
lem ten years from now.

‘As a business proposition, there was,
said Dr. Lloyd, no field in the world where
the Church of England could invest her
missionary offerings with the certainty
that the need would rapidly come to an
end and the hope that reproduction would

Handling the Crowds.

New' York, Oct. 7—While the police of
both. cities will probably be heavily bur-
dened in handling the great crowds at the
world series games in Boston and New
York this week, the situation in the met-
ropolis bids fair to develop the hardest
day’s work of its kind that the New York
bluécoats have ever held.

In Boston the majority of those attend-
ing the games will have secured their ad-
misgion cards several ' days in advance,
whereas in New York as an experiment to
beat the ticket scalpers’ game, the mnova-
tion of selling practically all tickets on
the grounds on the days of the game is
being tried.

In last year's world series contests, when
most of the tickets bhad been placed in
advance there was still a crowd of 100,000
persons at the gates on the day of the
opening game, more than half of whom
failed to get inside. This year, with the
“first come first served” plan in force, it
Is estimated that twice last year’s crowd
will be attracted by the possibility of num-
bering among those served. The police have
taken into account the possibility of -an
unprecedented crush, for it is already ap-
parent that many extreme fans plan to
bivouac all night tonight about the grounds
if not actually start some of the waiting
lines. They will wait until 10 a. m. how-
ever, before getting so much as a sight of
the coveted tickets and will be required,
as served, to pass directly into the stands,
with a restless wait until 2 o’clock for the
big game to start.

There are 21 ticket offices at the Polo
Grounds, before which the various waiting
lines will form probably long before day-
light . Over 30,000 tickets are to be sold
through these offices. Although nearly as
large a crowd has been handled in this

MONG THE RVER )

There are three dredges at work in the
St. John river at Fredericton.

There are still some logs floating past
Fredericton, and activity still prevails at
the rafting grounds below.

Farmers were busy making hay on the
islands above Oak Point yesterday. The
recent fine days have been of great benefit.

The wharf at Sandy Point, where the
river enters Grand Bay, is nearing com-
pletion. The number of summer cottages
along that shore has been increasing, and
with a wharf at the point it will be even
more popular.

The traveller along the river sees here
and there green tields of oats, a reminder
of the wet and late season.

Farmers who send produce to market
should ,be sure that they use strong bar-
rels. While the Elaine was taking on
freight at an up-river wharf yesterday the
bottom fell out of a potato barrel and more
than half the contents rolled down the
sloping wharf into the river. At another
wharf the bottom fell out of a barrel
of turnips, and some were lost in the same
way. The men were handling the barrels
carefully enough, but the bottoms werg not
well fastened.

Queenstown and Cossar’s Stock Farm are
the only places along the river that have
a sign to tell the stranger the name of the
locality. Mr. Cossar has a very large
printed announcement about his farm and
what it produces, easily read from the
steamer’s deck. He realizes the benefit of
advertising.

Only two of the old style of woodboats’
were to be seen along the whole river |
from Fredericton to St. John yesterday, |

and they were not carrying wood. The old |
style of craft is practically down and out.

One young man at Upper Gagetown bag-
ged eleven wild ducks last week, and others
are said to have had good luck in the same
line of sport.

Evidence of the growing interest in or-|
chards is seen here and there along the|
river, in an occasional new plantation, but |
what most impress the observer are the|
poglected opportunities for orchard plant-
ing.

At several points along the river between
Gagetown and Fredericton, and above the
latter ecity progress is being made with
Valley Railway construction, and the
observer can get some idea of the magni-
tude of the work. Here and there long
fills are geen, and steam shovels eating
into the cuttings, with large crews of men
at work.

As a result of the general activity in con-
struction work in the province and the
harvest excursions to the west the farmers
along the river have had great difficulty
this fall in securing help. Ome farmer said
he had never found it so difficult to get a

“One of the members of the board of
education  said last night: “This Temple
boy has caused us trouble before.

Young Temple precipitated the trouble
by putting his hands in his pockets on
last Monday morning, when the other
pupils saluted the flag and repeated a
formula pledging allegiance to it.

Principal Hutchinson asked him why he
did it. “T am acting under the instrue-|
tions of my father,” answered the boy.

pledge allegiance to the American flag, and
I propose to obey him.”
