OIL ON WAVES
SAVES VESSEL

Aledo Tossed About and
Pounded by Seas.

Pro Patria, in Ice Off Saint
Pierre, Calls for Assist-
ance — Storaker is Aban-
doned; Crew on Board
Wyncotte.

Boston, Feb. 28.—O0il -soothed the
troubled seas and saved the U. S, ship-
ping board steamer Aledo from ser-
ious damage if not actual destruction,
when the ship was turned about among
mountainous seas to head for shelter
at the Azores, so Captain J. C. Ander-
son declared on his arrival here yes-
texddy, completing a stormy, voyage
which lasted six weeks. ,

The freighter, bound froin Scandina-
vian ports, was beset with heavy wea-
ther from the time she left Falmouth,
England, where she had called for fuel.
On Feb. 5 a southwesterly storm broke,
wl(deh Captain Anderson declared was
the worst he had ever experienced. For
three days it raged. Seas broke over
the vessel continually, some of the
combers tower:ng to a height of nearly
orty feet and breaking on deck with
such force that it seemed the craft
would be torn asunder. One sea, which
crashed over the starboard bow, tore
away part.of the bridge, wrecking the
tubes leading to the engine room and
sweeping away the binnacles and the
compass. The captain and second offi-
cer, Carl Hagenberg, were on the
bridge ard had a narrow’ escape.

The living quarters were flooded
with water, and water poured down
ventilators and deluged the boiler room,
threatening to drown the fires.

When a lull finally came, the seas
ran even higher, but it was necessary
to head fo- the Azores to take to hos-
pital a fireman, who had been injured,
and to obtain fresh ‘provisions and fuel.

Men were stationed at the bow of
the ship with large quantities of oil.
ready to be poured on the water and
Captain Anderson watched for an op-
portunity ‘to swing the ship about be-
tween the rolling waves. At his com-
mand the oil was poured out simul-
taneously by the sailors and through
the 'oil covered surface the Aledo made
the m’lous turn and a short time.later

Report Arctic
- (Getting Warmer

Explorers and Fishermen Find
Climate Moderating About
Spitzbergen.

The Arctic seems to be warming up.
Reports from fisherman, seal hunters
and explorers who sail the seas about
Spitzbergen and the Eastern Arectic, all
point to a radical change in climatic
conditions, and hitherto unheard of
temperatures in that part of the earth.
Old glaciers have disappeared and land
once covered with field ice is bare.

In August, 1922, the Norwegian De-
partment of Commerce sent an expedi-
tion to Spitzbergen and Bear Island
under the leadership of Dr. Adolf
Hoel, lecturer on geology at the Uni-
versity of Christiana, to survey and
chart the lands adjacent to the Nor-
wegian mines on those islands, take
soundings of the adjacent waters, and
make other investigations. The re-
sults of this expedition are given in a
report of the American ‘Consul at
Bergen, Norway, to the State Depart-
ment at Washington. A summary of
the report and comments by the
Weather Bureau folloys:—

“Dr. Hoel, who has just returned, re-
ports the location of hitherto unknown
coal-deposits on the eastern shorés of
Advent Bay—deposits d¥ vast extent
and superior quality. This is regarded
as of first importance, bs so far most
of the coal mined by the Norweégian
companies on those islands has not been
of the best quality.

“The oceanographic * observations
have, however, been even_more inter-
esting. Ice conditions were excep-
tional. In fact, so little ice has never
before been noted.” The expedition all
but established a record, sailing as far
as 81 degres, 29 minutes in free water.
This is the furthest north ever reached
with modern oceanograph.apparatus.

“The character of the waters of the
great polar basin has heretofore been
practically unknown. Dr. Hoel
that he made a -section of the Gulf
Stream at 80 degrees north latitude and
took soundings to a depth of 8,100
‘meters. These show' the Gulf Stream

surface current till beyond the 8lst
parallel. The warmth of the waters
makes it probable that the favorable
ice conditions will continue for some
 time. Later a section was taken of the
Gulf Stream off Bear Island and off the

current that comes down along the
west coast of Spitzbergen off the south
cape. ;

“In connection with Dr. Hoel’s re-
port, it is of interest to note the un-
unusually warm summer in Ardtic
Norway and the observations of Cap-
tain Martin Ingebrigsten, who has
sailed the eastern‘ Arctic for fifty-four
years past. He says that he first noted
warmer conditions in 1918, that since
that time it has steadily gotten warmer,
| and that today the Arctic of that re-
gion is not recognizable as the same re-
gion of 186810 1917, !

“Many old landmarks are so changed
as to be unrecognizable, Where form-
erly great masses of fce were found,
there are now often moraines, accumu-
lation of. earth and stones. ,At many
points where glaciers formerly extend-
ed far into the sea they have entirely
disappeared. :

“The ¢hange in temperature, says
‘Captain Ingebrigsten, has also brought
about great change in the flora and
tauna of the Arctic. This summer he
sought for white fish in Spitzbergen
waters. Formerly great shoals of them
were to be found there. This year he
saw none, although he visited all of
theold fishing grounds. y

“There were few seals in Spitzbergen
waters this year, the catch being far
below the average. .This, however, did
not surprise the Captain. He pointed
out that formerly the waters about
Spitzbergen held an even summer tem-
perture up to: three degrees Celslus;
this year recorded temperatures up to
fifteen degrees, and last' winter the
ocean did not freeze over even on the
north coast of Spitzbergen.

With the disappearance of white fish
and seals has come other life in these
waters. This year herring in great
shoals werée found along the west coast
of Spitzenbergen, all the way from the
fly to the veritable great herring.
Shoals, of smelts also were met with.

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NEW YORK PRIEST.
AND CRIME NEWS

Newspaper Editors and Wo-
men Writers in Magazines
Condemned by Father
Walsh. :

Some present day publishers and
writers are making money by awaken-
ing thé evil passions of men, declared
Dr. James J. Walsh in an dddress on
“Regulation of Newspapers,” the. sec-
ond of the Cathedral Lenten lectures in
the Cathedral College Hall. Madison
avenue, New York, under the auspices
of the Federation of Catholic Clubs.

“Phese people, some of them wom-
en,” he said, “literally pander to vice
to make money. They talk much of
art, but their artistic novels are born
today and die tomorrow. The greater
the literature, the less there is of that
kind of thing.” y

‘Dr. Walsh prefaced 'his lecture on
newspapers by comparing- present day
moral conditions with health conditions
in New York City before the establish-
ment of the Board of Health. After
picturing the condition of the city un-
der successive epidemics of cholera,
smallpox and typhus fever, he said
that newspapers are proving a “source
of contagion quite .as serious as the
contagion that is physical—psychic con-
tagion.” The newspapers are full of it,
he declared.

“An old editor once told me,” Dr.
Walsh said, “that if every article on
the front page of a newspaper which
describes a violation of the Ten Com-
mandments were rubbed out, the news-
paper would not sell. Another editor
told me that the late affair in New
Brunswick had brokert all previous rec-
ords of crime stories because it had
held the front page for fifty-two days.
But what good did it do? Not the
slightest, except that it induced hyster-
ical, half-witted people to come for-
ward and declare that they had seen
and heard things that they had not
seen and heard. You cannot have a bet-
ter example of evil suggestion than
that.” v
After pointing  out from statistics
how much greater crime is in this
country than in England and in Can-
ada, Dr. Walsh said he did not believe
this was entirely due to American
newspapers, but “newspaper suggestion
accounts for a good many of these
cases. We have come to the point when
crime is so great in this country that
we must eliminate everything that pro-
motes it. The printing of a great vol-
ume of crime news is a constant sug-
gestion of evil.”

“Of course,” he gontinued, “the news-
papers all point out how much good
they accomplish thereby, but it only
occasionally happens that a reporter

have overlooked. Much more frequently
criminals get their tips from news-
papers.

“If the newspapers censored their
news columns as carefully as they cen-
sor their advertisements, there would
be no troubie.”

The speaker then pointed out the
extreme care with which one New
York newspaper scrutinizes all adver-
tising submitted to it.

Dr. Walsh said that at the present
time wewspapers are too large and
print far more news than is nccessary.

TWO MORE SOLDIER
HOSPITALS SOON TO
BE RELINQUISHED

Hon. Dr, Beland Reports
Steady Decline in Num-
ber of Patients Treated
With, However, Tendency

Toward More Mental|

Cases.
e
(Canadian Press Despateh.)

Ottawa, Feb. 27—Hon. Dr. Beland
observed, when estimates for the de-

partment of Soldiers’ Civil Re-Estab-

lishment were before the House today,
that the total vote was a decrease of
$2,711,500 from the previous year.
Three hospital out of seventeen under
the administration of the department
had been closed during the last year
and two more such institutions would
be relinquished within the next two or
three months, the patients being' dis-
tributed to other hospitals.

S. W. Jacobsy Liberal, Georges
Etienpe Cartier, called attention to a
press despatch in which Rt. Hon. Ar-
thur Meighen was alleged to have said
taht a saving of $3,000,000 had been
made last year At the expense of wid-
ows and orphans of veterans. Dr. Be-
land said such a statement was in-
acciirate and he was unwilling to be-
lieve that the leader of the Opposition
bad made it. :

Sir Henry Drayton, Conservative,
York West, said what he had seen in
the newspapers was to the effect that
Mr. Meighen, dealing with pledges
made by the government, had said the
only thing done was to make a reduc-
tion of some $3,000,000 in the soldiers’
civil re-establishment estimates at the

of widows and orphans.

Dr. Beland said that the veterans had
practically  withdrawn the charges of
conspiracy toward the end of the series
of hearings on the subject.

Asked' by General J. A, Clark, Con-
servative, Burrard, if Dr. Beland had
any interim report from the commis-
sion, the minister replied that he' had
not.

In discussion of the practice of the
pension headquarters in refusing ap-
peals to men in:cases where the local
doctor reported ‘they had  pensionable
disability, Dr, Beland said he thought
the matter was one for legislation.

L. H. Martell, Liberal, Hants, urged
that the minister himself should be a
last court of appeal in the case of a
man having a pension and hé also be-
lieved that the House should constitute
a permanent committee to which ques-
tions of pensions could at all times be
referred.

Since' the board of pension commis-
sioners, as now constituted, had been
“condemned as autocratic,” commented
C. G. Power, Liberal, Quebec South,
perhaps it would be best that they
should be removed and others appointed
in their place.

H. Marler, Liberal, St. Lawrence-St.
George, said he had been in close touch
with the Board of Pension Commission-
ers for several weeks last year and
found them considerate of the returned
men and most assiduous in the per-
formance of their dities.

But America is Doomed if
Equality of Man is Forgot-
ten, Says Steiner.

Prof. Edward A. Steiner of Grinnell
College, Iowa, speaking last Sunday
night at Ford Hall forum, in Boston,
on “The Making of a Great Race,”
foresaw in America the future nation
of nations, from which would come
men and minds greater than any
Europe has known, but a race doomed
to the untimely end of so many civili-
zations of the past unless it can look
itself over without blushing and say,
“all men are created equal.”

The political corruption of the pres-
ent, attendant on the nation’s failure
unblushingly to apply that axiom to
itself, he declared, from his study of
the Bible must have existed in the days
of Jericho’s prime.

Calls History Useless.

“It certainly was not the horns of
the Israelites that caused the fall of
Jericho’s walls,” he said. “If they had
been good walls the blast of the trum-
pets would have had still less effect.
Those walls were rotten because the
aldermen of that time had put in their
pockets the taxes paid to keep them
strong.”

Speaking of history, he declared that
had he the money he would endow a
chair in every university in the world
for the elimination of history, classing
it as the costliest and most useless of
all studies, a subject written in the
only ink with which men know how to
write history, the blood of men and
the tears of women,

“We have an ancient Egyptian mon-
arch all over the first pages of our
newspapers today,” he’continued. “Do
we realize that it is going to mean
‘nothing to use before long but a new
brand of cigars for men or corsets for

. | women?”

Turning again to the racial question
he said that if the mongrelism of
America were a cause for weakness,
then the nation was doomed to extinc-
tion in short order, but gave his belief
that such was not the case and that the
nation must develop a national mind
and not a composite one.

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A PERFECTLY CLEAR CASE.

It is perhaps worth while to.refresh
our memories regarding the matter of
the Valley Railway, which Premior
Veniot and Hon. W. E, Foster urged at
Ottawa the other day should be taken
over and paid forses part of the na-
‘tional system.

In 1912 a federal subsidy was grant-
ed for a railway from St. John to
Grand Falls, not to include the bridges
over the Kennebaccasis and St. John.
In the same -year the Dominion parti-
cipited in the agreement with the St
John and Quebec Railway company to
construct this railway from East St.
Joun' 1o a point of connection at or
pear Grand Falls with. the National
Transcontinental Railway. The line
was to be constructed up to the stan-
dard of the National Transcontinental,
of which it was clearly designed to
form a part. In this agreement also
iy was provided that the bonds of,a
company to build the bridges near
Perry Point, The Mistake and And-
over would be guaranteed. Later the
Doninion itself agreed to construct
these bridges, at an estimated cost of
3,000,000 :

The Company had practically com-
pleted the railway from Centreville to
Gagetown before any. change in the
route was made. In 1915, however,
the company defaulted and the pro--
ince took over the work. In 1916
Parliament cancelled the subsidy pro-
viously granted,znd withdrew from the
agreement to build the bridges; but a
subsidy was authorized for a railway
from Andover to Westfield. The Pro-
vimtial Government of that day agreed
to the chamge at the request of the
Dominion Government, and proceeded
te tomplete the line' between Centre-
ville and Westfield. The cost of the
whole line was $8,661,000, and the Do-
minjon portion was only $1,011,200.
The Province had to assyme the rest of
the burden, and the amount now out-
standing is $7,111,800.

It is perfectly clear that this line
was intended to form a link in & trans-
oontinental line with terminal facilities.
a* Rast St. John. The province acted
in good faith and was not responsible
_ for the change moade, The work was
: egun as 4 national work, and this was
recégliizéd. In a report submitted by
Hon. J. D. Reid, acting Minister of
Railways, in April, 1914, we readi—

“It is urged by the Provincial Gov-
ernment that the route for the rail-
way, <which involves these (river)
crossings, was selected as furnishing
the most direct means of reaching: St.
John, as affording the hest and most
economical transportation. . facilities,
and as the only location which would
satisfy the requirements of the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway for.the utiliza-
tion of the St. Jobn Valley Railway
for transcontinental traffic; further,
thal the work is national in its charac-
Ser”, c
It was upon this report the Domin-
_ jon Government decided to build the
bridges across the Kennebaccasis and
St. John. The change made in 1916
saved the Dominion this $3,000,000 for
the bridges, but took the terminus
away from East St. John, left us with
a line between Westfield and Centreville
. only, and threw the burden of over
$7,000,000 upon -the province, although
the Provincial Government was led to
believe that if it would agree to the
proposed change the Dominion would
uitimately take over the railway and
assume all obligations,

This is the case for the Province.
There is no flaw in it. New Bruns-
wick should be relieved of this bur-
den, There would be the additional ad-
vantage to the Canadian National Rail-
ways that the Valley Railway would
offer them a most desirable means of
joining up by a short branch with the
New England railway system. The
people of New Brunswick have a right
to demand that the original intention in
regard to this road be carried out and
that it be made part of a transcon”
tinental system with terminals at St.
John,

FOR CLEAN SPORT.,

The sensation caused Dy the resigna-
tion of the leading officials of the Mari-
time Amateur Skating Association must
have behind it facts which the public
should know. It is not conceivable that
Mr, Frank White, Mr, A, W. Coveyv
and Mr. P. J. Legge would take s0
serious a step without what they re-
garded as good reason, Mr. Covey last
year questioned the amateur standing
of one skater who was.featured at the
Lily Lake wmeet, but his contention
was hot sustained in Montreal, He
will now press for an investigation of

fessionalism that has more than once
Lilled baseball in this city, the situation
calls for energeti¢ action,

THE WAIL OF THE GRABBERS

The -gentlemen who capitalized the
New Brunswick Power Company. at
$5,100,000 when the property was
falued  at $2,057,000, are still hop-
ing to gather the speculative pro-
fits\ of the transaction, but are be-
coming alarmed over the manner in
which the Civic Power Commission
is getting on with the work of pro-
viding a civic distribution system.
They still want conferences, arbitra-
tion—anything at all that will prévent
the people from getting what they
have three times voted for. They are
starting rumors, alleging that the peo-
ple are becoming alarmed and want a
show-down, especially regarding the
cost of a distribution system. They
ignore the fact that an estimate of
$600,000 has been made and that as
far as the Civic Commission has gone
it has kept away below the estimates.
What they want is delay. Events are
" moving too fast for them. They would
like the City Council, which, although
it has co-operated thus far, has also
caused delay, to refuse to co-operate
any more. But this delay costs the
city over 8800 per day, and the Coun-
cil canmot afford that luxury. It is
not the people who are-anxious, but
the speculative gentlemen who see
their nicely figured profits at the
people’s expense vanishing into thin
air. The people on three oceasions told
these gentlemen where they fitted, but
they are still yelling for help. That
is the whole story. i

“The official figures of the.imports
and exports through the Port of Bel-
fast for 1922  show the improvement
which is taking place, Coal imported
dyring the year totalled 1,175,000 tons,
an increase of 170,000 tons upon 1921.
Wheat and flour imports were about
the same as 1921—70,000 tons and 80,-
000 tons respectively—and maize (In-
dian corn) totalled 166,000, an increase
of nearly 7,000 tons. Iron and steel
imports were about. the same, but
timber showed an enormous increase.
Linen exported amounted to 80,200 tons
as sgainst 28,700 tons in 1921, and lin-
en yarms 4,475 tons as against 2,617
tons, Tobacco exported amounted to
8,574 tons, and there were substantial
increases in the tonnage of ropes, cor-
dage and twines shipped from Belfast
rope works.” :

SINBLANED IR
NG DISASTER

Astronomical Lecturer Deals
With the Theory About
Comet Danger to Earth.

The recent mining disasters in New
Mexico Staté and Vancouver Island
were caused by -electrons discharged
by the sun, according to a theory ad-
varced by H. E. 8, Asbury, past presi-
dent of the Montreal Centre of the
Royal Astronomical Society of Canada,
under whose auspices he lectured in the
McGill Physics Building. Mr. Asbury
held it probable that the repulsive force
exercised with varying power by the
sun "had- projected electrons into the
earth with unusual force and exploded
th: fire<damp in the mines,

In answer to the question: What
would happen if the tail of a comet
struck the world? ‘Mr." Asbury return-
ed the reassuring answer “Nothing.”
For the comet was composed largely
of innocuous gases; and the worst the
world could expect from even a head-
jon collision would be a shower of me-
teors, The lecturer laughed at the
popular notion which aseribés dread
powers of destruction to the comef.

To the planet Jupiter he attributed
great magnetie ‘attraction. Jupiter of-
ten lured unsuspecting comets from the
nerrow path of their orbit and the re-
sult wasg that the earth saw them no
more. They were either annexed to
Juvpiter or his subsidiary belt, or hurl-
ed far into the void, their course after
they came under theinfluence of the
planet being controlled by the direction
they had originally been taking, to or
from the sun; ence, Jupiter was
painted ag the outlaw of the heavens,
the greatest breaker of the universal
laws, which, through him, sometimes
came to nought, :

Comets were shown writhing in and
out the heavens'like fiery snakes. Hal-
ley’s- comet had first been npticed by
the ancients about 240 B. C, and ever
since then the comet had . regularly
kept trysts with the earth. At inter-
vals of seventy-five years it came to
firlt from 4 distance, “so near and yet
so far” A peculiar feature ‘of the
Halley comet had been the wrath-like
arm which had separated from the par-
ent body, continued on the celestial way
in company with the parent, rejoined
it, and separated again.

S ASSUAED

Italy and Western Union
Agree on Line to the Med-
iterranean.

Washington, Feb. 28 — Direct Cable
communication detween New York and
Rome is projected under an agreement
just made between the Italian Govern-
ment and the Western Union Telegraph
Company, According to official seurces
here in Western Union is to lay a cable
from New York to the Azores, while
the Italian Government is to be respon-
sible for the continuance of the line
from the Azores through the Mediter-
renean to Rome. Italy has contracted
with the Carosio-Pirelli interests to lay
the . Mediterranean line.

Italy reserves wue right to ‘purchase
one-fourth of the stock of a special
company to be formed by the ‘Western
Union for the construction of the New
York-Azores branch, but because of
financial conditions, it is not consid-
ered likely that the -Government will
avail itself of the opportunity.

The cost of the Azores-Rome branch
is estimated at $25,000,000, of which
approximately $10,000,000 is said to have
been subscribed and a vigorous cam-
paign is being waged to obtain the ad-
ditional $15,000,000, About $6,000,000 of
the amount already subscribed is under-
stood to have come from the Western
Union which has the privilege of tak-
ing one-quarter of the stock for the
construction of this line. The remain-
der has been sfibscribed by various
Italian business interests.

The laying of this direct cable is
ex to prove of immediate and
tangible benefit te American business.
At present British interests enjoy a
virtual monopoly of cable communica-
tion in the Mediterranean, From time
to time there have been charges by
Americans of a British censorship on
American business ' communications
which had given to the British interest
-American business secrets.

On the completion of the Italian
branch it is planned to extend the line
to various points in the Mediterranean
‘and to Asia Minor so that Americans
conducting business negotiations in that
region will have the advantage of di-
rect communication with New York in-
stead of being obliged to send their
messages through Paris or London.

Under the plan proposed by the
United States to the allied and asso-
ciated powers for the allocation of the

former German cables in the Atlantic,

Italy was to receive the transatldntic
cable running from Monrovia, Liberia,
to Pernambuco, in Brazil. If this plan
should ‘be accepted by the other.in-
terested powers, it is the intention of
Italy to connect the South “American
ceble with the Rome-New York line at
the: Azores, -

As this cable has not been in opera-
tion since early in the war when it was
cut. by the Allies, considerable ex-
pense would be involved in connecting
it with the Asores line and in repairing
that part of the cable which is still
intact but in poor condition owing to
its long period of disuse. To cover
this expense the Italians contemplate
using their share of the accrued earn-
ings of former German cables now in
operation. Under the modus vivendi
agreed on during the Communications
Conference in Washington during the
closing days of the Wilson Administra-
tion, these cables were to continue to
be operated by the French and British
regpectively for joint account, the pro-
ceeds to be apportioned after final dis-
position of the cables had been made.

Despite the fact that a plan for the
disposition of the. cables was submit-
ted some months ago by the United
States, little apparent progress has been
made toward a final solution of the
problem,

Direct communication between Rome
and New York has been the aim of the
Italian statesmen for many years. At
the time of- the naval digarmament
conference at Washington, Italian dele-
gates said they belleved Italo-Ameri-
can relations had suffered because all
communications from Italy, and espe-
cially press dispatches, were obliged to
‘pass through Paris and London. This
was called a sort of censorship, which
had given Americans an inadequate
impression of Italy.

TRADE AGENTS
HELP CANADA TO
L ABROAD

L. M. Cosgrave Tells Tor-
onto Young Men’s Trade
Board About Commercial
Service.

(Toronto Globe)

In an interesting manner L. M. Cos-
grave, Junior Trade Commissioner of
the Department of Trade and Com-
merce, last night, in an address before
the Young Men’s Club of the Board
of Trade, revealed the scope of the
Commercial Intelligence branch of the
depurtment, and told the club of the
efforts  of the Federal Government to
advance Canada’s interests in foreign
countries, His address was regarded as
one of the most practical and enter-
taining of the number delivered to
the club during the year. !

Mr. Cosgrave pointed out, in open-
ing his address, that Canada today
stood fourth among the exporting

nations of the world, United States

leading Great Britain, - with- France
a poor third and Canada fourth with
an export ‘rade amounting to $822,-
000,000, He noted that in the lead-
ing eight nations there were four of
the British Commonwealth.

Manufacturers Quite Prominent,

“There is another thing worthy of
yvour attention,” stated Mr. Cosgrave.
“Canada’s export trade is not largely
made up of grain shipments, Forty-
eight per. cent. of it is made up of
manufactured goods, Nor are prefer-
ential tariffs the reason for Canada’s
success, Perferential taxiffs affect the
trade of only three countries, amount-
ing to between $30,000,000 and $45,-
000,000 per ycar. ‘All the other trade
is gathered in the markets of 67 dif-
ferent countries, and it is competitive,
which should say something for Can-
adian integrity, ingenuity and intelli-
genee.”

Proceeding Mr. Cosgrave outlined the
scope of the Department of Trade and
Commerce in foreign countries. ..He
stated the department has 24 resident
Trade Commissioners abroad, loecated
at seats of government or strategic

Demand From Scandinavia,

“Our representative who has charge
of Scandinavian countries has found
a demand - for Canadian goods,” he
said. “Merchants in Scandinavian
countries are’ getting them and are de-
lighted with them. Our representa-
tive in Germany, who is more or less
of an observer, is located at Hamburg
and is in close touch with the Russian
market., The development and future
of the Russian market is considered
promising, Our commissioner here
happens to have married a Russian
lady during his trip through Russia,
and perhaps for that he is persona
grata with the Soviet Government.”

Mr. Cosgrave said the department’s
representative in Shanghai had found
a market extremely sympathetic to
Canadian goods. He stated thére was
one commission merchant in China
handling Canadian goods who had
earned $40,000 in commissions last
year, In Japan, Commissioner Bryan,
whom he described as “the George
Ham of Japan,” was taking business’
from the United States with the co-
operation of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way. - “Trade Commissioners in South
Africa, South America.and the United
States are working heart and soul in
the interest of Canada’s export trade,”
he said.

Duties of Trade Commissioners,

putlinlng the duties of Trade Com-
missioners in foreign countries, Mr.
Cosgrave said they must be possessed
of a thorough knowledge of Canadian
exporting firms and their commodities,
and be in touch with business condi-
tions in the country of his location so
that he can guarantee to Canadian ex-
porters reputable individuals to handle
goods sent abroad. He must have in
his possession banking and mercantile
reports, and, frequently, confildential
Government reports, to aid him in his
work. -

“How do we know that the system
is working thoroughly, you may ask,”
‘continued Mr, Cosgrave. “The answer
is in the work of the South African
Commissioner. He is a man of fine per-
sonality. He has introduced 250 com-
modities into the South African mar~
ket, and of that number only five have
resulted in losses to Canadian manufac-
turers. Not a bad average, you will
agree, The commissioner must be ac-
quainted with tariffs, customs duties,
business practices, and & dozen other
details, to protect the Canadian export-
er. He can advise as to the best method
of packing, for instance.”

Free Service for Manufacturers.

Mr. Cosgrave stated.there were 1,800
exporters taking advantage of the in-
formation disseminated bs’ the Com-
mercial Intelligence Department. IHe
thought that perhaps if thé department
started to charge some small fee for
its -service exporters would take a still
lar interest in it. Mr. Cosgrave de-

nd (geribed a visit to a manufacturer in

western Ontario to illustrate the value
of the department’s service. He had
been asked to report on the prospect of
a commodity in a foreign country be-
fore the manufacturer sent his repre-
sentative abroad at an expense of
$5,000. “It was a hard thing to do, but
we realized it was impossible to ad-
vance-the sale of the article. We told
him to stick to the domestic market
and. save hls $5,000,” he stated,

Mr, Cosgrave said that while the ser-
vice protected Canadian exporters it
also had to guard foreign business
men. If it found any Canadian exporter

Some Unknown Exporters.

In connection with export trade, Mr.
Cosgrave told an interesting story.
During a trip through Western Can-
ada he discovered a man operating a
small factory in a town who was ship-
ping his product—a razor blade—to 15
foreign countries. “The department
never knew fhe man existed,” said the
speaker. “In one country it is the only,
blade used. It appéars he sent a sam-
ple to Peru. The people there took to
it, and the next thing, was an order
for $15,000 worth. He sells cheaper
than United States firms. We do not
know how he does it. He tells us he
has a net profit of $25,000 a year. This
is an example of Canadian ingenuity.”

Dealing with the information pro-
vided by the department, Mr. Cosgrave
stated thét if any manufacturer desired
to learn the names of a°dozen import-
ers of suspenders in South China, their
business standing, he could do so at a
moment’s notice. If any of these im-
porters went out of business or became
bankrupt the department was advised
by cable, immediately passing the in-
formation on to the exporting firms.

Refloat Lloyd
George Belge
Steamship Co.

Brussels, Feb. 28—It was announced
last evening that an effort to re-float
the oyd- George Belge Steamship
€ompany had been reached by the
managers of the company the bankers
interested and the Belgian Government.
Fresh capital will be placed at the dis-
posal of the company it was said, on
the understanding that there be a
change in the management.

The convention binding the Govern-
ment and the company has always been
the object of adverse criticisms and the
cost to the Government has been con-
siderable. When the Government re-
cently refused to guarantee notes of the
company falling due, the U. 8. Govern-
ment, as creditor of the company for a
balance of $1,500,000, in connection
with the sale of shipping board boats,
attached four of the Lloyd Belge’s ships
in U. 8. waters. This action caused
some surprise in Belgian official circles,
as they said it was taken without warn-
ing and at a time when liquidation was
not definitely settled. The U. S.
Government also appears to have at-
tached the Lloyd Belge’s funds in
Antwerp banks.

A special meeting of the Council of
the Kentville Board of Trade, togeth-
er with delegates from the Boards. of
Trade of Wolfville, Canning, Berwick,
Windsor, Middleton and the Commer-
 cial Club of Annapolis Royal, was held
at the Cornwallis Inn, Kentville, last
Friday evening. The resolution, which
had been passed at a council meeting
on the 19th, was adopted:— !

\Yhereas, agriculture is the basis of
national prosperity, and whereas such
prosperity results through greater pro-

largely through greater land settle-
raent, and whereas, it has been brought
to our attention that certain British
officers, retired fram the Indian serv-
ice are likely to seek homes in Nova
Scotia dnd in other parts of the Mari-
time Provinces, many of whom doubt-
less desire to take up agricultural pur-
suits, and whereas, Nova Scotia offers
to settlers prospects as satisfying as

Therefore resolved, that we, the ex-

may be located in Nova Scotia; that
every assistance be given te aid said
settlers in getting located to best ad-
vantage; and that assistance neces-
sary for their best direction after being
located be supplied, so that content-
ment 'may result and further settle-
ment thereby be stimulated.

Further resolved, that in our opin-

TRADE AND INDUSTRY
OF BRITISH GUIANA

E. H. S. Flood, Canadian Trade
Commissioner in Barbados, writes un-
der date February 7, 1923, that the
published statement of the exports of
the principal products of the Colony of
British Guiana for 1922 shows the im-
portant increases to be in lumber, shin-
gles, railway sleepers, coffee, rice and
cocoanut products, and decreases to be
in balata, citrate of lime and sugar.
This latter, which is the most import-
ant export of the colony, fell off some
18,000 tons. The large increases in the
export of rice and diamonds to a great
extent offset the decline in sugar.

The Department of Lands and Mines
report that during the quarter ending
December 31, 1922, there was an in-
crease in the diamonds obtained as
compared. with 1921 of 61,086 carats;
for” the full year the total find was
159,426 carats valued at $3,859857.
Gold mining has been growing less
productive each year, the quantity ob-
tained last year being only 8,972 ounces.

Boston, Feb, 28—The wool market is
strong but uncertain. Prices remain
firm, Influenced to a large extent by
the apparent fundamental strength of
the world situation. The local trade
confidently awaits the much talked-of
big improvement in demand which is
due to occur before very long. Yet
everywhere there is a feeling of caution
mingled with a diversity of opinion as
to the supply situation, and an increas-
ing doubt in some quarters about the
continuance of the prevailing high
prices.
